Considered the most prolific living British author, his works include the BBC adaptation of Brideshead Revisited, as well as the three-volume Rapstone Chronicles, concerning the Conservative politician Leslie Titmuss.  For ten points, name this writer, whose best known character is the staid English barrister Rumpole of the Bailey.

T3: Created when Professor Utonium accidently knocked the volatile “Chemical X” into a test tube containing sugar, spice, and everything nice, when not defending Townsville, USA from villains such as the evil monkey Mojo Jojo, they attend Pokey Oaks Kindergarten.  For ten points, what is the collective name of Blossom, Buttercup, and Bubbles, whose cartoon depicts them “saving the world before bedtime?”


Answer: The POWERPUFF GIRLS





T4: He is a legend in the Broadway Actor’s Softball League, for making an unassisted triple play while playing first base in the late eighties, when he was starring in M Butterfly.  His numerous, frequently over-the-top screen roles have included the transvestite Roberta Muldoon in The World According to Garp, Reverend Shaw Moore in Footloose, and Dr. Emilio Lizardo in Buckaroo Banzai.  For ten points name this actor, currently seen as Dick Solomon on Third Rock from the Sun.

T5: From its pilot being CBS’s first made-for-television movie, in 1968, this series went on to have a twelve season run and become the longest running police series.  Its incorruptible protagonist, said to take orders “only from the governor - or from God”, was opposed by a number of recurring villains, such as the pimp Big Chicken, played by Gavin MacLeod, and the master criminal Wo Fat.  For ten points, what series starred Jack Lord as Steve McGarrett, leader of the title elite unit headquartered in the Iolani Palace?


Answer: HAWAII FIVE-O





T6: Although the original group only recorded from 1927 until 1943, they are considered one of the most important influences in country music history.  Their recordings primarily consist of hundreds of Appalachian folk songs collected by their leader, A.P., many of which now form the core of the standard country repertoire – including “Keep on the Sunny Side”, “Wildwood Flower”, “Will the Circle Be Unbroken”, and “Wabash Cannonball”.  For ten points, what is the name of this vocal group, which also included A.P.’s wife Sara, and their sister-in-law Maybelle?


Answer: The CARTER Family

T7: Among his latest work is providing the English language translation of the Japanese animated film “Princess Mononoke”. T9: Known as the thinking man’s heavy metal group, they were formed at Stony Brook College in 1967 by a couple of rock critics.  They maintained a close relationship with several literary figures including Eric von Lustbader and Stephen King, even doing music for King’s mini-series, The Stand.  They went through several name changes including Oaxaca, the Stalk-Forrest Group, and Soft White Underbelly before settling on their final name.  Over the years, they released such albums as Secret Treaties, On Your Feet or On Your Knees, Cultosaurus Erectus, Club Ninja, Imaginos, Extraterrestrial Live, and Tyranny & Mutation.  For Ten Points, identify these kings of lite metal who are best known for such hit singles as “Godzilla”, “Burnin’ For You”, and the song featured in the movie, Halloween, “(Don’t Fear) the Reaper.”


Answer: BLUE OYSTER CULT





T10: His actual last name is Muniz, but he had dropped that by the time he recorded his first album, When the Night Is Over, in 1991.  Since then, he has had small roles in such movies as Big Night and The Substitute, but with his three albums Otra Nota, Todo A Su Tiempo, and Contra La Corriente has become one of the top Latin music stars.  Then came the crossover, fueled by his duet on the love theme from The Mask of Zorro.  For ten points, name this performer, who has recently released his second, self-titled English album, and who appears in the new Scorsese film Bringing Out the Dead.�Answer: Marc ANTHONY





T11: In 1953, with his sole credentials being that he had written a Little League charter for an American Legion post, ABC radio hired this labor lawyer as the unpaid host of a radio series featuring Little Leaguers interviewing major leaguers.  By 1976, his popularity was such that he considered running for the U.S. Senate, and ended up hosting his own variety series, called Saturday Night Live.  For ten points, name this sportscaster, who broadcasted and narrated halftime highlights for 235 telecasts of Monday Night Football.�Answer: Howard COSELL





T12: It ran in newspapers for 55 years, not ending until 1984, but this comic strip is mostly associated with the thirties and forties, when it was drawn by its creator, Ham Fisher.  Its characters included cheese heiress Ann Howe, toothless manager Knobby Walsh, hilbilly Big Leviticus -  contributed by Al Capp while ghostwriting before the debut of Lil’ Abner – as well as Joannie and Buddy, the title character’s children.  For ten points, what is this first sports-adventure comic strip, whose hero’s name is now a synonym for a boxer?
