This classic rock band formed its unusual name by combining the first names of two blues musicians.  Their first album, mostly the work of singer/guitarist (*) Syd Barrett, was a hit upon its release in 1967.  With Barrett’s replacement, David Gilmour, the band would release another dozen albums, including one that would stay on the charts for over a decade.  For ten points, name this band known for its concept albums Wish You Were Here, The Wall and Dark Side of the Moon.

Answer:  Pink Floyd
2. Born in Nice on Oct. 10, 1731 this shy, absent-minded British physicist and chemist published only twenty articles and no books within his lifetime. His experiments on current and (*) capacitance were only published a century after he performed them. One of his greatest discoveries is the chemical composition of water and of the atmosphere.  For ten points, name this man who is best known for calculating the gravitational constant and the mass of the Earth.

Answer:  Henry Cavendish

3.
Born in 1866, this man studied biology for a time under T. H. Huxley. A member of the Fabian Society, (*) he wrote social and political criticisms such as A Modern Utopia. While living in France between the two world wars, he published The Outline of History and The Science of Life.  For ten points, name this author better known for The Island of Dr. Moreau and The Time Machine. 

Answer:  H. G. Wells
4.
In his first season as a pro, he won both the Calder and the Vezina trophies.  His first team, the (*) Chicago Blackhawks, kept him as their #1 goalie and traded away their backup, Dominik Hasek.  This NHL star was later traded to Dallas, where he won the Stanley Cup.  For ten points, name this hockey player, nicknamed “The Eagle”, who is currently a Toronto Maple Leaf.

Answer:  Ed Belfour

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1This sacred text is a collection of sermons, poems, questions and dialogues, including those between Yajñavalkya [“YAJ-nia-VAL-kia”] (*) and his wife Maitreyi. Composed between the seventh century BCE and the turn of the common era in India, for ten points, name this holy Hindu text which contains the Brihadaranyaka, Chandogya, Katha [“kat-ha”] and Isha.

Answer:  Upanishads  (prompt on “Vedas”)

Filmed inside a video game, this series features two teams battling each other inside a canyon (*) on a ringed planet. Forever locked in a hopeless battle of capture the flag, these teams have built up a considerable amount of animosity over the years.  For ten points, name this series, now in its 3rd season, featuring amongst others, Sarge, Church, Tucker, and Lopez and the ATV mysteriously named the “Warthog”.

He spent the last days of his life trying to get his excommunication retracted, so that he could have a proper religious burial.  The documents only got signed nine hours before his death.  This Bishop of Autun represented the Church at the (*) États-Généraux of 1789.  Under Napoleon, he was made Foreign Minister, but eventually plotted against the Emperor.  For ten points, name this French diplomat who represented his country at the Congress of Vienna.

Answer:  Charles Maurice de Talleyrand-Perigord

Its “U” version includes all people in urban areas that earn income, while the “W” version focuses on wage earners.  Its values for different years are used to calculate the (*) inflation rate.  Its major drawbacks are substitution bias and the introduction of new goods on the market.  For ten points, name this economic index which measures the overall cost of goods and services purchased by a typical consumer. 

Answer:  Consumer Price Index

He began his career building railway bridges in southwestern France. In 1887 he agreed to build the locks for the Panama (*) canal only to end up in jail for two years on charges of fraud. With his honor and dignity severely compromised, he withdrew from business and began research work in meteorology, radiotelegraphy and aerodynamics.  For ten points, name this French engineer famous for his metal structures such as the Statue of Liberty and the Paris tower that bears his name.

Answer:  Gustave Eiffel

He directed the first British “talkie” film.  He launched his career with the silent film (*) The Lodger.  After a decade and a half of success in England, he moved to America, where his first U.S. release, Rebecca, won the Oscar for Best Picture in 1940.  For ten points, name this director of The 35 Steps, North by Northwest and Psycho.

Answer:  Alfred Hitchcock

This continent has most of the world’s alluvial deposits of platinum.  Of the continents that have landlocked countries, this one (*) has the fewest. The world’s strongest earthquake took place just off its western shore.  Natural attractions include the world’s highest navigable lake and the highest waterfall.  For ten points, name this southern continent, home to the world’s largest and wettest rainforest.

Answer:  South America

In 1951 the leader was imprisoned for 10 years for his involvement in this movement, and in 1962, a nine-year state of emergency was declared because of their activities. This uprising was led largely by the (*) Kikuyu people, with some support from the Embu and Meru people.  Led by Jomo Kenyatta, for ten points, name this movement that left 32 Europeans and 15,000 Africans dead and eventually resulted in full independence for Kenya in 1963.

Answer:  Mau Mau movement or uprising, etc.

The two lead members of this group met in 1975 as part of the male chorus of Jesus Christ, Superstar.  They had #1 hits, but their best-selling single was stuck at #2 for several weeks in 1983 simply because it was “eclipsed” by “Total Eclipse of the Heart”.  Mostly known for their (*) love ballads, familiar tunes include “Lost in Love”, “Young Love”, “All Out of Love”, and their greatest hit – “Making Love (Out of Nothing at All)”.  For ten points, name this sappy early ‘80s group that shouldn’t be confused with part of SCUBA gear.

Answer:  Air Supply

Born in London, England in 1965, he moved to Waterloo at the age of 12.  At the 1988 Olympics in Seoul, he (*) knocked out Riddick Bowe to win a gold medal for Canada.  When he retired from boxing in 2004, he had beaten every opponent he had ever faced.  For ten points, name this three-time Heavyweight Champion of the World.

Answer:  Lennox Lewis

The bottom of 1919 parody of this work has a set of letters which, when spoken aloud en français, make a rude comment:  L.H.O.O.Q. (*) From the beginning, it was greatly admired and much copied. It became the prototype of all Renaissance portraits after it was painted sometime between 1503 and 1505. For ten points, name this masterpiece that went missing from the Museum du Louvre for two years and is one of Leonardo da Vinci’s most famous works. 

Answer:  The Mona Lisa (accept La Joconde)

His younger brother, Nathan, is a direct ancestor of the Virgin Mary.  One of his sons, Menelik, would become (*) emperor of Ethiopia. His father is famous for having slain a giant.  His mother, Bathsheba, was married to Uriah the Hittite when she conceived a son with another man.  For ten points, name this king of Israel who built the first Temple in Jerusalem.

Answer:  Solomon

It is the title of Queen’s record-breaking 1975 album featuring the hits “You’re My Best Friend” and (*) “Bohemian Rhapsody”.  It is also the title of a popular Marx Brothers movie, in which Groucho, Harpo and Chico pose as singers for the Anvil Chorus during a performance of Bizet’s Carmen.  For ten points, name this five-word title aptly used by both Queen and the Marx Brothers for their most popular respective works.

Answer:  A Night at the Opera

She was born in Helsinki in 1914. Although she studied art, she found her calling with the books she wrote in Swedish. (*) To mock her brother one childhood day, she drew a little hippopotamus on the wall, and thus was born her most famous and enduring character. For ten points, name the author who peopled her books with Snorks, Hemulens, Grokes, and Moomintrolls, with such titles as Comet in Moominland, Moominsummer Madness, and Finn Family Moomintroll.

This is the human version of a frightening disease that first came to the attention of scientists in the 1980s (*) when farmer Peter Stent contacted vets after noticing odd behaviour in some of his cattle. For ten points, though the British government rejected a direct link for a further year, 19-year-old Stephen Churchill became the first victim of what brain-wasting disease in 1995?

Answer:  New-Variant Creuztfeld-Jakobs [“Croyts-felt Yakobs”] Disease or vCJD (prompt on Creuztfeld-Jakobs or CJD)

He partnered with Bob Goody on their namesake children’s show on ITV, and had an eponymous BBC sketch comedy series with (*) Griff Rhys Jones after their run together on Not the Nine O’clock News.  The director of the film Bean, he and Jones founded TalkBack Productions, which gave audiences Smack the Pony and Da Ali G Show, among others.  For ten points, American audiences might recognize this British TV star that had a cameo as the albino in The Princess Bride.

Answer:  Mel Smith  (obviously, prompt on “Smith”)

Born in 1845, this French musician and composer was a critic for the influential Le Figaro from 1903 to 1921. Although he wrote a critically-acclaimed opera, Penelope, (*) he is better known for his dozens of art songs. For them, he adapted the poetry of Victor Hugo and Paul Verlaine amongst others, producing such songs as Mai, Les berceaux, Chanson d’amour and Dans les ruines d’une abbaye.  For ten points, name this composer best known for his Requiem (Opus 48). 

Answer:  Gabriel Fauré

This television show’s star became the first person to win Emmys for acting, directing and writing. This show debuted in 1972 and continued (*) until its legendary final episode in 1983.    Favourite characters include Klinger, Radar and Hawkeye.  For ten points, name this sitcom set in a particular type of hospital during the Korean War.

Samples from India of this vegetable contained illegal amounts of cadmium and lead.  Growing this crop is unique in that farmers deliberately (*) tie up leaves to hide the edible part, then must follow instinct to judge when it can be picked.
