Designed by Belgian Luc Donckerwolcke [“don-ker-vol-kee”], it is the first car in its brand’s history not created by an Italian. (*) Its 6.2 litre, 48 valve, 60 degree V-12 produces 580 horsepower.  Although it has all wheel drive, it can still accelerate from 0 to 60 mph in 3.8 seconds and has a top speed of over 200 mph.  For ten points, name this exotic sports car first released in the 2002 model year that continues Lamborghini’s tradition of naming cars after bulls. 

Answer:  Lamborghini Murciélago

She “plaits the manes of horses in the night, and bakes the elf-locks (*) in foul sluttish hairs”. She also often plagues ladies' lips with blisters “because their breaths with sweetmeats tainted are”, and comes with a tithe-pig's tail to tickle parsons' noses. She is drawn in an empty hazel-nut by a team of little atomies. “In shape no bigger than an agate stone on the forefinger of an alderman”, for ten points, who is the fairies' midwife described by Mercutio in Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet?

This athlete was born November 30th, 1971 in Puerto Rico.  He played 12 seasons for the Texas Rangers, (*) won a World Series in his one season with the Florida Marlins, and currently plays for the Detroit Tigers.  Although he vehemently denies it, Jose Canseco claims, in the book Juiced: Wild Times, Rampant 'Roids, Smash Hits & How Baseball Got Big, that he used steroids.  By reporting to 2005 training camp 22 pounds lighter than the previous season who, for ten points, may no longer need his nickname of “Pudge”.

Answer:  Ivan Rodriguez (accept “I-Rod”; prompt on “Rodriguez” or “Pudge”)

4.
He designed furniture for the Pavilion de l'Esprit Nouveau at the Paris Exhibition of Decorative Art in 1925. (*) He conceived the individual house as a "machine for living in," and envisioned the cities of tomorrow as using skyscrapers to leave the surrounding area free for parks and gardens.  For ten points, name this Swiss pioneer of modern architecture, designer of the Unité d'Habitation at Marseilles. 

Answer:  Le Corbusier (or Charles Jeanneret-Gris)

5.
This progressively degenerative neurological disease was first described in 1882 by the man after whom it is named.  Affecting primarily the frontal and anterior temporal lobes, it creates rounded microscopic bodies within affected cells and causes neurons to swell. (*) Causing dementia in advanced stages, early symptoms may include personality changes and decreases in personal functionality.  For ten points, name this disease which until recently was thought to be indistinguishable during life from Alzheimer’s. 

Answer:  Pick’s Disease  (do not accept “Alzheimer’s”)

6.
As all action movies set in Los Angeles seem to do, this 1991 blockbuster features a car chase through the flood canals, this one depicting a large tow truck after a motorcycle. (*) The male lead reportedly earned 15 million dollars US, but spoke only 700 words, equating to over 20,000 dollars per word.  It was written originally as a sequel, but it is now part of a trilogy.  For ten points, name this film starring Linda Hamilton and Arnold Schwarzenegger.

Answer:  Terminator 2: Judgment Day (accept either; accept “T2”; prompt on “Terminator”)

7.
Principle 11 says that "A participial phrase at the beginning of a sentence must refer to the grammatical subject." (*) The famous Principle 17 says "Omit needless words." Principle 14 says "Use the active voice."  They may love it or hate it, but all writers' guides written after it refer to, for ten points, this famous controversial style manual.

Answer:  The Elements of Style (prompt on “Strunk and White”)

8.
Sections in this book include school, science, sex, animals and parents. (*) It offers “Why did they name Uranus ‘Uranus’?” and “How’s the diet going?” as annoying questions to ask your teacher.  It includes useful phrases for the international smart aleck in a section called “How to be a transcontinental troublemaker”.  For ten points, name this wee handbook for the perplexed helped into print by Matt Groening.

Answer:  Bart Simpson’s Guide to Life

Its bottom is the basilar artery branching into the two posterior (*) cerebral arteries, while its sides are formed by the posterior communicating artery and the anterior cerebral artery branching off from the two internal carotid arteries.  For ten points, what is this circle of arteries at the base of the brain?

Answer:  Circle of Willis (or circulus anteriosus)

10.
“Put your hands in... to the big sky”.  This 2003 single marked the (*) reunification of a group that had been partly broken up ever since the mid-1980’s.  It can either be interpreted as an inspirational message, or just a suggestion that you’ve been partying out way too late.  The feature single of the album Astronaut, for ten points, you should “reach up for” this new hit by Duran Duran, showing they can be a success, no matter whether it’s 1981 or 2005.

Answer:  “(Reach Up for the) Sunrise” (prompt on Astronaut until “2003 single”)

He was born in Mecklenburg County, North Carolina, in 1795 and graduated in 1818 from the University of North Carolina.  Early in his political career, he argued that Texas should be "re-annexed" (*) and all of Oregon "re-occupied”, as well as favouring a possible acquisition of California.  Later, he claimed Oregon from the northern California border all the way up to the 54th parallel, but eventually settled with the British on the 49th parallel as a suitable boundary.  For ten points, name this Democrat, the 11th President of the United States.  

Answer:  James Knox Polk

This game begins with a Soviet invasion of the United States, and its revised edition removed the assignment of destroying the (*) World Trade Centre. Featuring giant squids, Tesla tanks, prism tanks, and Kirov airships, for ten points, what Westwood Studios game has you working with or against Premier Romanov, General Carville, and the mad psychic Yuri?

Answer:  “Command & Conquer: Red Alert 2”  (do not accept “Yuri’s Revenge” if mentioned)

This music is parallel to a series of sonnets, the first of which, in Italian, begins "Giunt' e la (*) primavera e festosetti La salutan gl'augei con lieto canto." The four concertos are in E major, G minor, F major, and F minor. Most famous are the first movements of the first and third, and the third movement of the second. For ten points, name the grouping given to Vivaldi's first four concertos in his "Contest of harmony and invention."

Answer:  The Four Seasons (or Quattro Stagioni )  (accept the lists:  “La Primavera”, “L'Estate”, “L'Autumno”, “L'Inverno”; or “Spring”, “Summer”, “Autumn”, “Winter”)

This woman holds a degree in medieval history and philosophy from Stanford, an MBA from the University of Maryland and a Master of Science degree from MIT.  She directed Lucent’s initial public offering and its spin-off from (*) AT&T.  Perennially ranked as one of the most powerful women in business, she orchestrated HP’s merger with Compaq.  For ten points, name this woman who resigned as CEO of HP on February 8th, 2005.

No frogs were hurt in the making of this movie. No overweight dogs (*) were made to repair flat tires either. And in real life no French wine mafiosi kidnapped any Tour de France cyclists forcing the remarkable grandmother of one of them to go rescuing him.  For ten points, in what recent Oscar-nominated animated film did the grandmother seek the aid of the titular aging music-hall act?

It was started in 1998 by Princeton researcher Roger Nelson and supposes that human thought is able to coherently influence the outcome of random event generators. (*) Data from around the world seems to confirm this idea, when major world events such as September 11th and the Southeast Asian Tsunami produced significantly abnormal patterns in 37 random event generators being studied.  For ten points, name this project which may excite Star Wars fans by seemingly proving that something similar to “the force” does in fact exist.
