He worked for the Secret Service during the Second World War while studying painting restoration under Tancred Saraceni, and secretly authored the famous painting "The Marriage of Cana," attributed to a Renaissance "Alchemical Master." For ten points, name the hero of the trilogy by Robertson Davies that comprises The Rebel Angels, What's Bred in the Bone, and The Lyre of Orpheus.

This artist was born November 12th, 1945 in Toronto, Ontario.  When his parents divorced, he moved with his mother to Winnipeg, where he began playing music in high school.  After returning to Toronto and subsequently moving to Los Angeles, he began his solo career in (*) 1968 after leaving the band Buffalo Springfield.  For ten points, name this artist who has toured with Sonic Youth and recorded an album with Pearl Jam, but may be best known for his work with Crosby, Stills and Nash.

When first introduced on May 26th, 1896, it consisted primarily of railroads.  It is named after the two men who founded the company which first published (*) The Wall Street Journal.  Now a ubiquitous economic indicator, it was last changed April 8, 2004 when AT&T, Eastman Kodak Company and International Paper were replaced by Verizon Communications, American International Group and Pfizer.  For ten points, name this 30-company blue chip market index which includes powerhouses like Microsoft, GE and Wal-Mart.

He once worked as a cook in a London hotel and wanted to make a presentation at the Versailles peace talks, but was refused. (*) He was born around 1890 and died in 1969, not living to see his country unite. Trained as a Communist agitator in Moscow, he helped found the South East Asia Comintern.  For ten points, name the first president of the Democratic Republic of Viet Nam.

Philosopher John Ruskin said that the chemistry of this is more like a medieval doctor's prescription than the makings of a respectable (*) mineral. It is a trigonal crystal which is different colours when viewed down different axes. When warmed, one end of it becomes positively charged and the other negatively charged, attracting dust. For ten points, what stone shows the largest colour range of any gemstone, but is most commonly pink and green as the "watermelon" variety?

He went on to write for Saturday Night Live and more notably The Simpsons, where he wrote classic episodes such as “Marge vs. The Monorail”.  For ten points name this man slated to take over the Tonight Show from Jay Leno in 2009.

This country had been a French territory since 1872 before becoming an independent country on August 1, 1960.  Currently home to over 7.2 million people, it was the first (*) African nation to successfully make the transition from a dictatorship to a democratic system.  Free elections first occurred 1991, and the 2001 round saw the re-election of President Mathieu Kérékou [“keh-reh-koo”].  For ten points, name this country that borders Burkina Faso, Niger, Nigeria and Togo.

This animal began to spread west with the Mongol hordes, and ousted its related black species (*) in most places, being stronger and more aggressive. Linked with the spread of typhus, jaundice, salmonella, food poisoning, and tapeworm, as well as causing millions of dollars in damaged foodstuff and household property, for ten points, what is considered to be the mammal causing the most loss of money and the most discomfort and pain throughout history?

A contract to create this plane was awarded to Lockheed Advanced Development Projects, also known as “skunk works”, in 1978. (*) The aircraft’s first test flight occurred over Nevada in June 1981 and units were delivered to the US Air Force from 1982 to 1990.  During operation Desert Storm, they flew more than 1,300 sorties including ones aimed at downtown Baghdad.  For ten points, name this tactical fighter, the world's first operational aircraft designed to exploit low-observable stealth technology.
