1.
He was claimed by Charles and Marcella Howard, 200 pounds underweight, ill tempered and holding a lackluster record. To soothe his nerves, trainer Tom Smith gave him companions (*) Pocatell the dog, JoJo the monkey and Pumpkin the pony.  In 1938, he beat Triple Crown winner War Admiral in a two-horse race.  After his career was threatened with a torn leg tendon, he came back to win the Santa Anita Handicap on his fourth try at age 7. Ridden by Red Pollard and nicknamed Pops, for ten points, name this racehorse, whose grand sire was Man O’ War, whose story was made into a movie.

Answer: Seabiscuit
2.
Types of this surgery include the Roux-en-Y process, biliopancreatic diversion, vertical banded gastroplasty, and (*) laparoscopic adjustable banding. Performed by bariatric surgeons, the procedure reduces the size of the stomach so the patient is only able to eat a few bites of food at a time. It is recommended for people who are over 100 pounds overweight. For ten points, name this weight-loss procedure commonly known as “stomach stapling”.

Answer:  Gastric bypass surgery (prompt on “stomach”; accept “stomach stapling” until read)

This position is appointed by the president for four-year terms, and leads a board of governors containing seven members. This leader of an American federal agency is responsible for exerting some government control over (*) banking.  By law, he is required to "promote effectively the goals of maximum employment, stable prices and moderate long-term interest rates." For ten points, name this government position currently held by Alan Greenspan.

Answer: Chairman of the Federal Reserve  (prompt on “Greenspan”)

4.
This movie, which featured Al Pacino and Christopher Walken, is about a straight male and a female lesbian thug who fall in love while protecting a mentally disabled boy.  Samples of dialogue include, (*) “It’s turkey time. Gobble gobble,” as an invitation for sex.  Despite a massive publicity campaign, it only opened eighth at the North American box office, and holds the dubious honour of having the largest second-week box office drop-off in history, earning 89% less than it did the previous week.  For 10 points, name this 2003 movie starring Ben Affleck and Jennifer Lopez.

Answer: Gigli [“JEE-lee”]

5.
The oldest son of a Chicago police officer, this Irish-American lawyer was educated by Jesuits. He went to college at the University of Chicago and law school at NYU, and joined the District Attorney’s office in New York. In his career as an Assistant District Attorney, he has been brought before the ethics committee for overzealous prosecution, (*) relating to a case where he withheld evidence that would exonerate a drunk driver.  His father abused him, his girlfriend died in a car crash, and he is possibly an alcoholic. He also has a history of sleeping with his female assistants. For ten points, name this Law & Order character played by Sam Waterston.

Answer: John Jay (Jack) McCoy  (prompt on “Sam Waterston”)

6.
This balding, middle-aged man dreams of being a pair of ragged claws, or pinned and wriggling on the wall. He is not (*) Prince Hamlet, but an attendant lord. He's deferential, politic and almost, at times, a fool. He measures out his life in coffee spoons. A timid man, he does not dare disturb the universe or eat a peach. For ten points, name the character in a TS Eliot poem.

Answer: J. Alfred Prufrock
7.
She was born in 1867 as one of five children, and went by the nickname Manya as a child.  She did well in school, but the local university did not accept women at the time, so she worked as a governess to support herself.  She went to the Sorbonne to study (*) physics and math, and became the first woman in the world to receive her doctorate in science. Along with her husband, Pierre, she isolated radium and polonium and was awarded the Nobel prize in physics in 1903. For ten points, name this scientist who coined the term “radioactivity”.

Answer: Marie Sklodowska Curie  (prompt on “Curie”)
8.
She was born in Pocahontas, Missouri, to a teenage mother and an absentee father. She began working as a bartender at the age of 14, and would earn extra money by singing at her bar for tips. She moved to Nashville in 1996, and was discovered by Big Kenny and John Rich, and became a member of the (*) Muzik Mafia.  Her debut CD was released in 2004, and features the songs “Homewrecker” and “When I think about cheating”. For 10 points, name the woman who sings “Redneck Woman”.

Answer: Gretchen Wilson
9.
This business was started with one small outlet in 1971.  In 1983, Howard Shultz, the director of retail operations and marketing, traveled to Italy where he becomes impressed by the (*) European coffee bars, and decided to model that in America. Since then, this company’s products have been marketed as a lifestyle. In 1983, the opened outlets in Barnes and Noble bookstores; in 1995, they began selling CDs of the music they would play at the stores.  They currently have over eight thousand locations worldwide and have introduced Italian coffee terms into the American lexicon. For ten points, name this very popular coffee chain.

Answer: Starbucks
10.
He is the third of seven children. His mother is a homemaker, and his father a low-level civil servant. An ambitious child, he became a prefect and later, Head Boy at his school. He spends all his time working and studying, and apart from a high school girlfriend, (*) Penelope Clearwater, doesn’t seem to have any friends.  He got a job as the personal assistant to Bartemius Crouch right after he graduated, but suffered embarrassment when he failed to notice his boss was suffering from the imperious curse. He cut off all ties from his family when they continued to insist that Lord Voldemort had again risen to power, despite the denials of the government. For ten points, name Ron Weasley’s supercilious brother.

Answer: Percy Weasley  (prompt on “Weasley”)

11.
Born in 1795 in Dundee Scotland, he came to Canada in 1820. He worked as a journalist at the Montreal Herald, and later founded two (*) newspapers, the Constitution and the Colonial Advocate.  He first entered politics as a member of the legislative assembly for York in 1828 and was elected as the first mayor of Toronto in 1834. He was a radical reformer and a vocal critic of the Family Compact. For ten points, name this leader of the Rebellion of 1837 in Upper Canada.

Answer: William Lyon Mackenzie  (prompt on “Mackenzie”, do not accept “Mackenzie-King”)

12.
Born in Villa Fiorito, he began playing for Las Cebollitas at nine.  He also represented Barcelona, Napoli and the Boca Juniors. With his national team, he won the World Cup in (*) 1986 and was crowned World Footballer of the Year.  After a failed doping test, he was temporarily banned from the field and retired in 1997.  In 2004, he was in the news when he overdosed on cocaine and had a major heart attack.  For ten points, name this Argentine soccer icon and talk show-host who wore #10 and was voted FIFA's Internet Player of the Century.

Answer: Diego (Armando) Maradona
13.
This political philosophy was first coined in 1850 by Frederic Bastiat, in his essays "Economic Harmonies", "The Law", and "What Is Seen and What Is Not Seen". The name became more popular after the crushing of the (*) Paris Commune in 1871, as anarchists began to adopt this term when anarchy became illegal, but only really took off in the US in the 1950s.  It is espoused by the Cato Institute, Ayn Rand, and Dave Barry.  For ten points, name this philosophy which states that the government should not intrude into citizens’ private lives.

Answer: Libertarianism

No one knows where the term came from, but it is widely believed to have originated in a piece of Star Trek fanfiction, about a fifteen and a half-year-old lieutenant, who does not actually appear on the show. (*) This term almost always describes fanfiction characters, but some official characters, like Wesley Crusher from Star Trek, are derisively given this name by fans as well. The term describes a character that has no flaws whatsoever, is beautiful and exotic, and with whom the main character falls in love. They are considered to be wishful thinking on the part of the author. For ten points, name this pejorative fan-fiction term that is also a girls’ name.

From 1920 until her death in 1976, she wrote 79 novels and story collections, all of which are still in print today. Her books have been translated into over 45 different languages. In addition, she wrote books about the (*) archaeology expeditions she took with her husband, Sir Max Mallowan, six romance novels under the pen name Mary Westmacott, and plays, including the long-running The Mousetrap. She created the characters of Ariadne Oliver, Miss Jane Marple, and Hercule Poirot [“PWAH-ro”]. For ten points, name this English mystery writer.

Answer: Agatha Christie

This TV show, which premiered in November, 1969, has received more Emmy Awards than any other show. It was originally created by National Education Television network, but was later sold to (*) PBS. It uses animation, and live-action sequences, and introduced Jim Henson’s distinctive muppets to a wide audience.  It aims to teach young children, and each episode ends by saying it has been “brought to you by” two letters and one number. For ten points, name this children’s show featuring Big Bird and Oscar the Grouch.

This Quebec native was the first woman promoted to the Quebec Supreme Court. Along with Rosie Abella, she published Family Law--Dimensions of Justice, in 1983. She was the only dissenter in Adler v. Ontario, which upheld the right of Ontario to have a separate fully-funded Catholic school board. Until her (*) retirement in 2002, she became briefly famous when Alberta Court of Appeals Justice John McClung accused her feminism of causing Quebec males to commit suicide. For 10 points, name this former Canadian Supreme Court Justice.

Answer: Claire L'Heureux-Dube (“Luh-roo Doo-BAY”)

18.
He owns a large mansion, containing a conservatory, ballroom, billiard room and study, and that’s just on the ground floor. Yes despite his enormous wealth, he only has one servant, a maid named (*) Miss White. He has a very trusting nature, considering his maid and five colourful guests constantly try to kill him, sometimes with a revolver, and sometimes with common household objects like a candlestick or wrench. For ten points, name this board game character played by Tim Curry in the movie adaptation.

Answer: Mr. Boddy  (accept “Mr. Black” until “Tim Curry”)

A brand name is required.  In 1978, Dan White, a San Francisco city supervisor who had recently resigned, shot and killed Mayor George Moscone and Supervisor (*) Harvey Milk. He spent 5 years in jail and committed suicide in 1985, but before then, his lawyers claimed he was not at fault since he suffered from depression at the time of the murder, as evidenced by the fact that the former health nut started eating junk food. He was found guilty of manslaughter rather than murder, and the resulting riots were dubbed the “White Night” riots. For ten points, name the snack food for which Dan White’s murder defense was named.

He started training as an animator at the age of 14, and worked as an animator for Disney by the time he was 26. He wrote for The Simpsons for eight years, but his big break came when he wrote and directed (*) The Iron Giant in 1999, thus establishing himself as someone who writes intelligent, creative animated movies for children. He also voices the character of Edna Mode in his most recent movie, for which he won an Oscar. For ten points, name the director of The Incredibles.

She is the only Greek goddess without any parents, and is said to have been created when Cronos castrated his father and threw his genitals into the sea. She is married to (*) Hephaestus, the god of fire.  Her most famous son is Eros, and her most famous lover is Adonis. She caused the Trojan War when she promised to get Helen of Troy to marry Paris, in exchange for a golden apple. For ten points, name this goddess of love.

Answer: Aphrodite (Don’t accept Venus)

Originally written in 1984 on the album Various Positions, this song was later covered by Jeff Buckley, and became a cult classic after his death. (*) For a song consisting mainly of bible references (Samson and Delilah, King David, and Bathsheba among them), it is used on a lot of current movie and TV soundtracks. It achieved more mainstream popularity when the Rufus Wainwright version was played in the movie Shrek. For ten points, name this acoustic song originally played by Leonard Cohen.

Answer: “Hallelujah”

23.
He first traveled to Asia at the age of 17. When he lived in Mongolia, he provided a detailed history of the rise of the Mongolian Empire.  He spoke four languages and served in the Khan’s administration. (*) After he returned to Venice, he wrote a book about his travels which became very influential throughout Medieval Europe, but many Europeans refused to believe the adventures he described were true. He was impressed by the Mongolian and Chinese civilizations, and brought many of their inventions, such as eyeglasses, pasta, and paper currency, back to Europe through his travels on the Silk Road. His last words are “I did not tell half of what I saw.” For ten points, name this Italian explorer.

He attended the University of Maryland – though he never graduated – and was the editor of the student newspaper that first started publishing the comic strip “The Boondocks”.  His first book, Burning Down My Master’s House, was published last year. (*) The New York Times created the position of “Public Editor” due to him. He was hired as a journalist right out of college, covered the DC Sniper story, and claimed to have interviewed Jessica Lynch’s parents. In 2003, he was forced to resign from the New York Times when the San Antonio Express-News accused him of plagiarizing one of their articles.
