Speaking a language unrelated to any in the known world, these are, for ten points, what indigenous ethnic group of northern Spain who call themselves Euskaldunak [eh-oo-SKAL-doo-nahk], the inventors of jai alai?

Answer: Basques (prompt on Euskaldunak until mentioned)

After graduating from Orlando's Colonial High School, she studied acting for two years in London.  She had a comeback year in 2000, landing supporting roles in What (*) Women Want and the sitcom DAG, but she'd lost her best-known spot nine years earlier, possibly due to uncontrollable weight gain or to conflict with Dixie Carter.  For ten points, identify this actress turned fashion designer, 1974's Miss Florida, who married Promised Land’s Gerald McRaney and who played Suzanne Sugarbaker on Designing Women?

Its publisher, defended by Georges Clemençeau, was sentenced to four months in jail, while the author fled to England and was removed from the Legion (*) of Honour.  That's a good bit less than the punishment of the man it defended, who was stripped publicly of his military rank and imprisoned for five years on Devil's Island.  Published January 13th, 1898. in the newspaper L'Aurore [low-ROAR], for ten points, what was the title of this open letter to French President Felix Faure by Émile Zola regarding the Dreyfus affair?

Born in Cologne in 1917, he was drafted into the Wehrmacht, and lost all his toes to frostbite before his capture by Americans.  After the war, he turned to writing, publishing his first novel, The (*) Train Was on Time, in 1949.  Once the president of International PEN, the first German since Herman Hesse to be awarded the Nobel Prize for Literature was, for ten points, what 1972 winner, author of The Safety Net, Group Portrait with Lady, and Billiards at Half-Past Nine?

The Smithsonian Institution still maintains a server for it, and engines named Jughead and (*) Veronica can be used to search it.  Its decline may have begun when its owners began charging licensing fees for its use in 1993. His simple lifestyle and zany mound antics, including (*) talking to the ball, became wildly popular with fans in his 1976 rookie season, when he led the American League in ERA and started in the All-Star Game.  The next year, he destroyed his knee cartilage goofing off in the outfield, from which he would never recover.  For ten points, identify this lanky righthander nicknamed for his resemblance to a Sesame Street character.

In a famous toasting contest with John Calhoun, he exclaimed "Our Federal Union — It must be preserved!", but never actually dared John Marshall to enforce any decisions about (*) Indian removal, a key issue in his administration.  His depiction on currency might be taken as a posthumous insult, as he opposed and eventually succeeded in shutting down the Second Bank of the United States.  For ten points, name this War of 1812 hero and protégé of Martin Van Buren, nicknamed "Old Hickory".

9.
Its board of five directors, now chaired by Donald E. Powell, may have no more than three from the same political party.  Though it has the authority, in a catastrophe, to borrow up to $30 (*) billion from the Treasury, under ordinary circumstances it receives funding solely through payments from its member institutions.  Created January 1st, 1934 in response to the collapse of financial institutions in the Great Depression, identify, for ten points, this government agency that protects account holders against bank failure, up to one hundred thousand dollars.

Jürgen Prochnow played him in the movies, while William Hurt filled the role on TV.  His father, Paulus, was a (*) bullfighter who lent his name to this ruler's illegitimate son and heir. A song by Modest Mouse and a book on psychedelic experience by William S. Moxley took it for their titles.  Though the CBS show named for it, co-starring (*) Olympia Dukakis and Ed Asner, is set elsewhere, inflationary theory says it's not unreasonable to identify it with Boston, as Oliver Wendell Holmes, Sr. did; since all stars are observed to be receding from each other with constant velocity, every point in the cosmos has an equal claim on being, for ten points, what important spot that Copernicus stated was not simply the Earth?

He played defensive end with the USFL's Oklahoma City Drillers for two seasons after, ironically, losing his job managing oil drillers in Oklahoma.  He'd all but given up on a music career when (*) Mercury Records signed him in 1993, and the eponymous album he released that year went platinum and featured the number-one single "Should've Been a Cowboy".
