1. 
This man is president-for-life of the Watford Football Club, although he resigned as its chairman in 2002.  He is the only recording artist to have had at least one single in Billboard’s “Top 40” in each of 30 consecutive (*) years.  Early albums include Honky Chateau, Caribou, and Rock of the Westies; his most recent is Peachtree Road.  His music has also been featured in the films The Road to El Dorado and The Lion King.  For ten points, name this piano phenom who has famously collaborated with songwriters Tim Rice and Bernie Taupin.

Answer: Elton John
2. 
Taken by Redbeard, it made its way to Algiers, but then it was stolen by Sir Francis Verney, who was with the buccaneers for a while. (*)  It next showed up in Sicily and came into the possession of Victor Amadeus II after he became king in 1713.  Don Redondo took control of it in 1734 when he took Naples and it stayed in his family until it disappeared in the Carlist Rebellion.  It then bounced around Paris for 70 years until a Greek dealer found it and realized what the black enamel exterior was covering.  For ten points give the name of this statue, also the name of a book by Dashiell Hammett and a movie staring Humphrey Bogart.

Answer: The Maltese Falcon
3.
Due to racial prejudice, this team of second-generation Icelandic immigrants formed their own league of teams made of Scandinavian players. Formed in 1911, they won the senior Canadian Hockey Association championship (*) nine years later. In the tournament for which they are most famous, they would have had 3 shutout victories had they not decided to let their final opponents score a goal against them. Beating Czechoslovakia 14-0, the US 2-0 and Sweden 12-1, for ten points, name this team that won Olympic ice hockey gold at the 1920 Antwerp Summer Games, where ice hockey was not a demonstration sport.

Answer: Winnipeg Falcons (prompt on “Winnipeg” or “Canada”)

4.
Oppenheimer noted that a “hole” in this could not be a proton, otherwise stable atoms would be annihilated.  Weyl suggested that a hole in it should have the same (*) mass as an electron, which helped lead to the discovery of the positron.  It describes a vacuum as an infinite collection of negatively-charged particles.  For ten points, identify this “sea” proposed by a winner of the 1933 Nobel Prize for physics.

Answer:  Dirac sea  (“sea” is required until mentioned; accept “vacuum” early)
5.
This television program was first conceived as a replacement for Johnny Carson’s “Best Of” broadcasts on weekends. ABC featured a program with this show’s current title at the time of its premiere, (*) so it had to take on a different title for its first several weeks on the air, which is still referenced in the show’s introduction by Don Pardo in each episode. For ten points, identify this sketch show that first aired on NBC in 1975 created by Canadian Lorne Michaels.

Answer: Saturday Night Live (prompt on “SNL”)

6. 
Directed by Dean Parisot, Thermian is a language option on the DVD of this film, a 2000 Hugo Award winner for Best Dramatic Presentation. At the beginning of the movie, Brandon, played by Justin Long, (*) is brushed off by Jason Nesmith at a convention, but through a mix-up in communicators he is later called on to help the captain.  Everything from the ‘historical documents’ to the obsessed fans to the washed-up cast parodies science fiction, Star Trek in particular.  Starring Tim Allen and Sigourney Weaver, for ten points name this movie that “never gives up and never surrenders.”

Answer: Galaxy Quest
7.
Oldest of the three witnesses to a series of miraculous visions in 1917, the two other witnesses died at an early age, as predicted by the visions, during the Spanish influenza pandemic of 1919-1920, leaving only her to transcribe the messages from the visions. The messages predicted World War II, the rise of communism and (*) the 1981 assassination attempt on Pope John Paul II. The third part of the messages, which included the assassination prediction, was not released until 2000, while the first two parts were released in the 1930s. Still alive when her cousins were beatified in 2000, for ten points, name this Portuguese Carmelite nun who died on February 13, 2005, the last of the Fatima witnesses.

Answer: Sister Lucia de Jesus dos Santos (also accept "Lucia of the Immaculate Heart")

8. 
Standing at 6 feet tall, it is no surprise she was the first woman in Dayton, Ohio to be able to dunk a basketball, which prompted rumours she was a lesbian. (*)  Her father’s Alzheimer’s has been of great concern, though more time was spent on her Secret Service name “Flamingo.”  A former public relations consultant, she was approached by Toby Ziegler the day she was fired to be a part of his new campaign team. For ten points, name this former press secretary to the Bartlett White House and current Chief of Staff on The West Wing. 

Answer: C.J. Cregg

9.
This man ordered the Ishtar Gate to be built and destroyed Jerusalem in 586 BCE.  The Book of Daniel describes him as a conceited, (*) domineering king who went mad and ate grass.  Also the name of a ship in The Matrix, this son of Nabopolassar is credited with building the Hanging Gardens of Babylon. For ten points, name this king who ruled Babylonia from 605 to 562 BCE.

Answer: Nebuchadnezzar II or the Great

10.
When it began in 1936 there were only eight teams; one of those teams, the New Haven Eagles, is one of 6 now-defunct franchises from that city in this league. Its first champions were the Syracuse Stars, (*) and no Syracuse team has won since then. The Iowa Stars and Peoria Rivermen will be added as expansion teams for the 2005-2006 season in, for ten points, what league which this year experimented with widening the blue lines and allowing two-line passes from the defensive zone ahead of mid-ice, whose Calder Cup-winning team this year will be the top professional hockey team in North America?

Answer: American Hockey League

Warning: Two Answers Required! One is redundant, as the first word is the Hindi and Swahili word for the second word. The other comes from the Chinese for “supreme ultimate fist,” and is a style of martial art, though most practitioners do it mainly for the health benefits. (*) One is available in latte form at Starbucks, the other is most commonly known as a form of meditation through slow, repetitive movements. For ten points, Lisa Simpson recommends what two spooneristic methods of relaxation for dealing with being an intellectual?

Answers: Chai Tea and T’ai Chi

Although immortal, he was not born as such, having received his immortality in a lab accident involving an irrational particle accelerator, a liquid lunch and two rubber bands, and therefore did not know how to cope with being immortal, unlike the serene bastards who were born immortal. Eventually he began to despise the universe and all its inhabitants, and decided to (*) insult everyone in the universe in alphabetical order. For ten points, name this character in Life, the Universe, and Everything who would say to those he met, “You’re a jerk! A complete asshole!” before checking them off his list.

Answer: Wowbagger the Infinitely Prolonged

After being arrested in 1963 for robbery, kidnapping, and rape, he was interrogated by police and confessed. At trial, prosecutors offered only his confession (*) as evidence and he was convicted. The Supreme Court ruled that he was intimidated by the interrogation and that he understood neither his right not to incriminate himself nor his right to have counsel. On this basis, they overturned his conviction.  For ten points give the name of this man whose Supreme Court case has resulted in police informing those they arrest of their rights.

This character was created by the Washburn Crosby Milling Company during the 1920s to respond to the hundreds of questions from customers, because the (*) replies would be more personal if a character was invented. Making her debut in 13 cities in 1924, she was played by a different actress in each city. For ten points, name this General Mills spokescharacter.

Frederick Lewis, Prince of Wales, from a cricket ball. Pierre Levegh at the 1955 24-hour Le Mans. Captain Matthew Webb, the first man to swim the English Channel, in the rapids of Niagara (*) Falls. Vladimir Smirnov at the 1982 World Fencing Championships. Jim Fixx while out for a jog. Ivan the Terrible playing chess. Bing Crosby golfing in Madrid. For ten points, these people all had this happen to them while they were at play.

Answer: Death OR They Died (accept equivalents)

This disease, the only known animal DNA virus to replicate in the cytoplasm, is caused by the varicella-zoster virus.  It is extremely contagious and spreads through the air or via (*) contact with the fluid from inside infected blisters.  Common among children, once infected with this disease, you are unlikely to have it again, but it lays dormant in your body and may be re-activated later in life to cause shingles.  For ten points name this common disease characterized by a red itchy rash resulting in spots all over the body.

Answer: Chicken Pox (accept Varicella-Zoster virus before mentioned)

A long-time rival of his countryman John Gora, this accordion player has performed at the Grand Ole Opry and is a mainstay at the Oktoberfest celebrations in Kitchener. A native of St. Catharines, Ontario, his (*) “Mexican Hat Polka” is now a ring tone. For ten points, name the only Canadian who is in both the Cleveland and Chicago Polka Halls of Fame, who, as of 2005, has been nominated for 18 Grammys.

Under the direction of Alfred H. Barr Jr. this building opened the doors at its current location in 1939.  It was recently redesigned by Japanese architect (*) Yoshio Taniguchi, offering a new view of the Abby Aldrich Rockefeller Sculpture Garden designed by Philip Johnson in 1953.
