He reigned when the treaty of Aix-la-Chappelle was signed and lived long enough to see Québec taken from the French. For ten points, name this king of the House of Hanover whose successor lost the American colonies.

Creedence Clearwater Revival asks, “Who will stop” it, while Tom Petty sings of the Louisiana variety. The Beatles say that (*) when it comes, people “run and hide their heads.” Gordon Lightfoot stands with a dollar in his hand in the early morning kind. For ten points, what is this meteorological phenomenon made most particularly famous in a song sung by Gene Kelly?

Answer: Rain [do not accept “Singin’ in the Rain”]

His skeleton is on display at University College, London, (*) dressed in his own clothes, with a wax head in place of the real one. He even attends meetings of the College Council, recorded in the minutes as “present, but not voting.” Criminologically, he belonged to the Classical School and preferred deterrence as a method of punishing crime. For ten points, name this British scholar more known for his work in utilitarian philosophy.

Dirk must deal with a huge green monster armed with a scythe who cut off his client’s head and left it on a record player playing the deceased’s hit song “Hot Potato.” For ten points, this is just some of the nonsense encountered in what Dirk Gently sequel by Douglas Adams?

Jesus’ cursing of this object may seem completely random at first, but there is a symbolic explanation for His actions. It was filled with (*) leaves, like the world is filled with priests who speak good words, but it lacked fruit, like we lack deeds to follow up the words. Cursing it to wither away is symbolic of humans being cast out of God’s kingdom. For ten points, what is this plant of the genus Ficus?

This hockey team gained the dubious distinction of losing by the biggest margin ever in the World Championship – a 47 to nothing rout in 1949. Fortunately, in successive years the team did much better at the Worlds, inching its way up Pool C between 1963 and 1991, eventually winning (*) Pool B gold in 1999. More recently it captured Division I, Group B gold in 2002. For ten points, name this national hockey squad whose star lineup at the 2004 Worlds comprised Frans Nielsen, Kim Staal, and Jens Nielsen.

The opening titles of this movie show examples of Fourier analysis – the approximation of functions by way of sines and cosines – along with the top-billed stars. Despite this rather serious introduction, crude humour abounds in the film, a prime example being the scene where (*) Robin Williams’ character talks about his late wife’s farting antics, causing Matt Damon’s character to laugh hysterically. A story of a math prodigy who refuses to take responsibility for his talent, this is, for ten points, what 1997 film written by and starring Matt Damon and Ben Affleck?

This play was prohibited by the King of France, even though he personally liked it. The five-act play was written by its author merely to hit out at hypocrisy, but certain segments of society saw it as an (*) attack on religion; the bishop of Autun denounced the playwright, and the curé of Saint-Barthelémy damned him. For ten points, name Molière’s most famous work, put on at Stratford a few years ago with Brian Bedford as the titular imposteur.

For ten points, this is Anthony Quinn’s role in the 1962 boxing flick Requiem for a Heavyweight.

The increase can be attributed to the ease with which hundreds of identical form letters can be created and unleashed on hapless (*) television networks for daring to air a war movie with swearing in it, or a Jackson sibling’s mammary gland. The San Diego Chargers made their first Bowl appearance, while Steve Young had six touchdown passes and led the 49ers to a 49-26 victory in, for ten points, what Super Bowl held in Miami in 1995?

The opposite of a (*) syncope, this linguistic phenomenon is sometimes used to accommodate certain metres in verse, or merely to make pronunciation of certain words easier. For ten points, give the fancy term for “adding a letter, sound or syllable to the middle of a word.”

An intense, brooding man who must constantly fight the demons of rumour surrounding his brother Raymond’s death, this is, for ten points, what David Caruso character on CSI: Miami?
