1.

The object was discovered by Kino as he was out fishing, and was described as “perfect as the moon”.  For ten points, identify this work by John Steinbeck about the disastrous consequences of greed.

Answer:  The Pearl

The March 14th episode, titled “The Other Side of the Tracks”, includes a meeting with Professor Leonard Cardwell.  Despite living in Arizona, during the pilot, the main character helped out with a (*) murder case in Texas.  Based on true events surrounding Allison DuBois, for ten points, name this NBC drama in which Patricia Arquette plays a woman that can supposedly talk with the dead.

On November 1, 1991, it spawned the first unnamed Atlantic hurricane since the official naming of storms began.  It began when (*) Hurricane Grace was swallowed up by the fusion of a high-pressure New England cold front and low pressure over the Canadian Maritimes.  For ten points, name this intense weather phenomenon chronicled in a book by Sebastian Junger and a film starring George Clooney.

Answer:  The Perfect Storm (or the Hallowe’en Nor’easter)

The mummy of this third king of the 19th Dynasty was found in 1881 in a cache that included his father and grandfather.  He was co-ruler with his father, (*) Seti I, until he took full rule at age 24.  He made a peace treaty with the Hittites and expanded south into Nubia.  Having the famous wife Nefertari, for ten points, name this “Great” pharaoh that ruled Egypt for over sixty years.

Answer: Ramesses II  (accept “Ramesses the Great” before Great is mentioned)

This man spent 20 years with the U.S. Air Force as an airplane mechanic before beginning his painting (*) career.  He introduced the wet-on-wet painting technique, which is the application of wet paint on top of wet paint.  The geography of Alaska, where he was stationed in the Air Force, is visible in much of his work on his television show.   For ten points, name this painter and television host who sports a large Afro and paints “happy little trees” and “happy little clouds”.

Answer: Bob Ross

He only get seven bucks a day, but if he was any good he’d get a raise in pay, (*) which is better than when he started without a nickel or a dime to show.  Poor poor Stompin’ Tom.  He was ready to leave when he asked where the cigarette trees were and was told to bend over.  In fact, his back still aches when he hears, for ten points, what word?

Answer: Tillsonburg (prompt on “Stompin’ Tom” before his name is said)

Ben Stiller, Sean Penn, Fred Durst, Whoopi Goldberg, Pamela Anderson, Tommy Chong, and Andy Dick all appear as themselves (*) in this recent comedy film.  The film begins with the main actor realizing his career has crashed and what he must do to revive it: fake his own death and see if people care.  However, he is caught and tossed in the LA County’s celebrity wing.  For ten points, name this semi-autobiographical film.

Answer: Pauly Shore is Dead

Two solitudes existed in Victorian society – the man’s world, and the woman’s world. In this concept of so-called “true” womanhood, women were expected to be content with maintaining a (*) household and raising a family while experiencing little or no intellectual stimulation, and remaining pious and pure for their husbands. For ten points, name this concept that can be said to have “brainwashed” the female sex into housewifery.

Answer: The Cult of Domesticity
9.
An antipope with his same name and number held the position after the Western Schism of 1378.  As for the real pope, his bastard son became Duke of Florence in 1530 in the aftermath of the (*) 1527 sack of Rome by Holy Roman Emperor Charles V.  Born Giulio de Medici [“julio day meh-dee-chee”], for ten points, name this pope notorious for his indecision about the divorce of Henry VIII of England from Catharine of Aragon.

Answer:  Clement VII
10.
It is very slow in taking a jest, and it always looks grave at a pun. It is fond of bathing machines, which it believes add to the beauty of scenes. (*) It may be sought with thimbles and charmed with smiles and soap, while its life is threatened by a railway share. Although common ones do no manner of harm, for ten points, what is the creature Lewis Carroll's characters hunted, which may turn out to be a Boojum?

Answer:  snark (prompt on Boojum until the last line).
11.
The Winnipeg branch of this network decided to show regular programming instead of coverage of the 2003 provincial election, to the anger of several viewers.  It has come under fire for failing to provide (*) true Canadian content, instead offering shows that just meet criteria, such as The Outer Limits and the now-off-the-air Bob and Margaret.  For ten points, what national TV network has Kevin Newman at the helm of the nightly news?

Answer:  Global Television Network (prompt on “CanWest” or a local station code)

12.  These events held in 1692 were similar to the ones in Europe hundreds of years earlier. (*)  Over the summer, nineteen people were killed, including a respected minister, a constable, and at least three people of some wealth.  In all the cases heard, everyone was condemned to death.  For ten points, name this event involving the Puritans in Massachusetts.

Designed by Rob Daviau and Craig Van Ness and published by Avalon Hill, (*) this board game is a variant of an old classic.  In 2002, it won the Origins award for Best Science Fiction or Fantasy Board Game of 2001.  Its board is very similar to the classic game, but adds water colonies and a separate moon board.  There are also new pieces called “commanders” that allow a player special privileges.  For ten points, name this updated version of the classic game of conquering the world through dice rolls.

Its chemical formula is 3,7-dihydro-3,7-dimethyl-1H-purine-2,6-dione. (*) It is a mild diuretic, is a mild stimulant, and relaxes the smooth muscles of the bronchi in the lungs. It belongs to a class of alkaloids known as methylxanthines, the same class that includes caffeine.  Human metabolism cuts its levels in half every six to ten hours after ingestion.  For ten points, name this organic compound which makes chocolate potentially deadly for dogs.

McDonald’s fries, Bugs Bunny, pudding crust, naming your kid the name you always wanted, (*) sex by yourself, with a partner, or with multiple partners, the taste of Captain Crunch, the feeling of reminiscing about your first love thirty years after the fact, and living above ground are all things we’re told we’ll miss if we kill ourselves according to, for ten points, this surprise hit single by Bobby Gaylor.

Answer: “Suicide”

This biopharmaceutical science student had the best TV coverage on February 27 among U of O students, even though the women’s basketball team claimed their division title that day.  Coming back from a 1-4 win/loss deficit at the (*) Ontario qualifiers, then coming back from 2-4 at the national level, she led a team that faced 5 sudden-death elimination games, culminating in a finals loss.  For ten points, name this Ontario curling skip that lost the Scott Tournament of Hearts only on the last rock.

Answer:  Jenn Hanna  (just “Hanna” is fine, since all the Hannas are with the same team)

An upside-down version of this treat is called “Tarte Tatin”.  Butter, flour, sugar, a dash of cloves and nutmeg, the sliced fruit, and, of course, (*) cinnamon make up the traditional filling of this pie.  For ten points, name this dessert that had notable cameo in the film American Pie.

Answer: apple pie  (prompt on “pie” or “apple cake”)

18.  Excessive concern with physical appearance, rapidly shifting emotional states, (*) opinions easily influenced by others, excessive sensitivity to criticism, excessive dramatics with exaggerated displays of emotion, constant seeking of reassurance or approval, and a need to be the centre of attention are all symptoms of, for ten points, this personality disorder.

20.  This musical film, directed by Jim Sharman, was first released in the UK in 1975. (*)  Peter Hinwood, Jonathon Adams, and Charles Gray all play parts in the film.  The film was an utter flop at the box office, most likely because critics had no idea what to make of it.  Events in the movie are a wedding, a large dance number, and a supper where Meat Loaf is served.  For ten points, name this cult classic movie starring Tim Curry as an alien from the planet Transsexual in the galaxy of Transylvania.
