1.

His brother is training to be a cage fighter and spends his time (*) chatting with babes online all day. The liger is pretty much his favourite animal because it’s “like a lion and tiger mixed, bred for its skills in magic”. For ten points, name this resident of Preston, Idaho who would call you all “Idiots!” if you didn’t vote for Pedro.

Answer: Napoleon Dynamite (accept either)

2. 
Under certain conditions, they can be made when making cadmium sulfide by bubbling hydrogen sulfide gas through a solution containing cadmium ions. Due to their (*) nanometer size, they flow through the filter paper. These particles reside in the realm between the macro world and the atomic world. The colour of these particles is dependent on their size. For ten points, name these particles sometimes referred to as “artificial atoms”.

The name of this album is a lyric in “Fast Cars,” a track that isn’t even on the regular version of the album. Neither is it available on the special edition that comes with (*) a DVD. It is available, however, on the limited edition, along with a scrapbook. A period-doubling one is a path to chaos. A Hopf one indicates the onset of oscillations because the eigenvalues pass from the left-half plane to the right-half plane. (*) Other famous types include transcritical and pitchfork. For ten points, name this phenomenon in dynamics used to describe the point where the variation of a parameter results in qualitatively different behaviour.

He was drafted by the Cubs in 1981 as the second pick in the first round. Traded to Cleveland, (*) he had a 30-30 season in 1987. He was traded to the San Diego Padres in 1989 and traded once again in 1990 to the team where he would have his most memorable hit. For ten points, name this man who hit a home run off Mitch Williams to end the 1993 World Series.

During the Three Kingdoms period it partnered with Tang China to defeat the Baekje and Goguryeo kingdoms. It eventually (*) allied with these rival kingdoms when the Tang Empire became an enemy, creating the first unified kingdom in the area south of the Daedonggang river. For ten points, name this Korean dynasty which lasted from 57 BC to 935 AD.

7. 
Though their debut album is entitled 604, they are not based in Vancouver, but rather Liverpool. Their single “He Took Her To A Movie” is a tribute to one of their mentors, Kraftwerk. They took their name (*) from a song by Roxy Music, another one of their mentors. For ten points, name this electroclash band with band members Daniel Hunt, Reuben Wu, Mira Aroyo, and Helena Marnie, makers of the song “Seventeen”.

Supposedly based on a true story of events in Minnesota in 1987, (*) it is the story of a kidnapping gone wrong. William H. Macy plays a crooked used car dealer while Steve Buscemi plays the kidnapper of his daughter. A film noir shot almost entirely in the white of snow, name, for ten points, this film by the Coen brothers in which Frances McDormand earned an Academy Award for Best Actress.

Postulated in the 1920s, it says that throughout history, capitalist economies have moved in cycles that (*) last between fifty and sixty years, consisting of about twenty years of prosperity followed by an approximately equal period of stagnation. For ten points, what is this cycle named for a former head of the Soviet Economic Research Council?

Answer: Kondratieff Long Wave Cycle

10. Shortlisted for the 1999 Asian-Canadian Writer’s Workshop Award, this story follows five University of Waterloo graduates and was recently (*) adapted to the stage by Leon Aureus of fu-Gen. Luke is a DJ, Mike is writing the Book, Dave is bitter, Sheldon is looking for the One, and Rick wants to dominate the world. All of them are of Chinese decent and just want to fit in. For ten points, name the first novel by Terry Woo with a title that contains a curved yellow fruit.

Answer: Banana Boys
11. G. Sydney Halter of Winnipeg was appointed the first Commissioner in 1958. In 1993, the league expanded to (*) Sacremento, and further expansion in 1994 included Las Vegas, Shreveport, and the successful Baltimore club which won the league championship in 1995. A year later, all the American teams folded except Baltimore, which relocated to Montreal. For ten points, name this league with a cup donated by a Governor-General whose most recent champion is the Toronto Argonauts.

Answer: Canadian Football League

Juice! Juice! Ellen Burstyn plays Sara Goldfarb, waiting for that letter. Jared Leto is Harry who is always selling his mother’s television for a hit. (*) Jennifer Connelly is Marion, who has to do it “ass to ass” with another girl to get her hit. Based on a novel by Hubert Selby Jr., for ten points, name Darren Aronofsky’s second film about heroin addiction.

13. The thirteenth book in the Rougon-Macquart cycle, it is a dramatic novel of working life and everyday relationships. Such a forceful work, it was even (*) shouted at the author’s funeral in 1902. It examines the family wage economy and the inhuman conditions in which miners worked in Northern France in the late 1800’s. For ten points, name this Industrial Revolution novel by Emile Zola.

Answer: Germinal
14. George Michael has a crush on his cousin Maeby [“maybe”]. Gob [pronounced like the biblical Job] rides a Segway and is a struggling magician. (*) Buster recently had his hand bitten off by a seal. Lindsay and Michael are twins. Lindsay is married to Tobias, a doctor turned actor. Michael is trying to fix the troubles his father caused. For ten points, name this wealthy family who lost everything and the one son who had no choice but to keep them all together on the show Arrested Development.

Answer: Bluth (accepted Arrested Development on early buzz)

15. Conceived by Jérôme Lalement, it was founded in 1639. At its height in 1648 it boasted eighteen priests and forty-six lay assistants. The enclosed compound included a chapel, a hospital, a cemetery for (*) Christian Natives, and a longhouse for visitors. It was burned to the ground by the Jesuits in 1649 to avoid its desecration by the Iroquios. For ten points, name this fortified Jesuit mission with a reconstructed site near Midland, Ontario.

Answer: Ste-Marie Among The Hurons

16. Ideal ones would be perfectly polarizable or perfectly non-polarizable. Perfect polarizable ones can be represented as an ideal capacitor. Perfectly non-polarizable ones can be represented as an ideal (*) resistor. The most common type is composed of silver-silver-chloride. For ten points, name these devices used to transduce ionic currents from excitable cells to electronic current for physiological measurements.

17. The project started in 1990 and finally opened on July 24, 2004. It welcomed the players with nine Canadian Idols singing the national anthem. (*) Andy Roddick said of this new stadium, “It’s more than I expected.” For ten points, name this stadium, the new National Tennis Centre located at York University.

She does life size figure sculpture using (*) wood, plaster, synthetic polymer paint and other miscellaneous items. Her Women and Dog satirizes life in the 1960s. For ten points, name this Venezuelan-American sculptor with last name Escobar, but known by her first name.

19. Three parts of private victory are being proactive, beginning with the end in mind, and putting first things first. The three parts of (*) public victory are thinking win/win, seeking first to understand, then to be understood, and synergizing. Sharpening the saw is just for self-renewal. For ten points, the previous statements describe what set of rules put forth by Stephen R. Covey?
