Matadors helped fund a statue of this man outside the main bullring in Madrid. He used his glass blowing skills to write an article condemning the use of antiseptics to treat soldiers. "I thought he was dead!" exclaimed Ernst Chain after hearing that this man was visiting. Legendarily, he saved young Winston Churchill from death. His discovery of "mould juice" came from examining the destruction of colonies of staphylococci. For 10 points, name this Scotsman who discovered penicillin.

ANSWER: Sir Alexander Fleming
Joan Edwards became the first of a man's former employees to say this rumor was true. This rumor was supported by the allegations of Alto airline pilot Douglas Gotterba, as well as two masseurs who accused a man of sexual harassment. Wensley Clarkson says he tried to dispel this rumor by having a man date Brooke Shields. William Franks said this rumor made a star wary of leaving the Church of Scientology. This rumor is seemingly proven wrong by a man's relationship with Diana Hyland and his marriage to Kelly Preston. For 10 points, name this long standing rumor about the sexual behavior of the star of Saturday Night Fever.

ANSWER: John Travolta being gay
In the Pinky and the Brain episode where Pinky becomes President, this man, while dressed like Quint from Jaws, ultimately ruins him, out of revenge for Pinky claiming that this man's most famous work is no longer funny. He created such characters as the invisible gremlin "Not Me" in a work set in Scottsdale, Arizona. A trademark gag of this man is a thick dotted line that shows characters' paths through the neighborhood. For 10 points, name this creator of P.J., Jeffy, and Dolly, the longtime writer of The Family Circus.
ANSWER: William "Bil" Keane
This actress played a woman who hears the voice of God over the radio; that film was The Next Voice You Hear… She played a scientist's wife in the sci-film Donovan's Brain and once dressed like a baglady to sing the song "Second-Hand Clothes." This person created a color-coded calendar after talking with Joan Quigley. Kitty Kelley's unauthorized biography claimed she had an affair with Frank Sinatra. She appeared on Diff'rent Strokes to promote her "Just Say No" campaign and consulted an astrologer after her husband was shot. For 10 points, name this First Lady during most of the 1980's.

ANSWER: Nancy Reagan [or Nancy Davis]
This character notes that "what else is great…I can talk and sing." He has to concentrate on walking because it's harder for him. This character was hanging out in Tijuana when Dickie Mettenberger asked him if he wanted to be in "show biz"; Mettenberger proved to be a "horrible agent but a beautiful man." He tells the viewer that "nobody wants a goat." For 10 points, identify this animal that belongs to model Hannah Davis in a series of DirecTV commercials.
ANSWER: Hannah's horse
To fix an illness, this man's poverty stricken wife tried to use scissors to perform a home operation. He died on Christmas Eve from blood poisoning after an insect-sting-induced carbuncle on his back. Louis Krasner commissioned him to compose a concerto dedicated to the memory of Walter Gropius' daughter; that was his most beloved work, a Violin Concerto. This student of Schoenberg adapted an unfinished drama by Buchner about soldiers. For 10 points, name this composer of the operas Wozzeck and Lulu.

ANSWER: Alban Berg
Description acceptable. This character objects to someone climbing on a bookshelf full of not yet discredited books. When he hears his shoes are in the den, he notes "May God have mercy on us all." In a montage, he changes into a sweater and a Santa suit, and wears a party hat all while performing the same action on a child who pretended to be Prune Tracy. This man uses the University of Minnesota Spankological Protocol to use eight months of straight spanking on a patient who represses his hate for his beatnik parents.  For 10 points, name or describe this man who treats Homer's next door neighbor in "Hurricane Neddy."

ANSWER: Doctor Foster [or Ned Flanders' therapist; or equivalents]
He is not John Williams, but this composer wrote the piece "The Tradition of the Games" for the 1996 Summer Olympics. This composer of the score for Free Willy won an Emmy for creating the music for the original Lonesome Dove. He did the score for a film in which the Roughnecks try to avenge the destruction of Buenos Aires by landing on Klendathu. In another of his films, Clarence Boddicker works for Dick Jones and almost kills Alex Murphy. For 10 points, name this Greek-American composer who did the music for Starship Troopers, Robocop, and Conan the Barbarian.
ANSWER: Basil Poledouris
In one appearance, this character beats up respected writer Walter Herrick while Herrick is dressed like a Cossack for a stunt. In his first appearance, he fails to blackmail Harry Gooddorf but gets to fill his Christmas wish of staying employed. This character appeared in stories like "Boil Some Water—Lots of It" and "[this character] and Orson Welles." While successful in the silent era, he is now an alcoholic, broken-down hack. For 10 points, name this screenwriter created by F. Scott Fitzgerald.

ANSWER: Pat Hobby [accept either]
Wikipedia claims this is the best known song of Jason Paige, who also sang the "Nausea Heartburn Indigestion" jingle for Pepto Bismol. At one point in this song's video, a fiendish looking character licks the face of a character who turns his sweat-covered face to the camera. Many viewers of this song's video were confused why a character runs through a girl's green skirt. One of the final shots is of a character riding a pigeon like beast. For a period, Max Schindler's HSQB signature parodied lyrics from this song, like "I want to be the very best." For 10 points, name this song that opened the first season of a cartoon about Pikachu.
ANSWER: The Pokemon theme [or the Indigo League theme; or "Gotta Catch 'em All"] 
In a clip, this man expertly wins a game of Pac-Man in less than five seconds, infuriating his boss. That clip features him setting up a PlayStation knock-off so his boss can play Twisted Metal. Other YouTube clips have this man being launched into space and killed with the Death Star. In the most famous clip, Otto Gunsche is repeatedly ordered to find him. This man was Eva Braun's brother-in-law and was shot for desertion near the end of the war. For 10 points, name this Nazi, best known for a meme from the film Downfall in which Hitler shouts his name over and over.

ANSWER: Hermann Fegelein
In one of this group's music videos, the singer screams at a giant spider that dangles to the left of the screen and punches it. That video takes place in what is apparently a fictional state to the south of Tanzania, and ends with the title character emerging from his tent to stop voodoo practicing natives from cooking the rest of the band. In their most famous video, the band rides in a pink convertible after a member asks the female singer "do you want to go for a ride?" For 10 points, name this band whose members include Lene and Rene, and who were behind the videos "Doctor Jones" and "Barbie Girl."

ANSWER: Aqua
In a film based on this group, a fictional version of it is led by the Craig T. Nelson played Litten Mandrake. Its symbol contains the number 322, which may be a reference to Demosthenes. A Hill Harper played character is killed after he finds out about a group like this. This group, which owns Deer Island in the St. Lawrence River, is rumored to possess Geronimo's skull. While a member, George H.W. Bush was known as "Magog." Based in the "Tomb," this group has members join during "Tap Day" For 10 points, name this infamous undergraduate secret society at Yale.

ANSWER: Skull and Bones [prompt on the Skulls]
A fictional man with this occupation is served by a dog not named Old Yeller, but rather Cuddles. Johnny Polo's 1993 tag team champions had a theme song specifically telling viewers they did not have this job. In the film Rose Marie, Nelson Eddy popularized the song "Indian Love Call" when playing a man with this job. A man with this job comes to Chicago "on the trail of the killers of his father" and owns a lip-reading animal named Diefenbaker. Sergeant Renfrew is a famous fictional character with this job. For 10 points, name this job held by the red garbed protagonist of the Canadian show Due South.

ANSWER: Mountie [or member of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police]
A member of this family once noted that contracts are hard to read "if you're reading them over watermelon or tacos." That man was the host of the original pilot for the show that became To Tell the Truth. A member of this family was sued by William Westmoreland for libel in 1982 and produced with Louis Lomax the documentary The Hate That Hate Produced about the Nation of Islam. Another member has been moderator of both Meet the Press and Fox News Sunday. For 10 points, name this family, whose members included FOX News reporter Chris and his father, 60 Minutes correspondent Mike.

ANSWER: Wallace
This person at one point looked very forlorn and said he couldn't go to prison because "they'd eat me alive." He once received an honorary degree from a college whose mascot is Sir Oinks-a-Lot and is now one of the pig's "powerful friends." When this person is introduced in one appearance, he says he has just completed an article for Redbook before saying "yes, master." Mr. Burns let this man win at golf and wonders if Homer Simpson is related to him, despite the fact they spell and pronounce their names differently. For 10 points, name this former President who in a Simpsons episode served on the Devil's Jury of the Damned.

ANSWER: Richard Milhous Nixon
This event resulted in Douglas Trumbull quitting filmmaking. Peter Bogdanovich made a 2004 film about this event, which starred Michael Weatherly as the man who played his father on NCIS. Thomas Noguchi's original ruling was that this event was an accident due to alcohol usage and hypothermia. This incident occurred during the making of the film Brainstorm, with the victim on a boat trip with Christopher Walken and husband Robert Wagner. For 10 points, name this 1981 mysterious drowning death of an actress who starred in West Side Story.
ANSWER: death of Natalie Wood [or Natalie Zacharenko]
Sara Solnick and David Hemenway's "comment" on this fact revealed a 214-percent welfare gain was created. The first proponent of this idea was once the vice dean at Wharton and is now the Frederick Kappel Chair at the Carlson School of Management. This fact is the most famous idea proposed by University of Minnesota professor Joel Waldfogel. This theory was outlined in the book Scroogenomics, which advised people to buy gift cards and not presents. For 10 points, name this fact, a depressing economic truism about the holiday season.

ANSWER: the fact that Christmas is a deadweight loss
This character has a daughter who frequently teamed with the villainous Barbella. He is a crack pistol shot who shoots opponents through the right eye; those victims include representatives of the Purple Gang and Spangled Mob. This character orders the killing of Mr. Solo and orders Operation Grand Slam. He cheats at gin rummy in Miami and his bodyguard crushes a golf ball with his bare hands. For 10 points, name this villain who says "I expect you to die" to James Bond and is the employer of Oddjob.
ANSWER: Auric Goldfinger [accept either]
This actor played "Inmate #2," who harasses Gabrielle in the Desperate Housewives episode "My Heart Belongs to Daddy." He portrayed the super soldier Romeo in Universal Soldier: The Return. This man played a killer who comes down the chimney and murders a family portrayed by Jewish performers like Fran Drescher and James Caan in a film. On the SVU episode "Loophole," he played a drug crazed man who beats up Stabler. At the end of his lead role in Santa's Slay, he turns to the camera and asks "who's next?", referencing his wrestling catch phrase. For 10 points, name this bald wrestler noted for going 173-0 in WCW during the 1990's.
ANSWER: Bill Goldberg
A character from the 44th century vaporizes this character's body in the short story "I Am Become Death." This character, at various times, was restored by Lt. Commander Argyle and the Pakleds. He killed his father on Terlina III and his last words were "I love you…brother." He summoned the Crystalline Entity to kill his original colony. Marked by his use of contractions, he was created by Dr. Noonian Soong before his more famous brother. For 10 points, name this Star Trek villain, the brother of Data.
ANSWER: Lore
Mike Myers apologized after a Saturday Night Live sketch mocked this person. Once known as "Energy," this person was critiqued for saying she wanted "to be around Americans" after the 9/11 attacks. Named after a Judy Collins recording of a Joni Mitchell song, she quit sports to concentrate on ballet, as recorded in the book It Takes a Village. Married to investment banker Marc Mezvinsky, she was born in Little Rock. For 10 points, name this former First Daughter, the daughter of Bill and Hillary.
ANSWER: Chelsea Clinton
Canadian A.J. Cook starred in the third film in this series, which also featured Sean Connery's son, Jason, as a professor impersonated by the antagonist. The first film in this series infamously features cameos from the lead actors in the Candyman, Friday the 13th series, and Nightmare on Elm Street series, the latter as a man who receives a statue of Ahura Mazda. The antagonist in this Wes Craven produced series is a being who fought Zoroaster and was known as a djinn.  For 10 points, name this horror series about an evil being that corrupts people's requests.
ANSWER: Wishmaster
In the Mark Winegardner Godfather novels, this is the surname of the analogue of the Kennedy family. This was the surname of a Yankees pitcher known as the "Naugatuck Nugget." This is the first name of Kevin James' youngest daughter and Chipper Jones' second son. A baseball player with this first name wrote "This is a sinking ship" on the Blue Jays clubhouse board. A stadium with this name was where the Beatles opened their 1965 North American tour. For 10 points, give this surname, the namesake of where the Mets played from 1964 to 2008.
ANSWER: Shea
The fourth Ator film is sometimes billed as the third in a series starting with this film. It ends with a policeman about to be zapped by the antagonist's magic green ring. Julia Louis-Dreyfus has a very early film role as a woman who thinks she's some sort of forest nymph. The protagonist is named "Harry Potter Jr." Sonny Bono and other performers in this film play apartment residents who are transformed by Torok, the title character. Its sequel, which is unrelated, contains a character who famously notes "they're going to eat me! Oh my Goddddd!" For 10 points, name this movie about a title magical fiend.

ANSWER: Troll
The unproduced Hitchcock film The Blind Man would have scenes filmed at this location, although plans fell through after the release of Psycho. Doritos were invented at this location. At Black Sunday at this place, Art Linkletter lost his microphone and there were very few working drinking fountains in 101 degree weather. This location named a television anthology that aired episodes of Davy Crockett. For 10 points, name this location in Anaheim, the first major theme park built by the man who created Mickey Mouse.

ANSWER: Disneyland [do not accept "Disney World"]
This character tells his girlfriend to "give a holler and hate me, hate me." His love sings about "a hug around the neck and a barrel and a heap" and says "you bet your purdy neck I do." He watches his girlfriend sing "A Bushel and a Peck" and runs a floating crap game with Benny and Nicely-Nicely. Played by Frank Sinatra in a 1955 musical and by Mark Hamill on a Simpsons episode, this character eventually agrees to marry Miss Adelaide. For 10 points, name this character who makes a bet with Sky Masterson in the musical Guys and Dolls.

ANSWER: Nathan Detroit [accept either]
This character's family had an estate in the Sirpar Hills. As commander of the 44th Special Operations Division, he frequently sacrificed soldiers known as Devil Dogs. He replaced Amise Griff in command and Alec Pradeux's propaganda claims he was killed by energy bombardment. The actor who played this character also played Hitler in Indiana Jones and the Last Crusade. Mara Jade said he "bears watching," while his killer proclaimed him "as clumsy as he is stupid." For 10 points, name this commander of the Executor, replaced with Piett by Darth Vader.
ANSWER: Kendal Ozzel [accept either part]
This character "escapes from Mars" in a Sega Genesis game. According to Wikipedia, this character "was inspired by Errol Flynn." In a television show, this character has an uncle who resembles Bob Hope and a dad who resembles Bing Crosby. On that show, this character runs afoul of Francis X. Bushlad and Digeri Dingo. He asks questions like "why for you bury me in the cold, cold ground?" and wants to eat Bugs Bunny. For 10 points, name this Looney Tunes character based on an Australian animal.
ANSWER: Tazmanian Devil
This revelation was parodied in a SNL sketch in which a Norm Macdonald character sheepishly notes "I usually try to have some moral in these things." That parody featured guest star Pamela Anderson. Maxine Stuart joked that this revelation required her to dub another performer's voice. The director tried to hide this revelation by casting people with extremely sympathetic voices. After it takes place, the protagonist is taken to a village of "our kind" because the surgery has failed. For 10 points, name this famous twist ending from the Twilight Zone episode "The Eye of the Beholder."
ANSWER: The attractive woman is considered ugly by society
When this character decided to clean up his aunt's bike, he dressed as a "Boogey Biker" in order to maintain his reputation. This character has the worst reputation in Coolsville. He wears a green vest over a white shirt with cowboy boots and frequently says things like "I didn't do it, Jones!", even going so far as to call in to the protagonists to say that line. For 10 points, name this villain who is constantly blamed for crimes by Freddy on A Pup Named Scooby-Doo, and who shares his name with a trope from mysteries about misleading clues.

ANSWER: Red Herring
