1. It was first proposed by Glenn Seaborg and is based on the hypothesis that the nucleus is composed of shells similar to the electron shells which surround an atom and which are similarly composed of groups of quantum energy levels.* Neutrons and protons will fill these energy levels and, when a particular level is filled, the binding energy for each nucleon will reach a local minimum. It is proposed that isotopes which fit this category include ununquadium-298, unbinilium-304, and unbihexium-310. FTP, what is this hypothesized group of transuranic elements which have a “magic number” of neutrons allowing samples of them to decay far more slowly than those of elements near them on the periodic table?
          ANSWER: Island of Stability
2. They earned a good reputation for helping drug addicts in the cities where they had branches, namely Indianapolis, San Francisco, Los Angeles, and Ukiah, California. The group allied itself with the Disciples of Christ and their numbers increased,* but they were still hurt by charges of being a cult and by rumors of cruel and unusual practices. This encouraged them to relocate to Guyana, where they became responsible for the murder of Congressman Leo Ryan. FTP, what is this cult founded by Reverend Jim Jones in 1953 and which is most famous for the mass suicide at their Jonestown compound in 1978?
          ANSWER: Peoples Temple (prompt on Jonestown before it is said)
3. It opens with a man overhearing a conversation about the true reason for marriage while riding on a train. This leads him to question what love is and to conclude that women are incapable of having equality so long as men view them as objects of desire.* Later, he marries a woman and a tumultuous relationship shifting between periods of passionate love and violent arguing ensues. Eventually his wife takes a liking to a violinist and the protagonist, in his jealousy, takes a trip, only to return early, find the two together, and murder his wife. FTP, this is the plot of what short story by Leo Tolstoy which takes its name from Beethoven's Sonata No. 9 in A Major for piano and violin?
          ANSWER: The Kreutzer Sonata 
4. It is approximately 45 minutes long and is divided into 4 movements, Moderato, Allegretto, Largo, and Allegro non troppo. It premiered on November 21, 1937, and was an immediate success, receiving a standing ovation for somewhere between 30 minutes and an hour.* The final movement is often criticized for its shrillness, but according to Solomon Volkov, it is actually a parody of shrillness representing forced rejoicing. It includes a quotation from the composer’s song “Rebirth” accompanied by the words “The barbarian painter blackens the genius’ painting”. FTP, what is this work by Dmitri Shostakovich which was subtitled “A Soviet Artist’s Reply to Just Criticism” by the Soviet Composers’ Union?

          ANSWER: Symphony No. 5 in D minor Opus 47 (require Shostakovich as well before his name is said)

5. It has 34 degrees of freedom, stands approximately 4.5 feet tall, walks at speeds of up to 2.7 km/hr, and weighs in at 54 kilograms. It can work for up to 40 minutes at a time, a full 10 minutes longer than the previous model.* It is now capable of handling objects such as carts and trays and is programmed to perform the typical duties of a receptionist. FTP, what is this humanoid robot unveiled by Honda in 2005, an update of a model created in 2000, which is named in honor of the developer of the “Three Laws of Robotics”?
          ANSWER: ASIMO or Advanced Step in Innovative Mobility
6. They recognize the Old Testament prophets, Jesus, and Mohammed as true prophets and also believe in the wisdom of many ancient Greek philosophers. Members of this group are divided into two distinct groups, the uqqal, an inner circle of “knowledgeable initiates”, and the juhhal, who are ignorant of many of the inner workings of the religion.* Unique for religions based in the Middle East, women are considered particularly suited for the former and are completely equal with men. FTP, name this religion, the most famous American member of which is Casey Kasem and which had possibly the strongest militia in the Lebanese Civil War.
          ANSWER: Druze or Ahl al-Tawhīd 
7. In order to escape his execution, he claims that he is a sorcerer and that he will black out the sun.* At one point, in one of his many tirades attacking the gentry, he says “the jackass is useful because he is a jackass, a nobleman is not useful because he is a jackass”. Despite his extreme dislike for his situation, he attempts to make the best of it, especially by building factories to produce all of the amenities of 19th Century America. FTP, who is this character, the title character of Mark Twain’s A Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur’s Court, who ends up killing 25,000 knights in the closing chapters of the book before being put to sleep for 1300 years by Merlin?

          ANSWER: Hank Morgan (accept either) or The Boss (prompt on Connecticut Yankee before it is said)

8. This view first appeared in the philosophy of Gorgias, a pre-Socratic sophist, and is also seen in certain versions of Taoism and Buddhism,* which argue that drawing a distinction between self and the universe is an absurd and arbitrary artifact of language and not an inherent aspect of reality. Some objections include death, pain, and language, though all of these can be countered with an appeal to free will. FTP, what is this metaphysical belief that nothing exists except for one’s own self and that everything else is an extension of one’s existence?

          ANSWER: Solipsism 
9. In the top of the 8th inning, Sal Maglie had walked Larry Doby and had given up a single to Al Rosen before Don Liddle was called from the bullpen. After four pitches and being replaced by Marv Grissom, Liddle is credited with saying, “Well, I got my man”.* This is only a half-truth, as the Giants managed to get an out on Vic Wertz, but it was not to Liddle’s credit. After running the count to 2 balls and 1 strike, Wertz knocked Liddle’s next pitch 450 feet, a sure homerun, were the game not played at the Polo Grounds. FTP, name the play, which resulted when Willie Mayes made an on-the-run, over-the-shoulder grab in Game 1 of the 1954 World Series against the Cleveland Indians.
          ANSWER: The Catch 
10. Shipping the most recent Harry Potter novel to Miranda’s children in Paris before it has even been released;* locating an unnamed antique store where Miranda had once admired a dresser; serving lattes at the exact temperature at which Miranda prefers to drink them. All of these are duties that a personal assistant hungry for a recommendation must perform for her overly demanding boss in, FTP, what 2003 chick-lit novel by Lauren Weisberger, which brings new meaning to the phrase, “the boss from Hell”?
          ANSWER: The Devil Wears Prada 
11. It was initially formed on June 6, on I-10 and it plowed through a police roadblock at 85 mph near a cloverleaf on I-44 in Tulsa.* Continuing on its journey, it was met in Chicago by a larger contingent of law enforcement, including troops from the Illinois National Guard. Again, the police were unable to prevent its passing and it headed for New Jersey. Including over 1000 members by this time, Pigpen smashed through a toll booth at 98 mph, prompting much celebration from the followers of, FTP, what group of renegade truck drivers from a song by C.W. McCall?
          ANSWER: “Convoy”
12. Set in Los Angeles, it was a gritty, police-drama in the mold of Hillstreet Blues. Barbara Bosson, the wife of one of the producers* played the city’s corrupt, bribe-hungry mayor, Louise Plank, and James McDaniel, later of NYPD Blue fame, played Officer Franklin Rose. Much of the original music was penned by singer-songwriter Randy Newman and, at $1.8 million per episode, it was the most expensive television series up to that time. FTP, name this failed Steven Bochco-produced series which aired only 13 episodes, mainly because audiences were unready to see a musical television drama.
          ANSWER: Cop Rock 
13. Samuel, an amateur inventor and carney salesman developed this product, which he and his son sold on the fair circuit as well as inside Woolworth’s. It soon became obvious that there was a flaw in hawking this product with repeated in-person demonstrations, because of the expense of keeping and transporting so many tomatoes, onions, and the like.* For that reason, pre-taped demonstrations of the product were used, which helped lead to television commercials and the infomercial. FTP, what is this product, originally named the Chop-o-matic, which was hawked by Ron Popeil with the slogan, “It slices, it dices, it makes julienne fries”.
          ANSWER: Vegomatic (accept Chop-o-matic before it is said)
14. Long John Silver, Hot Nikkles, Hot Nixon, John-John McLane,* The Panty Raider, John-John Blaizini, Johnny Dangerous, Johnny Blaze, The Ghost Rider, Iron Lung, Shakwon, Tical, Ticallion Stallion, Methtical, the MZA, Clifford Smith. FTP, these are all aliases that have been adopted by what East Coast rapper and member of the Wu-Tang Clan who might be best known for his many collaborations with Redman?
          ANSWER: Method Man
15. “We are come to thank you for the gentle tendrils that intertwine to produce the grapes that produce the wine... Out of wine comes truth, out of truth the vision clears, and with vision soon appears a grand design. From the grand design we can understand the world. And when you understand the world, you need a lot more wine.”* These lines appear in the song “Hymn to Dionysus” from this musical, the original production of which Stephen Sondheim described as “working in a urinal”. FTP, what is this musical, the plot of which concerns the attempts of Dionysus to bring George Bernard Shaw back to life and which is very loosely based on a play by Aristophanes?
          ANSWER: The Frogs
16. 100 years ago, Dr. Abraham Van Hellsing and a group of freedom fighters attempted to rid the world of monsters for good, but they failed and Dracula returns from the grave.* To aid him in his plot to destroy a magical amulet, Dracula also resurrects Frankenstein, the Wolfman, the Mummy, and Gillman. With the help of a man simply known as “Scary German Guy”, five kids stand in Dracula’s way of taking over the entire world in, FTP, what 1987 children’s film starring Andre Gower and Duncan Regehr?

1. Identify the following related to labor strife in the United States during the 19th Century F10PE.
A. The Ancient Order of the Hibernians served as a front for this organization which was founded in Ireland in 1843 and violently attacked English landlords there. While the AOH sought rights for Catholics and the Irish, this organization fought for those rights, including killing numerous mining bosses in western Pennsylvania.

          ANSWER: Molly Maguires
B. He encouraged workers from the Pullman Palace Car Co. to strike in 1894 as leader of the American Railway Union and was jailed for his efforts, under the charges of interfering with delivery of the mail. While in prison, he read the works of Marx and Engels and he subsequently ran 5 times for the presidency on the Socialist ticket.
          ANSWER: Eugene V. Debs
C. This holiday is considered a communist holiday and it is counteracted in the US by the legal holiday “Loyalty Day”. The date for the holiday was picked mostly because of the demand for an eight-hour work day by the Federation of Organized Trade and Labor Unions by this date and the subsequent riots, particularly the Haymarket riots, which occurred then.
          ANSWER: May Day
2. Identify the following terms from political science F10PE.
A. This term, first coined by Ludwig von Mises in his work Omnipotent Government, is the aggrandizement and the glorification of the state or nation at the expense of all else. It is a form of state worship, can be equated with ideas such as national chauvinism, and is often associated with fascism or national socialism.
          ANSWER: Statolatry
B. This form of national power is the use of a nation’s military force or economic aid or sanctions to coerce another nation into acceding to the demands of the nation with that strength.
          ANSWER: Hard Power
C. Coined by Otto von Bismarck after following Klemens von Metternich’s lead in attempting to balance the power in Europe, this term refers to the foreign political situation as it stands in reality as opposed to that same situation from an ethical or theoretical standpoint.
          ANSWER: Realpolitik

5. Identify each of the following epic poems from world literature F10PE.
A. Though no definitive compilation exists, this Tibetan poem is believed to be the world’s longest work at over 1 million verses and it was first written by Buddhist monks in the 11th Century. It recounts the victory of the title character, the mythical ancestor of the Tibetan people and the king of Ling, over King Sinchi of the Moin tribe.
          ANSWER: Epic of King Gesar
B. This religious epic was composed of 30,000 lines of 8-syllable couplets in the Midlands English dialect around 1300. It tells the history of the world as told in the Bible, several hagiographies, and many legends and it was extremely popular in its day. Its name means “Runner of the World” and it is the single most quoted work in the OED.
          ANSWER: Cursor Mundi
C. The original copy was itself a copy of an earlier version written in Mayan hieroglyphics and it was discovered and translated into Spanish in 1702 before its rediscovered and retranslation in 1854 in Guatemala City by two scholars It opens with the Mayan creation myth and focuses primarily on the twin brothers, Junajpu and Xb’alanke.
          ANSWER: Popol Vuh or Council Book or Book of the Community or Popol Wuj
6. The Habsburgs were among the most interesting characters in European history and ruled Austria from 1526 to 1918. F10PE, identify the following about the Austro-Hungarian Empire, which occupied the last 51 years of Habsburg rule.

A. As Hungary was Austria’s junior partner in the Empire, Hungary granted similar amounts of autonomy to this kingdom, which had historically been a part of the Hungarian crown lands. This ethnic group, however, was not the largest minority in Hungary, but was chosen mainly because Romania and Serbia were neighboring, independent states.

          ANSWER: Kingdom of Croatia 
B. Eventually to prove the nation’s undoing, this territory was occupied by Habsburg forces in 1878 under the terms of the Treaty of Berlin, which had altered the provisions of the Treaty of San Stefano between Russia and the Ottoman Empire. It was annexed outright in 1908, prompting nationalists, such as Gavrilo Princip, to militancy. 

          ANSWER: Bosnia-Herzegovina or Bosnia and Herzegovina 
C. The nephew of Archduke Franz Ferdinand and an Austrian Generelfeldmarschall, he succeeded Franz Josef on his death and served as the final emperor from 1916 to 1918. He twice attempted to become King of Hungary after the war, but failed in large part because of the opposition of the Hungarian regent, Admiral Miklós Horthy.  

          ANSWER: Karl I or Károly I or IV or Charles I

8. Exoplanets have become a hot topic among astronomers and those who follow astronomy. F10PE, identify the following exoplanets, all of which have been provisionally named for a mythological figure, from a brief description. 
A. It is the prototypical "hot Jupiter" and was originally thought to be a terrestrial planet because it orbits closer to its star than Mercury does around the Sun, but this has been caused by orbital migration. It was the first planet discovered orbiting a star like our own sun. 
          ANSWER: Bellerophon or 51 Pegasi b 
B. Like Bellerophon, this planet is a hot Jupiter and it orbits its star in the equivalent of 3.5 Earth days because of its incredibly close orbit. When hydrogen was discovered on this planet in 2001, it became the first extrasolar planet to have its atmosphere measured. 
          ANSWER: Osiris or HD 209458 b 
C. This planet received its common name because, at 12.7 billion years, it is by far the oldest planet yet discovered and it orbits a pair of binary stars, one of which is a pulsar and the other a white dwarf. 
          ANSWER: Methuselah or PSR B1620-26 c

A. Much of the action of the series takes place in this Mulian stronghold, which is surrounded by an “absolute barrier” and in which time moves differently. It is Ayato’s home before he is rescued and it receives its name from the coloring pattern of its shielding.

On Malachor V, she found an Academy for teaching Sith and shortly before her death there, she predicts the fall of the Republic and the death of Jango Fett, among other things.
          ANSWER: Darth Traya
B. The body of this Sith, who is also known as the Lord of Pain, is a myriad of pieces only held together by the force of his will. He was an apprentice of Traya at the Trayus Academy, but, along with another student, he helped to overthrow her and strip her of her powers. In the end, he is slain in the halls of the Academy by the Jedi Exile.
          ANSWER: Darth Sion
C. A student of Traya’s as well, he consumes the Force from Jedi and Sith alike. Because of his powers, those who come near him become his mindless slaves and he was responsible for the destruction of the Miraluka planet, Katarr, along with the Jedi remnant meeting there. He was killed on the bridge of his flagship, the Ravager, by the Exile.
          ANSWER: Darth Nihilus

With Ajax Amsterdam, he averaged a goal every other game, but his hot temper saw him attack fellow striker Zlatan Ibrahimovic with scissors.

A. 10) According to legend, he was the cupbearer of Ur-Zababa before becoming king and he was the founder of the Akkadian Empire, the first multi-national empire in history. Among his conquests were Gutium, Palestine, Syria, and Elam. 
          ANSWER: Sargon of Akkad or Sargon of Assyria or Sharrukin 
B. 5) Though his legal code is predated by those of Ur-Nammu, Urukagina, Eshunna, and Lipit-Ishtar, it is generally regarded as the best preserved of early Mesopotamian legal codes. Some religious scholars associate him with Nimrod and he was the first ruler of the Babylonian Empire which ruled Sumer and Akkad. 
          ANSWER: Hammurabi or Khammurabi 
C. 15) The earliest ruler on the Sumerian kings’ list to definitely be known as an actual historical figure, he conquered Lagash in the 23rd Century BCE and was considered the only ruler of the Third Dynasty of Uruk. He was also the last Sumerian king of Sumer before its conquest by Sargon of Akkad. 
          ANSWER: Lugal-Zage-Si of Uruk
