Tossups 

1. Sections I-IV find the narrator distraught at the loss of a precious object, which he looks for before falling asleep and dreaming of a beautiful countryside. The narrator meets a maiden on the opposite side of a stream and immediately recognizes her. Sections V-XV see a conversation between the two, in which the maiden instructs the narrator in redemption, sin, and equality under the Lord. Eventually, he asks her about the City of God, and she shows him the Heavenly Jerusalem, but in his desperation to cross, he jumps in the stream and awakens at his daughter’s grave. FTP, name this 14th Century Middle English poem, written by the same poet who composed Gawain and the Green Knight. 
          ANSWER: Pearl 


2. The documentary MAMA/M.A.M.A. questions its existence, pointing to overmedication by medical professionals as the true culprit. It was claimed in expert testimony by Sir Roy Meadow, a former University of Leeds professor, its “discoverer” to have been the cause of death of several infants in over 200 cases in the UK, many of which are currently being appealed because of serious disrepute. FTP, what is this psychological disorder, a form of factitious disorder, in which a parent or guardian purposely causes or falsely reports illnesses or symptoms of illnesses in a child?
          ANSWER: Munchausen Syndome by Proxy or MSbP or Fabricated or Induced Illness or FII 


3. Askia Mohammed presided over its golden age, introducing political reforms and revitalization, such as the establishment of a complex bureaucracy, religious schools, and mosques. He also made a famed pilgrimage to Mecca, as Mansa Musa had done before him. This kingdom prospered until the 16th Century, when a civil war erupted over royal succession and Moroccans invaded, taking its gold mines. FTP, what is this African empire which succeeded the Mali Empire of Musa and whose most famous king is Sonni Ali, who conquered most of its lands?
          ANSWER: Songhai Empire 


4. It is thought that its most noteworthy characteristic is a result of selection of mechanisms for protecting it against desiccation and it has been nicknamed “Conan the Bacterium” by some scientists. It was discovered in Corvallis, Oregon, during an experiment to test whether food could be effectively irradiated by gamma rays to prevent spoiling. FTP, what is this extremophilic bacterium which is capable of withstanding instantaneous bursts of 5,000 Gy with no loss of viability because it contains multiple copies of its genome and because of a rapid rate of DNA repair?

          ANSWER: Deinococcus radiodurans 


5. The Southwest Islands are a remote chain located roughly 300 miles from the rest of this country and form the states of Sonsoral and Hatobohei. The Rock Islands are a collection of uninhabited limestone islands famous for their beaches and their unique umbrella shape. Angaur, Babeldaob, and Peleliu all lie along the same barrier reef in, FTP, what Pacific island nation, whose capital is located on and named for the island of Koror, home to  two-thirds of the country’s population?
          ANSWER: Palau 


6. The protagonist arrives in the city of his birth and claims to his sister that his name is Philebus. Afterwards, their mother arrives and tells his sister that she must accompany her to the annual Dead Man’s Day ceremony. While the citizens are shouting out their sins, the sister arrives dressed in white and dances. She is then exiled from the city by her step-father, the king. When she reveals to the protagonist, that she cannot leave because she is waiting for her brother, he reveals his identity to her and the two plot revenge against their mother. In the end, he kills his mother and step-father, invoking the wrath of the Furies, who take the form of the title creatures in, FTP, what play by Jean-Paul Sartre?
          ANSWER: The Flies (do not accept The Libation Bearers or Choephoroi)


7. Peter's confrontation with the title character, which is also depicted in the Gospel of Thomas and the Gospel of the Egyptians, represents the idea that orthodoxy denies the validity of esoteric revelation and the ability of women to serve as leaders in the Church. It was first discovered in 1896 and it relates a vision that the title character had after the death and resurrection of Jesus. FTP, what is this apocryphal gospel which has Peter ask the question, "Did he then speak secretly with a woman, in preference to us?... Did he prefer her to us?" 
          ANSWER: Gospel of Mary Magdalene

8. A treaty had been negotiated recognizing the 24th parallel as the border between Chile and Bolivia and awarding Chile the right to share the export taxes on mineral resources taken from between the 23rd and 24th parallels. Dissatisfied with this arrangement, Bolivia increased pressure on the Chilean Antofagasta Nitrate Company and invoked its secret treaty with Peru when Chilean forces occupied the city of Antofagasta. The ensuing war destroyed the Peruvian government and witnessed the routing of Bolivian forces before a truce was negotiated. FTP, name this war which resulted in Chilean expansion to the north, gaining Bolivia’s former coast and the Peruvian province of Tarapacá. 
          ANSWER: War of the Pacific 

9. Baton Rouge Blaze; Lafayette Roughnecks; Lincoln Lightning; Roanoke Steam; Iowa Barnstormers; New Haven Ninjas; Mobile Wizards; Fresno Frenzy; Cincinnati Swarm; Laredo Law; Augusta Stallions; Jacksonville Tomcats; Carolina Rhinos; Charleston Swamp Foxes; Hawaii Islanders; Rochester Brigade; Norfolk Nighthawks. FTP, these are all defunct teams from what current football league whose most recent defections have been the Tennessee Valley Vipers, Peoria Pirates, Wichita Stealth, and Greensboro Prowlers?
          ANSWER: AFL2 or Arena Football League 2 or AF2 (do not prompt on or accept AFL or Arena Football League)

10. Chinese is a common second language, with advertisements appearing in the language and characters often using Chinese words or expletives. Many advertisements can be seen for the Blue Sun Corporation, a large corporate conglomerate who was never mentioned on air during the shows short run. It is believed that part of the reason for the short run was FOX’s decision to air the series out of order, leaving the intended-pilot, Serenity, unshown or shown much later than originally intended in some places. FTP, name this television series created by Joss Whedon about the crew of the starship Serenity. 
          ANSWER: Firefly 


11. It was created by a UCLA student named Robert Alan Hornbacker, Jr. and on July 1, 2004, a book based on it was published by Citadel. The book takes a darker tone, including a psychological evaluation of “Robert Hamburger” and interviews with his parents. Among the things found on the website are mockup of CNN and MSNBC web pages detailing a lawsuit against Robert filed by a disgruntled mother and a detailed account of how to commit seppuku with a frisbee. FTP, what is this website which describes ninjas through three facts: 1) Ninjas are mammals; 2) Ninjas fight ALL the time; and 3) The purpose of the ninja is to flip out and kill people?
          ANSWER: The Official Ninja Webpage: REAL Ultimate Power!!! or RealUltimatePower.net 


12. Princess Joanna, Princess Elizabeth, Billy the Kid, Socrates, Ludwig von Beethoven, Abraham Lincoln, Joan of Arc, Genghis Khan, and Sigmund Freud. All of these are “collected” and brought to San Dimas, California, in order to help two teenagers pass an extremely important history exam, so their fathers do not split them up and their band will succeed and bring world peace and ultimate truth to the world. FTP, so goes the plot of what 1989 film starring George Carlin as Rufus and Keanu Reeves and Alex Winter as the title duo?
          ANSWER: Bill &Ted’s Excellent Adventure 


13. It is a neighborhood in Seville and a common first name for Andalusian women. It is also an aspect of Our Lady of Hope, a title given to the Virgin Mary in Seville. A song by this name has twice reached No. 1 on VH1 documentaries, including 40 Awesomely Bad No. 1 Songs and 100 Greatest One Hit Wonders. It was originally released in 1993 as a Spanish-language, new flamenco-rumba-pop fusion and had significant success in Spain before being remixed by the Bayside Boys with the addition of English lyrics. FTP, what is this Los del Rio song which became a summer hit in 1996?
          ANSWER: “Macarena” 

14. Both Bill Veeck, Sr. and Bill Veeck, Jr. hired him as a player manager, for the Chicago Cubs and St. Louis Browns respectively and both times the result was the same: he was unable to communicate to his players and he had a great deal of contempt for younger players. He did have some success as a player-manager, winning the 1926 World Series against Babe Ruth, but he is better known for his prowess at the plate. He had a 4-year span during which his batting average was over .400 and he twice led the National League in homeruns, 1922 and 1925. FTP, who is this second baseman, often regarded as the greatest right-handed hitter and as the greatest hitter in the National League?
          ANSWER: Rogers Hornsby 


15. He was created by the Nashville-based advertising agency, Carden & Cherry, for appearances in local ad campaigns for several different products. The commercials formulas seldom differed, with this character appearing at the house of a friend of his talking rather randomly, until he managed to come to a description of the product being hawked. His friend was never shown and the ads were constructed in such a way so as to allow the viewer to fill his place. Eventually, his popularity and catchphrase earned him a television series and several movies. FTP, who is this character played by Jim Varney and noted for the phrase, “KnowwhutImean, Vern”?
          ANSWER: Ernest P. Worrell (accept either)


16. At the age of 9, he was part of a quartet based out of Forrest City, Arkansas, along with three of his brothers, but after the family moved to Grand Rapids, Michigan, he was kicked out by his father for listening to Jackie Wilson. He converted to Christianity while recovering from second-degree burns caused when his girlfriend dumped a pot of boiling grits on him and then killed herself in the bedroom. As a gospel singer, he earned 8 Grammys and received his ninth for a 1994 duet with Lyle Lovett. FTP, who is this soul singer, perhaps best known for his R&B classics, such as “You Ought to Be with Me”, “I’m Still in Love with You”, and “Let’s Stay Together”?
          ANSWER: Al Green

1. Identify the following about the Hindu god, Shiva, F10PE. 
A. Shiva's consort is this goddess, who is a personification of the supreme god in as the Divine Mother. Among her many incarnations are Kali, a goddess of death, and Parvati, a popular goddess seen as the personification of Shakti. 
          ANSWER: Devi 
B. This god of wisdom, education, and prudence is a son of Shiva and Devi, and he is the elephant-headed god that Apu is seen to worship in The Simpsons. 
          ANSWER: Ganesha or Ganesa or Ganesh 
C. An ancient creator god and the son of Aditi and Brahma, this god forebade the marriage of his daughter Sati to Shiva. When Sati disobeyed him, he held a ritual sacrifice to Vishnu, to which Shiva was not invited and Sati killed herself. In retaliation, Shiva beheaded this god, but later replaced it with a goat's head. 
         ANSWER: Daksha 
2. Identify the following works of Russian author Mikhail Bulgakov F15PE. 
A. A scientist transplants human testicles and a pituitary gland in a dog which, resultantly, becomes more and more human. A lecherous, drunken debaucher, the dog, whose name is Sharik, eventually becomes an official in the Soviet government.
          ANSWER: Heart of a Dog 
B. Woland, a magician, arrives in Moscow along with a witch and a talking black cat. They wreak havoc throughout the city until arriving in an asylum where we are introduced to one of the title characters, a mad author. The book’s second setting takes place in his manuscript, which is a novel detailing the life of Pontius Pilate after his encounter with Jesus.
          ANSWER: The Master and Margarita 
3. Answer the following about an order of insects F10PE. 
A. Name this order which receives its name because of the waspish figure that some of its species have. 
          ANSWER: Hymenoptera 
B. Hymenoptera is divided into two sub-orders based on the precense of the so-called "wasp waist". Identify the group of insects which do not have that feature, the counterparts to the sub-order Apocrita. 
          ANSWER: Sawflies or Symphyta 
C. Many social and a few non-social hornets, wasps, and yellowjackets fall into one family of Hymenoptera. The name for the family is derived from this Latin word for wasp, which shares its name with an Italian manufacturer of motorscooters. 
          ANSWER: Vespa 

4. Identify the following early hominids, who may or may not be members of the human evolutionary tree F10PE.
A. They 4.4 MYA in a wooded area. The toes indicate that they were bipedal, creating doubt about the generally assumed origin of bipedalism. They were chimp-sized and many consider them relatives to the African apes, though they are currently believed to be proto-humans because of the similarity of their teeth to those belonging to Australopithecines. 
          ANSWER: Ardipithecus 
B. The femur of this hominid, which dates to 6 MYA, indicates bipedalism and the humerus suggests tree-climbing ability, though not brachiation. Its fossils were discovered in Kenya, where it lived in a wooded area, like Ardipithecus, and it was also chimp-sized. It is also thought to be more human like than Australopithecus afarensis.
          ANSWER: Orrorin tugenensis 
C. This hominid was found in Chad and its fossils date from 7 MYA. The insertion point for its back muscles indicates bipedalism, and it too inhabited forests. It is very chimp-like, but its teeth and the presence of a brow ridge are both reminiscent of humans. Brigitte Senut, however, argues that this hominid is actually a proto-gorilla.
          ANSWER: Sahelanthropus tchadensis 
5. Income inequality metrics are techniques used to measure the distribution of income among members of a society. FTSNOP, identify the following income inequality metrics.

A. 5) Varying with respect to location and time, this is the income necessary for an individual or household to subsist. It is generally measured by governments and is calculated as the level of income at which two-thirds or three-fourths of the income is devoted to basic necessities. 

          ANSWER: Poverty Line or Poverty Level 
B. 10) Developed by Amartya Sen, this measurement is defined by the equation I=(P/N)(B-A)/A, where P is the number of people below the poverty line, N is the total population, B is the poverty line income, and A is the average income of those below the poverty line. 
          ANSWER: Poverty Index 
C. 5) Provided that incomes cannot be negative, it must be both increasing and convex. It is a graph which, when compared to a line of perfect equality, the percentage of income, y%, earned by the bottom percentage of households in a population x%. 

          ANSWER: Lorenz Curve 
D. 10) It is often calculated with the Brown formula and is a ratio of the areas above and below the Lorenz curve. One criticism of it is that two populations with different Lorenz curves may share this value, but it is easy to compare across populations and it can be used to measure the increase or decrease in inequality over time.

          ANSWER: Gini Coefficient or Gini Index 
6. Identify the following animals from Norse myth FTSNOP.

A. 10) A notorious gossip, this squirrel who lives on the world tree, Yggsdrasil, ferries insults between the eagle who perches atop the tree and the dragon, Nigghod, who lives beneath the tree and eats its roots. 

          ANSWER: Ratatosk 

B. 5) This wolf chases the sun goddess, Sol, across the sky everyday. Eclipses are caused when he comes to near to catching her and he will eat her at Ragnarok. 
          ANSWER: Skoll 

C. 10) This is the primeval cow who lived off of salt and hoar frost which was freed from the ice of Nifilheim when it melted after contact with the hot air of Muspell. The frost giant Ymir lived off of her milk and she freed the god Buri with her licking.

          ANSWER: Audhumbla or Audhumla 

D. 5) All or none, these are the two ravens who perch on the shoulders of Odin every night, telling him all of the news in the world they have collected during the day. 

          ANSWER: Huginn and Muninn (in any order)
7. Identify the following poems from A.E. Houseman’s collection, A Shropshire Lad, F10PE.

A. In this poem, a dead man asks his friend how things are going on Earth since his death. He asks of his girlfriend and at the end of his friend, who replies, “I cheer a dead man’s sweetheart/ Never ask me whose.”
          ANSWER: “Is my team plowing” or Poem XVII 
B. It is one of Houseman’s most famous poems and 14 of its 16 lines are included in the Oxford Dictionary of Quotations. Among those quotable lines are “Give crowns and pounds and guineas/ But not your heart away;” and “Give pearls away and rubies/ But keep your fancy free.”

          ANSWER: “When I was one-and-twenty” or Poem XIII 
C. One of the poems which best typifies the pessimism of the work as a whole and, in fact, all of Houseman’s poetry, is this poem which is a dialog between a man and his friend. He originally is asked to provide a happy diddy, and instead offers drunkenness to cure his friends ails, “Malt does more than Milton can/ To justify God’s ways to man.” 

          ANSWER: “Terence, this is stupid stuff” or Poem LXII 

8. Identify the following Roman emperors from a brief description FTSNOP.
A. 10) He was the second of the soldier-emperors during the so-called “Crisis of the Third Century” and his rule saw the return of the provinces to Roman control, except for Dacia, which he abandoned as too expensive to defend. He was assassinated by the Praetorian Guard in 275 while preparing a campaign against the Parthians.
          ANSWER: Aurelian or Lucius Domitius Aurelianus Gothicus Maximus 
B. 10) He was not recognized as emperor by Zeno or Basilicus after his father, Orestes, proclaimed him so in 475, and he came to power after his father led a coup d’etat against the emperor Julius Nepos in Ravenna. He was forced to abdicate to Campania, where he was given a pension by both Odoacer and Odoacer’s conqueror, Theodoric the Great.
          ANSWER: Romulus Augustus or Romulus Augustulus or Flavius Romulus 
C. 5) His sister Lucilla was implicated in plots to overthrow him and he took the burning of part of the city in 190 as an opportunity to re-found Rome. He is known for his love of gladiators and his tendency to appear in the arena dressed as Hercules and his reign in 180 marked the end of the “five good emperors” after the death of his father, Marcus Aurelius.  
          ANSWER: Commodus or Marcus Aurelius Commodus Antoninus or Lucius Aelius Aurelius Commodus 
D. 5) An Illyrian, he rose through the ranks to the consulship. He was chosen as the sole emperor by the army to replace Numerian and after the assassination of Carinus. He officially brought to an end to the “Crisis of the Third Century” and laid the groundwork for the tetrarchy, which eventually became the Roman Empire. 
          ANSWER: Diocletian or Diocles or Gaius Aurelius Valerius Diocletianus

15. Identify the following about bands associated with the “Madchester” scene F10PE.
A. Ttheir 1989 eponymous debut is now considered one of the greatest albums ever released in Britain. A legal battle with Silvertone saw a 5 year delay in releasing their second album, Second Coming, which was considered a disappointment.  Liam Gallagher credits this band’s Ian Brown with inspiring him to be a rock star.
          ANSWER: Stone Roses 
B. Under Tony Wilson, this band released their first album, Squirrel and G-Man Twenty Four Hour Party People Plastic Face Carnt Smile (White Out), in 1987. They fused indie pop guitars with a rhythmic style reminiscent of House and Northern Soul. They split in 1992, though a short-lived reunion in 1999 saw the release of “The Boys Are Back in Town”.

C. This band rose to fame after being “discovered” by Radio 1 DJ John Peel and Noel Gallagher, a roadie, later joined his brother Liam in Oasis.
