Tossups 

1. Minute quantities of this element may be found in uranium ores and are caused by spontaneous fission.* Its detection in the stellar spectra of red giants has bolstered the theory that stars produce heavy elements. One of its ions may find use in corrosion prevention in steel, though it is radioactive. It is used as a gamma ray-free source of beta rays and in nuclear medicine. FTP, name this element, the first to be artificially produced and which Mendeleev called ekamanganese.
          ANSWER: Technetium 
2. Its name is of uncertain origin, as some claim that it is the name of a range of hills, while others claim that it was a nonsensical name applied by British settlers to demean the natives. Others believe it is an acronym,* Mzungu Aenda Ulaya – Mwafrika Apate Uhuru, which translates from Kiswahili as “Let the white man go back abroad so that the African can get his independence”. Though the Kikuyu tribe formed the core of the resistance, they did not use the name. FTP, what is this uprising from 1952 to 1960, which paved the way for Kenyan independence in 1963?
          ANSWER: Mau Mau Rebellion or Mau Mau Uprising or Mau Mau Revolt 
3. Napoleon’s army has been disbanded for decades and the protagonist, Julien, must instead use the priesthood as his means of escape from the provinces.* Feigning piety, he serves first as a tutor for M. de Rênal, whose wife he seduces, and later is accepted into Besançon seminary. He rises quickly, eventually becoming the lover of Mathilde, the daughter of the Marquis de la Mole, who ennobles him when he finds his daughter pregnant. FTP, name this psychological novel by Stendahl, which ends with Julien being sentenced to death for shooting Mme. De Rênal after she exposes him to the Marquis and his plans for a fortune are put to an end. 

          ANSWER: The Red and the Black or Le Rouge et Le Noir 
4. Upon hearing that their land would be ceded to the US government to pay for war debt, the residents of Washington, Sullivan, and Greene Counties met in Jonesborough,* declaring their independence from North Carolina. Forming a constitutional government and naming Greenville the capital, they formed an independent nation, which was soon ravaged by Cherokee, Chickamauga, and Chickasaw attacks, resulting in requests for help from their former state. FTP, what was this short-lived independent nation, which lasted from 1784 to 1790?

          ANSWER: Franklin 
5. In the 5th Century BCE, Naucydes designed a famous statue of her in gold and ivory, which was depicted on more recent coins from Argos. Among her roles were drawing Ares’ bath and helping Hera to enter her chariot.* Her Roman counterpart, Juventas, received coins from Roman youths when they put on the toga of manhood for the first time. The usurping of her role as cupbearer to the gods by Ganymede is listed by Virgil as one of the reasons for Juno’s great anger at Troy and she was primarily depicted as a young woman wearing a sleeveless dress. FTP, who is this Greek goddess of youth and wife of Heracles?

          ANSWER: Hebe (prompt on Juventas before it is said) 
6. Every one contains an ori which enables it to be duplicated separately from chromosomal DNA and they often contain genes which provide an antibiotic advantage to the microbe harboring them.* They are often classified by their ability to transfer from one cell to another, with conjugative containing tra-genes which allow for sexual transferal from one cell to another; mobilisable parasitizing conjugative versions to transfer themselves sexually, and non-conjugative which await sexual transferal by conjugative versions. FTP, what are these circular double-stranded DNA molecules which occur in bacteria and simple eukaryotes?
          ANSWER: Plasmid 
7. Some churches of this denomination maintain that the traditional belief of the trinity is unbiblical, but other members of the movement do not reject the trinity.* Advocates of their view on glossolalia, claim it reflects a more sophisticated use of hermeneutics and is closely aligned to Luke’s views in Acts. However, opponents claim that it does not follow Paul’s criticism of the Corinthian Church’s obsession in 1 Corinthians. FTP, what is this Christian denomination which is distinct from the Charismatic view because it holds that those who do not speak in tongues are not baptized in the Holy Spirit?
          ANSWER: Pentacostalism 
8. The site was chosen because of its anti-pastoral beauty and because of its red water, which is caused by the presence of bacteria and algae tolerant of its 27% salinity.* It stretches 1500 feet and was composed of black basalt rocks, which, after 30 years of submersion, have turned white from salt encrustation. FTP, what is this large 15-foot wide counterclockwise coil, a large earthwork sculpture by Robert Smithson on the northeastern shore of the Great Salt Lake. 

          ANSWER: Spiral Jetty 
9. They once earned the moniker, “Super Suck Group”, because three of their members looked like George Michael, Kenny G, and Snow respectively.* Their third album, Time & Chance, featured 19 tracks and was a huge gamble for the band, as it was produced by many top-flight producers and came out at a time when popular music was more interested in the grunge scene. One of their last hits was 1992’s “Forever Love”, which appeared on their second album and on the Mo’ Money soundtrack. FTP, name this Oklahoma-based boy band, which emerged as a successor to New Kids on the Block in 1991 with hits like “All 4 One”, “I Adore Mi Amor”, and “I Wanna Sex You Up”.
          ANSWER: Color Me Badd 
10. According to Frankie Fritch, the Pirates’ manager, it was named by Maurice van Robays, who, when asked, said it “ain’t nothin’”. Thrown overhand, like most pitches, it is characterized by the unusually high arc of its trajectory and its slow velocity.* In the 300 games in which Rip Sewell used it, he allowed only one homerun, to Ted Williams in the 1946 All-Star game. FTP, what is this pitch, invented by Sewell and used by Dave LaRoche, Bob Tewksbury, Orlando Hernandez, and Bill Lee, who called his variant the Space Ball?
          ANSWER: Eephus Pitch 
11. Emperor Fred went insane after having his wisdom teeth removed and now believes himself to be a scat singer, forcing his daughter, Princess Vi, and a city council to run Little Tokyo.* However, the Prime Minsiter, Seymour Cheese, is corrupt and wishes to take the throne for himself. Big Al Dente, the chief of the palace guard, catching wind of this, but unable to expose him, hires three superheroes, Speedy Cerviche, Polly Esther, and Guido Anchovy, to help him foil Cheese’s plans. FTP, this is the premise of what anime released in the US in 1991?
          ANSWER: Samurai Pizza Cats 
12. An “extra long” edit is rumored to exist, possibly playing for as long as 10 minutes, and the most famous edit, a single from 1967, is missing both the so-called “Cantina scene” and “Bicycle Rider” segments.* The version appearing on the 1992 Good Vibrations boxed set featured the “Cantina scene” as well as the extra lines “At three score and five, I’m very much alive, I’ve still got the jive to survive”. FTP, what is this song, originally intended as the first track of The Beach Boys’ fabled album SMiLE, which was completed by Brian Wilson for its 2004 release, 37 years later?
          ANSWER: “Heroes and Villains” 
13. Quincy beats his girlfriend, Colette, and is the hitman for the Mexicali Boys, one of whose members, Domingo, Danny Parker ratted on.* Danny had been working with two detectives, Garcetti and Morgan, who arrested him for possession of meth and for wrecking into their parked car. In one last score, to make some money in order to get away from the Mexicali Boys, Danny sets up a deal with Pooh-Bear, an insane cook who lives in Palmdale. All of this, however, is just a ruse for Danny, a.k.a. Tom Van Allen to get back at Garcetti and Morgan for his wife’s murder in, FTP, what 2002 film starring Val Kilmer and Vincent D’Onofrio?

          ANSWER: The Salton Sea 
14. During a riot caused by a rumor that a store has soylent steaks, Billy manages to steal a box and eat three, before selling the rest and getting a job as a messenger.* His first delivery takes him to a wealthy racketeer, whom he later kills, after being startled during a break-in. This reintroduces Andy, a police detective, who eventually solves the murder while having a relationship with the racketeer’s former mistress, Shirl. All of this occurs shortly before the celebration of the new millennium in, FTP, what 1966 Harry Harrison novella, which provided the idea for the movie Soylent Green?
          ANSWER: Make Room! Make Room! 
15. When Mystique, going out of business, sold the rights to Playaround, the game was marketed as Westward Ho, with the woman appearing darker than in the original and motioning with her hands for the hero to come to her.* One variant exists, General Retreat, in which a woman, avoiding cannon balls instead of arrows, must make her way to the bound male in order to rescue and have sex with him. FTP, what is this game, originally released for the Atari 2600, which was controversial because of its depiction of rape and its insensitivity toward Native Americans? 
          ANSWER: Custer’s Revenge 
16. He has hosted several hunting and fishing shows for the Outdoor Life Network and served as an announcer for American Gladiators from 1990-93.* In 1975, he joined Jim Kiick and Paul Warfield as members of the Memphis Grizzlies of the World Football League, but all three were ineffective and he signed the next year with the New York Giants. He retired in 1980 after he ran for 800 yards and 13 touchdowns with his original team, the Miami Dolphins. FTP, who is this fullback best known for his first stint with the Miami Dolphins, when he was the Super Bowl MVP in Super Bowl VIII?
          ANSWER: Lawrence Richard “Larry” Csonka

3. Identify the following famous psychological experiments F10PE.
A. It inspired the German film, Das Experiment, and was named for its location. In this experiment conducted by Philip Zimbardo, 24 men were selected for the roles of guards and prisoners in order to test whether guards and prisoners were of a certain disposition conducive to conflict. It lasted only 6 days before it became too out of control and was stopped. 
          ANSWER: Stanford Prison Experiment 
B. Performed at Yale University, it was described to participants as a study of the effect of punishment on memory. The participants were led to believe that they were shocking a “learner” when he made a mistake, starting at 45-volts and ending at 450-volts. It found that 65% of people would give the final shock if pressured by an authority figure. 
          ANSWER: Milgram Experiment 
C. Groups were asked to identify which two lines were congruent, which were shorter, etc. It was found that 33% of subjects would agree with the actors and select the wrong answers, even when the correct answers were obvious. Unlike in Milgram’s experiment, the subjects cited their own physical limitations for their responses, instead of the experimenter. 
          ANSWER: Asch Conformity Experiment 
4. F10PE, Identify the following English monarchs, all of whom ruled before the Norman conquest in 1066. 
A. Some question his legitimacy, as his mother was originally described as a shepherd’s daughter, but later as a noblewoman. He is considered by many to be the first proper English king and he defeated an alliance led by Constantine II of Scotland at Brunanburh in 937. He was buried at Malmesbury Abbey, rather than Winchester, like his relatives. 
          ANSWER: Æðelstan 
B. His reign was opposed by Saint Dunstan and Archbishop Odo, as well as many of the thanes of Mercia and Northumbria. After a battle in Gloucester, the kingdom was divided at the Thames between him and his brother Edgar. When he died in 959, Edgar reunited the kingdom. 
          ANSWER: Edwy All-Fair or Edwin All-Fair
C. His marriage to Emma of Normandy in 1002 led to her grandnephew William’s claim to the English throne. He defeated Olaf Trygvasson’s large invading army in 991, but he was defeated by Sweyn Forkbeard in 1013, temporarily ending his reign until 1014, when he returned following Sweyn’s death. 
          ANSWER: Æþelred II the Unready

7. Though it is still debated in some circles, it is generally accepted that birds evolved from dinosaurs. F10PE, identify the following dinosaurs which exhibit that evolutionary link.

A. Assuming that Protoavis texensis is not a true bird, this species is generally regarded as the first bird. It was discovered in a strata of limestone in southern Germany in 1860, two years after Darwin published On the Origin of the Species,  and sparked a firestorm of debate about the role of transitional fossils. 
          ANSWER: Archaeopteryx lithographica 

B. It is currently the earliest known feathered dinosaur and lived during the late Jurassic or early Cretaceous. It is not particularly closely related to birds and it is considered by some scientists to be an indication that feathers were a common feature of many theropods. 

          ANSWER: Sinosauropteryx  prima 

C. Some think that this species is a junior synonym of Microraptor and they had many bird-like features which were missing in Archaeopteryx. They are thought to have flown better and they are the first species of dinosaur found which had flight-capable feathers on its legs as well as its arms.

          ANSWER: Crytovolans pauli

As a result of their hatred of Serbian domination of Yugoslavia, this state saw the murder, forced conversion, and expulsion of several hundred thousand Serbs. 
          ANSWER: Independent State of Croatia 
C. On May 17, 1933, he formed Nasjonal Samling along with Johan Hjort and in 1940, following the German invasion, he announced a coup d’etat during a news broadcast, hoping to have German support. Failing in this, he was named Minister President by Josef Terboven in 1942 and took office in 1943. He was arrested and executed in 1945.
