Tossups 

1. He was a god of architects and craftsmen, particularly stone workers, possibly because Memphis was a good source of limestone, and he became a god of reincarnation because of his association with tombs.* Apis, the bull that represented the pharaoh, is considered an aspect of his soul and he is often thought to be a personification of primal matter. His associations with death and reincarnation led to his being combined with Seker and Osiris and he was often depicted as a mummified man. FTP, who is this Egyptian creator god, the chief deity of the Memphis pantheon?
          ANSWER: Ptah or Peteh or Tanen or Ta-tenen or Tathenen 
2. He was succeeded as Supreme Director by Ramón Friere after he was deposed during a conservative coup in 1823. The coup was prompted by a series of radical reforms he initiated, including the abolition of the hereditary nobility* and the introduction of democracy. He had managed to secure his position as his nation’s de facto dictator following the Battle of Chacabuco in 1817, where he personally led the cavalry charge which secured victory over the Spanish colonial forces. FTP, identify this revolutionary, who, along with José de San Martín, secured Chile’s independence from Spain. 

          ANSWER: Bernardo O’Higgins Riquelme 
3. His sonata, The Naval Battle and Total Defeat of the Dutch by Admiral Duncan, is one of the few examples of pre-20th Century chamber music which includes percussion. His elegiac sonata Elégie harmonique was written after the death of his friend Prince Louis Ferdinand of Prussia.* He was a favorite of Catherine the Great while in St. Petersburg, but narrowly escaped arrest by her secret police, and he caused Jean-Baptiste Krumpholz to commit suicide when he stole his wife. FTP, name this Czech composer, one of the earliest Romantic composers and the first “glamour” touring pianists.
          ANSWER: Jan Ladislav Dussek the Great 
4. Their infection and replication processes are still mysterious, with the “Protein X” hypothesis suggesting that an unidentified cellular protein causes the PrPC and PrPSc to form a complex.* Their existence was first proposed in the 1960s in connection with several TSE’s, but it was not until 1982 that they were discovered by Stanley Prusiner, who won the 1997 Nobel Price in Medicine for that discovery. FTP, name these infectious protein structures which are thought to be responsible for scrapie, kuru, and mad cow’s disease, among other transmissible spongiform encephalopathy diseases. 
          ANSWER: Prions or Proteinaceous Infection Particles 
5. In Roman times, it was noted as a tourist trap, where wealthy Romans would go to observe the “unique” inhabitants.* Its last major contribution to world history is considered to be the defeat of raiding Visigoth bands following their victory over the Romans at Adrianople. As time progressed, the city-state was ruled by the ephors and the gerousia, or council of elders and the city’s two kings increasingly lost power, until they were nothing more than generals. FTP, what is this ancient Greek polis, which for centuries was the dominant military force in the Greek world?
          ANSWER: Sparta 
6. The reader begins the first chapter of a novel, only to find that there was a misprint and the rest of the book has only that same chapter repeated.* Upon returning it to the bookseller, the reader is shocked to find that he now has a different novel. Again, he is unable to continue on past the first chapter and returns it, receiving yet another novel. Eventually an international conspiracy involving book fraud is uncovered, while the titles of the first chapters, when put together create an interesting sentence. FTP, so goes what post-modern novel about reading by Italo Calvino?
          ANSWER: If on a Winter’s Night a Traveler 
7. It has been used as a low-grade fuel source since ancient times and two large power stations were built in Estonia to make use of it.* It is believed that currently, 60-70% of the world’s reserves can be found in the US, particularly in the Green River Formation in Wyoming, Utah, and Colorado. Apart from using it as a fuel source, it is also possible to extract petroleum from it, through the process of pyrolysis. FTP, what is this type of sedimentary rock rich in kerogen?
          ANSWER: Oil Shale (do not prompt on Shale)
8. The title was claimed by Sharif Hussein, but few took his claim seriously, even before his ouster from Mecca by the Saudis. The last official holder of this position, Abdul Mejid II,* was elected by the Turkish National Assembly in 1922, but was deposed in 1924. In 1258, the Mamluks in Egypt claimed to hold a branch of it, but few recognized its authority. The legitimacy of the first person to hold this title is the primary point of contention between Sunnis and Shiites. FTP, what is this position in Islam, the head of the Ummah, the first holder of which was Abu Bakr?
          ANSWER: Caliph or Khalifah (accept Ameer al-Mumineen)
9. He served in the US Marine Corps, retiring with commendations after being wounded while serving in the peacekeeping force in Lebanon. He earned a Masters in Public Administration at Syracuse and took a job with the NYPD.* It was while he worked in New York that his son, Luke, was abducted and murdered. The death of his son led to the divorce from his wife, Barbara, and in 1995, he graduated from the FBI Academy and joined the Criminal Investigations Division. FTP, name this character from The X-Files, played by Robert Patrick, who led the manhunt to find Mulder. 
          ANSWER: John Doggett 
10. The visuals are based very much on the paintings of Kandinsky and the trance music becomes more layered and complex as the player advances. Instead of focusing on game-play, SEGA* marketed the game as promoting synaesthesia. A “Special Package” version, released only in Japan, featured a small device, a trance vibrator, which vibrated with the beat of the music during the game and which many believe could not have been designed as anything more than a sexual toy. FTP, what is this game, originally released for the Dreamcast and later for the PS2?
          ANSWER: REZ or K-Project 
11. Sam Lloyd suggests these solutions: because the notes for which they are noted are not noted for being musical notes; and because they both stand on their legs, conceal their steels, and should be made to shut up.* The creator suggested that the answer is either “it is nevar put with the wrong end in front” and “[b]ecause it can produce a few notes, tho they are very flat”. FTP, these are possible solutions to what nonsensical riddle without an answer presented in Chapter 7 of Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland?
          ANSWER: “Why is a Raven like a Writing Desk?” 
12. He is reported to have once eaten a collection of his brother’s scabs, believing them to be cornflakes, and he temporarily became orange, because he ate too many carrots.* Linda, a friend of his mother, had her guts boiled when she stayed in a tanning bed too long and his aunt’s foot was once licked by a strange man, though she had thought it was her dog. FTP, who is this boy whose stories were related in short clips on Animaniacs by a young boy named Colin. 
          ANSWER: Randy Beaman (do not accept Colin, but do accept Randy Beaman’s Pal)
13. In 1999, BMI listed it as the 4th most played song of the 20th Century, with approximately 7 million performances. It was twice a Top Ten hit,* at the time of its original release in 1961 and again when it was used as the theme song for the 1986 movie of the same name. A short cartoon featuring Timon and Pumbaa, saw Timon singing this song while Pumbaa was injured in various ways. FTP, name this song, a hit for Ben E. King.
          ANSWER: “Stand by Me” 
14. It was started in 1897 by students at the Massimo d’Azeglio Lyceum and they took their black-and-white striped uniform from Notts County.* For many years, their players were required to keep their hair short and to complete their educations. The two stars on their uniform signify that they have won the Scudetto over 20 times, more than any other team, including AC Milan, who is three championships shy of the feat. FTP, what is this Serie A team based in Turin, who is nicknamed La Vecchia Signora, or “The Old Lady”?
          ANSWER: Juventus Football Club 
15. It concludes with a Danse Macabre, which only the acrobat and his wife manage to escape, as they do not follow the procession over the hill. During a witch-burning, the protagonist, despite his doubts about God,* refuses to acknowledge the meaninglessness of life. In another scene, the knight gives confession to a priest, revealing his plans to beat death. FTP, what is this 1957 film, directed by Ingmar Bergman, which is most famous for the game of chess played between the knight, played by Max von Sydow, and Death?
          ANSWER: The Seventh Seal 
16. Members of this group include Bobby Ricotta, Buddy Gouda, and Gordon Brie, and the lead singer has announced his retirement from touring.* They are primarily known as a cover band and they have twice spoofed the Beastie Boys with covers of “Brass Monkey” and “Fight for Your Right”. A secret track on their 2004 album, I’d Like a Virgin, featured a cover of Lords of Acid’s “Pussy”. FTP, name this band, which does Las Vegas-lounge versions of many popular songs and which is best known for their cover of Disturbed’s “Down with the Sickness” for the Dawn of the Dead soundtrack. 
          ANSWER: Richard Cheese and Lounge Against the Machine

1. There’s nothing like a good dystopia to brighten one’s mood. F10PE, identify the following dystopian works of literature, none of which are Brave New World or 1984. 
A. In his journal, the protagonist, D-503, describes his work building a spaceship, The Integral, which will travel to other worlds to convert extraterrestrials to the happiness of the One State under the rule of the Benefactor. This satire by Yevgeny Zamyatin was the first work banned by Glavlit and it was not published in his native Russia until 1988. 
          ANSWER: We or Мы 
B. Some have accused the author of this work of plagiarizing Zamyatin’s We in this novel which describes the Transgression of Equality 7-2521, who takes the name Prometheus. This Ayn Rand work features a society which has regressed to a pre-technological age and which sees Prometheus reinvent electricity and the light bulb. 
          ANSWER: Anthem 
C. This satirical novel by Sinclair Lewis tells of newspaperman Doremus Jessup as he struggles against the fascist president, Buzz Windrip. In 1982, Kenneth Johnson wrote a miniseries based on the novel and presented it to NBC, who rejected it, calling it too cerebral. In the rewrite, the fascists became aliens and the miniseries was aired under the title V. 
          ANSWER: It Can’t Happen Here 
2. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify the following classes of organic compounds from a brief description of their components.
A. An alkane containing bromine as well as chlorine and/or fluorine groups. These compounds are frequently used in fire extinguishers. 

          ANSWER: Halon
B. An organic compound containing a –CN functional group. This –CN group is sometimes called a cyanide group, lending its name to this class of compounds as a whole, cyanides. 
          ANSWER: Nitirile
C. An organic compound containing a carbonyl group carbon bonded to two carbon atoms. The carbonyl group is itself double bonded to the oxygen, which differentiates this group from alcohols and ethers. 
          ANSWER: Ketone 
D. An organic compound containing a sulfhydryl group bonded to a single carbon atom. They are similar to alcohols with the oxygen atom replaced by a sulfur atom and these compounds were formerly called mercaptans. 
          ANSWER: Thiol 
3. Identify the composers of the following operas FTSNOP.

A. 15) Armide, Iphigénie en Tauride, Alceste, and Orfeo ed Euridice 
          ANSWER: Cristoph Willibald Gluck 

B. 10) Otello, Falstaff, Macbeth, and Attila 
          ANSWER: Giuseppe Verdi 

C. 5) Betrothal in a Monastary, The Gambler, War and Peace, and The Love of Three Oranges 
          ANSWER: Sergei Prokofiev 
4. Identify the following characters from Boris Pasternak’s classic novel, Dr. Zhivago, F10PE.
A. He was the attorney for Yurii’s father and was partly responsible for his suicide. He also had an elicit relationship with Lara for years, leading her to attempt to shoot him at the Sventitskys’ Christmas party. When Yurii and Lara are living at Varykino, he convinces them that Strelnikov is dead and takes Lara to Vladivostok, separating the lovers forever. 
          ANSWER: Victor Ippolitovich Komarovsky (accept either Victor Ippolitovich or Komarovsky) 
B. Half Kyrgyz, he is Yurii’s half-brother and first sees our protagonist in the lobby of a large tenement building in Moscow. During Yurii’s bout with typhus and later after returning to Moscow, he helps his brother and his family. He takes care of Yurii’s funeral arrangements and goes through his papers with Lara at the end of the novel. 
          ANSWER: Yevgraf Andreievich Zhivago 

C. In effect Yurii’s third wife, after Tonia and Lara, she is the daughter of the Gromeko’s former porter, Markel, who allows Yurii to live in his tenement building in Flour Town. She stands up for Yurii in spite of her parents disapproval of him and is left widowed with two children upon his death. 
          ANSWER: Marina Markelovna Shchapov (accept either) 
5. Identify the following mortals from Irish mythology F10PE.
A. The son of Deichtine and either the god Lugh or the mortal Sualtam, he was the primary hero of the Ulster Cycle. He almost single-handedly defeated the army of Connacht at the Cattle Raid of Cooley and was killed after he was forced to break one of his two gaesa, to eat everything offered to him and to never eat dog meat. 
          ANSWER: Cúchulainn 

B. Another hero of the Ulster Cycle, he had agreed to avenge Cúchulainn’s death before sundown and killed Lugaid mac Con Roí, after his horse had bitten him, and Erc. He always slept with a head between his knees and had a crooked neck which was only straightened after he put the head of Mes Gedra on his shoulder. 
          ANSWER: Conall Cernach or Conall the Victorious 
C. A hero of the Fenian Cycle, he is said to be asleep in a cave beneath Dublin, prepared to defend Ireland in the time of her greatest need. He is also said to have built the Giant’s Causeway in order to walk to Scotland without getting his feet wet and to have created Lough Neagh and the Isle of Man, when he threw a chunk of Ireland at an enemy. 
          ANSWER: Fionn mac Cumhail or Finn mac Cumhail or Find mac Umaill (begrudgingly accept Finn mac Cool)
6. Would you prefer to identify third parties from America’s past or current third parties? [Moderator: await response and read appropriate bonus]
I. F10PE, given a past presidential nominee and a description of their platform, identify the following defunct American political parties.
A. It was absorbed into the Whig Party along with the National Republican Party and was the first third party in national politics. It conducted the first presidential nominating convention, selecting William Wirt in 1832, who won Vermont’s 7 electoral votes. Its highest office holder was Joseph Ritner, governor of Pennsylvania from 1835 to 1838. 
          ANSWER: Anti-Masonic Party 
B. It started as a committee which was vehemently opposed to American entry into WWII, including Charles Lindbergh as a member. However, after the attack on Pearl Harbor, many members left, though a core of extremists remained and formed a party. In 1944, they nominated Gerald Smith for president, but he won only 1,780 votes. 
          ANSWER: American First Party 
C. It was formed by former Whigs and Know-Nothings who sought to avoid the slavery issue. A meeting of conservative Congressmen, set up by John J. Crittenden of Kentucky, led to a convention in Baltimore in 1860 which nominated John Bell of Tennessee as president. He won Kentucky, Tennessee, and Virginia, but the party had no purpose after that year. 
          ANSWER: Constitutional Union Party
II. FTSNOP, identify the following third parties which are still at least moderately active in the US.

A. 10) This theocratic party appears to exist only to support the various candidacies of founder Tom Wells, who claims that God spoke to him on December 25, 1994, commanding that he found the party and encourage people to stop paying taxes until the government no longer funds abortions. 
          ANSWER: Family Values Party 
B. 5) It was formed by defectors from the Reform Party in 2002, notably the “Buchanan Brigade”, and by the end of the year had affiliate parties in 20 states, including 10 state parties which defected from the Reform Party. However, 2003 saw a reported power grab by militia movement leader Bo Gritz, though this has been denied by some party leaders. 
          ANSWER: American First Party 
C. 5) This party’s strongest showing was John Bidwell’s 1892 nomination, which won 273,000 votes, however it has run Earl Dodge as a candidate from 1984 to 2004. Also appearing on the Colorado ballot for this party was Gene Amundson of Alaska, who ran under the “Concerns of People” Party, a front for this group. 
          ANSWER: Prohibition Party 
D. 10) It was founded by Maharishi Mahesh Yogi, the founder of the TM movement, and ran nuclear physicist John Hagelin as a presidential candidate in 1992, 1996, and 2000. It endorsed Dennis Kucinich’s candidacy in 2003, but appears to have completely abandoned the electoral process in order to advocate the US Peace Government. 
          ANSWER: Natural Law Party 
7. Wilson’s Fourteen Points included much talk about the right of nations to self-determination and about the creation or restoration of a number of nation-states. F6PE, identify the following new or restored countries which came into existence after WWI.

A. This country had to fend off the Bolsheviks, who wanted it to join the Soviet Union, bermontians, who hoped to take it for Russia, and Poles, with whom they had a dispute because of the multiethnic population of the area around Vilnius.

          ANSWER: Lithuania 

B. Formed from two independent states and territory taken from Austria-Hungary, it was named for some of its constituent peoples. King Alexander’s “January 6th Dictatorship” in 1929 saw it renamed the Kingdom of Yugoslavia.

          ANSWER: Kingdom of Serbs, Croats, and Slovenes (do not accept Yugoslavia)
C. Having declared independence in the wake of the October Revolution, this country was to be a monarchy under Frederick of Hesse, but became a republic after Germany’s defeat. Border disputes with the USSR were ended with the Treaty of Tartu in 1920, which granted this country Petsamo, but required them to relinquish claims to East Karelia. 

          ANSWER: Finland 

D. Mikhály Károlyi’s liberal government failed due to pressure from the Entente, while Béla Kun’s Soviet government was followed by the Miklós Horthy’s counter-revolution, whose government reclaimed the capital by the Romanian army. 

          ANSWER: Hungary 

E. Following several wars with its neighbors and disputes over territory, Józef Piłsudski launched the May Coup in 1926 and ruled as dictator until his death in 1935. He sought to unite much of East-Central Europe in the Międzymorze, confederacy of many nations, but failed to achieve this goal, despite significant territorial gains. 

          ANSWER: Poland 
8. Identify the following types of prisms from a brief description F15PE.
A. A type of constant deviation dispersive prism, it consists of a block of glass forming a right prism with triangular faces whose angles measure 30°, 60°, and 90°. The light enters the prism at an angle such that after all internal refraction and reflection, one particular wavelength of light exits the prism at a deviation angle of 60°, the prism’s absolute minimum.  
          ANSWER: Abbe prism 
B. A type of reflective prism which is used to invert an image, it consists of a block of glass shaped from a truncated right-angle prism. A beam of light entering through one of the sloped faces achieves total internal reflection from the longest face and emerges from the opposite side with its handedness switched. 
          ANSWER: Dove prism 
9. The NHL is chock full of awards; F10PE, identify the following honors from the things for which they are awarded and from the last player to win each.

A. Awarded to the player who best exemplifies the qualities of perseverance, sportsmanship, and dedication to hockey as judged by the Professional Hockey Writers’ Association, Bryan Berard of the Chicago Blackhawks won it in 2004.

B. Awarded to the outstanding player of the regular season as judged by the NHL Players’ Association, Martin St. Louis won the award in 2004.

C. Awarded annually to the regular season goal-scoring leader, it was shared in 2004 by Jarome Iginla of the Calgary Flames, Ilya Kovalchuk of the Atlanta Thrashers, and Rick Nash of the Columbus Blue Jackets. 

          ANSWER: Maurice “Rocket” Richard Trophy
10. A salad simply isn’t a salad without the right dressing. F10PE, identify the following salad dressings from a description of their ingredients. 

A. Starting with a mayonnaise base, red chili sauce, minced green onions, and minced green chilis are added. It is usually served with salads featuring seafood.

In the end, they are seduced by sex, drugs, and decadence after having been caught by the Phil Spector-inspired Ronnie “Z Man” Barzell, while at the same time their music career soars. 
          ANSWER: Beyond the Valley of the Dolls 
13. Weren’t the cartoons from the ‘80s so much better than today, especially the ones that existed for no reason other than to promote a line of toys? F10PE, identify the following about one of those shows, M.A.S.K.
A. Expand the acronym M.A.S.K.

A. Lead singer Jean-Luc De Meyer has worked extensively with C-Tec and Cobalt 60, while Daniel Bresanutti and Patrick Codenys worked with Morf Richard 23 formed the Revolting Cocks with Alain Jourgensen. They coined the term EBM, which was associated with their album, No Comment. They are one of the most popular bands in their native Belgium.

B. They initially combined synthesizers with metallic percussion, continuing in the EBM and Elektro genres until the 1990’s saw them adapt a more Aggro-industrial or coldwave style. Their song “Metal Machine Music” provided the name for a text-based Zoids RPG. After their 1997 release, Paradise Now, Jürgen Engler reformed this band as DKay.com.
