Tossups 

1. “You will… add the suggestion that he should, on his own initiative, invite Japan to immediate adherence and at the same time mediate between Japan and ourselves. Please call the President’s attention to the fact that ruthless employment of our submarines now offers the prospect of compelling England in a few months to make peace”.* So ends, FTP, what document, which, when intercepted by the British in January, 1917, prompted the US to join the Allies in World War I and strained relations with their neighbor to the south, who was implicated in the communiqué?

          ANSWER: Zimmerman Telegram 
2. It appears to have first been discovered by Ibn Sahl in the 10th Century, who used it to work out the shapes of anaclastic lenses.* Thomas Harriot rediscovered it in the 16th Century, though he did not publish the work, and it was discovered once again in the 17th Century, though the discoverer is debated, leading it to be called “la loi de Descartes” in France. FTP, what is this simple formula used to calculate the refraction of light when traveling between two media with different refractive indexes and which is named for a Dutch mathematician?

          ANSWER: Snell’s Law 

3. There has been evidence of it occurring among Mallard ducks when one dies during “rape flight”. Erich Fromm described it as a consequence of a life without actually being alive,* but not as an expression of the death instinct. It is an inordinate desire to control another person, specifically in the context of a romantic or interpersonal relationship. FTP, what term is used to describe this, which is also known as a sexual attraction to the dead? 

          ANSWER: Necrophilia 

4. Libertarians and members of the Austrian School apply it to things such as war, citing that despite its role as an economic stimulus, it is still a destructive force.* Henry Hazlitt and its creator, Frederic Bastiat, claim that special interests are analogous with the glaziers, citing both Robert Heinlein’s acronym TANSTAAFL and the economic concepts of hidden or opportunity costs. FTP, name this concept created by Bastiat to illustrate the concept of hidden costs, which is told through a parable in which a boy breaks something, causing work for people all across town. 
          ANSWER: Broken Window Fallacy or Parable of the Broken Window 
5. Located at the mouth of the Nakdong River, it is thought to have originated in the 3rd Century CE, during which time the Chinese commanderies on the Korean Peninsula were at their weakest. It is thought to have evolved from the state of Byeonhan,* which had occupied that area previously, and it had strong commercial ties with Paekche, as had its predecessor. FTP, what is this confederation which existed during the Three Kingdoms Period and which some scholars have argued was a colony of the Kingdom of Wa from Japan?

          ANSWER: Gaya or Garak or Gara or Guya or Garyang 

6. Unlike in the Iliad, the gods do not take sides, though Zeus initially orders Athena to aid one army. She refuses on the grounds that they had previously caused much mischief for her, and all the gods instead decide to watch.* There are three armies which fight in it, including the title groups and the crabs, who are sent in the end by Zeus to prevent the mice from routing the frogs. FTP, what is this epic, sometimes attributed to Homer or Pigres of Halicarnassus, which describes one day of war between the title characters?
          ANSWER: Batracomyomachia or Battles of the Frogs and Mice 
7. The sick prayed to him to alleviate them from their demons and he was often seen as the dispenser of justice. Many local deities became subservient to him as his cult grew, including Bunene, who became his chariot driver.* Nevertheless, Nergal and Ninurta retained their importance in their respective regions, becoming aspects of this god, rather than attendants. Along with Sin and Ishtar, he was part of a trinity representing the forces of earth, and it was to him that Hammurabi gave credit for his legal code. FTP, name this Babylonian sun god, who helps Gilgamesh defeat Hambaba.

          ANSWER: Shamash or Sama or Utu 

8. It takes place in only two locations, the living room of the Wright-Dobie school, a boarding school for girls, and the living room of Mrs. Tilford,* the grandmother of one of the students at that school. One of the school’s students, Mary, runs away from the school and, in order to assure she does not return, she tells her grandmother that the two headmistresses, Karen and Martha, are having a lesbian affair. FTP, name this play by Lillian Hellmann, in which the lives of the two headmistresses are ruined by the girl’s lie.

          ANSWER: The Children’s Hour 

9. By 1884, he had killed 12 men, excluding Native Americans and Chinese, but the total number is unknown, because official records stopped after he killed a newspaper editor,* who had published an unfavorable story about him. He treats the Palace Saloon as his own personal club and he always carries a small gun, not included on his gun belt. On September 7, 1885, he was arrested for robbing the Pine City Stage, though in an alternate history, he had killed the local blacksmith over a matter of $80. FTP, name this character from Back to the Future III, the great-grandfather of Biff.
          ANSWER: Buford “Mad Dog” Tannen (prompt on Tannen, but accept either Buford or “Mad Dog”) 
10. In a two-year coaching stint at La Salle University, he recorded a 37-13 record and he was the 6th person to ever be named a four-time All-American as a college basketball player.* In 1968, along with Paul Arizin and Neil Johnston, he helped lead the Philadelphia Warriors to the NBA title, and, in so doing, became one of only two players to ever win an NIT, NCAA, and NBA championship. FTP, name this basketball great and Basketball Hall of Fame inductee, whose 1955 La Salle team lost to Bill Russell’s San Francisco team, a year after beating Bradley for the title. 
          ANSWER: Tom Gola 
11. It has been speculated that his name was chosen because it was not particularly popular and would not likely offend viewers unintentionally, though other maintain that he was named for a US President.* He has worked as a waiter at Charlie’s restaurant, where he often messes up the order of Fred Johnson, and he is famed for a skit in which he demonstrated the concept of near and far until he fainted from exhaustion. FTP, who is this “cute furry, little monster”, best known for his superhero persona and for his appearance in The Monster at the End of This Book?
          ANSWER: Grover 
12. This song was written, in part, because the songwriter was tired of hearing Kate Smith sing on the radio. Two prominent themes in the song are private ownership and class inequality, seen in the verse: “In the squares of the city, in the shadow of the steeple/* By the relief office, I’d seen my people”. It has been parodied, including by JibJab.com and by Native American rapper, Litefoot, whose version urged whites to leave America. FTP, what is this socialist folk song by Woody Guthrie, which has, despite its origins, become a song commonly used by Republican politicians?

          ANSWER: “This Land Is Your Land” 
13. The protagonist’s parents still nag him, though they have both passed on and now communicate to him through a glowing plastic doll and a bowl of ice cream.* There has been a shortage of lesbians reported in Ottawa, but only the Church knows the real reason; in response, they call on the only man who can help save them from the hordes of the undead using the skin of the lesbians to walk around in the daylight. FTP, what is this movie produced by Odessa Films and starring Phil Caracas as the Son of God?
          ANSWER: Jesus Christ: Vampire Hunter 
14. He established a base in a complex of ancient ruins near the kingdom of Pandora,* in order that he might enslave the population there and attack the kingdom with his army of brain-washed Pandorans. Among these was Dyluck, who, like many others, was sent to him by the witch Elinee, who was trading them in return for magical herbs. He also plotted against The Emperor, along with Fanha, and the two took control of the Mana Fortress. FTP, name this villain from the SNES game Secret of Mana. 
          ANSWER: Thanatos (prompt on Secret of Mana before the word “villain”)
15. Like many of the other characters, she is left-handed, because the director believed that left-handed people are more out-going. She claims to be 19 and works as a maid, though she makes extra money by playing for a local baseball team.* She had a relationship with Commander Amarao, but rejected him in favor of a young boy, because his N.O. was not effective enough. FTP, who is this pink-haired, Vespa-riding, Rickenbacker guitar-wielding character from the series FLCL, who uses Naota to bring her Atomsk?
          ANSWER: Haruhara Haruko (accept either) or Raharu Haruha (accept either) 
16. “Dead Man’s Party” by Oingo Boingo; “Peace Train” by Cat Stevens; “Imagine” by John Lennon; “Wonder World” by  Herman’s Hermits; “Ob-La-Di, Ob-La-Da” by The Beatles; “99 Luftballoons” by Nena;* “Aeroplane” by the Red Hot Chili Peppers; “It’s the End of the World As We Know It (And I Feel Fine)” by REM. FTP, all of these songs and many others, including all of Rage Against the Machine’s songs were on a list of songs deemed inappropriate by what communications conglomerate following the September 11 attacks?
          ANSWER: Clear Channel Communications (accept anything about a banned song list until “list”)

O1. His family had been involved in criminal dealings since at least the Norman Invasion of England and had, over the centuries, amassed a considerable fortune. However, through the work of his father,* who had been investing in new trade routes and connections in post-Soviet Russia, much of the fortune was lost at the hands of the Russian Mafia. FTP, name this character, a master criminal and child prodigy intent on restoring his family’s wealth, the protagonist of a series of children’s books by Eoin Colfer.

          ANSWER: Artemis Fowl
O2. In the form of Matsya, he warned Manu of the Great Flood and pulled his boat to the top of a mountain so that he would be saved.* As Varaha, he battled the demon Hiranyaksha, who had taken the earth beneath the ocean, defeating the demon and holding the earth between his tusks. As the dwarf Vamana, he tricks Bali, the enemy of the Devas, into giving up his claim to the heavens and the earth. FTP, who is this Hindu deity, who is best known for his avatar Rama?

          ANSWER: Vishnu
O3. Drafted in 1983 by the Blackhawks, he has often been noted as a problem player, once refusing to play during the playoffs until his coach was fired,* but his other side was revealed in his refusal of half of his pay for the 2003-04 season, much of which he missed due to a series of groin injuries. He led Czechia to the 1998 Gold Medal after a shutout of the Russian team in the championship game, but he had not won a Stanley Cup until 2002, the year he signed with the Red Wings. FTP, who is this goalie, nicknamed “The Dominator”, considered the greatest European goalie ever?

          ANSWER: Dominik “The Dominator” Hašek
O4. 1,229,779,565,176,982,820 is the smallest element in 15,386 primitive sets. Primitive sets are defined as those in which the elements are all coprime and the elements of non-primitive sets all share a common divisor.* 20 appears as the smallest element in two sets, 20, 21, and 29, and 20, 99, and 101. Other sets include 9, 40, and 41; 7, 24, and 25; and 8, 15, and 17. FTP, what is the common name for these sets of numbers which fit the formula a2 + b2 = c2? 
          ANSWER: Pythagorean Triples (accept Pythagorean or Pythagoras’ Theorem before “common name”)

1. The Earth is noted for many different odd features. F15PE, identify these bodies of water which would both feature on a list of some of the Earth’s odd features. 
A. A large endorheic, pluvial lake in northern South Australia, it is the focal point of a large basin, which shares its name, and only fills or nearly fills 4 times a century. During dry periods, the floor is covered in playa and many small lakes separated by the terrain. The lake has a dedicated group of enthusiasts who periodically attempt to sail it.
          ANSWER: Lake Eyre
B. Its estuary, the Bristol Channel, opens into the Irish Sea and its origin is found in the Cambrian Mountains. This river, Britain’s longest, is noted for a soliton, or self-reinforcing solitary wave, which rises up from the Bristol Channel, against the river current, during certain combinations of the tides. This wave, the bore, is even surfed by some enthusiasts.

Though his life was quite troubled, Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio is to this day still considered one of the great masters of painting, on account of his originality, his technical accomplishment, and the drama found within his works. A. Three men are depicted in this Caravaggio work, one of whom is intently studying what he is holding in his hands, while a second appears to be whispering to him. The third, who appears to have been cheating at the game they were playing, looks excited and is in the act of standing, making his transgression all the more obvious to the audience. 
          ANSWER: The Cardsharps or I bari 
B. Thought lost for approximately 200 years, this Caravaggio work was rediscovered in Dublin in 1990. It features 7 men, including 3 soldiers, 2 unidentified men, Judas, and the title character, who is facing the opposite direction of the other 6. The cloak of one of the men, who is fleeing, flutters over the heads of the others and is being grabbed by a soldier. 
          ANSWER: The Taking of Christ or Cattura di Christo 
C. The naked youth at the center of this painting, portraying Eros, bears confidence regarding his position, which is emphasized by the armor, scepter, musical instruments, square, and compass. This work was painted by Caravaggio for Vincenzo Giustiniani sometime between 1602 and 1603.  
          ANSWER: Amor Vincit Omnia or Amor Victorious 
5. Sometimes things just don’t work out between man and nature. FTSNOP, identify the following extinct flightless birds. 

A. 10) 10 species of this bird have been described from bones which have been found on both North and South Island of New Zealand. The largest two species stood 10 feet tall and weighed 550 pounds. They were the dominant herbivores in the New Zealand ecosystem until the arrival of the Maori in 1000 resulted in their extinction sometime around 1500. 
          ANSWER: Giant Moa or Dinornis
B. 15) Though originally thought to have been hunted to extinction, some researchers have recently suggested that this largest ever bird, which weighed approximately 1,100 pounds, was not killed by humans for food and may have in fact been taboo to kill. Living in Madagascar, it went extinct sometime in the 1500s. 

          ANSWER: Aepyornis or Elephant Bird or Vorompatra 
C. 5) Typically thought of as fat, slow and stupid, this notion has been challenged of late, because of the marked dry and wet seasons in Mauritius. Therefore, artists renderings, which show the animal to be plump, are thought to depict overfed captive specimens. Fearless of people, it became easy prey for animals introduced by man beginning in 1505. 

          ANSWER: Mauritius Dodo or Raphus cucullatus (prompt on Didus ineptus)
6. Unless you somehow missed the memo, “Nobody expects the Spanish Inquisition”. F10PE, identify the following related to it.
A. In 1481, Ferdinand and Isabella appointed this man, a Dominican monk who had served as confessor to Isabella while she was still the princess of Castille, Inquisitor General and specifically charged him with investigating conversos, or Jews and Muslims who had recently converted to Catholicism and who might still be secretly practicing their former faiths. 
          ANSWER: Tomás de Torquemada 
B. Because Sixtus was initially opposed to the Inquisition in Spain, Ferdinand sought help in persuading him from this man, the Archbishop of Valencia, who served in the Curia under 5 different popes, until he was himself elected, with the help of the Spanish court, to the position in 1492 as Alexander VI. 
          ANSWER: Rodrigo Borgia 
C. This is the term used by the Inquisition to refer both to the public punishments the Inquisition itself issued to humiliate those convicted of heresy, as well as to the public executions which were carried out by the secular government after the Inquisition “relaxed” a convicted heretic to their authority. 
          ANSWER: Auto de fe 
7. Identify the following about the breakup of Yugoslavia in the early 1990s F10PE.

A. In 1990, the government of Serbian president Slobodan Milošević worked to limit the autonomy of Kosovo and Metohia and of this other formerly autonomous province. Serbs displaced by the wars in Bosnia and Croatia were resettled to this area, which has a very large Hungarian population and which is home to at least 24 other ethnic groups. 

          ANSWER: Vojvodina 
B. Like Milošević, this man came to power as part of the nationalism sweeping through Yugoslavia in the early 1990s. As head of the Croatian Democratic Union, he was elected president of that country in 1990 and declared Croatian independence in 1991. Also like Milošević, he signed the Dayton Accords on behalf of Bosnian Croats in 1995.
          ANSWER: Franjo Tuđman 
C. This republic was the third to declare its independence from Yugoslavia and managed to avoid much of the violence of the Yugoslav wars of the early 1990s. However, there were disputes with Greece over, among other things, its name and flag, which prompted the UN to recognize this country as the Former Yugoslav Republic.

          ANSWER: Macedonia

Her brothers, Pedro and Pablo, vow revenge and look for Santiago, before the book ends with his being stabbed to death at the front door of his house. 
          ANSWER: Chronicle of a Death Foretold or Crónica de una muerta anunciada 
C. Florentino Ariza and Fermina Daza exchanged many passionate love letters in their youth, and upon the death of her husband, Dr. Juvenal Urbino, Florentino declares his love for her. At first she is repulsed, but his love letters rekindle her passion and, fearing the scandal, the elderly couple lives in exile aboard a ship bearing a yellow flag. 
          ANSWER: Love in the Time of Cholera or El amor in los tiempos del cólera

          ANSWER: Alfred Manuel “Billy” Martin 

C. His first stint as a manager was with the Pittsburg Pirates from 1894 to 1896 and in 1901 he took over the team that Giants manager John McGraw had called “a white elephant nobody wanted”. He owned and managed the Philadelphia Athletics until 1950, finishing in last place 17 times and winning 5 World Series titles.   
          ANSWER: Cornelius Alexander “Connie” Mack or Cornelius Alexander McGillicuddy 
12. Identify the following correspondents and commentators currently found on the CBS show, 60 Minutes, F10PE.
A. He is the iconic figure of 60 Minutes, having been with the show since its inception in 1968. He was sued by Gen. William Westmoreland for libel in 1982 and called “the epitome of sabotage journalism” by Manuel Noriega. He was played by Christopher Plummer in The Insider.
          ANSWER: Mike Wallace  
B. She served as a White House correspondent for CBS during the Carter, Reagan, and George H. W. Bush presidencies and as moderator for Face the Nation before moving to 60 Minutes in 1991. It was during an interview with her that Al Gore announced that he would not run for president in 2004. 
          ANSWER: Lesley Stahl 
C. He originally replaced Dan Rather, when the latter left to replace Walter Kronkite as the anchor for CBS Evening News in 1981, and is another of CBS’ famous faces. He is noted for being the only television reporter to interview convicted Oklahoma City bomber, Timothy McVeigh. 
          ANSWER: Ed Bradley 
13. Identify the following differences between American- and Canadian-rules football, FTSNOP.

A. 15) Identify the exact dimensions of a Canadian-rules football field. It is both longer and wider than an American-rules field. 

          ANSWER: 110 yards by 65 yards or 101 meters by 59 meters (in either order)

After cruelly mistreating them, they rebel, and he is forced to destroy them, though a small colony survives.

B. Aaron finds a former Nazi and works to have him arrested but fails. He is helped by a stranger, who gives him evidence, but the authorities still hesitate. In the end, they take the Nazi back in time and have him killed by his younger self, while saving both Aaron’s father and sister. This is the first episode featuring the time traveler, Nicholas Prentice. 
          ANSWER: “Tribunal” 
C. Aboard a crippled battleship, three men are all that remains of a fleet of ships intended to attack the enemy home planet. Using their illusional abilities, the aliens infiltrate the three soldiers, and trick them into using their weapon on Earth. This episode features Robert Patrick reprising his role as Maj. John Skokes from the episode “Quality of Life”.
          ANSWER: “The Light Brigade” 
15. John Waters, probably more than most directors, knows how to shock people. F10PE, identify the Waters’ film from a ever so brief description of some of its more shocking parts.

A. This movie, which made a star of Devine, includes a sex scene featuring a live chicken, which was subsequently killed and eaten, and ends with Divine eating dog feces.

          ANSWER: Pink Flamingos 
B. The first Waters’ film to feature Cookie Mueller, scenes in it include a sexual encounter between Divine and Mink Stole in a church pew and Divine being raped by an incredibly large lobster.

C. This film, the only one made by Waters without Divine prior to the actor’s death, features a cooked rat eaten during the opening credits and a baby who is left in a fridge.

B. This song has been covered by Grand Funk Railroad, Kylie Minogue, and The Chiffons and it was originally a hit for Little Eva in 1962. The song was written by Carole King and Gerry Goffin in honor of her unique dance style and the dance described in its lyrics is often performed as a line dance.

          ANSWER: “The Loco-Motion” 
C. No two people do this dance the same way, and it is intended to look like a fit or convulsion, only being performed correctly when the performer appears to be in pain. It was the biggest hit for Digital Underground and appeared on their debut album, Sex Packets. 
          ANSWER: “The Humpty Dance” 
D. It has been described as “putting a cigarette out with both feet, and wiping your bottom with a towel”. It was originally a B-side for Hank Ballard and the Midnighters, but was successfully covered by Chubby Checker in 1960. 

          ANSWER: “The Twist”

          ANSWER: “Suicide Is Painless” 
B. 5) “Sometimes everything is wrong/ Now it’s time to sing along/ When your day is night alone (hold on, hold on)/ If you feel like letting go (hold on)/ When you think you’ve had too much of this life, well hang on”

          ANSWER: “Everybody Hurts” 
C. 10) “Walter’s on the telephone/ Tell him I am not at home/ ‘Cause I think I am going/ To a place where I am always high/ My name is Elizabeth/ My life is shit and piss”

          ANSWER: “Elizabeth on the Bathroom Floor” 
D. 5) “Words you say never seem/ To live up to the ones inside your head/ The lives we make never seem/ To ever get us anywhere but dead”

          ANSWER: “The Day I Tried to Live” 
Overtime Boni 

O1. Identify the following famous and allegedly haunted places from a brief description F10PE.

A. This New Orleans mansion was found in 1834 to have housed in its attic a torture chamber, which the mistress of the house, Delphine, appears to have run. Among her atrocities were dismembering a woman and sewing a person’s mouth shut after it was filled with feces. Claims of ghostly apparitions and strange attacks haunted the location until this day.

          ANSWER: LaLaurie Mansion 
B. This San Jose house was built continuously from 1884 to 1922 by the widow of a famed arms manufacturer. According to legend, she was told by a medium to move west and to build a house continuously, or else die. Its layout, including doors and hallways to nowhere and hidden passages, is thought to have been incorporated to confuse her ghosts.

          ANSWER: Winchester Mystery House 
C. This St. Louis mansion-turned-bed and breakfast is said to be haunted by the family who built it, three members of which committed suicide. There are rumors of a ghost belonging to a deformed or retarded child, known only as “Monkey Boy”, and patrons can now sleep in the room in which the eldest family member shot himself and his beloved pet dog. 

          ANSWER: Lemp Mansion
O2. Haiti has had a troubled history: it was the second nation in the Western Hemisphere to declare its independence, after the US, and is the oldest predominantly-black country in the world, yet it is also the poorest nation in North America. F10PE, identify the following figures from Haitian history.

A. After Toussaint L’Ouverture was captured by French forces in 1802, this man took over the leadership of the Haitian Revolution, leading the country to victory over Napoleon’s forces. After proclaiming the Constitution of 1805, his rule turned oppressive and he declared himself emperor. He was assassinated in 1806 while preparing to fight rebel forces.

          ANSWER: Jean-Jacques Dessalines or Jacques I 

B. Elected president in 1847, he put an end to the chaos following Jean Pierre Boyer’s deposition in 1843 and united the northern and southern sections of the country. Despite his initial popularity, his autocratic rule and the fact that he declared himself emperor in 1852 united his opposition and he was exiled by Gen. Fabre Geffard in 1859. 

          ANSWER: General Faustin Soulouque or Faustin I 

C. Following Geffard’s assumption of power, there was a short rebellion which resulted in the rise of power of this man, who first took control of the country which was provisionally under Nissage Saget. He was assassinated in 1870 in Port-au-Prince by radical republicans and was succeeded by Saget. It is disputed, but he may have named himself emperor. 

          ANSWER: Sylvain Salnave or Sylvain I
O3. Sometimes, the same company owns more than one fast-food chain; F15PE, identify the companies which own the following fast-food restaurants.

A. Carl’s Jr., Hardee’s, La Salsa, and Green Burrito

          ANSWER: CKE Restaurants, Inc. 
B. A&W, Long John Silver’s, Taco Bell, Pizza Hut, and KFC

          ANSWER: Yum! Brands, Inc.
O4. Identify the following realms from Norse myth F6PE.
A. Located north of the Ginnungagap and under the third root of Yggsdrasil, this is the land of ice and cold. It contains Hel’s hall, Eliudnir, and Hvergelmir, the wellspring of coldness and was the home of the frost giants.

          ANSWER: Niflheim 
B. It is thought that it may not be affected by Ragnarok, because it is said that Njord will return here afterwards. It is most notable as the home to a race of benevolent gods of agriculture and nature, such as Njord, Freyr, and Freya.  
          ANSWER: Vanaheim 
C. It is sometimes called Svartálfheim, because it is home to the svartálfar, a race of dark elves, who may or may not be the same as the dwarves who dwell in the caves and mines beneath Midgard.

          ANSWER: Nidavellir 
D. Sparks from this realm created the comets, stars, and planets, and it is located to the south of Ginnungagap. It is home to the fire giants and its fires melted the frosts of Niflheim which resulted in the creation of the world. 

          ANSWER: Muspel or Muspelheim 
E. It was one of the heavenly realms, along with Ásgard and Vanaheim, though it may be interchangeable with the latter, since its inhabitants, the elves, were minor fertility deities who may have been members of the Vanir. 

          ANSWER: Álfheim

Academic. 5 for 1, 10 for 2, 20 for 3, and 30 for all 4, identify the following plays by Henrik Ibsen.
A. Halvar has no meaningful private life with his wife Aline and his current assistant, Knut, is his former employer, whom he betrayed. He prevents Knut’s son, Ragnar, from contributing to his firm, until the arrival of Hilde, who urges him to let Ragnar leave. She also encourages Halvar to climb the tower of his new house, from which he falls to his death. 
          ANSWER: The Master Builder or Bygmester Solness 
B. Helene is building an orphanage so that she may deplete her deceased husband’s fortune after all the troubles of their marriage. She learns that her son, Oswald, has congenital syphilis and that he is in love with the maid, Regina, who is also his illegitimate half-sister. In the end, Helene must decide whether to euthanize her son or not. 
          ANSWER: Ghosts or Gengangere 
C. Gregers returns home after 15 years only to discover that his father has pinned the blame for a crime on his former partner, Ekdal, and that he has married his pregnant former concubine, Gina, to Ekdal’s son, Hjalmar. With Gregers’ encouragement, Hjalmar threatens to leave and Hedvig, Gina’s daughter, kills herself instead of the title object. 
          ANSWER: The Wild Duck or Vildanden 
D. Dr. Stockmann and his brother, the Mayor, are working to build bathes in their small coastal town, expecting a great windfall in the end. Dr. Stockmann then learns that the local tannery is contaminating the bathes and urges them to be closed, but all of his friends turn against him, forcing him to leave town with his family. 
          ANSWER: An Enemy of the People or En Folkefiende 
TRASH. Some have criticized David Lynch’s film adaptation of Frank Herbert’s Dune for, among other things, its liberal departures from the novels. F10PE, identify the following related to some of those divergences.

A. This character, whom Paul Atreides fights in a knife fight near the end of the movie, has a diminished roll from his book character. In the movie, he is played by Sting.
          ANSWER: Feyd-Rautha Harkonnen 
B. The movie ends with Paul causing this to happen on Arrakis for the first time ever. In the book, however, it only occurred after years of terraforming. The difference lies in the mystical powers Lynch’s interpretation of Paul possesses. 
          ANSWER: Rain (accept obvious equivalents)
C. Instead of undergoing this rigorous form of training, Paul and his Fremen army use a form of sonic guns which amplifies their voices into deadly weapons. The guns take their name from a slang term for the training and this is seen by some as a literal interpretation of Paul’s comment that his name has become a death-prayer.
          ANSWER: Prana-Bindu Training or The Weirding Way
