Tossups 

1. Each chapter, and in fact, each page are told in a different voice: the first voice reflecting the traditional and mythic voice* of the author’s people; the second providing a historical, sociological, and anthropological discussion of the same issues and events described by the first voice; and the third filling the gap between with the author’s own personal experiences with and reflections on those same things. FTP, name this book by N. Scott Momaday, which details a journey to a place sacred to the Kiowa people and which experiments a great deal with the use of voice in a novel.
          ANSWER: The Way to Rainy Mountain
2. Alvin Plantinga attempted to revive it using axiom S5 of modal logic, but detractors often cite this axiom or his “possibility premise”* as reasons why his argument does not work. In his On Behalf of the Fool Gaunilo attacked the original with his island serving as an “Overload Objection”. Another criticism of the idea as a whole argues that the use of the term “God” results in a fallacy of equivocation. FTP, what is this argument, originally developed by Anselm of Canterbury to prove the existence of god by arguing that the concept of a perfect being necessarily requires that he exist?
          ANSWER: Ontological Argument or Ontological Proof
3. Pentagonal icositetrahedron; pentagonal hexecontahedron; snub dodecahedron; snub cube; trefoil knot; the S and Z tetrominoes;* helix; Möbius Strip. All of these objects come in two forms, called enantiomorphs, derived from the Greek, meaning “opposite forms”. FTP, what is the geometric property shared by all of these objects if its mirror image cannot be derived solely from the rotations and translations?

          ANSWER: Chirality
4. He is the patron of goldsmiths and a god of the west, spring, and the seasons. He is also thought to be responsible for sending diseases, such as blindness and plague, to man.* He is often shown as golden and is noted for flaying himself to feed mankind with his flesh, symbolic of the maize seed losing its husk before germination. FTP, who is this Aztec agricultural god, to whom victims were sacrificed and flayed so that the priests could wear their skins for his ceremonies?

          ANSWER: Xipe Totec
5. After the siege at Port Arthur ended, the Imperial Army concentrated its forces to attack the Russians in Manchuria led by General Kuropatkin.* On February 20, the 5th Army attacked the Russian left flank and on February 27th, the 4th Army attacked the Russian right. Through the heavy fighting, the Japanese forces progressed, threatening to encircle the Russian army, forcing Kuropatkin to call a retreat northward, which resulted in the collapse of his army. FTP, what is this battle, the last major land battle of the Russo-Japanese War, which resulted in over 100,000 casualties for the Russians?
          ANSWER: Battle of Mukden  
6. While compiling his 1947 edition of the work, Eugène Vinaver, using the Winchester Manuscript, concluded that the work was actually intended to consist of eight independent parts, citing specifically the section on Balin* as his primary example. William Caxton takes credit for dividing the work into its current 21 books and 507 chapters, for ease of reading, in the preface to his 1485 edition. FTP, what is this famous work by Thomas Malory, most likely begun while the author was in prison in the 1450s, a compilation and adaptation of a number of English and French Arthurian romances? 

          ANSWER: Le Morte d’Arthur
7. In information systems, Claudio Ciborra uses the term to refer to a system of SIS implementation from the bottom-up as opposed to the top-down.* In art, it is a technique of producing works from material on hand. In biology, it is the apparently cobbled-together character of much biological structure, which François Jacob ascribed as a consequence of evolutionary history. In cultural studies, it refers to the reassigning of cultural meaning by a subculture to items with a specific or no cultural meaning to the dominant culture. FTP, what is this French word, the equivalent of “DIY”?

          ANSWER: Bricolage
8. Sparta was noticeably not required to join, a fact which was repeated in many edicts. Among the many provisions were that members’ constitutions remained in force and that the members would act to prevent aggression towards and subversion against any member.* The Synedrion, a congress of representatives, met in the namesake city and members were required to provide troops based on their populations. FTP, what is this military alliance formed between Macedonia and many Greek poleis by Philip of Macedon to battle Persia after his victory at Chaeronea in 338 BCE?

          ANSWER: League of Corinth
9. In an interesting twist of fate, the actor, who played Peter Dawson, a pretentious resume-stuffer, committed suicide in 2000, though his character in the movie prays that God not let him ever do so. This is not the only death among actors in this film, however, as Stuart Mabray, who played a minor role died of AIDS in 1998 and Kim Walker,* one of the title characters, died of a brain tumor in 2001. Martha Dunnstock is the only person to actually attempt suicide, though Veronica fakes it and three others are murdered, but made to look like suicides in, FTP, what 1989 black comedy starring Shannen Doherty, Christian Slater, and Winona Ryder?
          ANSWER: Heathers
10. The band started out after playing minor gigs at the Zodiac music club and even for the lead singers’ former teacher, Salvador Dali. Their music was heavily influenced by the Surrealists* and they were quick to make use of the sequencer when it was first developed. Their 1987 album Tyger is a collection of William Blake poems set to music and they are currently working on a trilogy of albums based on Dante’s The Divine Comedy. Their biggest hit, however, was the 1973 album, Phaedra, which topped the UK charts. FTP, name this influential German electronic group headed by Edgar Fröse.
          ANSWER: Tangerine Dream
11. 1988 was the final year of the station wagon of this model, which was first produced in 1981 with an inline six cylinder. Beginning in 2003, a smaller model, based on the Teana and sold in some markets as the Cefiro,* has been sold in the Asia and Pacific markets. It has appeared on the Car and Driver’s Ten Best thrice, in 1990, 1995, and 1996, and it was named Motor Trend’s “Import Car of the Year” in 1995. FTP, what is this model, which is currently Nissan’s primary competition in the mid-sized sedan market against the Honda Accord and Toyota Camry?
          ANSWER: Nissan Maxima
12. It is arguably the first Bangsian fantasy cartoon ever and it earned a great deal of protest in India, prompting a quick apology by the network, citing that the Indian audience would naturally react differently than an American audience.* A high school is secretly being run by a Board of Shadowy Figures as an experiment for the government to harness the greatness of leaders of the past for the US military. FTP, what is this MTV series which revolves around Joan, Abe, and Gandhi and many other genetic copies of famous people from history?

          ANSWER: Clone High USA
13. She grew up in an international neighborhood in Melbourne, where she was exposed to Italian, Arabic, Greek, Turkish, and Irish cultures. She has done much work on film soundtracks, though she withdrew her work from The Passion of Christ, Constantine, and The 13th Warrior.* She made her acting debut in La Niño de la Luna, a film which she also scored. She rarely sings actual words from any language, but rather syllables which express her feelings. FTP, name this woman, now working alone or in collaboration with other artists, best known as half of the duo Dead Can Dance.
          ANSWER: Lisa Gerrard
14. Cyrus Avery of Tulsa and John Woodruff of Springfield, Missouri, had the original idea. Avery learned that the number he wanted to assign to it was already in use and he chose another because it was pleasant to say and to hear.* GIs returning from WWII and the trucking industry used it extensively, thus adding to its tourism value. Decommissioned in 1985, it originally ran 2,448 miles from Chicago to Santa Monica, and John Steinbeck nicknamed it “The Mother Road”. FTP, name this highway, immortalized in a song written by Bobby Troup, where you can “get your kicks”.
          ANSWER: Route 66
15. It saw the first live simultaneous TV transmissions from the east and west coasts, as journalists would provide reports at the beginning of the show,* one of the most popular of which was entitled Christmas in Korea and featured troops serving in the UN peacekeeping mission. The series is most famous, however, for its attack on the Red Scare and for two episodes from 1954. FTP, what was this 30-minute weekly news program hosted by Edward R. Murrow which was instrumental in bringing down Senator Joseph McCarthy? 

          ANSWER: See It Now
16. Finland won the 2004 World Championship, marking the first time that a team that was not from Sweden or the Soviet Union/Russia had won the event.* There are currently 15 participating countries, with India and Italy not yet full members and the sport is descended from shinty. With rules like soccer and field hockey, FTP, name this winter sport played on a large, ice-covered field by players wearing ice skates and using curved sticks to hit a small red or orange ball.

          ANSWER: Bandy

1. F15PE, identify the following cloud types from a brief description.
A. It was once proposed that they were composed of volcanic ash or meteoric dust, because they were only first reported in 1885, shortly after the eruption of Krakatoa. It is now known that they are composed primarily of ice crystals. They are the highest clouds in the atmosphere, forming in the mesosphere, and are only visible at twilight in the high latitudes.

          ANSWER: Noctilucent Clouds or Polar Mesospheric Clouds 

B. They are tied to ozone depletion, especially around Antarctica and some data suggest that they may include nitric and sulfuric acid. They are also found in the higher latitudes, but are less common than noctilucent clouds. Also like NLC’s, they are best seen in twilight, during which time they glow a number of pastel colors, much like mother-of-pearl.

          ANSWER: Nacreous Clouds or Polar Stratospheric Clouds (prompt on Mother-of-Pearl Clouds)
2. During his lifetime, Richard Strauss was noted for the extreme receptions his works would receive from audiences. F10PE, identify the following Strauss pieces, which did just that. 

A. He financed his house in Garmisch-Partenkirchen solely on the revenues produced by this opera, his third work in the genre. It lasted only one performance at the Metropolitan Opera in New York, in part because of the subject matter, based on an Oscar Wilde play, but also because of his use of dissonance, a rarity in opera.

          ANSWER: Salome 
B. His first tone poem, which recounts the tale of a Spanish libertine, received a great deal of criticism from audiences. When it premiered in 1889, half of the audience cheered, while half booed. After this, Strauss declared that he was on the artistic path he wished to take, aware “that there never has been an artist not considered crazy by… his fellow men.”
          ANSWER: Don Juan 

C. He was forced to resign his ceremonial post in the Nazi government, Reichsmusikkammer, after he refused to remove the name of the Jewish librettist from the playbill for this opera. Some point to it as a sign of his remaining apolitical or of his opposition to the Nazis, though others claim he was at least naïve, if not a collaborator.

          ANSWER: Friedenstag
3. Identify the following types of species interaction from a brief description F10PE.

A. It often occurs when one organism exudes a chemical compound detrimental to another organism. It is defined as interaction in which one organism hinders or restricts the success of another without itself being benefited or harmed. 

          ANSWER: Amensalism 
B. One example would be wars between colonies of ants. It is defined as an interaction between organisms that results in mutual hindrance or death.  

          ANSWER: Synnecrosis 

C. There are four groups of insects well known for this interaction, including Ichneumon wasps, Stylopid flies, and Tachinid flies. It is defined as a relationship in which the host is usually killed as a result of the full development of the other organism, differing from true parasitism, in which the host is not harmed by the parasite. 

          ANSWER: Parasitoidism
4. Though he is best known for Waiting for Godot and he was also renowned for his novels, Samuel Beckett wrote a number of other plays. F10PE, identify each of the following. 
A. The characters live in a house by the sea, though there appears to be nothing left of the world outside of the house and Hamm’s parents, Nagg and Nell, live in garbage cans. Hamm is unable to stand up and his assistant, Clov, is unable to sit down. The two have been fighting constantly and Clov claims to be on the verge of leaving, though he never does. 

          ANSWER: Endgame or Fin de Partie 

B. Taking place over two days, Winnie is buried up to her waist on the first day and then up to her chin on the second. She lives with her husband Willie, who is not so encumbered, but can only crawl in and out of his mound. Winnie does most of the talking, as Willie seems uninterested, but on the second day, he comes to her nicely dressed, pleasing her. 
          ANSWER: Happy Day 
C. Dedicated to Václav Havel, this play features a director and his assistant preparing for a play, which consists solely of a man standing in silence. As the director and his assistant pose the man, he looks more and more beaten. At the time of the actual performance, however, the man does not follow direction and, instead, holds his head high. 

          ANSWER: Catastrophe 
5. Identify the following eating disorders from a brief description F10PE.

A. Examples include coprophagia, or the eating of excrement, geophagy, or the eating of dirt, and trichophagia, or the eating of hair or wool. It is more common in developing or rural areas, among pregnant women, and among children, especially those with learning disorders, and it is defined as an appetite for inedible substances. 

          ANSWER: Pica 

B. This disorder has only recently been recognized, with Dr. Steven Bratman coining the term in 1997. In some cases it is closely related to anorexia, as the subject has become obsessed with eating only those things he or she has deemed healthy, but it can also affect vegetarians and vegans, as they attempt to avoid eating animal products.

          ANSWER: Orthorexia nervosa
C. This disorder is especially common in infants and those with mental handicaps, but it does occur in others and is often misdiagnosed as gastroparesis or gastroesophageal reflux. It is characterized by the regurgitation of small amounts of food which are then re-chewed and re-ingested.

          ANSWER: Rumination
6. Identify the following Mesoamerican tribes from a brief description FTSNOP.

A. 10) They built T-shaped step-pyramids and they were never conquered by the Aztecs, despite repeated attempts. Their capital was Tzintzuntzan and it was there that Nuño Guzmán de Beltrán declared himself emperor in 1530. Their last native king, Tangoxoan II declared himself a vassal of the King of Spain in 1525 after the defeat of the Aztecs. 

          ANSWER: Tarascan or Michoaque or Purépecha 

B. 5) Their name is Aztec for “rubber people” and they lived in the present-day states of Tobasco and Veracruz. They used the number 0 several centuries before Ptolemy and were the first people known to have played the Mesoamerican ballgame. They were the first Mesoamericans to use a hieroglyphic script and are best known for their giant stone heads. 

          ANSWER: Olmec or Tamoanchan 

C. 10) Centered in what is now Oaxaca, they developed a logophonetic syllabary which was highly influential on later peoples and they had a neighborhood in Teotihuacan. They have left archaeological evidence as far back as 2500 years ago and their greatest city was Monte Albán. 

          ANSWER: Zapotec 

D. 5) Some scholars believed that they may have sacked Teotihuacan in 750, while still nomads. After they settled in central Mexico, they fused the many small kingdoms there into their own empire and are thought to have started the practice of mass human sacrifice. Like their successors, the Aztecs, they spoke Nahuatl. 

          ANSWER: Toltec or Tolteca
7. Identify the following plays by Eugene O’Neill from characters F10PE, or F5PE if you need a brief synopsis.

A. 10) Capt. Adam Brant, Hazel Niles, Lavinia and Christine Mannon

     5) Brant is Christine’s lover and the illegitimate brother of her husband, Ezra. He also seduces Lavinia, who, with her brother Orin, plots Brant’s murder, after they learn that he and their mother murdered Ezra. In the end, Lavinia and Orin assume the same roles as their parents and Orin commits suicide, while Lavinia entombs herself in the family estate. 

          ANSWER: Mourning Becomes Electra 

B. 10) Paddy, Mildred’s Aunt, Mildred Douglas, and Yank

     5) Yank is the lead stoker aboard an ocean liner on which Mildred and her aunt are traveling to Europe. Upon meeting Yank, she calls him a filthy beast and faints, sending Yank into a fury. He then learns that he does not belong, as he is thrown out of the I.W.W. for fear that he is a spy. He visits the zoo where he releases the title creature, which kills him. 

          ANSWER: The Hairy Ape 
C. 10) Hugo Kalmar, Larry Slade, Theodore “Hickey” Hickman, and Harry Hope

     5) Parritt arrives at the bar and asks for Larry’s help after his comrades were arrested for a bombing on the Coast. Hickey prods Larry to help, but Parritt later reveals that he sold his friends out for money. Hickey, after encouraging everyone to forget their pipe dreams confesses to the murder of his wife and is arrested, while Parritt commits suicide. 

          ANSWER: The Iceman Cometh
8. Identify the Roman provinces which contain territory currently belonging to the following countries F6PE. 

A. Hungary, Moldova, Romania, and the Ukraine 

          ANSWER: Dacia

C. 10) It is based on a single line from Paramahansa Yogananda’s book Autobiography of a Yogi and marks a major departure from the band’s previous albums. It has four epic tracks: “The Revealing Science of God (Dance of the Dawn)”, “The Remembering (High the Memory)”, “The Ancients (Giants Under the Sun)”, and “Ritual (Nous Sommes Du Soleil)”.

11. Despite the black eye baseball has received from the recent steroid scandal, the full results of which have not yet been felt, the Black Sox scandal may have been worse. Do you know more about the players or the other men involved? [Moderator: Await response and read the appropriate bonus]  

I. F10PE, identify the following Black Sox players.

A. He was considered one of the greatest hitters the game had ever seen and is the only rookie to bat over .400, hitting .408 with Cleveland in 1911. He hit .375 in the series, threw out 5 runners, and handled 30 chances without an error, all of which is used to argue his innocence. Nonetheless, he admitted under oath that he accepted $5000. 

          ANSWER: Joseph Jefferson “Shoeless Joe” Jackson 

B. He brought the idea of the fix to an acquaintance, Joseph Sullivan, a professional gambler, who took the idea to Alex Rothstein. He acted as the ringleader, recruiting players, acting as the contact with the gamblers, and distributing the money. He made $35,000 for his part in the fix, nearly 9 times his 1919 salary of $4000

          ANSWER: Arnold “Chick” Gandil 

C. At the time of his ban, he was considered the premiere pitcher in the American League, after winning 29 games during the 1919 season. It is thought that he participated in the fix because of a clause in his contract that guaranteed him $10,000 if he won 30 games, but owner Charles Comiskey ordered him benched as the season drew to a close. 

          ANSWER: Edward Victor “Eddie” Cicotte 

II. F10PE, identify the following people associated with the Black Sox scandal, none of which were players. 

A. A wealthy New York businessman and kingpin of organized crime, he is widely reputed to have funded the Black Sox’s “fix” after he was approached by, first, Joseph Sullivan and, then, Abe Attell. He did not provide all of the money that the players had expected, a total of $100,000 and was never indicted for his part. 

          ANSWER: Arnold Rothstein 
B. He had a successful career as a player, winning 38 games in 1891 with the Philadelphia Phillies, and began managing in 1918. Because he had no knowledge of the fix, he was not punished along with 8 of the players and continued to manage the White Sox until 1923, when he took a job under Connie Mack with the Philadelphia Athletics. 

          ANSWER: William J. “Kid” Gleason 
C. He served as judge during a number of important cases, including the Standard Oil antitrust case, and was chosen as the first Commissioner of Baseball in 1920. He restored confidence in the game when he banned 8 players for life, though he is also thought to have actively perpetuated the color line.

          ANSWER: Judge Kenesaw Mountain Landis
12. Identify the following races from Babylon 5, F10PE. 
A. Captain Sheridan blew up the jumpgate to their homeworld to destroy a Shadow ship pursuing him and to stop the “grave robbing” there. The species was almost completely annihilated by the Drafa Plague in 2259, which was named for the island on their homeworld where it first appeared.

          ANSWER: Markab 
B. Though they look reptilian, they are in fact marsupials and are physically able to mate with humans. They originally appear as villains, taking every opportunity to improve their position, but once they are taken over by the Centauri again, they become heroic in their struggle to again restore their independence. 

          ANSWER: Narn 

C. They are able to make themselves appear as angelic versions of whatever species is viewing them when they are not hidden away in their environment encounter suits. Early on, they appear to be providing beneficial advice to many characters, but it is revealed that they are using the other races as pawns in their war against the Shadow.

A. This game, created by Raven Software, used a modified Doom engine and featured the episodes The City of the Damned, Hell’s Maw, and The Dome of D’Sparil. It was one of the first first-person shooters to allow the character to look up or down or manipulate his or her inventory.

B. Based on a highly advanced Wolfenstein 3D engine, this Apogee Software game was originally intended to be a sequel to that game, but this was changed early on. It was well known for the gratuitous number of gibs and it introduced the jump pads which were later used in Unreal Tournament and Quake.

C. This game, made by Looking Glass Studios, was critically acclaimed for its use of detailed, 3D environments, made possible by the Ultima Underworld engine, and for its engrossing storyline, which featured a hacker trying to save himself against the creatures created by the computer SHODAN at the Citadel mining facility.
