a.  The field is shaped much like a football itself, an elliptical pitch with two pairs of goalposts at either end.  The middle pair of goalposts are taller than the outer pair, and a rectangle is drawn perpendicular to the touchline from these posts.  Goals scored through the middle pair of posts count six points, and the only person on the field who can wear sleeves is the referee.
