FIRST PERIOD - Get out of interrupt free cards in effect for this period only.

1.  When Lance Harbor suffers an injury, he loses the honor of giving coach Bud Kilmer a chance at his 23rd division title.  That responsibility goes instead to John Moxon, who (*) defiantly tells his coach "I don't want your life!".  For ten points, name this over-hyped movie that should be available on video by the time this tournament ends starring James Van der Beek.

2.  This 29-year-old catcher was drafted by the Yankees, picked by Colorado in the expansion draft, traded to the Padres in 1993, to (*) the Tigers in 1996, to the Astros in 1997, and back to the Tigers in 1999.  For ten points, name this lifetime .259 hitter that seems popular to trade for his glove much more than for his bat.

For ten points, name this T.V. show that has also been hosted by Robert Earle and Allen Ludden.

5.  Created by Chuck Shepherd, it was one of the first Internet only content features to become a regular newspaper feature.  Headings in this feature include Recurring Theme, Least Competent Criminals (*) and Lead Story.  For ten points, describe this feature, started through a mail list, that offer a compilation of some of the more bizarre items that appear in the world's various media.

Stars on this series included Ken Berry, Rue McClanahan, Beverly Archer and Dorothy Lyman.  For ten points, name this NBC and syndicated show, a spin-off from the Carol Burnett Show, featuring Vicki Lawerence.

9.  Born to Irish and Filipino parents in Jacksonville, TX, he played the honky-tonk circuit in Texas upon his graduation from high school.  He spent seven years opening for Charley Pride, and had his first country hit with a country version of the Billy Vera and The Beaters "At This Moment."  He (*) has also released a rap version of The Beverly Hillbillies.  For ten points, name this country artist best known for his tune "Shakin!"

He released his first album, It's Dark and Hell is Hot in (*) 1998 and then released Flesh of My Flesh, Blood of My Blood.  For ten points, name this rapper best known for his song "Get at Me Dog."

They meet one morning when overwhelmed Jack (*) is  left unexpectedly with Maggie and forgets that Melanie was to take her to school. As a result, both children miss their school field trip and are stuck with the parents.  For ten points, name this 1996 movie, Oscar-nominated for the song "For The First Time" and starring George Clooney and Michelle Pfieffer.

17.  This sport was invented in Connecticut by Joe Sobek in 1949.  This sport took off in the mid 1970's, as handball courts (*) were easily converted for this sport and prompted the building of many new facilities for the sport.  The sport does have a national champion, and was added to the Pan American Games in 1995 in its steps to become an Olympic-class sport.  For ten points, name this cousin of paddleball and squash.

19.  Born in 1924 in Jacksonville, Florida, he had prior careers as a meat packer and a minor league baseball player.  His musical influences included Montana Slim and Jimmie Rodgers.  However, he is best known for rather bizarre parts of his career: his ability as a yodeler, his recording of Una Paloma Blanca, his use of TV to sell his albums and being the reason the Martians were repelled in Mars Attacks.  For ten points, name this singer of Indian Love Call and Signing Hills.

However, his transition from supporting player to star was difficult as he appeared in many clunkers such as Speed Zone!, Armed and Dangerous and Who's Harry Crumb?  For ten points, name this portly actor who did have moderate success with Uncle Buck and Planes, Trains and Autombiles.
