FIRST PERIOD - Get out of interrupt free cards may be used in this period only.

1.  Skippy and Big Lou are playing a game.  They arrive at the fronton, where Skippy places a legal (*) wager on the outcome of the game.  Then they get into uniform (this is a team game), and attempt to use their cestas to propel the pelota at speeds of over 100 MPH.  FTP, what game are they playing, popular in Latin America and Florida?

Answer: Jai Alai (HI-lye)

2.  This phenomenon allegedly came about in the 1950's, when the cast of a popular television show filmed scenes on an Indian burial ground.  It has allegedly caused one victim (*) to suffer mental illness, another to die of an apparent suicide, and a third to fall from a horse, paralyzing him. No one is sure whether it is also to blame for the death of Dean Cain's career.  For ten points, identify this phenomenon, which has supposedly affected Margot Kidder, George Reeves, and Christopher Reeve.

Answer: the Curse of Superman (accept reasonable equivalents)

3. Bank robber Jack Foley met insider trader Ripley in prison.  Foley learned there that Ripley keeps large quantities of uncut (*) diamonds in his home.  The problem is, Snoopy and his gang of murderous drug dealers know this too, and they plan to kill Ripley and steal the diamonds.  Foley and his friend Buddy just want the gems.  FTP, name this movie, in which Ving Rhames plays Buddy, George Clooney plays Foley, and Jennifer Lopez plays a federal marshal trying to catch them.

Answer: Out of Sight

4.  He started his career as a pirate disc jockey on an army base and from there went to stardom. His radio show is ranked first for nighttime radio and his topics are, to say the least, out there. (*) Recently he stunned the world by going off the air due to a family crisis that he could not go into.  For ten points name this talk show host who does his show, "Dreamland", from Pahrump Nevada, just over the mountain from Area 51?

Answer: Art Bell


5.  He once said that "90% of the women in California are beautiful.  The other 10% go to Stanford."  This may explain why he left Stanford (*) in 1978 after only one year, a year in which he won the NCAA singles tennis title.  He recently demanded either the captaincy of the US Davis Cup team or the presidency of the ATP.  FTP, name this tennis star, who wil play mixed doubles with Steffi Graf at this year's Australian Open, and who ended Bjorn Borg's Wimbledon win streak.

Answer: John McEnroe

6. This band got its name when the lead singer asked an aging blues artist for an autograph.  The bluesman invented a nickname for him on the spot.  They (*) began playing small clubs in Los Angeles such as the Brown Derby, which featured swing music and dancing.  Their career took off when they were featured singing "You and Me and the Bottle Makes Three Tonight" in the movie "Swingers".  FTP, name this band.

Answer: Big Bad Voodoo Daddy
7.  This show premiered on CBS at 8:00 on December 11, 1980.(*)  It starred, among others, Roger E. Mosley and Larry Mannetti and last aired on May 1, 1988 after 162 episodes.  It was based in Hawaii and centered around the exploits of a private investigator who lived on a famous author's estate and drove a red sports car.  For ten points, name this show starring Tom Selleck in the lead role.

Answer: Magnum, P.I.
SECOND PERIOD - Multiple answers on completed tossups allowed in this period.

8.  Marushka Detmers was originally set to play the female lead, but Demi Moore was jealous of her alleged habit of sleeping with her costars, so Andie MacDowell got the job instead. (*)  This comedy was the biggest critical bomb of 1991.  FTP, name this film, starring Bruce Willis and Danny Aiello as cat burglars who keep time while in buildings by singing standards like "Side by Side."

Answer: Hudson Hawk
9. Last year, he led the USA Goodwill games basketball team with 17.2 points per game, once going for 43 in a scrimmage.  In his first college basketball game after being lightly recruited from New York State (*) , he hit all 9 of his shots.  FTP, name this Miami (Ohio) forward, who Sports Illustrated calls the best in the nation, and whose coach has nicknamed him Wally World.

10.  Mr. Jones drove the van most of the time.  Ms. Dinkley was often called upon to demonstrate deductive ability.  Ms. Blake looked real fine in her miniskirt. (*) And nobody's really sure what Norville Rogers was ever doing that made him and his dog hungry all the time.  FTP, name this classic cartoon, which was famous for celebrity cameos, criminals in disguise, and that superfly van, the Mystery Machine.

11. Craig Kilborn said that the Northern Ireland-Great Britain peace accords will effectively end this man's movie career. (*) In addition to his many "troubles" related roles, he has played a dentist in "Eversmile, New Jersey", and had a small role in "My Beautiful Laundrette."  FTP, name this actor, who is more famous for roles in "The Crucible" and "The Age of Innocence" and his Oscar winning performance in "My Left Foot."

Answer: Daniel Day-Lewis

12. This group's songs include "Ready or Not", "The Beast", "Cowboys", "Family (*) Business", "The Mask", and "How Many Mics."  They are better known for remakes, however, a reputation which the first two solo albums from the groups members did little to change.  FTP, name this group, which hit big with "No Woman, No Cry", and hit huge with "Killing Me Softly With His Song."

Answer: The Fugees
13. Individuals who have won this event include Bobby Baldwin, Hamid Dastmaltchi, and Mansour Matloubi.  Doyle (*) Brunson won it twice, and Johnny Moss did too, although the first year there was no tournament and Moss was declared the best player by a vote.  Only Stu Ungar was able to win it three times.  FTP, name this event, held every year at Binion's Horseshoe Hotel and Casino in Las Vegas.

14. The last acting job this man has had was a brief cameo in the video for Chris Rock's "Champagne."  He was the co-host (*) of the game show "Juvenile Jury," and a frequent celebrity guest on other game shows, where he used to recite brief poems.  FTP, name this man, who played the Tin Man in the film version of "The Wiz."

FTP, name this band, which also includes Martie Seidel and Natalie Maines and has produced the double platinum album "Wide Open Spaces."

This after he was set to play Mustafa Kemal Ataturk (*) earlier last year, but bowed out due to protests from Greek Americans over the film's content.  FTP, name this unlucky actor, who had more success playing Armand in "Interview With the Vampire" and Zorro in "The Mask of Zorro."

18. The two year, six figure production deal she signed with Disney has been withdrawn, but (*) she got profiled both in Vanity Fair magazine and on 60 Minutes.  Not a bad career move for a 32 year old aspiring screenwriter.  FTP, name this woman, who posed as a 19 year old writer-actress to sell scripts to the TV show "Felicity".

19. On May 3, 1997, this pitcher went on the disabled list with a torn muscle in his side.  He threw only 6 2/3 innings after coming back, (*) pitching to a 10.80 ERA before his club sent him to the minors for rehab.  His time in the minors was no better, as he had a 21.60 ERA with AAA Richmond.  FTP, name this reliever, whose sudden and mysterious loss of control forced the Braves to go with Kerry Lichtenberg as their closer for the playoffs.

20.  This director was notorious for making up details of his past, claiming at various times to have studied Law in Vienna and been a Colonel in the US Army.  He also made up details of his filmmaking techniques, such as claiming to have used dwarves and children (*) to create a sense of dwindling perspective in some shots from "The Apartment." (*) He is also the head of a New Jersey Mafia family, whose sessions with the shrink provide the thread each episode of this new HBO series wraps around.  FTP, name this show, starring James Gandolfini as the mob boss.
