b. Invented by a Russian physicist in the 1920s, this instrument has the unique quality of making music without being touched.  Radio frequency oscillators produce tones based on where the player positions their hands near two antennae that control volume and pitch.

c. Traditionally it has 3 strings: 2 'drone' strings which provide a background pitch, and a melody string.  The strings are rubbed by a wooden wheel covered with rosin. The wheel is turned via a crank on the side of the instrument case. The player produced different melodies by manipulating 'tangents' or lever-like devices which influence the melody string.

He then exacts revenge on the Manchu soldiers who killed his family.  Released in 1978, this film had an inspirational effect on the Wu Tang Clan.
