She has been known to sarcastically tell her assistant to “set fire to the room” when the Press Corps gets out of hand.  For ten points, name this White House Press Secretary portrayed on The West Wing by Allison Janney.

6.  Eric Dorsey, Janice Wentworth, Arhtur Dietrich, Maria Baptista, Chano Amenguale, Ron Harris, Nick Yemana, Stanley Wojohowicz and Phil Fish were all at one time or another detectives in the 12th precinct station house presided over by, for ten points, what captain and title character of a seventies ABC sitcom?

7.  It opened at the Shubert Theatre on February 25, 1973 with a cast that featured Glynis Johns as Desirée, Len Cariou as Fredrik and Victoria Mallory as Anne.  Based on the Ingmar Bergman film Smiles of a Summer Night, it features songs like “The Glamorous Life” and “Everyday a Little Death.”  For ten points, name this Stephen Sondheim musical that centers on the interactions of three mismatched couples spending “A Weekend in the Country.”

8.  As expected, Nike loved the “No games, just sports” campaign pitched by a Chicago ad agency.  Of course, the Nike execs did not know that William Marshall had used a newfound ability to steal the idea from boss Darcy Maguire.  Marshall gained the new ability after being electrocuted in the tub while wearing pantyhose, an accident that rendered him able to hear women’s thoughts.  For ten points, this is a thumbnail sketch of the plot of what film starring Helen Hunt and Mel Gibson.

10. It is reported to have a high similar to PCP but shorter in duration and with visual effects akin to LSD.  For ten points, name this dissociative drug known in rave culture as “Special K.”

11.  It existed from 1947 (when Catawba College beat Maryville College 31-6 in Orlando Municipal Stadium) until 1983, when it became known as the Florida Citrus Bowl.  But central Florida needs some additional revenue, and the Micronpc.com Bowl really never took off, so it makes its return on December 20, 2001, pitting the 4th or 5th finisher from the ACC against the 4th or 5th place team from the Big East (or Notre Dame).  For 10 points, name this college bowl game.

12.  On July 27, 1998, Todd Nichols, Dean Dinning, Randy Guss and Glen Phillips formally announced the break up of this group.  They formed in 1986 in Santa Barbara, California and they recorded their first album Bread and Circus in eight days in 1988.  Subsequent more successful albums included Fear, Dulcinea and Coil.  For ten points, name this band that took their moniker from a Monty Python sketch and had hits with “Walk on the Ocean,” “Fall Down” and “All I Want.”

13.  Created on September 3rd, its existence was instantly controversial.  The founder’s justification statement, “we all need our separate rooms from time to time” was responded to with “I must have missed that infographic” by fizzball_GS.  It has been used only 37 times at the time of writing, mostly for announcements and threads like the ones discussing the redemptive value of its subject matter and laming.  The most recent message announced Mike Burger’s new status as a co-founder.  For ten points, name this Yahoo! club started by David Levinson as a forum for discussion about the type of tournament in which you are currently playing.

19.  She sang “Rock Wit U” on the soundtrack for the 2000 version of Shaft.  Her debut album on J Records begins with an introduction called “The Piano and I” that morphs a recital of “Moonlight Sonata” into a vamp inviting the listener to feel her.  For ten points, name this singer behind the singles “A Woman’s Worth” and “Fallin’” and the number one album Songs in A Minor.

20.  According to a 2001 Simpsons episode, he directed the video for the song “Yvan Et Nioj”.  While attending NYU, he assisted on Spike Lee’s student film Joe’s Bed-Sty Barbershop.  He takes full directing credit behind the camera now and his works include Ride with the Devil, Sense and Sensibility and The Ice Storm.  For ten points, name this director of Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon.
