Toss-Ups

1.  This film had nothing to do with Prince, but Sheila E. and Morris Day both appear in it.  It is a not a horror film but Robert Englund is in the cast as Smiley.  It is not a Naked Gun film, but features Priscilla Presley playing a major role in a comedy.  For ten points, name this film that chronicles the travails of a “rock and roll detective” played by Andrew “Dice” Clay.

2.  I'm not sure why I called, I guess I really just wanted to talk to you.  And I was thinking maybe later on, we could get together for a while.  It's been such a long time, and I really do miss your smile.  I'm not talking 'bout moving in, and I don't want to change your life.  But there's a warm wind blowing, the stars are out, and for ten points, England Dan and John Ford Coley are ready to make what title statement.

3.   Louis Dampier is the ABA career leader in this stat with 794.  Ronnie Carr of Western Carolina hit the first one in NCAA Division I on November 29, 1980, while Chris Ford made the first one in the NBA, on October 12, 1979.  In 1986, it was added to the NBA All-Star Weekend skills competition, with Larry Bird winning it the first 3 years.  For 10 points, name this basketball rule, the NCAA version of which is 4 feet shorter than the NBA version.

4.  Thomas Mikal Ford and Carl Anthony Payne II played the guys who seemed to always be hanging out at the title character’s apartment in the early seasons.  Later seasons focused on the title character’s new job after being fired from the morning talk show job at Detroit’s WZUP and his engagement and marriage to Gina.  For ten points, name this five-year running sitcom on Fox that featured the future star of Big Momma’s House.

_Martin_

5.  Their 15-track 1992 debut album featured Fabian Ford shouting, X-Man scratching, De Funky Bunch producing and L. A Reid and Babyface executive producing.   That debut spawned three singles, "Ain't 2 Proud 2 Beg," "Baby-Baby-Baby," and "What About Your Friends."  Of course, they were just warming-up for the far bigger “CrazySexyCool” and “Fanmail” albums, not to mention burning down Andre Rison’s house.  For ten points, name this trio responsible for “Waterfalls” and “No Scrubs” that consists of T-Boz, Left-eye and Chilli.

6.  His early career was in television and he won Emmys for directing the Ford Star Jubilee Presentation of The Caine Mutiny Court Martial as well as Jackie Kennedy’s special,  “A Tour of the White House.”  His film career includes directing Papillon and The Boys from Brazil.  For ten points, name this acclaimed director who hit commercial success with The Planet of the Apes and who is best known for his Oscar winning direction of the biographical film Patton.

Franklin _Schaffner_

7.  Bernard Ford was hardly the primary receiving weapon in this quarterback's rookie season; Ford had only 7 receptions that year, while Kelvin Martin had 46, James Dixon 24, and Herschel Walker had 22 out of the backfield.  He played in 11 games that year, and his team went 1-15, but before his career was over, he'd thrown for over 32,000 yards.  For 10 points, name this man, the #1 overall draft pick out of UCLA in 1989 and recent retiree from the Dallas Cowboys.


Troy _Aikman_

8.  Its third season featured episode titles pitting the title character vs. Schoolin’, vs. The Hopeless Cause, vs. Tennis and vs. Freud.  The third season also featured the return of Faith Ford as Shelley Kilmartin, the title character’s former probation officer.  Other cast members include Max Wright as Mr. Denby and Laurie Metcalf as Laurie.  For ten points, name this ABC series about a former hockey player legally compelled to serve as a social worker and starring a former “Weekend Update” anchorman.

_Norm_  begrudgingly aceept The _Norm Show_ as that was the original title

9.  Vivien Leigh taught him to speak in a Southern accent by advising him to repeat the phrase “four door Ford” all day for a week while preparing for the film Hurry Sundown.  He changed his surname from Micklewhite to a word in the title of a favorite film.  He claims to choose scripts by the location and the money involved, which probably explains his appearances in Jaws the Revenge and On Deadly Ground.  For ten points, name this actor whose uneven career is highlighted by 1986 and 1999 Best Supporting Actor wins for Hannah and Her Sisters and The Cider House Rules.

Michael _Caine_

10. In 1981, Eileen Ford spotted her eating in a pizza place with her parents when she was thirteen.  In 1989, She became the primary model for Elizabeth Arden, a position she held for five years.  Her recent projects include writing a book on how to “Get Back In Shape” after pregnancy and trying to hone the acting skills she used playing Mrs. Freeze in Batman and Robin.  For ten points, name this 1993 Sports Illustrated Swimsuit Edition cover subject and supermodel from Sweden.

_Vendela_ and/or _Kirsebom_

11.  This novel begins with Johnny Smith being shocked to learn that Gerald Ford is president, the year is 1975 and that five years of his life were lost to a coma that followed a car accident.  However, Johnny has gained a strange new power and sees a disturbing vision of the future after meeting Greg Stillson.  For ten points, name this first novel set in Castle Rock, Maine by Stephen King that features a man trying to stop a presidential candidate who will destroy the world if elected.

The _Dead Zone_

12.  Kristy Ford is the red-haired, intelligent head cheerleader planning to major in pre-med in college.  Mary Beth Pepperton is the team manager whose boyfriend Nick received a scholarship to a university in North Carolina.  Julie Connor has a killer jump shot.  For ten points, the aforementioned are characters on what NBC Saturday morning comedy about a Deering High girl playing on the boy’s basketball team?

_Hang Time_

13.  In this film, a young man named Ford Lincoln Mercury becomes the second to bear the titular title after being deputized by the nameless stranger once called Shakespeare.  Ford galvanizes an army to fight against the Holnist army led by the evil General Bethlehem who dominates post-apocalyptic America.  For ten points, name this rancid film based on a David Brin novel that was directed by its lead actor, Kevin Costner.

The _Postman_

14.  His albums include Lord Mr. Ford, Nashville Underground, I’m a Lover Not a Fighter, Tupelo Mississippi Flash, Smell the Flowers, Alabama Wild Man, Ko-Ko Joe, and When You’re Hot You’re Hot.  For ten points, name this musician known as the Guitar Man to country fans and best known to the general public for contributing “Eastbound and Down” to the Smokey and the Bandit soundtrack.

Jerry _Reed_

15.  This college plays its football and soccer games at Gerald J. Ford Stadium - he's a 1966 alumnus, and not the former President.  Of course, they're lucky to be playing football at all, since their entire 1987 season was cancelled due to recruiting violations.  After the so-called NCAA death penalty, they hired alumnus Forrest Gregg to bring the program back to life, but they went only 31-76-3 in the decade of the 90s.  For 10 points, name this current WAC school, whose other alumni include Craig James, Eric Dickerson, 

and the great Doak Walker.


_SMU_ or  _Southern Methodist University_

16.  It lasted only one season on CBS and its theme song, “The First Years” was contributed by Seals and Crofts.  The plot followed James Hart, a young man from Iowa who joins Franklin Ford the third’s study group at a competitive law school.  For ten points, name this series that was later revived on Showtime and in which John Houseman revived an Oscar winning performance from the 1973 film of the same name.

The _Paper Chase_

17.  This person is the author of the best-selling book The Big Bang Theory: a Personal View.  Ford Prefect rejects conventional wisdom about this person saying that five, not four miles away is where her erogenous zones begin.  She is famously quoted as calling Zaphod Beeblebrox the best bang since the big one.  For ten points, name this triple-breasted whore of Eroticon Six.

_Eccentrica Gallumbits_  (prompt on triple-breasted whore of Eroticon Six before its read)

18.  The singer notes with relief the cooling effect rainwater has on a V8 Ford engine.  The engine overheated while motivating over the hill in hot pursuit of the Coupe DeVille driven by the title character.  For ten points, name this Chuck Berry classic in which a woman is repeatedly asked, “Why can’t you be true?”

_Maybelline_

19.  Benjamin is amused to learn she got her start in a Ford and claims to not get along with her, but is still quite anxious to see her portrait.  Benjamin cruelly takes her to a strip club after being coerced into taking her on a date, but quickly falls in love with her.  She agrees to marry Carl Smith after turning down Benjamin’s proposal while at college in Berkeley.  For ten points, name this character whose name is yelled repeatedly by Dustin Hoffman as Benjamin Braddock in the wedding scene of The Graduate.

_Elaine_ Robinsion

20.  Using Bill James' Similarity Scores, the most historically similar pitcher to Whitey Ford is this man, who came up to the majors in 1986 with the Chicago Cubs.  Two years later, he made the All-Star team, going 18-8 with a 3.18 ERA.  In 1990, he won his first Gold Glove, and he's won one every year since.  For 10 points, name this man, who won the 1992 Cy Young Award with the Cubs before winning the next three for the Atlanta Braves.

 Greg _Maddux_

21.  His current successful business ventures include the literary magazine Zoetrope: All Story, producing Mamarella olive oil, bagged pastas and sauces and running a winery from the historic Napa Valley Neibaum property.  His earlier business failures with films like The Cotton Club and Tucker caused the bankruptcy of his movie studio and forced him to return to a familiar franchise in 1990.  For ten points, name this director of the all three installments of The Godfather Trilogy.
