Toss-ups

1.  It burns inside of the lead vocalist of the Black Rebel Motorcycle Club, while Beulah wrote a song about Popular Mechanics for pursuers of it.  Sebadoh claimed that it was stronger than the truth and Belle and Sebastian claim that there is too much of it.  Arthur Lee fronted a band with the entity as its name and ABC sang about the look of it.  Mary J. Blige and Jody Watley sang about real versions of it and the Everly Brothers said "Bye Bye" to it.  For ten points, name this entity, which the Beatles claimed is all you need.

2.  The name's the same.  One is a 2002 release produced by Lawrence Bender and starring Seann William Scott, Dave Foley, and Lou Diamond Phillips.  The other was a television show, whose characters included Tess Faraday, a former debutante and Southern Belle portrayed by Dorie Barton and Maddie Keller, a cliched brunette wisecracker portrayed by Heather Paige Kent.  The show focused mostly on the strained relationship between two new roommates, one a slobby horror writer and the other a neatnik editor.  FTP, name this NBC Must See TV sitcom from the 1999-2000 season, which marked a return to television for Neil Patrick Harris .

_Stark Raving Mad_

3.  The first eight games in this teams history were played on the road due to the American Royal Rodeo and Livestock Show.  The proposed nickname of this team was the MO-hawks, after the location of the team, but this was vetoed by the Chicago Blackhawks.  The team finished fifth in the Smythe division during both years of its existence.  For ten points, name this NHL team invested in by Hank Stram and located in Kansas City from 1974 to 1976.

Kansas City _Scouts_ (prompt on Colorado Rockies or New Jersey Devils)
4.  This character received a kiss from Secret Service Agent Isabella, portrayed by Rosalyn Sanchez near the end of a recent movie; We suspect that the actor who played him had to step on a stool to receive that one. Hu Li, arguably the most attractive female in the film never kissed the main character, due to her position on the enemy side. Even after Hu Li accidentally kills herself, this character's partner, Detective James Carter, couldn't resist a joke.  For ten points, identify this character from Rush Hour 2, portrayed by Jackie Chan.

Chief Inspector _Lee_

5.  A frog, a barbarian, a robot, an amateur scientist, and a spiky-haired hero are all part of your party.  The game begins when you step into a time-portal during the village fair.  You're transported into the middle ages to deal with a spiritual unrest.  When you finally come back home, you're charged with kidnapping and sentenced to death.  Of course, that's only the beginning of the time-travelling story in, for ten points, what role-playing game from Square Soft that features multiple endings that depend on when you finish the game?

_Chrono Trigger_

6.  When his career was flagging, he released a psychedelic album, the Further Adventures of Charles Westover, which uses his real name in the title.  In 1963, his remake of “From Me to You” became the first Lennon/McCartney song to hit the U.S. pop charts.  Inducted by Everclear into the Rock & Roll Hall of Fame, for ten points, name this early 1960s singer whose biggest hit was “Runaway.”

Del _Shannon_ (prompt on Charles Westover)
7.  Shelley Winters plays a worker on the factory assembly line who drowns in the middle of this movie.  Raymond Burr plays the inspector who prosecutes the supposed murderer.  Masterfully directed by George Stevens, this film is best known for depictions of the star-crossed lovers: the rich and beautiful Angela Vickers and the nervous and "lucky" George Eastman, played by Elizabeth Taylor and Montgomery Clift.  For ten points, name this heart-breaking film based on Theodore Dreiser's An American Tragedy, which shares its name with Lit’s 1999 major label debut album.

 A _Place in the Sun_
8.  Joe Rossi and Billie Newman McCovey worked under him as reporters.  Dennis "Animal" Price was his photographer and Charlie Hume worked under him as a Managing Editor at the Margaret Pyncheon-owned Los Angeles Tribune.  Prior to working at the Tribune, he served as the news director at WJM-TV, where Ted Baxter anchored the newscast.  FTP, name this television character, portrayed on both the Mary Tyler Moore show and a spinoff by Ed Asner.

_Lou Grant_

9.  He has appeared in The Truth, The Fifth Elephant, Feet of Clay, Jingo, and of course Met at Arms and Guards! Guards! His ancestor, "Old Stoneface" killed the last king of his city, and he himself has problems with the city's current overseer, the Patrician, culminating in many promotions.  For ten points, name this husband to Lady Sybil Ramkin, the Commander of the Ankh-Morpork City Watch in Terry Pratchett's Discworld series. 

Sir Samuel (Sam) _Vimes_
10.  Bobby Valentine said that this player was a fine relief pitcher, but his comments about Roger Clemens are the reason he won’t manage, “not even a fruit stand.”  He pitched for the Braves in the 1980’s, while he attended Quinnipiac.  He doesn’t use his first name, which is Steven, and he is best known for his eccentric superstitions on the field.  For ten points, name this former Cub and Met and current Phillie right handed reliever.

Steven “Turk” _Wendell_
11.  A Universal Studios tour guide, Larry Toffler, landed a gig as the host in the syndicated version of this game show, which was previously hosted by Wesley Eure in its former incarnation on cable.  The show itself pitted a red team against a blue team in a challenge of both wits and physicality.  In the first round of the game, teams found hidden objects inside drawings.  In other rounds of the game, the teams would destroy rooms inside of an eight-room house to look for clues, that would eventually lead to prizes.  For ten points, name this Nickelodeon game show, in which the losers were weepers.

_Finders Keepers_

12.  In 1987, he moved to from L.A. to Phoenix, Arizona to earn a one-year degree in architectural drafting.  A cousin of Del Tha Funkee Homosapien, he started off his musical career as a member of the duo CIA with another rapper, Sir Jinx.  Eventually he would make his way through other posses to record his first solo album with the Bomb Squad, Public Enemy's production team.  After the success of solo discs such as "Death Certificate" and "Lethal Injection," he would then forge a film career with such films as Trespass and The Player's Club, which he also wrote and directed.  FTP, name this former N.W.A. member.

_Ice Cube_

13.  He started his career as a photographer for the Times.  After making a short documentary about boxers, he started his feature film career in The Killing.  Known among his colleagues for his chess-playing skills and for his fastidious methods, this director never won an Oscar for his transformations of the sci-fi, historical fiction, and dark comedy genres.  After reinventing the art of natural lighting in Barry Lyndon, he went on to adapt Stephen King to the big screen.  FTP name this auteur justly famous for his Lolita, A Clockwork Orange, and Dr. Strangelove.

Stanley _Kubrick_

14.  In 1952, under the pseudonym Claire Morgan, she wrote the pulp novel The Price of Salt, usually cited as the first lesbian love story which did not end with the characters either going straight or dying some horrible death.  Her first novel was made into a suspense thriller by Alfred Hitchcock and later into a comedy with Danny Devito and Billy Crystal.  The books from her most famous series, whose character is an entirely amoral identity thief, have been adapted several times, with the most recent entry starring Jude Law and Matt Damon.  For ten points, name this author of Strangers on a Train and The Talented Mr. Ripley.

Patricia _Highsmith_

15.  The origin of this sport is obscure, though it is mentioned as far back as the 16th  century.  It is scored using the "clock face method"; a competitor is rewarded for the straightness of his attempt, with 12 o'clock being the ideal.  If no competitor completes an attempt, the competitor who achieves the greatest angle wins.  The sport uses an object that is 16 to 21 feet long, weighs between 110 and 200 pounds, and is initially balanced on one of its ends in front of the competitor, who must lift it, balance it, then quickly flip it end over end.  For ten points, name this sport, the most popular of the Scottish Highland games.

_Caber Toss_

16.  His Mother's father was Shillod von Reckberg, son of the Duke Gelt of Saxony, Son of Gibling, Son of Wendish, the 4th Earl of Brunswick. He shares his name with a German minnesinger who in 1255 wrote Frauendienst (Fraw-EN-dee-enst), which was about Courtship and then Frauenbuch (Fraw-en-byOOk), which was about the decry of chivalric courtship, quite ironic given the persona of this character takes on. His first victory at Rouen was over Sir Roger of Mortimer, who he would not have been able to even face  he established royal lineage with a little help. For ten points, name this man, who winds up as Sir William Thatcher, the title character in a 2001 movie starring Heath Ledger.

17.  "Lovesick Blues" as performed by Ryan Adams, A Sheryl Crow rendition of "Long Gone Lonesome Blues," "I Can't Get You Off of My Mind," as performed by Bob Dylan, "You Win Again" as performed by Keith Richards, "Cold, Cold Heart" as performed by Keith Richards, and Beck's interpretation of "Your Cheatin' Heart," all appear on this Lost Highway Records release, also on which a grandson performs his grandfather's song, "I'm A Long Gone Daddy."  For ten points, name this album, a tribute album to Hank Williams.

_Timeless_  (prompt on Hank Williams or Hank Williams Tribute Album)

18.  This business is located near Sugarfoot’s barbecue restaurant.  Debbie accidentally killed herself with a shotgun inscribed “Miz Liz” when she was hiding in a dumpster behind it.  It was once hurt by competition with a massive discount store, but quickly recovered after the Mega-Lo Mart was leveled in an explosion.  For ten points, name this business where Hank Hill sells propane and propane accessories on King of the Hill.

_Strickland Propane_

19.  In 1953, it took 27 hours to make one of these items, but currently it takes only 6 minutes, due to an automated process at a factory in Bethlehem, PA that churns out over 1 billion of these items every year.  According to Just Born, Inc., the manufacturer of these products, these products are sometimes strangely eaten as a pizza topping and come in five colors: white; blue; lavender; pink; and yellow.  They also contain 32 calories each.  For ten points, name these sugary animals, which experience a great deal of popularity around Easter.

Marshmallow _Peeps_

20.  He is the only alumnus of the University of Georgia to have competed in the Winter Olympic games, where he and Brian Shimer finished a disappointing seventh in their event in 1992.  In another sport, he is well known for helping the Cowboys win three super bowls with players acquired by trading him to the Vikings.  FTP name this 1982 Heisman Trophy winner and NFL running back.
Herschel _Walker_

21.  The Sound of Music, Raging Bull, Chariots of Fire, La Bamba, Shine, Tom & Viv, Lady Sings the Blues, Bonnie and Clyde, In Search of Dr. Seuss, Tucker: The Man and His Dream, and Young Mr. Lincoln are all, for ten points, examples of what film genre that tells the story of a person's life?
