Toss-ups

1.  Spin Magazine called this song “our Louie Louie” while naming it one of the twenty best singles of the Nineties.  It features Keith Flint spewing lyrics that celebrate a character who is the bitch you hated, filth infatuated, the pain you tasted and well intoxicated.  For ten points, name this twisted single by Prodigy.

_Firestarter_

2.  It is not a Hitchcock film, but features the director in a cameo as a drug dealer trying to gain entrance into a Philadelphia football stadium.  It is not a Kevin Smith film, but opens with a long rambling text introduction about comic books.  The football stadium is the place of work for one of the protagonists, security guard David Dunn, while comic book art is a source of income for the other protagonist, the fragile Elijah.  For ten points, name this M. Night Shaymalan film starring Samuel L. Jackson and Bruce Willis.

_Unbreakable_

3.  Played by Stephen Snedden, this character once held the dual jobs of heading up the charity P.O.E. and coaching a blind football team.  Unfortunately, his charity was merely a front for evil doings of Belamirsk diplomats.  He decided to join the reporters who exposed the scam and his subsequent journalistic assignments included tracking down a super-intelligent chimp and posing as Assistant Director Walter Skinner.  For ten points, name this well-meaning moron who became the fourth member of The Lone Gunmen.

James “Jimmy” _Bond_

4.  Name’s the same.  One is a mixed drink that has varying recipes, but typically consists of crème de menthe, dark cacao and Irish cream.  The other is a type of food, for which Florence E. Neil of Chicago published the first recipe in 1922.  The latter is now available in eight standardized varieties like the new Friendship Circles or the shortbread variety that bears the trademark trefoil design.  For ten points, give this phrase that names a tasty mixed drink or the similar tasting thin mint that a youngster might sell to you.

_Girl Scout Cookie_

5.  He “has given a new prestige to hockey,” said Pierre Trudeau, when they held a night in his honor in his final season in 1971.  Winner of the first Conn Smythe trophy as playoff MVP, he led the Canadiens to the Stanley Cup in 1965, one of 10 times his name appears on the Cup.  A 500-goal scorer for his career, he only won the Ross trophy once, in 1956, but was named as the center on the first All-Star team 6 times.  For 10 points, name this hockey legend, 2-time Hart trophy winner, and 10-year captain of the Canadiens.

Jean _Beliveau_
6.  A biographer and a reclusive widow in Keeper of the Flame.  A TV network’s research department manager and an engineer in Desk Set.  Quarreling lawyers in Adam’s Rib.   A presidential candidate and an outspoken wife in State of the Union.  A political commentator and a sports reporter in Woman of the Year.  For ten points, name this celebrity couple who were paired on screen nine times, the last time as parents coming to grips with their daughter’s engagement to an African-American in Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner.

Katherine _Hepburn_ and Spencer _Tracy_

7.  Their name and first album title might be seen as egotistical posturing, but the name came from a grocery store chain they encountered in their native Memphis and #1 Record was just a play on words.  Ardent Records’ mishandling of the debut album and a dispute over touring caused Chris Bell to leave, but Alex Chilton guided them through two more albums.  For ten points, name this power pop trio whose songs include “September Gurls” and “In the Street”, which would one day be cruelly remade by Cheap Trick into the theme song for That 70s Show.
_Big Star_

8.  When Billy Crystal was casting for 61*, he needed someone to play Hoyt Wilhelm, so he naturally turned to this man.  Born in 1957 in Walnut Creek, California, he made his major league debut with the Milwaukee Brewers in 1983, but gained most of his fame as an Indian and Dodger starting pitcher.  Over his career, he won 151 games, striking out 1735, most of them with the same pitch that Wilhelm struck out most of his 1610 batters.  For 10 points, name this contemporary of the Niekro brothers, Charlie Hough, and Tim Wakefield, one of the 90’s best knuckleballers.


Tom _Candiotti_

9.  Small-town lawyer Dave Crabtree’s growing family, which included children Cindy and Randy, needed a cheap backup form of transportation, so Crabtree bought a 1928 Porter at a used car lot.  The purchase angered Captain Manzini, an antique car collector who had eyes for the same Porter.  Of course, it is only fitting that Crabtree have the car since it would talk to him in the voice of Ann Southern.  For ten points, name this Jerry Van Dyke sitcom in which a man was reunited with a late relative in the form of an antique car.

_My Mother the Car_

10.  “Taneytown,” one of the weaker entries in this collection, is sort of a Sound and the Fury rip off.  The author is most effective in the thinly disguised autobiographical stories like a “Eulogy of Sorts”, a drug-filled story about a character named Harold Mills and the title story, about a singer named Bobby Charles battling with personal demons.  The book cover features a lovely floral design by Chicago artist Tony Fitzpatrick who also designed the cover for the author’s Transcendental Blues CD.  For ten points, name this short story collection written by alternative country singer Steve Earle.

_Doghouse Roses_

11.  According to a commercial for this medication, you can't control whether he is or isn't, but you can control how it effects you.  It is ideal to curb the anxiety that occurs after your young son makes Creme Brulet or learns to twirl a baton.  For ten points, name this SNL parody commercial product that helps parental anxiety deriving from parents fearing their children are homosexual.

12.  His wife recently called him “…the most fabulous piece around.  I mean piece like piece of art or piece of work.”  He met his wife while both worked on the film Sugar and Spice.  For ten points, name this 39-year-old cinematographer of Encino Man, The Truth About Cats & Dogs and The Cable Guy who is married to 22-year-old Mena Suvari. 

Robert _Brinkman_

13.  Paul McCartney claims the only reason he was invited to join the Quarrymen was because he knew the lyrics to this singer’s record “Twenty Flight Rock.”  He pioneered a beefy proto-power chord sound displayed on classics like “C’mon Everybody” and “Somethin’ Else”, but his life ended abruptly in 1960 when he was killed in a car wreck while riding in a car with Gene Vincent in London.  For ten points, name this early rock legend best remembered for “Summertime Blues.”

Eddie _Cochran_

14.  Turning points in this courtroom drama include millionaire Jeffrey Roston’s admission that he had engaged in a homosexual affair and the defense’s submission of a tape on which Dr. Alan Paley makes threatening comments to the defendant, Rebecca Carlson.  The District Attorney played by Joe Mantegna is ultimately bested by the wily defense lawyer played by Willem Defoe.  For ten points, name this attempt to capitalize on the success of Basic Instinct in which the courtroom scenes are punctuated with frequent nude shots of Madonna.

_Body of Evidence_

15.  Its author says of this novel, “You’ll learn the truth behind the murders that occur every year in a small Wisconsin town and why Roadside Attractions are sacred.”  The plot begins when a con-man named Shadow meets Wednesday, who turns out to be a washed up deity once known as Odin, who is preparing for an epic battle against the new deities of a digital world.  For ten points, name this latest novel by Neil Gaiman.

_American Gods_

16.  A frazzled TV executive known as “De-la” tries to escape a contract by concocting the most offensive concept possible for a television show.  The executive subsequently hires two street performers to form the core cast of Mantan: The New Millenium Minstrel Show, which does not lead to firing but instead becomes a runaway hit.  For ten points, those events are the plot of what Spike Lee film starring Damon Wayans.

_Bamboozled_

17.  Kristy Swanson was Becky, the innocent Missourian, Susan Walter was Bridget who the Witness Protection Program member and Chelsea Field was Sam, the recovering alcoholic working as a dancer on the side.  Chris Broderick kept the young ladies in line while chasing Dr. Petrillo played by Gil Gerard.  For ten points, name this short-lived Aaron Spelling series in which Susan Pleshette played a director of student nursing.

_Nightingales_

18.  He more or less forced Floyd Patterson to face him in 1962 by beating just about every heavyweight.  In that fight, he flattened Patterson in the first round, winning the world championship, marking the first time a reigning champion had been KO’d in the first round.  10 months later, Patterson signed up for a rematch, and again got knocked out in the first round.    But 7 months after that, a young Cassius Clay would win by TKO after the sixth, and a rematch a year later ended with the so-called “phantom punch” barely 100 seconds into the fight.  For 10 points, name this boxer, who died of a suspected heroin overdose in 1970.

Sonny _Liston_
19.  Jodeci member Devante Swing signed the band Sista to the Swing Mob record label, but this Sista member left after the signing failed to materialize in an album release.  She then joined Tim Mosley to co-write half of the songs for Aaliyah’s One in a Million album.  She and Mosley, aka Timbaland, teamed up again for Supa Dupa Fly, the platinum album featuring the single “The Rain.”  For ten points, name this singer and rapper who hit the charts in 2001 with massive hits “One Minute Man” and “Get Ur Freak On.”

Missy “Misdemeanor” _Elliott_

20.  Over the years, honorees have included Joe Torre, John Daly, and Larry Champagne, a 10-year-old who took the wheel when his school bus driver had a stroke in 1995.  The first group featured Joe Montana at quarterback, Walter Payton and John Riggins in the backfield, with Dwight Clark and Roy Green at wide out. This year’s version, the 17th annual, had 6 quarterbacks, 7 running backs, and 10 wide receivers; it could be that the judge is getting more lenient.  For 10 points, name this NFL honor, awarded to players who display “Grit. Toughness. Hard Work. And a battering ram for a head”, named for a FOX NFL analyst and one-time Raider head coach.

_All-Madden_ Team

21.  In one of those developments that is sad, but yet explains so much, he admitted on Monday October 8th that he is virtually deaf.  He assured his “dittohead” fans that he intended to continue fulfilling his through-2009 contract with Premeire Radio Networks.  For ten points, name this man who is the author of The Way Things Ought to Be and a loudmouth conservative radio commentator.

2.  It is a time-honored rock tradition for rock bands to be named in the form of Buddy Holly and the Crickets or Bill Hawley and the Smoots.  The name of the individual culled out from the rest of the band (ie Buddy Holly or Bill Hawley in the aforementioned examples) is usually the lead singer, but in the 80s some bands bucked that trend and named the band for other members.  Name such bands from a description for ten points each.

a.  This venerable funk band went in a more pop-oriented direction in the 80s with lead singer James “J.T.” Taylor handling vocals on tracks like “Celebration”, but the band name continued to highlight the nickname of the bassist, Robert Bell.

_Kool and the Gang_

b.  This influential band from Liverpool responsible for tracks like “Cutter” and “Pictures on My Wall” were named after the drum machine they used to make their first demos.

_Echo and the Bunnymen_

c.  On hits like “Silent Running (On Dangerous Ground)” and “The Living Years”, this band’s name highlighted their bass player who was also a member of Genesis.

_Mike and the Mechanics_ (accept it if they say _Mike Plus the Mechanics_ since their official logo uses a plus sign for “and.”)

3.  Name the actor on a 30-20-10-5-1 basis.

30.  In the film Twenty Bucks, he plays a warehouse worker whose impending marriage to a millionaire’s daughter is broken up when he stuffs the title character into a stripper’s g-string.

20.  He was seen in three diverse roles in 1994 when he appeared as a young pitcher in The Scout, a rock aficianado in Airheads and a Harvard student in With Honors.

10.  His talent is obviously potent since he still works after appearing as the title character in a trio of ultra-crappy movies: Encino Man, George of the Jungle and Dudley Do-Right.

a.  Thora Birch and Elijah Wood play the young children who help Don and Melanie overcome the grief of their three-year-old’s death in this schmaltz-fest that is named after the fishing town where the action takes place.

b.  This 1973 film based on a Robert Rimmer novel depicted the titular fictional college’s policy of sexual freedom.  Young Don Johnson starred alongside Tippi Hedren while Hedren’s daughter, 14-year-old Melanie Griffith, makes an uncredited appearance.
