1.  Nokia, Dijonaise and Harmonica were the first to go.  Lady Speed Stick and Binaca's disappearances were never explained.  Shalaqua was ousted for tone deafness before the release of Baby Daddyology.  Joanette and Britannica, however, have been constants through songs like "I'm a Stewardess" and the Christmas release "I Don't Wanna Be a Ho Ho Ho."  For ten points, name this fictional group that parodies Destiny's Child in numerous TRL parodies performed on SNL.

3.  This movie's soundtrack was the "greatest gainer" on the Billboard 200 Album chart of August 4, 2001. The All Music Guide described both the album and the movie as "an incongruous mix of glitz, sleaze, and naïveté." The movie is the story of Violet Sanford, a small-town New Jerseyan singer-songwriter with the voice of LeAnn Rimes who moves to the Big Apple and tries to overcome her stage fright. In order to make ends meet, Violet, played by Piper Perabo, takes a second job at the titular bar. FTP, name this 2000 movie.

4.  Their friendship with the Rolling Stones resulted in them playing "Six Days on the Road" in the film Gimme Shelter and in releasing their recording of "Wild Horses" before the Stones did.  They appeared at early gigs in elaborate rhinestone-studded Nudie of Hollywood suits decorated with marijuana leaf patches.  "Sneaky Pete" Kleinow re-assembled permutations of the band during the ‘90s for various tours and studio recordings, most recently the Sons of the Golden West album.  Most of their best tracks like "Christine's Tune" and "Wheels" were committed to disc by 1970, the year that Gram Parsons departed.  For ten points, name these country rock pioneers whose legend rests on their debut album The Gilded Palace of Sin.

5.  On New Years' Day, 1992, this quarterback led his team back from a 17-point fourth-quarter deficit in the Peach Bowl, defeating in-state foe N.C. State 37-34. After finishing at East Carolina, he was a sixth-round draft of the New York Jets. In 1995, his first full year as a starter, he set a career high for touchdown passes with 28 and was named to the AFC Pro Bowl team. Two years later, though, he had lost his job to an ancient Boomer Esaiason. FTP, name this former Bengal fighting to regain his job from Aaron Brooks.

Rumored to be a cyborg with superhuman abilities, the warrior turned out to be a young woman in a really spiffy battle suit. FTP, name this NES game starring Samus Aran.

For ten points, name this Australian comedy starring Sam Neill that chronicles how the Southern hemisphere's largest radio telescope is used to broadcast pictures of Neil Armstrong's walk on the moon.

9.  Celebrating her 41st birthday this past Thursday, this artist's failed relationship with Jules Shear formed the basis for her ex-group's final album, Everything's Different Now. She then pursued a solo career, releasing the album Whatever in 1993 with the single "I Should've Known". Currently married to Madonna's ex-brother-in-law, Michael Penn, her career got a kick-start with a Grammy nomination in 2000 for the song "Save Me". FTP, name the former lead singer of 'Til Tuesday.

After a short stint on the then-named Valerie's Family, she provided the voice of Daphne in the TV series A Pup Names Scooby-Doo. Most recently seen on the small screen dying from complications arising from a slashed throat, she has also left her city home to be a schoolteacher and placed flowers on the grave of Tyler Benchfield. FTP, name the actress who portrayed Lucy Knight, Christy Huddleston, and Becca Thacher.
