1. Former Atlanta mayor Maynard Jackson and President Bill Clinton make brief appearances in this feature film debut by Jehane Noujaim. She stumbled across the project easily as she was a former roommate of Kaliel Tuzman,  the main character of this documentary. The movie follows Tuzman and Tom Herman through their efforts in creating a Web site that was to serve as a bridge to local governments around the U.S. Of course, like most dot-coms, the site eventually lost most of its money and got out of business. FTP, name this 2001 documentary about the rise and fall of govWorks.com.

2. Lesser known tracks on this album include “Mr. Blue,” “Wolves” and “New Way to Fly.”  It also spawned such country hits as “Unanswered Prayers” and “Two of a Kind, Workin’ on a Full House.” It sold 700,000 copies on the first day of release in 1990 and would sell 10 million copies by 1993 thanks to the drawing power of hits “The Thunder Rolls” and the country classic “Friends in Low Places.” FTP, name this album that propelled Garth Brooks to crossover superstar status.

3. This name was dropped from the title Kirsten Dunst vehicle “Get Over It” but it is the working title of an upcoming Sarah Michelle Gellar movie about surrogate mothers.  It’s the first name of former Harvard basketball star Feaster as former Penn med student Dietrich, who was on “Temptation Island.” Scapegoat Wax sings about her in their song “Aisle 10” while the Gin Blossoms had a road named for her. It also the last name of the legendary stock car family that includes Ned, Davey and Bobby. FTP, identify this first name shared, albeit with different spellings, by prime time TV stars Janney and Hannigan.

4. This Duke graduate had a small role in the movie “Cobb,” playing Wahoo Sam McDowell, a player with a much better major-league career than him.  He hit just .230 with two home runs in four years in the majors. In the minors, though, he set a league record by hitting 50 doubles in 1948 for the team with which he will always be associated. However, he was not a power-hitting catcher but rather a line-drive hitting second baseman. FTP, name this real baseball player who shares his name with the one played by Kevin Costner in “Bull Durham.”

5. The New York Post once described her by saying her “fabulous voice and body are still somewhere between a little girl’s and a porn queen’s.”  The only American vocalist to have been backed by all four Beatles on her “Try Some, Buy Some” in 1970, she released the EP “She Talks to Rainbows” in 1999. Younger fans probably know her from her guest appearance on Eddie Money’s “Take Me Home Tonight” in 1985. But she’s best known for her ‘60s hits as “I Can Hear Music” and “Be My Baby.” FTP, name this legendary singer who added a different dimension to the Wall of Sound as leader of the Ronettes.

6. He once lied to his father so he could go on a Sierra Crossroads trip. Soon after, he’d leave home, right around the time his sister Claire was born. For most of his adult life, he worked odd jobs, including being an assistant manager at a Seattle food co-op. His life would be changed when he came home to L.A. for Christmas as he hooked up with a brilliant massage therapist named Brenda Chenoweth and then dealt with his father’s death in a car accident. He’s now studying diligently to help his brother Dave run their father’s business. FTP, name this accidental mortician played by Peter Krause on “Six Feet Under.”

ANS: _Nate_ (or _Nathaniel_) Fisher (accept Fisher, even though that’s the whole damn family

7. He’s making up for lost time in 2001 as he’s appeared in “The Caveman’s Valentine,” “Freddy Got Fingered,” “Hysteria,” where he played Mutt Lange, and “61*”  where he played Whitey Ford. Other ‘90s film roles include Trent Conway in “Six Degrees of Separation” and Jim in “Edward Scissorhands.” His performance as a quarterback in “Johnny Be Good” relegated him to obscurity until 1998 when he re-emerged as Bill Gates in the TV movie “Pirates of Silicon Valley.” FTP, name this actor best known for playing the nerd in John Hughes films like “Sixteen Candles” and “The Breakfast Club.”

8. Winford Boynes in 1978; Jeff Turner in 1984; Eric Floyd and Eddie Phillips in 1982;  Mike O’Koren and Mike Gminski in 1980; Rex Walters in 1993; Dennis Hopson in 1986; Ed O’Bannon in 1995; Yinka Dare (dahr-ay) in 1994; Kenny Anderson in 1991. These were all first-round draft picks of, FTP, this team whose most recent top selections include Keith Van Horn and Kenyon Martin.

ANS: _New Jersey_ _Nets_ (accept either part)

9. Entries in this book include “You Can’t Kill the Rooster,” which is about the author’s brother and “Youth in Asia,” a story about the death of a family pet.  Other essays include “Jesus Saves,” which has the author trying to explain Easter to a Moroccan Muslim. It also tells tales of the author’s twisted youth in North Carolina as well as his bizarre travels to France with his lover. It’s this trip to France, as well as his mangling of the Gallic language that explains the baby talk-like title. FTP, identify this collection of essays by NPR regular David Sedaris.

10. He sang “Take Me Out to the Ballgame” at the June 25 game at Wrigley Field while Billy Corgan sang to him at a recent tribute show.  Created by Columbia Records’ Alan W. Livingstone, Pinto Colvig first played him on Los Angeles TV in 1949. Chicagoan Larry Harmon bought the rights to him in 1956, establishing the format in which we’d see him over the years. Joey D’Auria is the last incarnation of him while Bob Bell played him for many years in Chicago while there were hundreds of imitators worldwide. FTP, name this host of the canceled WGN kids show, the world’s most famous clown.

11. According to this song, the NY hoes like DKNY while in Miami & D.C., they prefer Versace (ver-sotch-ee).  The singer claims he was smooth since the days of Underoos. He’s also proud to be rapping about tits and bras, menage-a-trois and sex in expensive cars, not to mention getting some on Persian rugs. During this celebration of sex and excess, little buddy Puffy grunts and groans while a bunch of women rip off Slick Rick’s “La-Di-Da-Di” to say how much they love his flashy ways. So goes, FTP, this biggest hit by the Notorious B.I.G.

ANS: _Hypnotize_

12. His career started as a wardrobe assistant in 1946 and later became a stunt rider in his early teens. After his mentor died in 1952, he was given the use of his last name,  as well control of his entertainment business, which would flourish until 1968 when it was bought out by its biggest competitor. The true iron man of entertainment, he worked 12,000 consecutive shows until he retired in 1990. A 1977 TV special and an American Express commercial featuring him and a leopard thrust him into the national spotlight. FTP, name this world-renowned circus animal trainer who died last month.

13. Her autobiography, “Playing the Field,” was released in 1987, fresh off her return to acting in the film “Boarding School.”  Born Joan Olander, she spent most of the 1970s jet-setting, often with Joe Namath. However, she made a name for herself as an actress in 1958’s “Teacher’s Pet” with Clark Gable as well as in films like “Untamed Youth,” “High School Confidential,” “Girls Town” and “Sex Kittens Go to College,” which were meant to flaunt her ample chest. FTP, name this blonde bombshell who has outlived most of her rivals but has nothing to do with the Columbia professor who hit it big on “21.”

14. He fired up the fastest serve at the 2000 U.S. Open, albeit during the juniors tournament. In March, he teamed with Jan-Michael Gambill to win his first doubles event.   Two weeks later, he upset former No. 1 players Marcelo Rios and Pete Sampras in consecutive matches in Miami. By early May, he had won two straight clay court titles. In his Grand Slam outings so far, he’s had spectacular losses to Lleyton Hewitt and Goran Ivanisevic but he’s best remembered for beating Michael Chang at the French Open. FTP, name this 18-year-old phenom, tennis’ version of A-Rod.

15. Along with Steve Malzberg, he hosts “The Buzz” on WABC radio in New York as well as his own show Saturday mornings.  His early TV career included the morning show “9 Broadcast Plaza” and its spinoff “People Are Talking.” His career started to take off when Howard Stern’s local TV show was replaced with “Night Games,” a game show he hosted that featured strippers from Stern’s show. This would spin off into a daytime talk show that could be described as New Jersey’s version of Jerry Springer. FTP, name this talk show host who has nothing to do with the deceased district attorney on “The Practice.”

ANS: Richard _Bey_

16. Sam Loyd is credited with inventing the American version of this game, earning just $10 for his effort. The American version uses dice instead of shells, and plastic game pieces, not slave girls, move around the board and into the home square. The original game was played more than 1,400 years ago, and the Moghul Emperors had a life-size version of the game. Remains of these boards still exist at the Agr, Allahabad and Fatehpur Sikri palaces. FTP, name this game still touted as “The Royal Game of India.”

17. After surviving a fire at the Buxton warehouse, New York City fireman Frank Sullivan goes on a dogged pursuit for the Nightengale serial killer, who murdered his wife during the 1969 World Series,  or so it seems. Frank gets tips on stopping the killer, changing the course of history many times over, via radio broadcasts from his son John, who happens to be communicating with him via radio 30 years in the future. FTP, name this 2000 fantasy/thriller starring Jim Caviezel and Dennis Quaid.

18. This native of Bakersfield, California, won the 1998 Winston West championship, leading 665 laps along the way. The next year he progressed to trucks and in 2000,  he joined the Busch series, setting rookie records with three wins and 4,113 points, good for third overall. He’s still among the Busch series leaders this year, although he’s also running a full slate of Winston Cup races. In March, he set a Winston Cup record by winning in just his third start under some interesting circumstances. FTP, name this 25-year-old driver of the No. 29 car, who assumed the ride upon the death of Dale Earnhardt.

ANS: Kevin _Harvick_

19. They were formed in 1996 in Riverside, California, with bassist Tye Zamora and drummer Mike Cosgrove first getting their musical chops in a Primus cover band.  In 1999, they released their first album “Greatest Hits,” which won Best Independent Album at the L.A. Music Awards. They would become the first signees to Papa Roach’s New Noize label, and their song “Good (For a Woman)” can be found on the “American Pie 2” soundtrack, although their biggest hit is a bizarre cover. FTP, name this band currently on the charts with their version of Michael Jackson’s “Smooth Criminal.”

ANS: _Alien Ant Farm_

20. She made her TV debut on “Who’s the Boss?” playing a character that would be part of the short-lived spinoff “Living Dolls.”  She’s also played Carla’s daughter Serafina on “Cheers” as well as the snooty daughter of a beach resort owner on “Saved By the Bell.” By the mid-‘90s she would take on more grown-up roles, including that of Sharon Lawrence’s assistant on “Fired Up.” Now she’s using her model-like looks and construction worker mouth to good use as the pitchwoman for Quaker State oil. FTP, name this actress now turning heads as Kevin James’ wife Carrie on “The King of Queens.”

21. Originally the director of “Mermaids,” he’s better off sticking to comedies as films like “In and Out,” “Bowfinger” and “What About Bob?”  have fared much better than his most recent dramatic effort “The Score.” When he actually appears on his film, his characters lack names but not screen presence, such as the test proctor in “Spies Like Us” and as a corrections officer in “The Blues Brothers.” However, he makes his biggest impression with his hands and voice. FTP, name this puppeteer who was the voice of Yoda as well as the voice of Muppets like Grover, Cookie Monster and Miss Piggy.

22. After this site won the 2001 Webby for best news Web site, alleged corporate anarchists stole its award. In a somewhat unrelated note, it is now charging 15  to 40 cents to read any of its articles, or a $3.95 monthly charge for unlimited access – a far cry from its previous $19.99 monthly subscription. Now part of Stephen Brill’s Media Central family of sites, it helped to stir up interest in the Ginger project. FTP, name this site founded by Kurt Andersen and Michael Hirschorn, which acts an online trade magazine for those in the media industry.

The name’s the same. Both were All-America selections in 1995 and ‘96 with the one on offense setting a school record in receptions before being selected by Buffalo in the seventh round  in the 1997 draft. The one on defense won the Nagurski Award twice but went undrafted and was an assistant coach with Maryland, Colorado and Idaho before returning to his alma mater as an assistant in 2001. FTP, name these two players, a tight end from Texas and a linebacker from Northwestern.
