1. Perhaps his biggest acting moment occurred when this man was the best man at Ronald and Nancy Regan’s marriage. Surprisingly, it wasn’t this experience that killed him, but rather his heavy drinking, culminating with a deadly fall in 1981 after finishing the film S.O.B. He was an overnight success after his first film, 1939’s Golden Boy. FTP, identify this actor, who earned Oscar nominations for Network and Sunset Boulevard, but who won an Oscar for Stalag 17.

2. It is given to the "white guy" who started the idea that black cats are bad luck and bad guys wear black.  It can be either a smirk or a smile.  Little Vic gets it.  Tony Dick gets it.  Hammer, P.W. Botha, and Dante Ross get it.  Professor Prince Paul, DJ Subroc, and KMD do not get it.  At the song's conclusion, MC Serch gives it to Elroy, Elroy, Elroy…Cohen.  For ten points, name "it" and you name the song, a release off of 1989's The Cactus Album and arguably the biggest hit for the rappers of 3rd Bass.

3. They won the gold medal in their first competition, a race from the Swiss Alps to Tokyo, in a show that aired on ABC on September 10th, 1977 at 9:00am.  They won two more golds in consecutive shows, before finally succumbing to the squad of Cindy Bear and Huckleberry Hound in the fourth episode.  Minor team members included Babu, Speed Buggy, and Dynomutt, who no doubt faced off with Mumbly of the Really Rottens on several occasions.  For ten points, name this Laff-a-Lympics squad with 9 overall victories, led by and named after Shaggy's canine companion.

4. Although he’s not in the Hall of Fame, this man’s numbers compare favorably to Luis Aparicio, Phil Rizzuto and Pee Wee Reese, Hall of Famers at his position. Once a manager of the Seattle Mariners in 1980, this man also spent 10 years in the minors, before joining a last place team in 1959. For 13 years thereafter, he would play stellar defense, make 7 All-Star teams, and become the first L.A. Dodger superstar. FTP, identify this man, NL MVP of 1962, and the first man to steal 100 bases in a season.

5. Obtaining the first patent for this was Peter Cooper in 1845, but it was Pearl Wait, in 1897, who created the first fruit flavor and named this item. During the 1910s, immigrants at Ellis Island were given this dessert as a Welcome to America and Jack Benny helped make its spelling jingle famous. Though not one of the original flavors, chocolate was introduced, discontinued and then reintroduced as chocolate pudding. FTP, identify this product, who since 1974 has had its most famous spokesperson, Bill Cosby.

6. While her first name is Arabic for “woman full of grace”, her last name is Ripoll and among her fans is Gabriel Garcia Marquez. She released her first albums, Magic before the age of 13, but then left the industry to finish high school. Afterward, she released three more albums, catapulting her into superstardom: Danger, Barefeet, and Where are the thieves? FTP, identify this woman, who, in 2001, released her first English-language album, Laundry Service.

7. This director was romantically involved with Susan Sarandon before she met Tim Robbins, which ended after he directed her in Atlantic City. Starting with the New Wave directors, this man co-directed This Silent World w/ Jaques Cousteau before making his first film in 1959, Frantic. FTP, identify this man, late husband of Candice Bergen, and director of The Lovers, My Dinner with Andre, and Au Revoir Les Enfants.

8. During the preseason, TwistedFans.com reported that the New York Giants signed this kicker to compete with Morten Anderson. An alum of the University of Arkansas, this man spent a little time in the minors of the St. Louis Cardinals before deciding to play football. Drafted by the Lions but traded to the Chicago Cardinals, this man amassed 567 points, but only one touchdown. FTP, identify this man, the first kicker selected to the All-Madden team, probably because of his time spent with Madden in the announcer booth.

9. She went through a "black period" when she turned 14.  This high school dropout went to art school in Chicago when she was 16.  When she was 19, she ended up marrying her first _real_ boyfriend, David Healy, with whom she had a baby daughter named Harris.   She was known for being controlling, a fact not lost on her siblings DJ and Becky.  For ten points, name this daughter of Dan and Roseanne Conner, played for nine years by Sara Gilbert.

10. Upset with the constant fences and modernization of Texas, the main character in this book, along with his friend Lacey Rawlins decide to set out for Mexico where the West is still Old and free. Meeting up with Jimmy Blevins, John Grady Cole and Lacey find themselves in trouble and eventually end up taking work on a rancho to hide. However, when Cole begins to court the rancher’s daughter Alejandra, trouble begins in FTP, what book, the first of the Border trilogy by Cormac McCarthy?

11. An uncredited adaptation of Lovecraft’s The Lurking Fear, this film tells the tale of John Strauss, a man dying of a mysterious illness. With his wife, he travels to the island where his family once lived, hoping to find a cure, but is told that his family has died. Well, that’s not entirely true, as they are found underground. FTP, identify this Rutger Hauer  film, which gets its title from the man’s relatives, a group of underground, man-eating, incestuous creatures.

12. Although born in Florida and joined a band called FLA, this woman had to leave Disneyworld to find pop success.  Born Amanda Lee, she did not find success until she started dating Nick Carter, and soon afterward, she joined the Backstreet Boys on tour in Los Angeles. After landing the song Lullaby on the soundtrack for Pokemon: The First Movie, she got her own album. FTP, identify this woman who hit it big with I Wanna Be Bad.

13. This game was played solely in England until it was brought over to the United States and introduced to San Francisco by a crooked gambler.  The game's name itself became a general term that applied to all swindles and scams.  Twelve people are needed to play the game, along with 3 tables, one bell (to signal rounds), and one fuzzy traveling die.  The object of the game is to roll dice and come up with certain numbers on individual dice, with the largest-scoring roll being three-of-a-kind, at which point the rolling player shouts the game's name and does a little dance.  For ten points, name this popular dice game, typically played by women at potluck parties.

The Glenn Miller Story, Bachelor in Paradise, Charade, Dear Heart, The Great Race, Darling Lili, That’s Life, and Sometimes A Great Notion are some of the films for which this man has been nominated for Best Song. He did win for Days of Wines and Roses and Moon River from Breakfast at Tiffany’s. FTP, identify this composer, perhaps better known for the scores to two Blake Edwards series: the TV show Peter Gunn, and movies about The Pink Panther.

15. New additions include: culture, which affects diplomatic relations and nationality, so that conquered cities retain some uniqueness. The trade function has been abstracted, so that caravans are no longer necessary, but rather entrusted to the diplomacy and trade advisors. Also, now one has access to resources like uranium and iron for your cities. FTP, identify this Firaxis game, the latest in a series by Sid Meir.

16. This song’s first verse begins: “Look here, some people say we got a lot of malice. Some say it's a lot of nerve but I say we won't quit moving until we get what we deserve.” In the Commitments, Jimmy uses the title of this song when describing the Irish’s place in Europe. The song’s chorus ends with the lines But we'd rather die on our feet, then keep living on our knees. Therefore, FTP, what does James Brown command you to state when he proclaims: say it loud?

Answer: _I’m Black and I’m Proud_ (acc: _Say It Loud!_ I’m Black and I’m Proud before say it loud)

17. This basketball Hall of Famer played basketball at Loyola during the 1930's and coached at Michigan St., University of California, and University of San Francisco.  He is the only coach to have ever won the NIT, NCAA, and an Olympic gold medal in his career.  A book of his life, entitled "A Good Man", talks about his coaching career and his tutelage of such post players as Hakeem Olajuwon, Bill Walton, and Shaquille O'Neal.  For ten points, name this legendary coach, who has spent years in Hawaii during NBA off-seasons running his "Big Man Camp".

18. He got his start on television after landing a recurring role on The Patty Duke Show in 1963.  Born with the last name Speshock, he is a recovering alcoholic, which would explain his ease of playing a staff member who goes to AA meetings that are disguised as poker games.  Before the 2000 season, he and three co-stars participated in high-profile contract renegotiations.  For ten points, name this character actor, who played Tommy Mullaney on L.A. Law for several years before landing the role as President Bartlett's Chief of Staff, Leo McGarry, on the West Wing.

19. Later books in this series tell of the Yor, who came through the tunnel of light to Valennia bearing extraordinary weapons, but were defeated by the united Bantag, Merki, and Tugar clans because they fought over who would be Qar Quarth.  The republics of the Rus and the Roum, bolstered by the 44th New York and 35th Maine present a similar problem, with their civil war era weapons in, FTP, what series by William Forstchen?

20. According to Dr. Ralph Anspach, this game was invented by the Quaker Elizabeth Magie Phillips in the 1910s, who used it in her classroom and was adaptable to any locales. FTP identify this board game or do not pass go.

21. This man originally was part of the band The Teddy Bears, whose hit “To Know Him Is To Love Him” is taken from his father’s tombstone. Voted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame in 1989, his first wife was Veronica Bennett, lead singer of the Ronettes, who would help guide him to success. Although his career was essentially over after the failure of “River Deep-Mountain High,” he continued to work sporadically, producing The Ramones “End of the Century” and John Lennon’s Instant Karma. FTP, identify this producer who created and popularized the Wall of Sound.

22. Although only mentioned indirectly in the show, Lionel Hutz was married, however briefly, to this woman, a user of “Gee, your lips look hairless.” As someone who enjoys hummel figurines and Police Academy movies, this woman had celibacy thrust upon her, yet eventually had several relationships with men, including the star of Leper in the Backfield. FTP, identify this parted-hair, oval necklace attired sister of Marge Simpson and Patty.

23. This film opens with a quote from Orson Welles’s The Magnificent Ambersons. Danny Glover plays Henry Sherman, the fiancé of Etheline, a single mother of Chas, Margot, and Richie. Devastated by their parents’ divorce, the children, now middle-aged, have all returned home at the behest of their father, played by Gene Hackman, returns. FTP, identify this mid-December film, the latest project by Wes Anderson, and whose name comes from the pluralization of the patriarch’s name.
