TOSSUPS

1. Ty Cobb once called this first baseman “the nearest thing to a perfect ballplayer.”  He belongs to a group of just four players who have hit .420 or better in a season since 1900.  In his .420 season of 1922, he hit safely in 41 straight games, the American League record until Joe DiMaggio broke it in 1941.  For ten points, who is this left-handed 1939 Hall of Fame inductee, whose 257 hits in 1920 is still the modern major league record?

Answer: George Sisler
2. Colin Hay once referred to this as the Kiss of Death on a Behind the Music episode.  He's right in most cases, as Bruce Hornsby and the Range disappeared, as did Jody Watley, A Taste of Honey, and Marc Cohn.  Some have had better success after winning this, such as Hay's band Men at Work, Sheryl Crow, The Beatles, and original 1958 winner Bobby Darin.  Paula Cole appears to be the latest victim, Sade has made a comeback, and Christina Aguilera has disappeared as of late.  For ten points, name the Grammy Award shared by all of these artists.

Answer: Best New Artist Grammy

3. Cirrus.  Socrates.  Particle.  Decibel.  Hurricane.  Dolphin.  Tulip. These words should not be spoken if you have any doubt about your feelings, because the code is permanent and irreversible.  In order, they are, for ten points, the code words that activate what robot boy capable of actual love in Steven Spielberg’s A.I.?

Answer: David Swinton (prompt on A.I. before “in order”)

4. Among its supporting characters are Charles, a Macintosh proponent whose favorite expression is “Shut your pie hole,” Div, a DivX machine come to life who is usually drunk and/or surly, and Kara and Brenna, the girlfriends of the main characters.  FTP, what is this online comic strip, whose main characters, Tycho and Gabe, principally, according to one strip, use the f-word and make jokes about video games?

Answer: Penny Arcade
5. Their Final Four appearance in 1994 was the only time in a four-year stretch that this team made it out of the NCAA Tournament’s first round, losing to #14 East Tennessee State in 1992, and #12 Miami-Ohio in 1995 in two of those three years.  This history of embarrassment didn’t stop them, however, from becoming the first team to ever defeat three #1 seeds on the way to a title.  For ten points, name this program that got the monkey off its back by winning the 1997 championship, only to see it climb back on with a 1999 first-round loss to #13 Oklahoma before beating Illinois to reach the Final Four in 2001.

Answer: University of Arizona Wildcats

6. "Valley of the Dinosaurs", "Help!  It's the Hair Bear Bunch!", "Funky Phantom", and "Frankenstein Jr. and the Impossibles" all make appearances on this network launched on April Fools' Day 2001.  In most cable markets, you can only see these short-lived series, but in some, "Top Cat", "Wacky Races", and of course "The Jetsons" and "The Flintstones" are shown several times a day.  For ten points, name this channel for nostalgic cartoon viewers, a spinoff of the Cartoon Network.

Answer: Boomerang
7. Originally named “Peppo” until a lawsuit forced Coca-Cola to change the name, this soft drink was first rolled out in the summer of 1972.  The color of the can was brown until consumer research showed this gave the impression it was root beer, so Coke changed it to red, the same color as the can of its main competitor – and, just as with its rival, the period was eventually phased out.  For ten points, what is this rival of Dr. Pepper, slated to be replaced with a new formula this year?

Answer: Mr. Pibb
8. Perhaps the biggest Grammy upset ever was this group's 1986 one for “Crest of a Knave,” upsetting “And Justice for All” by Metallica in the first ever Hard Rock/Metal performance. Probably not known for crushing guitar riffs and downing Jaegermeister, this Blackpool-based group consisting of Glenn Cornick, Clive Bunker, Jeffrey Hammond, keyboardist David Palmer and mean piccolo player Ian Anderson is best known for their earlier works, including the album devoted to one song, "Thick As a Brick", and Aqualung.  For ten points, name this group named after the inventor of the seed drill.

Answer: Jethro Tull

9. This year’s design was 33 inches tall, three inches wide at the top and half an inch wide at the base.  Themes represented in its construction include “Taming of the West: The Past and Present” and “Land of Contrast: Fire and Ice.” The midsection was made of glass, aged silver, and polished silver, and its shape was intended to invoke a “fiery icicle in motion.”  For ten points, what is this object, containing a propane/butane tank with enough fuel to keep the flame burning for 27 minutes?

Answer: the Olympic torch (accept obvious equivalents)

10. Richard Attenborough was the star when this play opened, but since then more than 340 actors have appeared in it, including 4,575 appearances by David Raven and 72 by Nancy Seabrooke, the understudy for 6,240 shows.  The clock on the mantelpiece, however, has been there all 50 years.  For ten points, what is this long-running play, which was already the longest-running show of any kind in the history of British theatre by 1958?

Answer: The Mousetrap
11. Born in Westbury, Long Island in 1949, he made the best out of his upbringing. Despite having an accountant for a father, he was able to attend Marist College without the need for financial aid.  He took a year off to study at the London School of Economics in 1970, which is probably why he doesn't use the term "draft dodger" very often. After graduating in 1971, he went on to a number of jobs with in Scranton, Dallas, and Portland, before joining ABC News in 1986.  From there, he became anchor of "Hard Copy" before landing his current job in 1996.  For ten points, name this popular Fox News commentator, who warns all viewers before entering a "No-Spin Zone".

Answer: Bill O’Reilly

13. His beginnings are humble enough, avoiding being crushed in a movie theatre.  Found in a box and taken home by the Monroes, he appears to only draw the ire of Harold and Chester. However, after he leaves a few tomatoes colorless and wearing a cape while working only at night, the dog and cat duo decide to stop him.  For ten points, this is the tale of which creation of James and Deborah Howe, a vampire rabbit?

Answer: Bunnicula
14. The current franchise is actually an amalgamation of two teams that joined the NHL in the expansion year of 1967.  The California Seals underwent several name changes before moving to Cleveland and becoming the Barons in 1976.  Two years later, the Barons merged with a franchise in Minnesota.  For ten points, what is this team, winners of the 1999 Stanley Cup?

Answer: Dallas Stars (accept North Stars before “Minnesota” – prompt on “Minnesota”)

15. He made his directing debut on 1967’s Death of a Gunfighter.  After being played by Eric Idle in 1997’s Burn Hollywood Burn, which he also directed, the Director’s Guild decided his profile was too high, leading to Thomas Lee’s replacement of Walter Hill as director of 2000’s Supernova.  For ten points, give this pseudonym formerly used by directors to disown their films.

Answer: Alan Smithee
16. An accident requires repairs, though if you’re a driving ace you can’t get into one. Stop signs and speed limits can prevent you from putting down mileage, but you can be a right-of-way vehicle and avoid both of them.  Puncture-proof tire and extra tank of gas are the other “safety” cards used to avoid the hazards in, for ten points, which French card game, whose objective lies in its title?

Answer: Mille Bornes
17. Set to the "Theme from the Three Penny Opera", it was written by Kurt Weill (WHY-il) in 1928 and includes a reference to his wife.  Perhaps Weill did not like his wife, as in the English version of this song, she had an unfortunate encounter.  Louie Miller, Sukey Tawdry, Jenny Diver, Miss Lotte Lenya and Old Lucy Brown all meet with the title character.  For ten points, name this song made famous by Louie Armstrong and Bobby Darin, titled by the nickname for the bloodthirsty MacHeath and his weapon of choice.

Answer: Mack the Knife
18. Despite weighing only 85 pounds and being the youngest of five, he has proven himself in battle on various occasions.  He made his mother Juliana proud by becoming one of the youngest graduates of Starfleet Academy in 2345. Serving for nineteen years on the USS Trieste before gaining his most prominent post, he stopped his brother's various destructive plots and was once granted the ability of laughter by Q.  However, he's probably best known for making the Borg Queen bathe in plasma.  Name this fully functional android, the Lieutenant Commander of the Enterprise-E.

Answer: Data
19. Given the birth name Gerard when he was born in Brooklyn in 1937, he later went on to change his name for spiritual reasons.  His strange last name is not a stage name, though.  After forming a comedy troupe at the University of Minnesota, he went on to write for various shows including the Smothers Brothers, Mary Tyler Moore Show and the Bob Newhart Show. He won an Emmy for the first and helped write the theme song for the last.  However, he is more remembered for a role on the spinoff "Rhoda".  For ten points, name this late versatile TV personality, best known for voicing Carleton the Doorman and Garfield the Cat.

Answer: Lorenzo Music
20. The son of a Pentecostal minister, he holds a B.A. in journalism from Fordham University.  Edward Zwick said of this actor, “Whatever that mysterious electrochemical process is that makes the camera love someone, he has more of it than any one person should.” Zwick should know, having directed him in both Glory and The Siege.  For ten points, who is this actor, nominated for an Oscar this year for his role in Training Day? 

Answer: Denzel Washington
21. The Salt Lake Organizing Committee received more packages of Wahoos Crispy Corn Snacks than they were planning for as part of a miscommunication with this company.  Among the many other products owned by this company are the Old El Paso  and Green Giant lines, and Bugles, which are actually very similar to Wahoos.  For ten points, identify this corporation, whose more recognizable connection to the Olympics is Sarah Hughes’ picture appearing on a Wheaties Box.

Answer: General Mills

22. Apollo, Sparrow, Amazon, Speed Demon, Dark Claw, and Super Soldier wind up fighting the likes of Hyena, Sinistron, and the Green Skull. For a quick ten points, name this 1996 crossover between the Marvel and DC Comics Universes.

Answer: Amalgam Universe

23. Founded in 1949 as KPFA-FM in Berkley, California, its long history includes the first U.S. performance of Lady Black Smith Mambazo, the broadcasting of George Carlin's "Dirty Words You Can't Say on Television" routine, as well as an interview with Che Guevara, the entire conformation hearing of Judge Robert Bork, and anti-McCarthyism commentary.  However, WPFW-FM, their Washington-affiliated station, went off the air in February 2002.  For ten points, name this liberal-slanted radio news network chaired by Mary Francis Berry.

Answer: Pacifica Radio

24. His career began on the TV show "Gloss" and ended just after shooting finished on his first starring role in "Warriors of Virtue 2", in Beijing, China.  However, he was breaking away from his old role while in his own show as undercover cop John Lawless. He was in a coma for ten days after suffering a severe head injury in a fall, and died on February 16.  Name this actor, whose best-known role is that of Ares on "Xena, Warrior Princess", but is probably overshadowed by a director having his same name.

Answer: Kevin Smith
25. Ranked number 99 on the Greatest Artists of Hard Rock, they originally were a jazz fusion band known as Mind Power.  That all changed in 1976, when Darryl Jennifer was introduced to the Ramones. With a core formed from Gary Miller, and brothers Earl and Paul Hudson, the band released their self-titled debut in 1982 with the dome-zap symbol used to define their hardcore yet spiritually and politically rooted music.  For ten points, name this punk and reggae infused band, whose belief in PMA, or Positive Mental Attitude, has been seen in their subsequent albums “Rock for Light,” “House of Suffering,” and “I Against I.”
