2. Before she voiced Bart Simpson, Nancy Cartwright could be heard as Bright Eyes from 1986-1987. Led by the wisecracking Cooler, this group of pals saved their fellows from the evil devices of Brattina and Katrina. Its surprising popularity for what was intended to be a 22 minute commercial for the toys with the same name caused it to be spun off in an “All New” series the following year. FTP name this cartoon set at the Wagga Wagga Pound.

3. Such a geek that he named his first born child Harley Quinn, his geekiness has helped earn him his fame. The New York Times even did a fashion spread of him and his wife in cartoon form. Although he sold his comic collection to fund his first movie, he’s made enough to buy it back and purchase a comic book store—a big step up from the convenience store where he used to work. That very store was featured in his break-though movie. FTP name this writer and director who brought New Jersey to life through such characters as convenience store clerk Dante, comic book artists Holden and Alyssa, outcast angels Loki and Bartleby, and himself as Silent Bob.

FTP, what is this baseball rarity that has happened only 12 times in history and has also been accomplished by Mike Schmidt, Lou Gehrig and Willie Mays?

A: Four consecutive home runs (accept 4 homers in 4 at-bats or equivalents)


11. He has the most common last name in the galaxy and is from the planet that has sired the most Rebel heroes. He was raised by his parents on the Corellian fueling depot that they owned named Gus Treta. When an accident at the station claimed his parents life, he used his inhieritance to buy a freighter. After a short, unsuccessful stint as a gunrunner, he joined the Rebel Alliance and quickly became one of its greatest pilots. FTP name this snubfighter jockey who is the only Rebel pilot to survive all three original trilogy Star Wars movies, was portrayed by Scottish actor Denis Lawson, and rose to command Rogue Squadron in the years following the Battle of Endor. 

A: Wedge Antilles (prompt on Antilles, do not accept simply Captain Antilles) 

12. It is contains seven fruit flavors which are pineapple, orange, apricot, passion fruit, apple, papaya, and guava. It was originally served as a syrup topping for ice cream, but people realized it was delicious when mixed with water and drunk. It was distributed in 1946 as a concentrate fruit drink and was sold in 1950 in 46-ounce, ready-to-drink cans. In 1961 they created their trademark mascot for their advertisements and in 1964 “the Oaf” was added as the one who was always received abuse from their mascot after asking for the product by name. 14. After growing up in New Jersey and graduating from Rutgers University, this man began his acting career in New York theater. His Broadway debut came in the 1992 revival of “A Streetcar Named Desire” with Jessica Lange and Alec Baldwin. More recently, he has played Lieutenant Bobby Dougherty in Crimson Tide and Eddie Poole in 8MM. FTP, who is this actor, who played a gay mob boss in The Mexican and plays Tony Soprano on HBO?
