After this, she recounts the sound of a screen door slamming and the title object driving away. A pink hotel and a boutique are among the things constructed. FTP, this is the story line of what song by Joni Mitchell where they “paved paradise and put up a parking lot”?

A: Big Yellow Taxi 

7. Andrew Keaton arrives on “Family Ties,” Henry Blake dies on “M*A*S*H,” John K. gets kicked off of the “Ren and Stimpy Show” writing staff, Felicity cuts her hair, Lois Lane marries Clark Kent, Kevin Arnold's voice changes on “The Wonder Years,” Ted McGinley joins the cast of whatever show he's on. All these occurrences share the fact that they are FTP the point in a show's run when it does this, and proceeds to go bad and never recover, named after the ridiculous stunt the Fonz did on “Happy Days.”
