Toss-ups

1.  The character LeighAnn, the horse to whom the song “When I Was On Top of You” is sung, was added to this musical’s plot by the writer/director to get revenge on an ex-fiancé.  Much of the rest of this musical’s plot line is based in reality, including the crusade of the journalist Polly Pry to free the hero.  For ten points, name this film about the misadventures of Alfred Packer directed by Trey Parker.

_Cannibal! The Musical_

2.  Kylie Minogue, Billy Childish and The Pickets have all covered this song despite the fact that from a purely mathematical perspective its central debate is moot since the lyrics clearly state the first option will produce twice as much trouble as the second.  Nonetheless, the singer cannot choose between the two title options and complains of “indecision buggin’ me” to such an extent that the line has to be repeated in Spanish.   For ten points, come on and let the Clash know the answer to what query?

_Should I Stay or Should I Go_

3.  Ironically, the application for it asks 69 questions.  The third time around, the winner was Lisa Donahue, with Danielle Reyes taking second.  Before Lisa, Will Kirby of Miami was the reigning champion, joining New Yorker Eddie McGee in the winner’s circle.  For ten points, name this CBS reality series, hosted by Julie Chen, in which 12 people compete for a $500,000 first prize while being lab rats stuck in the same house.

_Big Brother_
4.  This magazine ran 22 issues from 1973-1978 with early issues edited by Scott Edelman.  A subscription was $3.00 per year, but for $1 more one could become a member of the club whose name it shared and receive a stick-on, official ID card and a full color poster.  Published in-house by the company whose merchandise it promoted, it was a second attempt at a fan club, the earlier being MMMS.  For ten points, name this club and magazine that Marvel produced after the Merry Marvel Marching Society.

_FOOM_ or _Friends Of Ol' Marvel_

5.  A 1998 graduate of Columbia University, he was nominated for an Emmy this year as Outstanding Sports Personality/Studio Analyst.  He started to participate in the sport himself, but after Duk Koo Kim's death in 1982, his mother forbade him to continue.  So, he started talking about it, creating a cable access show while still in high school.  A demo tape to ESPN, and the rest is history.  For ten points, name this man, new host of ESPN's "Around the Horn", and co-host of "Friday Night Fights".

6.  Besides such voice veterans as Tress MacNeille and Kath Soucie, the cast includes Laraine Newman as the title character’s mom.  At Lucky Jr. High, the alpha females are Miranda Kilgallen and Courtney Gripling; not likely to join the popular set are the protagonist’s best friends, Macy and Dodie.  Then there’s her brilliantly demented brother Carl and his parka-wearing sidekick Hoods.  FTP name this Klasky/Csupo series, one of half a dozen Nickelodeon shows to cross over to CBS this fall.

_As Told by Ginger_
7.  Canada won the first, in 1976, defeating Czechoslovakia 5-4 in overtime.  The Soviets dominated the Canadians in the 1981 finals, winning 8-1.  Canada rebounded in 1984, beating Sweden 6-5 in the finals, and they kept their stranglehold in 1987, defeating the Soviets 6-5.  By 1991, the US had made the finals, but they too lost to the Canadians, 4-2.  For 10 points, name this prestigious tournament, superseded when professionals were allowed to play in Olympic hockey.

_Canada Cup_

8.  This song’s narrator tells those interested in her curves that she wants to crib in the deep suburbs with two dogs, a mocking bird and a Versace spread on a water bed.  Produced by Missy Elliott for the album Diamond Princess, it features a hook by Tweet that reminds listeners “ain’t no way you gonna get up in this for free.”  For ten points, name this hit single for the rapper Trina.

_No Panties_

9.  This film title was announced in a two-page Variety ad in June of 1977.  Twenty-five years later, it has finally been produced and is set for release with a cast including Daniel Day-Lewis as Bill the Butcher and Cameron Diaz as Jenny Everdeane.  For ten points, name this film with a troubled history from director Martin Scorcese that will star Leonardo DiCaprio. 

_Gangs of New York_

10.  John Mann plays the demonic recurring character Simon.  Russell Hornsby and Lynn Collins play, respectively, the ex-partner and ex-wife of ex-cop Frank Taylor, played by Matthew Fox.  A near-death experience left Taylor with the ability to see ghosts, which he uses (surprise, surprise) to help solve crimes.  For ten points, name this new UPN show given the time slot after “Buffy the Vampire Slayer.”

_Haunted_

11.  His novel The Free Lunch is set in a futuristic fantasy theme park called Dreamworld, where it seems like more Trolls are leaving every night than arriving for work that morning.  God Is an Iron and Other Stories is a collection of his favorite short work.  More familiar might be the Hugo-winning Stardance trilogy, co-written with his wife Jeanne.  FTP name the Canadian author of Lady Slings the Booze, Time Travelers Strictly Cash, and several other extensions of his popular Callahan’s Crosstime Saloon.

_S_pider _Robinson_ (yes, prompt on Robinson –it’s a common surname among sci-fi authors)

12.  He retired in 2000 after a superficially successful career: 100 goals and 141 assists for the Senators, Flyers, Lightning & Rangers.  But, that was in only 7 seasons.  Now, at 25, he's come back, to play alongside a boyhood hero.  For ten points, name this number 1 overall draft pick in 1993, and new right winger for the Pittsburgh Penguins.

Alexandre _Daigle_

13.  Name’s the same.  One was the August, 2002 USA Today book club selection that tells the bizarre tale of a 13-year old boy sent to live with his mother’s psychiatrist who ends up having an affair with the doctor’s 33-year-old son.  The other also explores alternative lifestyles on “Truck Driving Song” and dysfunctional childhoods in the epic closer, “Albuqueque.”  For ten points, name this novel by Augusten Burroughs and the most recent album by “Weird Al” Yankovic.

_Running with Scissors_

14.  Following a private reading, she was diagnosed with separation anxiety by psychic Amelia Kinkaide.  Although she is already seeing a psychiatrist and on Prozac, Kinkaide said only a boyfriend of her own species would stop problem behaviors like biting lawyer Howard Stern or humping stuffed bears.  For ten points, name this black poodle, easily the most intelligent cast member of E’s The Anna Nicole Show.

_Sugar Pie_

15.  He starred in his own animated show on TNT on August 12, 1995 and became a hit with kids despite barbs from journalists, one of whom suggested he was the product of mating the Pillsbury Doughboy and the ugliest California Raisin.  Designed by International Mascot Corporation, he was a blue blob with a huge mouth and lightning bolts for eyebrows.  A poll of kids chose Kirby as their choice for his name, but ultimately his moniker became a shortened form of his original handle, Whatizit, as revealed at the closing ceremonies of the Bacelona games. For ten points, name this official mascot of the 1996 Atlanta Olympics.

16.  In 1999 this brainchild of Looney Laboratories was one of the five winners at Mensa’s Mind Games. Keeper cards include the sun, the moon, love, war, peace, milk, and cookies.  At least at first, there’s no object, to the game, and it has only one rule, draw one card, play one card.  But the cards you draw and play change the rules and set and reset the conditions for winning.  FTP name this card game.

17.  His name was misspelled by The New York Medical Review when his article “Atypical Microbacterial Pneumonia” was published.  His feelings for neighbor Chris, played by Nancy Travis, caused something of a love triangle that also included Reggie, who ran the diner that was his favorite hangout.  For ten points, name this surly physician and title character of a Ted Danson sitcom on CBS.

18.  It is not The X-Files, but it features a law enforcement character named John Doggett, specifically a sheriff played by Meat Loaf.  It is not The Hurricane, but features Rod Steiger as a judge.  It is not Sling Blade, but prominently features Lucas Black a troubled Southern child.  It is, however, Antonio Banderas’ directorial debut.  For ten points, name this 1999 movie that welded together a civil rights drama and a wacky plot involving a murderous wife played by Melanie Griffith.

_Crazy in Alabama_

19.  Perhaps the AL managers knew something...  In 1984, he was voted smartest infielder in a poll of that august body.  MVP of the Southern League in 1977, he debuted with the big club that year, he didn't display much offense.  But after a season away in 1982, he hit .319 and stole 30 bags in 1983, earning AL Comeback Player of the Year honors.  He then bulked up, and became a power hitter, bashing 28 homers in 1987.  For 10 points, name this long-time double-play partner of Lou Whitaker, and newest manager of the Detroit Tigers.

20.  Raised in Napanee, Ontario, she was signed to Arista by L.A. Reid and spent some ultimately fruitless studio time in Manhattan before settling into a session in Los Angeles with Clif Magness that produced her debut album Let Go.  For ten points, name this young singer whose singles include “Skater Boi” and “Complicated.”

21.  Margaret, the target of a hitman in Faithful.  Public defender Kathleen Riley in Suspect.  Dolly, the title character’s gay friend in Silkwood.  The title character in Chastity.  Rusty, the mother of a lionitis sufferer in Mask.  For ten points, name this actress who won an Oscar for Moonstruck 22 years after making a cameo in Wild at the Beach with then husband Sonny Bono.

1.  Name these films that the All Movie Guide cross-references to the keyword “graffiti” for ten points each.
a.  Jimmy Lynch becomes a folk hero after starting a graffiti campaign to protest New York City’s refusal to pay his firefighter brother’s medical expenses resulting from an on-the-job accident.
