Questions by Jeremy White, Ben Lea (TU 5, 9, 11, 18; B 2, 9, 19) and Charlie Steinhice (3-4, 6, 10, 14-15, 17, 19, 21; B 3, 6, 15, 18)

1.  Both of the principal characters admit they violated one of Saba’s rules for the Charolastras, namely not having sex with a friend’s girlfriend.  Tenoch and Julio both confess such indiscretions during a spontaneous road trip stemming from a lie to Luisa about a beach called Heaven’s Mouth.  For ten points, name this Mexican coming of age film directed by Alfonso Cuaron.

_Y Tu Mama Tambien_

2.  He released his debut album At the Speed of Life after touring with the Likwit Crew.  He made chart inroads with his 2000 single “X” from the album Restless.  His latest release is a concept album about trying to maintain underground cred while reaching for mass acceptance that recently debuted at #3 on the Billboard Top 200 chart.  For ten points name this rapper, who just dropped his fourth album, Man vs. Machine.

_Xzibit_

3.  It has drawn good reviews for its music score by Yoko Kanno.  Voice performers for the American version include John Billingslea, David Lucas, and Melissa Williamson as the elusive girl of the hero’s dreams, Julia.  Set in Universe Century 2071, it follows space bounty hunters Spike Spiegel and Jet Black, their mysterious wanted-woman/sidekick Faye Valentine, and a villain subtly named Vicious.  FTP name this anime series now seen as part of Cartoon Network’s Adult Swim.

_Cowboy Bebop _
4.  GameSpot, Computer Shopper, My Simon, and Builder.com are now part of its networks, along with its Download.com,   News.com, and Computer Shopper Magazine.  Its flagship site claims to integrate “an extensive directory of more than 200,000 computer, technology, and consumer electronics products with editorial content, downloads, trends, reviews and price comparisons.”   FTP name this widely used website/network which aims to offer unbiased advice and reviews on technology products and services.

_Cnet_.com

5.  The first European player drafted #1 overall in the NHL entry draft, he was selected by the Quebec Nordiques in 1989.  His NHL debut came one year later, and he played there through the 1993-94 season, logging 3 30+ goal seasons.  Traded for (among others) Wendel Clark & Sylvain Lefebvre, he became captain of the Maple Leafs in 1997.  For ten points, name this prolific Swede, who should score his 400th goal in 2002.

Mats _Sundin_

6.  He had an uncredited role as Sen. Neal in Wag the Dog and also played a Senator – Ted Kennedy – in the TV-movie about Ted Jr.  Films he wishes weren’t on his resumé include Troop Beverly Hills, Action Jackson, and the softcore legend Flesh Gordon, in which he played the uncredited voice of the monster.  Work on dramatic TV series such as “Chicago Story” and “Call to Glory” presaged his current role more than his sitcom stint as Hayden Fox.  FTP name this macho-looking actor, who plays Chief Jack Mannion on “The District.”

Craig T. _Nelson_
7.  It debuted in 1956 and its creator, Brad Andesron, won the 1976 Best Panel Ruben Award for it.  Despite the best efforts of Phil, Dottie, Barbara and Billy Winslow, the title character will never quite behave as desired.  For ten points, name this comic strip staple who is an energetic great dane.

_Marmaduke_

8.  It is easily the year’s biggest selling album with the periodic table printed on the compact disc and it is its artist’s follow-up to 1999’s Inside Wants Out.   It begins with the singer preparing to reek psychic revenge at a 10-year class reunion on the track “No Such Thing.”  For ten points, name this album featuring “Your Body is a Wonderland” and other tracks by John Mayer.

_Room For Squares_

9.  Whitey Herzog referred to him as the worst catcher he ever saw, which is a bold statement, given that he won the 1965 NL Gold Glove at the position.  Sure enough, though, in 1968, he became a first baseman, replacing Orlando Cepeda, then moving to third midway through 1970, replacing Mike Shannon; it was as a third baseman that he won the 1971 NL MVP.  Late in his career, he was traded to the Mets, eventually becoming Mets manager in 1977.  For 10 points, name this ballplayer, described as "not an especially good manager" with the Mets & Braves, but who got a third chance in 1996 when he was hired as manager of the Yankees.

Joe _Torre_

10.  He went to Seattle Pacific University and worked for Boeing, producing and narrating marketing videos.  He had a small part in Face of the Stranger, a TV-movie that won Gena Rowlands an Emmy.  For the first year of the series “Twice in a Lifetime” he played the guide, Mr. Smith, but had better luck as host of such series as “Backchat,” “Hollywood on Trial”, and “Rock ‘n’ Roll Jeopardy!”  For ten points, name this man, who’s finally found a steady gig as host of Survivor.

Jeff _Probst_
11.  Its events for humans include Hot Saw, Team Relay, Tree Topping, Log Rolling, Boom Run, Springboard, Speed Climbing, & Endurance among the timber events; Rifle, Archery, & Shotgun among the target sports; and Bass & Fly Fishing.  Dogs (and their trainers) compete in Agility, Big Air, & Retriever Trials.  For ten points, identify this made-for-ESPN athletic event.

_Great Outdoor Games_

12.  This octagonal structure located in Kitanomaru Park is modeled after the Horyuji Temple in Nara.  The largest of its three halls seats 13,449 people and was built for the 1964 Olympics.  Although its acoustics are notorious, in 1978, it was the site of the inspired performances of “Big Eyes”, “Surrender” and “I Want You to Want Me” by Rick Nielsen and crew that were recorded for posterity.  For ten points, name this Japanese martial arts hall that is named in the title of a hit live album by Cheap Trick.

Nippon _Budokan_

13.  When a politically incorrect ad from Cook’s Chicken’s past is displayed at a high school art show, a local controversy is stirred that costs Enid an art scholarship and Seymour a job.  For ten points, name this film adapted from a Daniel Clowes graphic novel and starring Steve Buscemi, Scarlet Johansen and Thora Birch.

_Ghost World_

14.  Fourteen years after his death and 37 years after the publication of his first novel, that novel, Wizards of Lemuria, is reportedly being made into an independent film.  An avid reader of swords and sorcery fiction, his Zarkon series is a direct tribute to Dr. Strange.  He created the barbarian warrior Thongor, but he’s better remembered for his collaboration with L. Sprague de Camp on new novels featuring someone else’s barbarian warrior. FTP name this author, who revived Robert E. Howard’s most famous creation with a series of new Conan novels.

Lin _Carter_

15.  Playing to Win starred Shelley Fabares. Murder or Memory? starred Leigh Taylor-Young.  Eye of the Stalker starred Joanna Cassidy as a judge in jeopardy.  Stepfanie Kramer played the heroic guidance counselor and Michael Gross the pedophilic principal in Deceived by Trust. In Justice for Annie , Peggy Lipton played a mother whose daughter was murdered in an insurance fraud scam. These are all installments in.a never-ending parade of ordinary women facing melodramatic situation possible.  FTP name this irregular series of made-for-TV movies on Lifetime Cable.

_Moment of Truth_ (prompt on early buzz with Lifetime)

16.  After finishing with Dean Cumanno, Max and Page Connors set sites for the big game of Palm Beach and settle on tobacco millionaire William Tensy.  The plan begins to fall apart when Page falls for a local bar owner, Cumanno shows up looking for a second chance and Tensy drops dead.  For ten points, name this comedy about a mother-daughter scam team starring Jennifer Love Hewett and Sigourney Weaver.

_Heartbreakers_

17.  Axel is the youngest and the tallest.  The oldest is Gus, who’s also the heaviest; we assume Gena is the lightest, but her weight is officially unknown.  Add B.D. Joe, the one minority member, and you have the four possible drivers in, FTP, what best-selling videogame from Acclaim?

_Crazy Taxi_
18.  Name's the same, sort of.  The three went to different colleges: St. John's, Duke, and Florida.  One was a center, the other two point guards.  One's out of the league, one's been in it for 4 seasons, and one's on his way.  One spells his first name with a “Y”, the others don't, except that one changed his name to avoid confusion with the other two.  One's pretty clean, another has had some run-ins with marijuana, and the other has been accused of murder.  For ten points, give the common first and last names of these NBA players, one the #2 overall pick in this year's draft.

19.  Morena Baccarini plays a prostitute.  Barney Miller veteran Ron Glass plays a preacher.  Sean Maher and Summer Glau play a doctor and his mysterious sister.  And Nathan Fillion stars as Mal Reynolds, captain of the seedy space transport ship Serenity.  For ten points, name this creation of Joss Whedon, now seen on Wednesdays on Fox.

_Firefly_
20.  A cover of this song was the hidden track on the Double Agent 1980 covers compilation and Nicki French had a hit with a dance cover of it.  Cate Blanchett and Bruce Willis performed a memorable version of it in a hotel room scene during the film Bandits.  For ten points, name this Jim Steinmann composition about someone who was fallin’ in love but now only fallin’ apart that was taken to #1 by Bonnie Tyler.

_Total Eclipse of the Heart_

21.  Volume 4 added a section called Roadkill, and Volume 5 introduced one called Bug-Out.  Those releases bore the subtitles “The Ride” and “5th Dementia,” respectively.  Developed by Jellyvision and Berkeley Systems, the original was released by Sierra in 1995.  FTP name this “irreverent quiz show party game,” which spun off a summer 2001 ABC game show with Paul Reubens playing host Troy Stevens.
