Toss-ups

1. He is a member of SoBe’s Team Lizard and Tony Hawk’s usual vertical doubles partner.  For ten points, name this winner of six consecutive World Cup Skateboarding overall points championships.

7.  Ricky had no money, no good at home.  Ricky lived 9 to 5 and worked his fingers to the bone.  Ricky had tequila in his heartbeat and veins burned gasoline.  That kept Ricky’s motor running, but Ricky never kept it clean.  Eventually, Ricky married trouble and had a courtship with a gun.  For ten points, Ricky’s life was thus chronicled in what hit song for Skid Row?

8.  Warning: Two answers required.  Her maiden name was Potter and she was born in Albuqueque, New Mexico.  He was born in Steubenville, Ohio.  They met on the vaudeville circuit while he was still partnered with Barney Kurtz.  After getting married, they moved to New York City and bought the brownstone apartment building at 623 East 68th Street.  They would later buy the diner across the street from the Tropicana Club to capitalize on the fame of one of their tenants.  For ten points, name this bickering couple played by Vivian Vance and William Frawley on “I Love Lucy.”

10.  After being crowned Miss Puerto Rico Petite at age 19, she made her film debut with the challenging part “Island Girl” in Captain Ron.  Her US television roles include Pilar Domingo on As the World Turns, Latina dancer Lili Arguelo on Fame L.A. and rookie cop Kim Veras on Ryan Caulfield: Year One.  She can also be seen in a Sierra Mist commercial materializing from a bodega cooler door.  For ten points, name this actress who played Secret Service Agent Isabella Molina in Rush Hour 2.

11.  His profusely pierced wife Jody is tired of his customers calling late in the evening.
