He’s had seizures listening to Mary Hart. He’s modeled underwear for Calvin Klein. He once punched out Mickey Mantle at a baseball fantasy camp. He wrote a coffee table book about coffee tables. For 10 points, these are all the bizarre travails of what neighbor of Jerry Seinfeld, played by Michael Richards.

2. He's been licensed to sell white bread for Animated Foods, as a prelude to his 75th anniversary in 2004. King Features Syndicate claims that the last time it did such a campaign was in relation to a 1980 movie that starred Robin Williams. For 10 points, name this cartoon icon, who has pre-existing licensing agreements with River Ranch Fresh Foods and Allen Canning Company to sell spinach.

3. She wrote and performed the theme song for the MTV show Sorority Life as well as a song for the WNBA. Not bad for someone who took up guitar just four years ago at age 14. She was soon signed to Maverick Records with songs such as “All You Wanted” and “Goodbye to You” boosting her first album The Spirit Room. For 10 points, name this young singer who scored an upset win for the MTV Viewers Choice Video Music Award for her first hit “Everywhere.”
ANS: Michelle Branch
4.  The winner of the celebrity slam dunk title at the 2000 NBA All-Star Game, he started five games for Tennessee-Chattanooga’s 1995 NCAA tournament team before turning to football full time. A third-round pick in 1996, among his career highlights are his “Redemption Reception” in a 1999 playoff game against the Packers and catching an NFL-record 20 passes in a 2000 game against the Bears. For 10 points, name this All-Pro wide receiver for the 49ers.

ANS: Terrell Owens
5. Columbia Studios became a major player in Hollywood on the back of this director who gave it such films as The Bitter Tea of General Yen, The Miracle Woman, and Platinum Blonde. However, his breakthrough came with the five Oscars received by a movie starring Claudette Colbert and Clark Gable, It Happened One Night. For 10 points, name this director of Mr. Deeds Goes to Town, Mr. Smith Goes to Washington, and It's a Wonderful Life.

6. Afraid of flying since injuring his back when his helicopter crashed on Crete, he dropped out of the Marines to join the Baltimore branch of Merrill-Lynch where he met Caroline, the daughter of one of the senior vice presidents.  After completing his degree in history at Johns Hopkins, he worked for the US Naval Academy before being recruited to the CIA, rescuing the Prince and Princess of Wales from Ulster extremists and assisting Admiral James Greer with the crisis over Red October.  For 10 points, name this reluctant hero who eventually becomes President of the United States, the creation of writer Tom Clancy.

7. Alluded to in “That’s Why I’m Here,” this song remembers a friend who was a fellow patient at a mental hospital in Massachusetts who committed suicide after the songwriter left.  However, an urban legend says this song was a tribute to a girlfriend with whom he had spent “hours of time on the telephone line to talk about things to come,” but both his “sweet dreams and flying machines” became “pieces on the ground.”  For 10 points, name this sad song about a girl named Suzanne that launched James Taylor’s career.
ANS: Fire and Rain
8. As a matter of practicality, when he left the Chicago Cubs in 1992, he retained his Cubs equipment bag so it would be easy to figure out which one was his when the Braves luggage arrived.  It was easy to spot his greatness, as he would win three consecutive Cy Young Awards with Atlanta.  For 10 points, name this Las Vegas native, who helps anchor the Braves rotation with Tom Glavine.
ANS: Gregory Alan Maddux
9. The Statler Brothers sang about watching this program in their song “Flowers on the Wall,” as it was a staple of CBS’s morning lineup from 1955 to 1982.  CBS aired the show on weekends from 1982 to ‘84, with PBS broadcasting episodes in the early 1990s. Long running features and characters included the Banana Man, Mr. Moose, who loved dropping ping-pong balls on anyone and everyone, “Picture Pages,” which eventually became a Bill Cosby project, and visits from Mr. Greenjeans.  For 10 points, name this show where Bob Keeshan (KEE-shan) played the title role.

10. While playing a game of paintball, Scrooge-like fitness millionaire Blake Thorne dons a Santa suit to evade police at a local shopping mall. After getting knocked on the head, he awakens, believing himself to be Santa Claus. Meanwhile, the evil Ebner Frost wants to take over a local orphanage in order to gain control of a cave full of crystals, and Blake may be the only man who can stop him. This is the plot of – for 10 points – what 1996 Christmas turkey starring Hulk Hogan?

11. This group originally formed at a high school in Oklahoma City and was discovered by Kool and the Gang founder Ronald Bell. Individual projects include Bryan Abrams’ solo album and Jessica Simpson’s "I Want to Love You Forever," written by Sam Watters. "The Earth, The Sun, and the Rain" hit the top 10 in 1996, but this group’s popularity peaked with their self-titled 1991 debut album. For 10 points, name this group responsible for "I Adore Mi Amor," "All 4 Love," and "I Wanna Sex You Up."

For 10 points, identify this woman created by Helen Fielding and played by Renee Zellweger.

15. Legend has it that this building, first opened on January 6, 1940, was originally sketched on a matchbook cover. It was viewed as a Southern version of the Palestra when it first opened, but it just got air conditioning this past season and its capacity of 9,314 is one of the smallest in college basketball, although more than 3,000 seats are still reserved for undergraduate fans known as the Crazies. For 10 points, name this home court of the Duke Blue Devils.

16. First invented in 1956 by a Canadian couple aboard their yacht, this game was further developed by E.S. Lowe, the inventor of Bingo. 19. Based upon LouAnne Johnson’s autobiographical book, the main character in this 1995 movie is quite talented. She is an expert at Bob Dylan lyrics, karate, and how to use expensive dinners and amusement park trips as bribes for her student. The original score for the movie was composed and performed by Wendy & Lisa, and the soundtrack is best known for Coolio’s “Gangsta’s Paradise.” For 10 points, identify this movie based upon the book My Posse Don't Do Homework and starring Michelle Pfeiffer.
