Round 5 Tossups
1. The fourth overall pick in the 1967 draft by the 49ers, among his few NFL highlights was starting the first year of the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. He’d have more success as a coach, leading Duke to two straight winning seasons in the late ‘80s before returning to his alma mater where he won the 1966 Heisman. Thanks to his Fun ‘n’ Gun offense, he won 122 games and a national title in 12 years at Florida before moving to the NFL. For 10 points, name this pass-happy new head coach of the Washington Redskins.

ANS: Steve Spurrier
2. First attributed to Sean Connolly in 1985, it gained worldwide notoriety on December 24, 1997, when the Web site with the name was first launched. Original categories included Death, Birth, Live, Puberty, Singing, Same Character Different Actor and Ted McGinley. It got its name from a Happy Days episode featuring the Fonz on his motorcycle at an aquarium. For 10 points, name this term when a TV show reached its peak, knowing it’s all downhill from there.

ANS: Jumping the Shark
3. Its striking workers were featured in the 1989 Oscar-winning documentary American Dream. With Cargill Inc., it is forming a joint venture called Precept Foods L.L.C., through which it will sell beef and pork under its Always Tender brand. Based in Austin, Minnesota, it is better known for another meat product. For 10 points, name these purveyors of Spam.

ANS: Hormel Foods Corporation
4. One claim is that the band's name is the Finnish middle name of bassist Markku Lappalainen. This band formed in Los Angeles, where it was often given opening gigs by one of its major influences, Incubus. It self-released 1998's They Sure Don't Make Basketball Shorts Like They Used To after no label would sign it. For 10 points, name this band led by guitarist Dan Estrin and singer Doulas Robb, which had a hit with the song "Crawling in the Dark."

ANS: Hoobastank
5. First came Frankenstein, followed by The Killer, The Invisible Man, Captain Kidd, Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde, the Keystone Cops, and finally The Mummy.  And those were just who they met!  They also joined the Foreign Legion, went to Mars, and were lost in Alaska.  For ten points, these were just some of the movies, whose titles were preceded by the names of what two comedic stars best known for the “Who’s on First” routine?

ANS: Abbott and Costello
6. Among the recent one-slam wonders to take this title include Andres Gomez in 1990, Thomas Muster in 1995, Michael Chang in 1989, Iva Majoli in 1997 and Mary Pierce in 2000. Surprisingly, Martina Hingis, Pete Sampras and John McEnroe have never won it. However, Gustavo Kuerten, Monica Seles and Arantxa Sanchez-Vicario have won it three times. Alberto Costa and Serena Williams took the titles this year. For 10 points, name this only tennis Grand Slam event currently played on clay.

ANS: French Open or Roland Garros
7. Among the videos he’s directed include “Party All Night” by Jeff Foxworthy, “River” by Hanson, “Only a Fool” by The Black Crowes and “Wail” by the Jon Spencer Blues Explosion. His latest directing credit is Ben Folds’ “Rocking the Suburbs.” He’s taken to directing other artists’ videos after taking the helm for his own songs such as “Gump,” and “Bedrock Anthem.” For 10 points, name this famous parody artist best known for songs such as “Amish Paradise,” “Fat” and “Eat It.”

ANS: Weird Al Yankovic
8. It gained a measure of notoriety when it was mentioned on the Howard Stern show, partially for mentioning both Stern and his girlfriend. According to the site’s rules, vegetarians automatically qualify for consideration, as well as anyone with a tattoo or breast implants. Their features include a poll on Academy Awards hosts, with Steve Martin’s performance taking honors as the "best" due to a rating of only 32.7%, the Mother Angelica Annoyatorium, and for 10 points, the "Are You Annoying or Not" Quizzes.

9. The son of two doctors, he was raised in the posh Penn Valley area of Philadelphia, and garnered his love of film-making at age eight. His first film, 1992’s Praying With Anger, concerned an Indian-American who returned to his homeland to go to college. Six years later, he wrote and directed his second effort, Wide Awake. For 10 points, name this Indian-born filmmaker, who garnered critical success over the last four years with Unbreakable, Signs and The Sixth Sense.

10. An electrically heated milking machine, edible paper clips, a gorilla detector, fireproof paper, shrinking pills, super glue, a germ enlarger, an electric banana sharpener, and a machine that turns gold into cottage cheese,.  For ten points, name this, uh, research institution that developed these innovations, led by Dr. Bunsen Honeydew and his assistant Beeker, “where the future is being made today.”

11. Jimmy has it in for Isaac, while Dinka fails in his efforts to get the attention of Terri, played by musical talent Eve. Cedric the Entertainer plays Eddie, one of the old-timers working at the title location, which is inherited by Calvin, who decides to sell out but has a change of heart after seeing how it would affect the neighborhood. For 10 points, name this 2002 comedy starring Ice Cube.

12. Born January 7, 1978 in the Dominican Republic, he was signed by Hiroshima of the Japanese League at age 16. But after three seasons in Japan, he "retired" so he could sign with a U.S. squad. He made his major league debut as a pinch-runner for Darryl Strawberry on September 14, 1999. By  2001, he overtook Chuck Knoblauch to become the starting second baseman for the Yankees. For 10 points, name this player, who in 2002 became the first second baseman ever to hit 30 homers and steal 30 bases in the same year.

ANS: Alfonso Soriano
13. Satirist Peter Court believes the ending is a tragic one, in which the protagonist has succumbed to the wages of sin. Throughout the tale, an “evilly grinning tempter” confronts the main character with ever-enticing situations as our staunch protagonist repeats his mantra, “I do not like them.” Ultimately, the protagonist wearily gives in, stating that if he is left alone, he will partake of the metaphorical forbidden fruit, even after refusing to try them in the rain, on a train, on a boat, with a goat, wearing socks, and with a fox. For ten points, identify this Dr. Seuss classic featuring the potentially demonic Sam-I-Am and some oddly colored rations.

ANS: Green Eggs and Ham
14. This song's music video was heavily featured in the TV special WWF Divas: Sex on the Beach*, with each woman and her name replacing the band's telegenic lead singer and the background wallpapered with the song title. The winner of Best Pop Video at the 2002 MTV Music Video Awards, its singer is "just sippin' on chamomile / Watching boys and girls / And their sex appeal." For 10 points, name this song by No Doubt that also features Bounty Killer.
ANS: Hey Baby
15. In 1998 he won his first race at the Mid-Ohio Sports Car Course. He began racing in 1991 at the California Rally Series. In 2001 he was a broadcast analyst for the IRL series and in 2002 joined Kelley Racing in the Infiniti Pro Series, a new developmental circuit using open-wheel cars similar but smaller than IRL cars. On the new circuit, he broke his back at the Kentucky Speedway. For 10 points, name this man known not for racing but for playing Walsh twin Brandon on Beverly Hills 90210.

16. In this 1974 movie, Mel Brooks supplied the sounds of an unseen wolf and an unseen cat being hit by a dart, while both Madeline Kahn and Cloris Leachman received Golden Globe nominations as Elizabeth and Frau Blucher.  For ten points, name this spoof of classic monster horror films with Gene Wilder as Frederick and Marty Feldman as Igor [pronounced “EYE-Gore”].
ANS: Young Frankenstein

17. Their cricket team is nicknamed the Black Caps, and they finished fourth in the most recent World Cup.  The rugby team is named the All Blacks, and they finished fourth in the most recent World Cup.  The men's basketball team is nicknamed the Tall Blacks, and they finished fourth at the most recent World Championships.  For ten points, name this country known for its "haka" whose All Whites soccer team was eliminated from World Cup qualifying by rival Australia.

For 10 points, name this revolutionary game that features such characters as Cammi, Sagat, Balrog, E. Honda, Blanka, Vega, and original characters, Ken, Ryu and M. Bison.

20. The first version of this character was shown in various animated forms from 1970-72 and in 1977 with Jane Webb as her voice. However, she isn’t dealing with aunts Hilda and Zelda anymore but still has talking cat Salem around. For 10 points, name this enchanted and magical character played by Melissa Joan Hart.
