Round 7 Tossups
1. First appearing on TV at the age of 11, she parlayed her success on the Australian soap opera Neighbours into a musical career that really took off in Europe in the mid-‘90s, although she hit it big in the U.S. in 1987 with a remake of “The Locomotion.” However, it took until the 2001 album Fever for her to return to the American spotlight. For 10 points, name this diva who hit it big with “Can’t Get You Out of My Head.” 

ANS: Kylie Minogue
2. It was launched on February 1, 1984 via the merger of two small cable channels -- Daytime and the Cable Health Network. Until 1993, its entire Sunday lineup consisted entirely of instructional programming for medical doctors. During the mid-‘80s, it featured several evening shows hosted by Dr. Ruth Westheimer. More recent successes on this network include its biography series Intimate Portrait and the drama Any Day Now. For 10 points, name this cable network, which calls itself "Television for Women."

ANS: Lifetime
3. The first one opened in 1958 in Wichita, Kansas, and was started by two brothers with $600 from their mother. Ten years later, it went to Canada and has spawned hundreds of franchises both here and abroad. Among the products it has introduced over the years include Priazzo, Calizza, Chunky Style, Big Foot, The Edge, The Big New Yorker and P’zone. For 10 points, name this popular pizza chain with the red roof.

ANS: Pizza Hut
4. His first Oscar nomination came for Valley of the Dolls and his first win came for Fiddler on the Roof. Among his unsuccessful nominations include JFK, Nixon, Sabrina, Harry Potter and the Sorcerer’s Stone, Sleepers, The Accidental Tourist, Home Alone, Superman, and Raiders of the Lost Ark. For ten points, name this composer who was won Oscars for Schindler’s List, Jaws, E.T. and Star Wars.

ANS: John Williams
5. He was the 1946 state tennis champion in Florida, and scored the first NFL regular season points in D.C/RFK Stadium history. He scored 567 points as a kicker and tight end for the Chicago Cardinals and New York Giants. He called the first Super Bowl, the Masters from 1968-1994, tennis’ U.S. Open from 1971-1993, and countless promos for True Value Hardware, 60 Minutes, Murder, She Wrote, The X-Files, and Malcom in the Middle. For 10 points, name this long-time broadcast partner of John Madden.

ANS: Pat Summerall
6. For five years, he patrolled the streets with partner Vince Romano as LCPD’s Unit 4-Adam-30. Although he had been working as a plainclothes detective, he decided to go back to being a uniformed officer in order to put away the kinds of criminals that killed his partner. His aggressive tactics usually put him at odds with Captain Sheridan, as well as on the hoods of speeding cars. For ten points, name this mid-‘80s police sergeant, played by William Shatner.

ANS: T.J. Hooker
7. This recipient of 1993-94 Grammy Lifetime Achievement Award had her voice declared a natural resource of Michigan in 1985. In 1987, was the first woman inducted into the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame. Recording her first album, Songs of Faith, at the age of 14, for ten points, name this singer of "Think" and "Try a Little Tenderness," who, after separating from her abusive first husband recorded "Respect."

ANS: Aretha Franklin
8. Will the moderator give me the answer to this question? Outlook not so good. Will my team win this game? Ask again later. Is this the best question I’ll hear all day? My sources say no. Do these responses sound familiar? Signs point to yes. Should I buzz in right now and tell the moderator where someone might find all of these phrases, floating in a murky blue liquid inside of a shiny black “fortune telling” orb, so that I can get ten points? Yes – definitely.

ANS: Magic 8-Ball 
9. Along with Jack Nicklaus and Tiger Woods, he is one of three golfers to win the U.S. Amateur and NCAA championship in the same year, which he did in 1990 while at Arizona State. He has 21 tour victories, but no Grand Slams, although he has multiple second-place finishes at the U.S. Open and PGA Championships. For 10 points, name this lefty tagged with the label of “best player never to win a major.”

ANS: Phil Mickelson
10. Samuel L. Jackson makes a brief appearance in this film trying to rob Louie Anderson and his fellow employees at McDowell’s restaurant. In a pre-ER appearance, Eriq LaSalle plays the spokesman for Soul-Glo, a Jheri-curl enhancer. James Earl Jones plays the king of Zamunda who is upset that his son has moved away to find himself a wife. For 10 points, name this movie in which Eddie Murphy plays a prince trying to make it in New York.

ANS: Coming to America
11. He is played by Chattanooga native Ben Curtis, a 21-year old NYU student. He is blessed with an incredible sense of timing and a 1959 Ford Galaxie with a cool bumper sticker, but his job as a Christmas elf didn't go as planned because of his love of a Round Rock, Texas-based company.  Dude, you're getting a bonus if, for 10 points, you know the name of this ubiquitous star of a series of Dell commercials.

ANS: Steven

12. Their 1979 AVCO Cup championship was the franchise’s third and last WHA championship before moving to the NHL.  In 1982, Dale Hawerchuk won the Calder Trophy; 11 years later, so did Teemu Selanne.  Despite the money raised from Operation Grassroots in 1995, the team became the Phoenix Coyotes on July 1, 1996.  For ten points, name this hockey franchise formerly based in Manitoba.

ANS: Winnipeg Jets
13. The child of commercial actors, he got his big start as an eight-month-old  baby in a Q-tip commercial. He has worked steadily ever since. He has appeared in King of the Hill, Hackers, Far From Home: The Adventures of Yellow Dog, and Romero + Juliet. He gained a larger following in more recent years with 
roles in According to Spencer, Bring It On, and Clockstoppers. For 10 points, identify this actor who is currently trying to defend himself against an obsessed girl in Swimfan.

ANS: Jesse Bradford
14. You may have recognized the voices of Tia and Tamera Mowry of Sister Sister as the twins Lemonjella and Orangella LaBelle. Jim Kim, Duncan Bubble, Shelly Kelly, Gug, Emmitt Roswell, and Shareena Wickett are among the other students at Benedict Arnold Middle School in the class of Miss Eugenia P. Kisskillya. For ten points, name this cartoon about some troublesome kids who often find themselves in a certain after-school fate.

ANS: Detention!
15. Used in an award-winning PSA for the American Red Cross, it is the opening song on Let it Bleed. However, it is more famous for being the title of a 1970 documentary about a December 9, 1969 Jefferson Airplane and Rolling Stones show at Altamont Speedway in northern California, in which Hell's Angels, who had been put in charge of security, killed at least one fan.  For 10 points, name this song and film which opens "Oooh, the storm is threatening my very life today."

ANS: Gimme Shelter
16. After he won a record six gold medals in the 2001 world championships at Fukuoka, Japan, he was named the International Amateur Athletic Association's most outstanding athlete of the year. A winner of three golds at Sydney, he plans on seeing if the backstroke is where he can duplicate his freestyle prowess. For ten points, name this owner of size 17 feet and Australian swimming star.

ANS: Ian Thorpe
17. After two years studying accounting while in college, this actor dropped out and supported himself as a futon delivery man while dreaming to being the guest comedian for Johnny Carson’s Tonight Show.  But it was David Letterman who helped set him up as the lead actor on his own comedy show about a sportswriter and his married life.  For ten points, name this actor whose real life is modeled in the sitcom Everybody Loves Raymond.

ANS: Ray Romano
18. Ashley zaps Bret in the crotch with a stun gun when he tries to pressure her into having sex. Ashley is the daughter of the sheriff and Bret is the son of the mayor in Prosperity, Arizona, which has not prospered under the tenure of Mayor Wade. Sheriff Sam Parker must deal with her former love, Chris McCormick, who has inherited his father's abandoned mines, as well as with the title characters. For 10 points, what movie stars Kari Wuhrer, David Arquette, and a whole bunch of spiders?

ANS: Eight-Legged Freaks
19. This book claims that locating "some minor inaccuracy" by Rush Limbaugh turned out to be more difficult than the author imagined, and calls "the party of Bella Abzug" a bunch of hypocrites for calling Katherine Harris, Paula Jones, and Linda Tripp ugly. It possibly lives up to its name by calling Katie Couric "the affable Eva Braun of Morning TV." For 10 points, name this book subtitled "Liberal Lies About the American Right," by conservative bimbo/pundit Ann Coulter.
