1.  The first one in professional history was from later Boston coach Chris Ford against Houston, and the first one in college would come in 1980 from Western Carolina’s Ronnie Carr, as W.C.U.'s Southern Conference led the charge for experimental rule allowing them. Bobby Hurley has more in the NCAA tournament than anyone in history, but Loyola Marymount’s Jeff Fryer has the tourney record for them in one game, with 11 against Michigan in 1990 in a system that was based heavily on their use.  FTP, name this statistical category often associated in the pros with Craig Hodges and Dale Ellis, worth one hundred and fifty percent as much as a comparable action from inside a certain line.

2.  First released in 1968 on the artist's eponymous album, the location described for most of the song is actually a small European island, where the singer slept outside and watched a Scandinavian girl called Karin "watch the morning come."  Constant imagery of sun and moon repeat themselves throughout the song, as the singer locates himself "on the dark side of the moon" even with a "holy host of others standin' 'round me."  Geese in flight, dogs that bite, and signs that might be omens all say that he's "going, going, up and gone" to the title location in the southern U.S.  FTP, name this song about a place where you can see the sunshine and feel the moonshine, described and longed for by James Taylor.

To do this you must deal with falling pots bearing snakes, fire-breathing dragons, and hovering disco-ball-looking things that explode.  At the end of the various horizontal levels, you have to defeat a man with a big stick, a guy who throws boomerangs, a giant, a hunched-over guy who can disappear and reappear at will, and a martial arts expert named Mr. X.  To top it all off, you must handle midgets who try to somersault and stomp on you.  FTP, name this classic 80s video game which features you kicking, punching, jump-kicking, and jump-punching a lot of purple-clad guys who try to kill you by grabbing you and somehow sucking the life out of you.

4.  In the awful Fist of the North Star, a live-action remake of the classic anime film, he played a character named Stalin, a crazy leader of a motorcycle gang.  Roles such as that have been par for the course in the career of this diminutive actor whose only real starring gig was as the kid in the TV series “Gentle Ben.” His appearances in the last 2 Austin Powers films as a guy named Johnson who utters a plug for Big Boy Restaurants haven’t gotten hm out of the shadow of his brother, with whom he appeared in a few episodes of the “Andy Griffith Show.”  FTP, name this B-movie actor who has appeared in 101 films, mainly schlock, including the 2000 How the Grinch Stole Christmas, directed by his brother Ron.

5.  He was one of two finalists for the original hosting job on "Wheel of Fortune," but he lost out to Chuck Woolery.  In 1992, he made a guest appearance on an episode of "Married with Children," during which members of Anthrax sang a few bars of a single he recorded with Connie Stevens.  But he is best known for using words like "antsville" and "ginchiest" in his TV role as a parking attendant.  FTP, name this actor who played the comb-wielding Kookie on "77 Sunset Strip," who should not be confused with the creator of The Brothers McMullen and Sidewalks of New York.

6.  At the beginning of the game, Russia has zero, Germany and the U.S. each have one, and Japan and the U.K. each have two, though the U.K. one located at Gibraltar is frequently bombed by Germany on their first turn.  A useful special attack of theirs is the ability to add one bombardment attack that requires a die roll of 4 or lower to hit at the beginning of combat.  They attack and defend at four, and like the other sea units have a movement rating of 2, but unlike their incarnation in another game, only one hit is required to sink them.  FTP, name this unit from Axis and Allies that is more powerful than the Carrier, Submarine, and Transport, that takes up four grid squares in another, simpler naval combat game.

The author throws a knuckleball almost exclusively, and he is traded from the Seattle Pilots to the Houston Astros.  These events all occur in, FTP, what 1970 baseball diary by Jim Bouton?

TWO ANSWERS REQUIRED: Their paths have diverged significantly in the past 8 years, but they have remained close friends and, until its recent resolution, allies in a legal struggle over song rights.  Their first writing credits with their best-known act came on the song "Scentless Apprentice," and the bassist has a credited accordion performance on the band's final Unplugged release.  The bassist has since become mainly a political figure, outspoken against music censorship, as his new band Sweet 75 never quite made it.  The drummer has been much more successful, touring with Tom Petty and the Heartbreakers before he was joined by ex-backup guitarist Pat Smear in his new band with such songs as "Big Me" and "Learn to Fly."  FTP, name these two men who made up Nirvana's rhythm section.

Phil Hartman played him in a Saturday Night Live sketch, in which he presented a Spirituality Award and in a rather poor accent declared the whole faux awards show to be "very embarrassing".  He has appeared in four movies as himself and has writing credits for film adaptations, including The Widow Montiel, and Only Death is Bound to Come.  FTP, name this screenwriter and novelist, whose Chronicle of a Death Foretold was adapted for the screen in 1987, and whose Love in the Time of Cholera was a major plot device in Serendipity.

Admiral Byrd allocated a pound per week to each of his men in the Antarctic, and rumor has it that many of them died without ever comparing the flavor to chalk. They won the Northeast Division in the lockout-shortened 1995 year, and Peter Forsberg won the Calder Trophy as rookie of the year.  But in the following summer their history ended forever, just before the organization won the 1996 Stanley Cup. 13.  Its sponsors included Bloat Beer and Savvy Indian Chewing Tobacco, formerly Savage Indian Chewing Tobacco.  The network owner of this show tried various gimmicks to overturn sagging ratings, including hiring Kareem Abdul-Jabbar to pretend he was a ventriloquist with the usual host as his dummy, and hiring Rex Reed to replace the Pulitzer-Prize winning host once dubbed the Wittiest Man Alive.  Jurassic Park II: Revenge of the Raptors and Ghostchasers III which featured a 100-foot-tall Ed Koch did not score high on the host's namesake thermometer, and the portly host absolutely hated The Cockroach King.
