Substituting winter wheat for the harsher rye and making many other, subtle changes, he produced an easy-drinking whiskey that his competitors admit “took the Devil out of bourbon.” FTP, identify this Kentucky straight bourbon whiskey, named for its distinctive logo, and recognizable by its wax-dipped bottle.

Currently Chancellor of Scotland’s University of Stirling, Leonard Maltin’s Movie Encyclopedia described this acclaimed actress as a “highly trained Shakespearean trouper who found fame and fortune in mass-market entertainments unworthy of her talent.” That may be true, but TV fans have been all the happier for the career of TV Guide’s “hottest TV star of all time.” She even got to marry James Bond! (Of course it was only George Lazenby.) FTP identify the most beautiful woman in the history of television and current host of PBS' Mystery who was a million times hotter than Uma Thurman when she played Emma Peel on “The Avengers.”

He also won the 1997 Open, but finished second in the 2000 Masters to Vijay Singh, and the 2000 U.S. Open and British Open to Tiger Woods.  He slumped until winning last year’s British Open in a playoff at Muirfield, and in 2003 has five worldwide victories, including the Mercedes Championship and Sony Open.  FTP, name this South African golfer.

FTP identify this 1970s cult icon, most famous for his starring role in Harold and Maude.

FTP, identify this 80s New Wave icon, whose hits include Europa and the Pirate Twins, Hyperactive, and She Blinded Me With Science.

He was switched to a defensive back, and played for a losing Florida State in the first BCS title game.  Recently dealt to the Cardinals, he intercepted two Rich Gannon passes in the first half as the Buccaneers rolled to a 48-21 victory.  FTP, name the 2003 Super Bowl MVP.

FTP, identify this movie, written by Joss Whedon and starring Donald Sutherland as Merrick, Luke Perry as Pike, and Kristy Swanson as a certain Miss Summers.

The Commission on Opprtunity in Athletics was created by Paige to re-examine federal standards for measuring equal opportunity in athletics as guaranteed by, FTP, this 1972 federal law, which helped raise the number of women in varsity sports from 325,000 in 1971 to over 2.5 million in 1997.
