TOSSUPS

1) This film won the 1983 Cannes Film festival Grand Prize of the Jury.   It contains sections on birth, growth and learning, fighting each other, middle age, the autumn years, death, and the afterlife.  It even has a section about live organ transplants.  The movie’s tagline declared “It took God six days to create the earth, and [it took them] just 90 minutes to screw it up.”  FTP, name the final movie from the British comedic sextet, Monty Python's Flying Circus. 

ANSWER:  Monty Python’s The Meaning Of Life
2) This rock quartet is known for such songs as “Paingasm”, “Behind My Eyelids” , “Mr. Normal”, “Ice Box Woman”, and “Freakin Friends”.  They can usually be seen playing at either Mcgrundy’s Pub or The Zen in Lawndale.  Members include Nicholas Campbell, Max Tyler, Jesse Moreno.  FTP, name the band headed by Trent Lane, the brother of Jane Lane, the best friend of Daria Morgendorfer. 

ANSWER: Mystik Spiral
3) This song was originally released in the UK on the singer's eponymous 1969 debut, which was called Man of Words, Man of Music in the US.  That album was re-released on November 1, 1972 with this song as the title track.  The papers want to know whose shirts the main character wears and he is instructed to take his protein pills and put his helmet on. He replies that "I'm floating in a most peculiar way, and the stars look very different today. For her am I sitting in a tin can far above the world." FTP, name this David Bowie hit with the famous chorus "Ground Control to Major Tom."

ANSWER: Space Oddity
4) He made his first appearance in “The Unlightable Bareness of Meat”.  He has since appeared in 80 more strips including “Spinning turrets of pure spite”, “the barnacle-encrusted bilge pump on your sunken dreams”, and “razorblade whirlygig”.  He always appears alone, wears a cow skull bolo tie, and occasionally sees floating heads.  FTP, name this very odd and bug-eyed character from the comic strip Red Meat. 
ANSWER: Bug-eyed Earl 

5) He is currently a professor of semiotics at the University of Bologna.  His most recent work tells the story of an Italian peasant boy who meets and befriends Emperor Frederick Barbarossa.  His earlier works include a novel about a group of editors who make up an occult plan that turns out to have serious consequences and a novel about a monk sent to investigate heresy at a monastery who ends up investigating seven strange deaths.  FTP, name this author of Baudolino, Foucault’s Pendulum, and The Name of the Rose.

ANSWER: Umberto Eco

6) Born in Greenville, California, he studied at Juilliard, the Pacific Conservatory of the Performing Arts, and the American Conservatory Theatre.  He co-founded the New Mercury Theatre in Chicago, but moved it to Seattle in 1990.  He is also the frontman for the band Ghost of the Robot.  His most famous role was originally meant to be a single appearance and he said "all I wanted was a good body count and a good death", but his acting and his fake accent got him a recurring role thanks to Joss Whedon.  FTP, name this Buffy the Vampire Slayer actor who plays the vampire Spike.

ANSWER: James Marsters

7) This movie marks the first (and probably last) time that Snoop Doggy Dogg and James Carville have ever been in a movie together even though they didn’t share a scene. After the success of Mitchapalooza, The Godfather, Beanie, and Frank the Tank found the fraternity Alpha Epsilon Omega despite the fact that they're all middle-aged.  FTP, name this comedy starring Luke Wilson, Vince Vaughn, and Will Ferrell.

ANSWER: Old School
8) This song was composed by Major Fred Ricketts under the pseudonym Kenneth Alford in 1914.  During World War II, lyrics were added commenting on the amount and size of the testicles of Nazi leaders.  It is most famous as the tune whistled by the prisoners as they marched across the bridge over the river Kwai.  Fans of the eighties will also remember it as the tune whistled by the students in Saturday school in the “Breakfast Club”.  FTP, name this composition possibly named after an eccentric colonel Ricketts met on the golf course.


ANSWER: Colonel Bogey’s March or Colonel Bogey March
9) She excelled in both track and field and golf.  She won the US amateur championship in 1946, the world championship in 1948, 49, 50, and 51, and the US Women’s Open in 1948, 50, and 54.  One of the greatest female athletes of the 20th century, she continued to play while painfully suffering from the cancer which killed her.  FTP, name this female golfer nicknamed after ballplayer Babe Ruth.


ANSWER: Mildred "Babe" Didrikson Zaharias (accept either her married or maiden name because she played under both)
10) This game includes five mini strategy games such as Drop Dead, Catch the Cow, Spank the Virgin, Knights in Kombat, and Burn the Witch.  You and your faithful servant follow nearly the same trek that was followed in the movie this game was based on.  FTP, name this game that allows you to be King Arthur and lead your knights on a holy yet humorous mission.

ANSWER: Monty Python and the Quest For The Holy Grail
11) This TV show first aired in 1985 and takes place in the Middle Ages in the kingdom of Darwin.  The show is about a young page named Cavin who becomes friends with the reclusive title characters. They work together to try to find the lost kin of Cavin’s new friends while protecting King Gregor’s throne from the machinations of Duke Igthorn and his band of ogres.  FTP, name this Disney cartoon featuring Sunni, Tummi, Cubbi, Gruffi, Grammi, and Zummi, anthropomorphic ursines who share their name with a tasty snack.

ANSWER: Disney’s Adventures of the Gummi Bears

12) Drama critic Mortimer Brewster has just married Elaine Harper and returns to the home of his aunts.  There he finds his older brother Jonathan, an escaped convict proud of his record of murders, and his younger brother who is convinced he is Teddy Roosevelt.  Teddy is busy in the basement burying the elderly gentlemen who have been served elderberry wine by his aunts that they laced with poison.  FTP, name this hilarious 1944 black comedy by Frank Capra starring Cary Grant.

ANSWER: Arsenic and Old Lace
13) Winner of the Citizens Award at the 1993 Yubari Film Festival, this movie features memorable villains such as explosives expert Sakuro, Benesato the snakewoman, and the stone-skinned Tessai. In the film, a government spy named Dakuan enlists the aid of a wandering ninja and his obligatory doomed love interest to defeat the forces of the Shogun of the Dark. It has no connection to the later Ninja Resurrection, although the two films do share a protagonist named Jubei. FTP, name this classic anime from director Yoshiaka Kawajiri.

ANSWER: Ninja Scroll (accept Jubei Ninpocho)

14) This video game takes place during an “industrial revolution in a world of magick”.  You first design your character by picking a race (elf, human, dwarf, half-ogre, half-elf, gnome, halfling, half-orc, or orc), a penchant for technology or for magic, and a background.  The game starts with you on the IFS Zephyr which then crashes to the ground leading a young monk to believe that you are the reincarnation of Nasrudin.  Your mission is to stop Nasrudin’s ancient enemy from returning to destroy the world.  FTP, this is the plot to what 2001 Sierra and Troika games RPG?

ANSWER: Arcanum
15) This Seattle quartet is composed of Evan Sult, Aaron Huffman, Jeff Lin, and Sean Nelson.  Their second album, King James Version, was a September 2000 followup to their 1997 debut, initially a on the independent Arena Rock label and rereleased the next year by Slash.  FTP, name this band most famous for their hit from the album Where Have All the Merrymakers Gone?, the song "Flagpole Sitta."

ANSWER: Harvey Danger
16) “Tell me do you think it should be carbon-dated / Fumigated or cremated and buried at sea? / Try to save a little bit of your home cookin’ / Couple weeks later, got a scarly looking specimen”.  These are lines from what  “Weird Al” Yankovic song, released in 1993 on Alapalooza and set to the tune of Aerosmith’s “Livin’ On the Edge”.

ANSWER: Livin’ In The Fridge
17) Members of this team include Juan Gigante, the French Tickler, The Negotiator and his super-sidekick Petseleh, Black Vulcan - excuse me - Supervolt, and Jesse Jackson.  After an unsuccessful lawsuit against Javalux prompted by his spilling a cup of coffee in his lap and losing his ability to "enlarge", this group was formed by Apache Chief.  FTP, name this supergroup whose cry is “Many heroes, one voice!”, from an episode of Harvey Birdman: Attorney At Law.
ANSWER: Multiculture Pals
18)  He was picked by his current team during the second round of the 1994 draft. In the 1999-2000 season, he was in a 3-way tie for first in the league in save percentage, at .919. He was also tied for third in shutouts, despite appearing in only 30 games.  During a 2001 match versus the New York Islanders, he became only the second goalie to record a shutout and score a goal during the same game.  FTP, name this winner of the 2001-02 Hart Memorial Trophy and the Vezina Trophy and current goalie for the Montreal Canadiens.

ANSWER: Jose Theodore
19)  Characters in the best known series by this former Oxford lecturer include Lyra Belacqua, her daemon Pantalaimon, Will Parry, and the armored bear Iorek Byrnison.  The first book in that series, Northern Lights -- which was published in the US as The Golden Compass -- won the Carnegie Medal in 1996.  He followed it up with The Subtle Knife and The Amber Spyglass.  FTP, name the author of the trilogy His Dark Materials.
ANSWER: Philip Pullman
20) She worked as a choreographer on a number of Jim Henson films and made her film debut in his The Muppets Take Manhattan.  She played Caroline Ryan in The Hunt for Red October but was replaced by Ann Archer in the sequel.  In her most famous role, she was replaced again during season two by a largely disliked character played by Diana Muldaur.  FTP, name this actress who's best known for playing Star Trek: The Next Generation's Dr. Beverly Crusher

ANSWER: Gates (Cheryl) McFadden
21) This British nobleman served as the Secretary of State and First Lord of the Admiralty.  However, his real claim to fame came as a result of his love of gambling.  In order to be able to eat without leaving the gaming table, this man had meat served between slices of bread thus creating a popular lunchtime meal.

ANSWER: John Montagu, the Fourth Earl of Sandwich (prompt on sandwich and extra special kudos if they actually know John Montagu)
