Recently, these two have toured under a similar name with Revisited in place of Revival.  FTP, identify this John Fogerty-led band, responsible for the hits “Suzie Q”, “Down On The Corner” and “Bad Moon Rising”

11.  According to IMDB, this Irish actor auditioned for the role of James Bond after George Lazenby, but was turned down because producers did not want to risk hiring another unknown.  For some Americans, he may still be unknown.  He has regularly appeared at the Royal National Theatre portraying such roles as King Lear and Othello, but until recently, Americans probably knew him best for playing murder victim William McCordle in Gosford Park.  FTP, name this actor who will replace Richard Harris when he takes over the role of Aldus Dumbledore, in the next Harry Potter movie installment.
