TOSSUPS

1. Created by Philip Rapp, it first appeared on shows like The Drene Show and Edgar Bergen's Chase and Sanborn Hour , but soon proved popular enough for a show of its own.  Brother Amos was played by Danny Thomas, but the plots centered around John, who was first a bowling ball salesman, then a vacuum cleaner salesman for Eagle Appliances, often criticized for his constant snoring, among other things, by his wife Blanche. Often cited as an inspiration to The Honeymooners, FTP, name this radio comedy starring Frances Langford and Don Ameche as the titular couple named for their constant feuding.

ANSWER:  The Bickersons

2. This song may have helped Saddam Hussein clinch 100% of the Iraqi vote in his recent reelection because he used it as his campaign song.  Originally written for The Best Little Whorehouse in Texas by Dolly Parton, it was denied an Oscar for Best Original Song a decade later because it had already appeared in a film, but it did become one of the best selling singles of all time.  Frank Farmer and Rachel Marron's romance is set to this song which, FTP, was what gigantic hit for Whitney Houston from the soundtrack to The Bodyguard.

ANSWER:  "I Will Always Love You"

3. On Real Time with Bill Maher, John Kerry was compared to one of these.  Born from the prayers of the Valar Yavannah, they were charged with care of the Olvar.  They don't eat and only drink draughts of magical fluid.  They have an ancient hatred of dwarves and their axes. Usually slow to act and speak and content to stay neutral in Fangorn Forest, they were angered by Saurman's destruction and Treebeard led them to attack Isengard, egged on by Merry and Pippin.  FTP, name this race of tree shepherds created by J.R.R. Tolkien.

ANSWER: Ents

4. When "Hey Now!" Hank Kingsley needed an announcer when he guest hosted The Larry Sanders Show, he asked for this man, whom he called "a vocal god".  He's only been in a few films, including Traxx, Mr. Saturday Night, and Bucket of Blood, and played Kenny on the sitcom Dave's World.  He hosted The New Hollywood Squares and replaced Casey Kasem on American Top Forty.  FTP, name this announcer who started a production company called ShadoeVision.

ANSWER: Shadoe Stevens
5. The license plate of his Humvee reads "QB Killa."  He joined the University of Miami team as a tight end and accumulated 189 tackles, 19.5 sacks, and the Lombardi Award.  He skipped his senior year for the draft, where he was picked 12th overall by the team for which he still plays.  So far, he's accumulated 64.5 career sacks, second in his club's history to only Lee Roy Selmon, and picked up one sack of Rich Gannon during Super Bowl 37.  FTP, name this defensive tackle, number 99 for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers.  

ANSWER: Warren Sapp

6. WARNING: two answers required.  They never married because he was a devout Catholic who refused to divorce Louise Treadwell.  Yet Keeper of the Flame was their only film in which they did not play a married or soon to be married couple.  They met on the set of Woman of the Year and went on to star together in seven more films between 1942 and his 1967 death, including The Sea of Grass, State of the Union, Pat and Mike, and Desk Set.  FTP, name this classic on screen and off screen romantic duo, stars of Adam's Rib and Guess Who's Coming to Dinner.

ANSWER:  Katharine Hepburn and Spencer Tracy
7. Laura Shane's mysterious guardian prevented a drunk obstetrician from crippling her at birth and a stick up man from killing her and her father, but didn't prevent a pedophile from killing her foster mother or the agents chasing him from killing her husband Danny.  Stefan Krieger isn't from the future, but from forty years in the past, an agent from Nazi Germany who abandons his mission because of his love for her.  FTP, name this Dean Koontz novel named for the weather phenomena accompanying each trip through time.

ANSWER:  Lightning

8. Corey Haim lusted after her in License to Drive and she dated James Le Gros in Drugstore Cowboy, with whom she stared in Don't Do It.  She had a fling with her Diggstown costar James Woods.  Jon Favreau wanted her in Swingers and Robert Downey Jr. was her guy in Two Girls and a Guy.  She's also appeared in Scream 2, Lost in Space, From Hell, and Say It Isn't So.  FTP, name this woman whose most memorable roles were Roller Girl in Boogie Nights and Felicity Shagwell in Austin Powers 2. 

ANSWER:  Heather Graham

9. Powered by naquita, they were constructed by the Ancients and used to spread the Tauri throughout the galaxy.  One was found in Antarctica and for a time stored at Area 51, while another is in a complex beneath Cheyenne Mountain.  Apophis used it to launch an attack before an impenetrable iris was added to prevent the Goa'uld from travelling to Earth.  FTP, name this device which Samantha Carter, Jack O'Neill, Daniel Jackson, and Teal'c use to travel to other planets as SG-1.

ANSWER:  the stargate (accept Chaapa'ai)

10. He was orphaned at eight when his drug-dealing mother was shot in front of him.  His first single was 1999's "How to Rob", a list of rappers he wanted to mug. He was dropped by Columbia and his debut album Power of a Dollar went unreleased when he was shot nine times.  Eminem won a bidding war to sign him and included two of his songs on the 8 Mile soundtrack, "Places to Go" and "Wanksta".  FTP, name this rapper whose February release has already gone platinum, Get Rich or Die Tryin'.  
ANSWER:  50 Cent

11. Red Kelly five times, Alex Delvecchio and Wayne Gretzky, four times, Mike Bossy three times, Frank Nighbor, Bobby Bauer, Sid Smith, Dave Keon, Stan Mikita, John Buych, Marcel Dionne, Joe Mullen, and Paul Kariya twice. When he won seven times in eight seasons, Frank Boucher was told he could keep it and the award's namesake donated another.  FTP, name this NHL trophy most recently awarded to Ron Francis, given to the person voted in a poll of the Professional Hockey Writers' Association as the league's most "gentlemanly" player.

ANSWER:  Lady Byng Memorial Trophy

12. This graduate of Cornell University Medical School is the author of one of the best selling books of all time, and celebrities like Stevie Nicks swear by him.  But a Fox reporter called him "an overweight carnivore's best friend" and rival Nathan Pritkin called his work "a monstrosity.  It's really a malignancy of nutrition."  Criticized because his plan sends the body into ketosis to burn fat for energy, FTP, name this author of a Diet Revolution who advocates eating anything you want except carbohydrates.

ANSWER:  Dr. Robert C. Atkins

13. American audiences first saw her as a bride of Dracula in Coppola's film version.  Her French debut was in The Apartment and that film was seen by Stephen Hopkins, who asked her to star Under Suspicion.  Other roles include a courtesan in Brotherhood of the Wolf, Cleopatra in an Asterix movie, and a woman who gets anally raped in a nine minute scene in Irreversible.  Audiences will soon see her as Persephone in The Matrix: Reloaded.  Often compared to Sophia Loren, FTP, name this Italian actress who plays Dr. Lena Kendricks in Tears of the Sun.
ANSWER:  Monica Bellucci

14. She's been portrayed Diane Sherry, Annette O'Toole, and Joely Fisher, among others.  Her father was a world travelling archeologist who brought her a belt from Africa which turned her into Gravity Girl.  With a "bio-genetic" ring from a friendly alien, she became Insect Queen and fought in the 30th century with the Legion of Super Heroes.  Eventually, she became a newscaster for WMET-TV and married Pete Ross, but as a child she was obsessed with discovering the secret identity of the local super teen.  FTP, name this woman currently played by Kristin Kreuk on Smallville.

ANSWER:  Lana Lang (accept either name)

15. This song does not mention Charles Manson, Woodstock, or Neil Armstrong, but it does mention the narrator’s day job and his nights at the drive-in where he met his girlfriend.  It also mentions Joey, who got married, and Jimmy, who quit the band the narrator joined when he bought a guitar at the five and dime.  “Those were the best days of my life,” he sings.  FTP, name this hit from the album Reckless by Bryan Adams.

ANSWER:  "Summer of ’69"

16. In season one, the title character worked at Der Biergarten with her two brothers, including Junior, who didn't speak until he revealed that her ex husband Roy was cheating on her.  In season two, the brothers were ditched and the title character became a nurse and worked with Nurse Kurt and Doctor Danny, who started dating her friend Carrie.  Her neighbor Diego, a painter from Chile, proposed several times, but ended up marring her friend Linda in the final episode.  FTP, name this short-lived NBC sitcom about a single parent, starring Bruno Campos and Christina Applegate.

FTP, name this woman who win was disqualified after officials found she used the subway to help her achieve the third fastest time in the history of the Boston Marathon.
