1.  Among films not nominated for a Best Picture Oscar, this movie holds the record for most Academy Award nominations with nine.  Adapted from a Horace McCoy novel, this film includes Susannah York as Alice LeBlanc, a starlet with delusions of grandeur, Bonnie Bedelia as an expectant mother, and Red Buttons as a sailor.  The story is narrated in flashback by Michael Sarrazin as Robert Syverton, who is on trial for murder.  $1,500 is to be awarded to the winner of a Depression-era dance marathon, and the cry of “Yowza! Yowza! Yowza!” is often heard from the slimy promoter Rocky, the performance that won an Oscar for Gig Young.  FTP name this 1969 film directed by Sydney Pollack and starring Jane Fonda.

She then played the murdered Katie Markum in Mystic River and the heroine Laura Champan in The Day After Tomorrow.
