1.
Widely seen as the first autobiography ever written, its first book deals with his infancy and boyhood up to age 15. The second and third books deal with his indulgences in theft and lust up to age 19, and the eighth and ninth books cover his (*) conversion to Christianity and baptism at the ages of 32 and 33 respectively. The final book is an exploration of the meaning of Genesis, as well as the Holy Trinity. Completed in 398 AD when the author was just 44 years old, for ten points, name this series of thirteen autobiographical books written by St. Augustine of Hippo.

Answer: The Confessions of St. Augustine (just “Confessions” acceptable after St. Augustine is mentioned)

2.
The incident that she was involved in might have inspired the definition of a “Peeping Tom”, who was said to have been struck blind when he laid eyes on her. The wife of Leofric the 3rd , Earl of Mercia, she is frequently regarded as the (*) patron saint of engineers and was also immortalized in a Tennyson poem. So that your taxes don't go up, for ten points, name that gal who's famous for riding a horse naked through the streets of Coventry, England in the 11th century.

Answer: Lady Godiva (accept “Godgifu”)

3.
“I came here to take my son home... and I realized he already is home,” the female protagonist says at one point in this film. Based upon a novel by Avery Corman, the story revolves around a workaholic man who is (*) divorced by his wife and left with custody of his son. But just as he's coming to grips with his new responsibility, he must fight in court to keep his responsibilities. For ten points, name this film that received 5 Academy Awards: one each for stars Dustin Hoffman and Meryl Streep, as well as the award for Best Picture in 1980.

Answer: Kramer vs. Kramer
4.
Its simulated 84-voice multi-part vocal harmonies required the three vocalists to overdub themselves many times onto eighth-generation tapes. The band would never play these elaborate sections live, either, feeling unable to recreate the “choir” feeling. (*) Didn't seem to stop them, though; the song was the band's first number one in 1975 for 9 weeks and hit the UK charts again in 1991 for another five weeks. For ten points, identify the song that was featured in the 1992 movie Wayne's World as performed by Queen.

Answer: “Bohemian Rhapsody”

5.
It won a 1952 Peabody Award for its “simple, lucid, intelligent analysis of top news stories of the week on television”. Converted from a similarly-named radio format in 1951, producer Fred W. Friendly and its host worked together until 1958 (*) when the show went off the air. Its greatest moment, however, came when a 1954 broadcast destroyed the public opinion of anti-Communist Senator Joseph McCarthy, thanks to journalist host Edward R. Murrow. For ten points, name this television show that was featured in the 2005 movie Good Night, And Good Luck.

Answer: See It Now
6.
Caution: A Latin phrase is required as the answer. In his apocryphal Acts, Peter asks Jesus this question on the Appian Way in Rome, where a church with that exact question in its name has been built. It's also the name of a Montreal death metal band, a 1951 movie (*) directed by Mervyn LeRoy and starring Deborah Kerr and Robert Taylor, and an 1896 novel by Henryk Sienkiewicz. For ten points, give the Latin phrase that means “Where are you going?”

Answer: Quo Vadis

7.
Germany has refused to release evidence against him unless they are assured that he will not be subject to the death penalty. So far at his own trial he has defended himself, claiming that he was hatching a plot to free Omar Abdel-Rahman, (*) a blind sheikh being held in Colorado. Charged by a federal grand jury in 2001 with conspiracy, for ten points, identify the only man in the US to be charged in connection with the September 11th attacks to date, named as the so-called “20th hijacker”.

Answer: Zacarias Moussaoui

8.
Currently in stock here: HTTPanties. The book “The Cult of Mac”.  Infectiously cute plush microbes. A clock that indicates the time in binary. A scrolling LED belt buckle. (*) A “Viva La Relativity!” T-shirt with Albert Einstein in place of Che Guevara. A coffee mug with the caffeine molecule printed on it. For ten points, these products can all be purchased at what website that's been featured on Slashdot?

Answer: Thinkgeek.com

9.
This counterculture originally stemmed from club owners at concerts informing the bartenders that young concertgoers were underage by marking “X”'s on their hands. The letter X has since proliferated itself throughout the movement. Lyrics from the song “Out of Step”, by hardcore band Minor Threat, (*) formed its primary philosophy in the 80s. For ten points, name this counterculture associated with punk and hardcore that advocates abstinence from alcohol, tobacco, drugs, and promiscuous sex.

Answer: Straight edge

10.
 Josef Antoni Poniatowski, who had just received his marshal's baton the previous day, was one of the approximately 100,000 people who died by his own side's friendly fire while swimming in the river (*) Elster. He likely would have drowned anyway though, since the French had accidentally blown up the bridge he and his army were about to cross. For ten points, these events happened during what conflict of October 16 to 19, 1813 that was the largest conflict in the Napoleonic Wars and the most decisive defeat for Napoleon?

Answer: Battle of Leipzig or Battle of the Nations

11.
 Their debut album, Root Fire, was released in 2001 and also had hand-drumming segments that they decided to drop in their current release. All the members were attending Queen's University at the time – they were named Queen's Band of the Year in April 2002. Consisting of (*) Pat Pengelly on drums, Eon Sinclair on bass, and Jay Malinoski on guitar and vocals, for ten points, identify the Toronto ska band whose first hit reached #4 on the Canadian charts and was featured in a Zellers commercial, entitled “When The Night Feels My Song”.

Answer: Bedouin Soundclash

12.
 The artist wrote the following about this work: “I was walking along a path with two friends – the sun was setting – suddenly the sky turned blood red...” This event was supposedly inspired by vivid European sunsets following the eruption of Krakatoa. Created in (*) four versions including oil, tempera, and pastel on cardboard and tempera on cardboard, for ten points, it was the tempera on cardboard version of this Edvard Munch painting that was stolen from the Munch Museum in Oslo, Norway in 2004.

Answer: The Scream
13.
 One of the ways to distinguish its northern and eastern boundaries is to search for the presence of Joshua trees, which is one of 2,000 species of plants in this geographic area. Its other boundaries are easier to distinguish; it's bordered by the Tehachapi, San Gabriel, (*) and San Bernadino mountains, and its major cities include Las Vegas on its eastern end. For ten points, which desert is home to the lowest and hottest place in North America, Death Valley?

Answer: Mojave Desert

14.
 Its co-stars both came from broken-up music projects: Omarion Grandberry was one of the members of hip-hop group B2K, and Marques Houston was a member of Immature. Sure enough, the dream of their characters, David and Elgin, is to open up a recording studio, (*) but to do that they're gonna have to show off their moves against another streetdancing crew first. For ten points, name this 2004 movie that's currently #13 on IMDB's Bottom 100 Films list, the title of which might describe what you might say to the producers regarding said ranking.

Answer: You Got Served
15.
 In 1993, it was discovered that the Hubble Space Telescope's mirror had been ground 2.2 micrometers too thin, resulting in this fault whose effects are generally most pronounced at short focal ratios. Generally occurring when (*) light rays strike a mirror's edge rather than near the center, for ten points, identify this image imperfection that results in the failure of light rays to focus properly and form an image,  generally associated with convex and concave lenses.

Answer: Spherical aberration

16.
 In this work, Toronto has been brought to its knees by sturnusemia, a plague supposedly spread by birds. In keeping with the author's tendency to include characters from other books and real-life characters, a supposed spiritualist named Lilah Kemp “inadvertently [sets] (*) Kurtz free from page 92 of 'Heart of Darkness'” by Joseph Conrad, and must also find a Marlowe, whom eventually shows up next door and works at the same Parkin Institute that Kurtz works for. For ten points, identify this Timothy Findley novel published in 1993.

Answer: Headhunter
17. All Sea World animals have been trained using this. You could explain one of its situations as follows: you hit the buzzer at the end of this sentence and answer correctly – you'll get a power and a bonus, and this would be positive reinforcement. (*) It was first studied by Edward L. Thorndike and given its current term by B.F. Skinner, who performed the famous “rat in the box” experiment to define it.  For ten points, name this form of psychological conditioning dealing with involuntary behaviour controlled by antecedents.

Answer: Operant conditioning

18. While not throwing rocks he works as a real estate agent for RE/MAX. Born in Penetanguishene, Ontario but residing in Moncton, New Brunswick, he's played at the Canadian Championships representing both provinces and has won the championship twice in (*) 1987 and 1993, going on to win the world championship both times – but he always threw last. For ten points, name the member of Canada's men's Olympic curling team who now throws second stones but called the shots loudly at the 2006 Winter Games for Brad Gushue's rink.

Answer: Russ Howard (prompt on “Howard” - there are two of them)

19. This game has been credited with large weight loss among its participants, one person reporting a loss of 100 pounds. Originally released in 1998, it has 2000 machines in the United States, California being home to about one-quarter of them. Some of the skills required to succeed at the game include (*) “spins”, “crossovers”, “gallops”, and “freezes”, and some of its addicts would brag about “triple-A-ing Max 300 on Heavy”. For ten points, identify the Konami arcade game where you must step on a four-arrowed pad in synchronization with moving arrows on a screen.

Answer: Dance Dance Revolution

20. His father was a distinguished Hungarian and British polymath who specialized in chemistry. His citation came for developing “the method of infrared chemiluminescence... he has used this method to elucidate the detailed energy disposal during chemical reactions”, as part of a (*) three-way prize split for “the development of a new field of research in chemistry – reaction dynamics.” Currently a professor at the University of Toronto and Companion of the Order of Canada, for ten points, identify this Canadian scientist who shared a Nobel Prize with Dudley Herschbach and Yuan Tseh Lee for Chemistry in 1986.

Answer: John Charles Polanyi

21. Its criteria are unrestricted domain, non-imposition, non-dictatorship, monotonicity, and independence of irrelevant alternatives. Popularized in the book Social Choice and Individual Values, it stems from an original report entitled (*) “A Difficulty In The Concept of Social Welfare”. Formally expressed as the inability to design a social welfare function satisfying the election of a decision-making body of at least two members with at least three options to choose from, for ten points, name this postulate named for its creator, usually expressed as “No voting method is fair”.

Answer: Arrow's Impossibility Theorem or Arrow's Paradox

22. First played as an evening game by students at Columbia High School in Maplewood, New Jersey, its regulation games are played on a field that is 64 meters by 37 meters. University of Oregon student Henry Callahan (*) was one of its greatest ambassadors, and since 1979 a national tournament has been run by the UPA for it. For ten points, what's the name of the activity, best known for its “Spirit of the Game” where the objective is to score as many goals as possible by catching a flying disc in the endzone?

Answer: Ultimate Frisbee
23. This is the third 15-gonal number and is bracketed by twin primes. In the gospel of Matthew, it is the number of generations recorded between Abraham and Jesus Christ. It is the highest number of the six that are proliferated in the television show (*) Lost. In kilometers, it is the approximate length of a marathon race, as well as the sum of the number of pips or spots on a pair of dice. For ten points, give the number most commonly associated as Douglas Adams' answer to Life, The Universe, and Everything.

Answer: 42
Bonuses

1. Give the name of an organic molecule from its chemical formula for 15 points, or from a description for 5.

A: [15] C4H4N2.

[5] Found in nucleic acids, cytosine, thymine, and uracil are examples of this aromatic.

Answer: Pyrimidine (accept pyrazine or pyridazine on the 15-point clue)

B: [15] C4H10O, or C2H5OC2H5.

[5] It's most commonly used as a general anesthetic instead of chloroform, as well as a solvent.

Answer: Diethyl ether or ethoxyethane (accept butanol on the 15-point clue)

2. On a 30-20-10-5 point basis, name the song and artist or band from clues – all or nothing.

[30] Its music video was featured on the Windows 95 CD-ROM as an Easter egg.

[20] Said music video, which featured the band performing at the Arnold's Drive-In from the TV show Happy Days, won four MTV Video Music Awards in 1995.

[10] According to the lyrics, I look just like the title character, and you're Mary Tyler Moore.

[5] The song references a victim of “The Day The Music Died”. The band is known for more recent hits like “Beverly Hills”.

Answer: “Buddy Holly” by Weezer (Prompt if only one part is given.)

3. For ten points each, here are questions about cases that have gone to the Supreme Court of Canada that's not too far away from this university.

A: [10] This 1990 case against an Eckville, Alberta high school teacher upheld the Criminal Code provision prohibiting the promotion of hatred.

Answer: R v. Keegstra

B: [10] Egan v. Canada, a case that stemmed from the distribution of old age securities, effectively “read in” this into Section 15 of the charter.

Answer: Sexual orientation (accept similar)

C: [10] This leader of the Communist Party of Canada successfully filed a case against Canada's Attorney-General. The judges ruled that the requirement of political parties to nominate 50 candidates in a federal election should be struck down.

Answer: Miguel Figueroa

4. YTV goes pretty heavy on the animé. Given a plot summary of an animé that airs on the station, identify the show for ten points each.

A: [10] In this show, a loud, hyperactive teenage ninja who has a fox demon sealed in his body constantly seeks attention after eschewment by his peers.

Answer: Naruto
B: [10] This show features the adventures of animated versions of a female Japanese pop duo, depicted as a bubblegum pop star and a sarcastic punk rocker. The title would be shorter if it wasn't for Sean Combs.

Answer: Hi Hi Puffy AmiYumi
C: [10] A female junior high student falls through a well, goes back in time, and meets a half-human and half-dog creature in this show.

Answer: Inuyasha
5. For ten points each, identify these games and sports that only exist in fiction.

A: [10] Catching the Golden Snitch in this game earns you 150 points, and probably the win too if you've scored enough goals with the Quaffle.

Answer: Quidditch

B: [10] Don't challenge Sebulba to this sport whose venues include Tatooine, Malastare, and Oovo IV.

Answer: Podracing

C: [10] The players of this game move a dimpled ball inside a sphere of water, trying to score goals. Tidus and Wakka were particularly adept at it in Final Fantasy X.

Answer: Blitzball

6. Leslie Nielsen: undoubtedly a Canadian film legend. See how well you remember his movies, for ten points each.

A: [10] Looks like we picked the wrong week to mention this film where Nielsen says “And don't call me Shirley.”

Answer: Airplane!
B: [10] Nielsen plays the captain of an 81,000 ton passenger liner that is inverted thanks to a rogue tsunami wave in this 1972 film.

Answer: The Poseidon Adventure
C: [10] Nielsen's nearsighted in this 1997 flick. Need we say more?

Answer: Mr. Magoo
7. New Prime Minister Stephen Harper named his cabinet in February 2006. For five points each up to a maximum of thirty, name any six of the 26 members of Harper's cabinet, excluding Harper himself. You have 15 seconds.

Answer: Maple Story
B: [10] Inspired by Neal Stephenson's Snow Crash, you can create a fully customized avatar of any form in this virtual world, as well as dealing with the in-game Linden dollar currency.

Answer: Second Life
C: [10] You can be a troll warrior, a gnome mage, or anywhere in between as you explore Azeroth in this multiplayer game.

Answer: World of Warcraft
9. For ten points each, answer these questions about howlingly interesting experiences. Yes, this is a werewolf bonus.

A: [10] This mythical king of Arcadia insulted Zeus by sacrificing a human child to him. Zeus then gave him a good old-fashioned smiting, either killing him on the spot or turning him into a wolf.

Answer: Lycaon

B: [10] This saint was said to have made King Vereticus of Wales a very lupine character.

Answer: St. Patrick

C: [10] The Volsunga Saga in Norse mythology details the story of this sword-pulling hero who spent a period of time wearing cursed wolf skins. You can probably figure out what happened to him.

Answer: Siegmund

10. We're playing a game of sorts, so why shouldn't we ask you questions about games in game theory? Answer these questions for the stated number of points. 

A: [5] For five points, what two-player game with the option to cooperate with or betray the other player and no knowledge of the other player's decision was popularized on the game show Friend or Foe?

Answer: Prisoner's dilemma

B: [10] For ten points, in this game one player has the opportunity to offer a fraction of a given amount of money to another player. If the other player accepts, the split is made. If the player declines neither gets anything.

Answer: Ultimatum game

C: [15] For fifteen points, in this two-player game, each player receives one of three playing cards. Each player antes, has the opportunity to check or raise, and once both players agree on checking or raising the player with the highest card wins the pot.

Answer: Kuhn poker (prompt on “poker”, of course.)

11. We won a bronze in figure skating at the Olympics, but what do all those figure skating jumps mean? For ten points each, given a description of a figure skating jump, name which of the six major ones it is: the toe, loop, flip, axel, lutz, or salchow.

A: [10] It's the only figure skating jump where the skater takes off from a forward edge before landing on the opposite foot on the back outside edge. Because it involves an extra half rotation, a quadruple version of it has never been done.

Answer: Axel

B: [10] The skater takes off from the right outside edge as launched by the left pick, rotates counterclockwise, and lands on the right back outside edge. Kurt Browning performed it as a quadruple in 1988 – the first ever in competition.

Answer: Toe

C: [10] Assuming a counterclockwise jump, the skater takes off from the back outside edge of the left foot, launched by the right pick, and lands on the right back outside edge.

Answer: Lutz

12.
 It was parodied in Team America: World Police with the song “Everyone Has AIDS” - not too far from the truth. Answer the following about the musical Rent for ten points each.

A: [10] Rent was based upon this Puccini opera.

Answer: La Bohème
B: [10] This character, a former professor of computer age philosophy at New York University, is jumped by thugs early in the show and is only saved by the actions of transvestite Angel.

Answer: Tom Collins

C: [10] This character is recovering from heroin addiction, and lost his musical muse after his girlfriend slit her wrists when she found out he was HIV-positive.

Answer: Roger Davis

13. On a 5 for one, 10 for two, 20 for three, 30 for all four point basis, given two hole cards in Texas Hold'em poker, give the common slang term for that hand. All hands are unsuited.

A: Ace-king.

Answer: Big Slick or Machine Gun or Anna Kournikova

B: Ten-eight.

Answer: Rosary or Hail Mary (A rosary has 108 beads.)

C: Five-five.

Answer: Presto or Speed Limit or Nickels

D: Jack-four.

Answer: Flat Tire (“What's a jack for?”)

14. Identify these bones in the human body that played a key role in getting you here today, for the stated number of points.


A: [10] For ten points, it's the bone on your hand that most likely makes contact with the buzzer when you buzz in, regardless of what finger you use.


Answer: Distal phalanx or terminal phalanx


B: [10] For ten points, be thankful you have this to protect your brain: situated at the sides and base of the skull, this bone is made up of five separate parts on each side. It also shares its name with a part of the human brain.


Answer: Temporal bone (do not accept “cranium”)


C: [5, 10] Five for two, ten for all three: the pelvis is made up of these three bones which collectively fuse together and are sometimes called the ossa coxa or hip bone. Name them.


Answer: Ilium, pubis, ischium

15. For ten points each, answer these questions about the history of Italy. Pasta not included.


A: [10] This French satellite state established by Napoleon in 1797 included the former Duchies of Milan and Modena among other smaller states in Northern Italy.


Answer: Cisalpine Republic


B: [10, 5] Ten points for the exact year, five points for being up to two years off: in what year were the Lateran Pacts signed, establishing the sovereignty of the Vatican?


Answer: 1929 (five points for 1927, 1928, 1930, or 1931)



C: [10] Giuseppe Garibaldi led this army of volunteers to the coast of Sicily during the campaign  for Italian unification of 1860.


Answer: I Mille or the Thousand Redshirts

16. On a 5 for one, 10 for two, 20 for three, 30 for all four point basis, this is a chain bonus. The answer of one question is the topic of the next.

A: Matti Vanhanen is the prime minister of this European nation.

Answer: Finland

B: Finland is home to this symphonic metal band that expelled operatic vocalist Tarja Turunen after the end of their world tour in 2005.

Answer: Nightwish

C: Nightwish released a 1998 EP including the track “Sleeping Sun”, entitled “Four Ballads Of The” this – “this” being a celestial event that usually takes place about four to seven times a year.

Answer: Eclipse

D: The Eclipse is produced by this Japanese car company.

Answer: Mitsubishi

17. For ten points each, here are questions about a little pre-Confederation scuffle known as the Rebellion of 1837.

A: [10] This man was elected speaker of the Legislative Assembly in 1815. After a warrant was issued for his arrest due to his role in the Lower Canada Rebellion, he fled to the United States hoping to gain support.

Answer: Louis-Joseph Papineau

B: [10] He made the mistake of sending troops to quash the Lower Canada Rebellion, which opened the door for William Lyon Mackenzie's rebels to overthrow a Toronto armoury. He was eventually recalled by the British government.

Answer: Sir Francis Bond Head

C: [10] After Mackenzie's rebel force took over the armoury, an armed march down Yonge Street took place, beginning at this tavern.

Answer: Montgomery's Tavern

18. Here's a bonus that gives credit to the Glenn Goulds as opposed to the Leonard Cohens. For ten points each, here are questions about Canadian composers and their works.

A: [10] She died in 2000, after teaching at the University of British Columbia for over two decades and composing pieces like Canada Mosaic and Ballade “A Winter's Tale”.

Answer: Jean Coulthard

B: [10] The first winner of the Glenn Gould prize, was the founder of the World Soundscape Project and an advocate for acoustic ecology – he currently subsistence farms at his residence near Peterborough.

Answer: R. Murray Schafer

C: [10] For ten points, it was said that this patriotic tune may have been inspired by “March of the Priests” from Mozart's The Magic Flute.

[5] For five points, its melody was composed by Calixa Lavallée.

Answer: “O Canada”

19. For the stated number of points, given a song, name the other piece of music that it sampled. We don't need the artist – just the song title.


A: [5] For five points, “Ice Ice Baby” by Vanilla Ice.


Answer: “Under Pressure” (by Queen and David Bowie)


B: [10] For ten points, “Hung Up” by Madonna.


Answer: Gimme! Gimme! Gimme! (by ABBA)


C: [15] For fifteen points, “Changes” by 2Pac.


Answer: That's Just The Way It Is (by Bruce Hornsby and The Range)

20. Opa! Ancient Greek comedy, ten points per correct answer.


A: [10] The titular chorus in this lesser-known Aristophanes comedy promises not to defecate on the audience if they award the play first prize. How's that for peer pressure?


Answer: The Birds

B: [10] Socrates calls him the “Prince of Comedy” in a Plato work. His works include Marriage of Hebe to Hercules and Agrostinos.


Answer: Epicharmus of Kos


C: [10] His Dyskolos (which was adopted by Molière as The Misanthrope) - is the only example of New Comedy to have survived in its entirety.

Answer: Menander

21. These questions all have a common theme. Five points per word, I mean ten points per right answer.


A: [10] It's the catchphrase of a certain Geococcyx californianus immortalized in animation.


Answer: Beep beep! (The Road Runner, of course!)


B: [10] The name of this New South Wales city, population 57,000, comes from an Aborigine word that means “crow”.


Answer: Wagga Wagga


C: [10] This 80s British band's song “It's My Life” was covered by No Doubt in 2003.


Answer: Talk Talk

22. Nothing is better than afternoon sleaze. For 15 points each, identify the soap based on its characters.


A: [15] Alistair Crane, Tabitha Lenox, Martin Fitzgerald.


Answer: Passions

B: [15] Audrey Hardy, Emily Bowen-Quartermaine, Sonny Corinthos.


Answer: General Hospital
23. For ten points each, identify these banks that are listed as the top ten banking groups in the world as ranked by their total assets.


A: [10] This bank is #6 on the list with $892 billion and, as its name suggests, is based in Germany.


Answer: Deutsche Bank


B: [10] In 1997, this Dutch bank - #8 on the list – opened up a branchless bank in Canada in 1997 that you might have heard of, between their obsession with orange and desire to get you to “save your money”.


Answer: ING Group


C: [10] They are ranked #2 with over one trillion dollars in assets. You may have seen their numerous credit card commercials; well, their policy of consumer finance means it's just an attempt to lend to those with poor credit at high interest rates.


Answer: Citibank or Citigroup
