1. 
A form of Provençal during the Crusades. Sabir throughout the early and mediaeval Middle East. Hausa in Chad and Nigeria. Hindi in Northern India. (*) English in much of the world, after having displaced French post-Second World War. All of these serve the purpose of a language to communicate between speakers of different languages, called, for ten points, what name originally meaning "Frankish language"?

Answer: lingua franca
2. 
In the animé series Neon Genesis Evangelion, one was a 2-dimensional object with a 3-dimensional shadow and a Dirac sea inside it, and one was an octahedron. In more familiar lore, some kinds are known as Powers, (*) Principalities, and Thrones, and in an Edgar Allan Poe poem, the heartstrings of one are a lute. For ten points, Gabriel and Lucifer are famous examples of what kind of winged entity?

Answer: angels

3.
She likes her money where she can see it: right in her wardrobe. She rarely drives, but learned to use a stick shift in California, where she met Matthew McConaughey. She was once mugged for her (*) Manolo Blahniks, and joked that her gravestone will say "She had two great loves and lotsa shoes." For ten points, give the name of the Manhattan columnist who is the main character of Sex and the City.

Answer: Carrie Bradshaw (prompt on "Carrie")

4.
On graduating, she throws the Johnson's Dictionary she is furtively presented with out the carriage window. Her father was a drawing master at (*) Miss Pinkerton's school, while she learned French from her mother, who was said to have been on the stage. She refuses to accept her lot in life as a governess, using sexual allure and her prodigious intellect in order to penetrate society’s most exclusive circles. For ten points, name this main female character of William Thackeray's Vanity Fair.

Answer: Becky Sharp or Becky Crawley (accept either, but prompt on partial answers) 

5.
Despite Rick Mercer's conjecture, the name of this sport does not reflect how the players are found come spring thaw, but comes about because its equipment is very much stripped down to the essentials. (*) However, there is room for creativity - one of the top Canadian athletes in this sport designed his own spiked shoes. For ten points, Melissa Hollingsworth-Richards, Jeff Pain and Duff Gibson practice what safest of sliding sports, despite its rule of going down ice hills head first?

Answer: skeleton
6.
At the age of eleven, she was featured in Revlon's "Most Unforgettable Women of the World." As a model, this Russian-Serbian (*) was the face of L'Oreal; however, she is more famed as an actress, playing Joan of Arc, a virus-fighter, a superhuman being, and now a vampire. For ten points, name this female star of Resident Evil, The Fifth Element, and Ultraviolet.
Answer: Milla Jovovich
7.
In the background there are six naked young men, whose significance is obscure. The foreground shows a muscular young woman, which reveals that, like in most of his other works, the painter had to use a (*) male model. The young woman in pink and blue drapery is the Virgin Mary, who is taking the young Jesus from the orange-and-blue-clad Joseph. For ten points, name this painting on a round panel by Michelangelo.

Answer: the Doni Tondo
8. 
Originally, he was to write a textbook replacing Goursat's Traite d'analyse at the Ecole Normale Superieure. However, he was soon determined to completely rethink (*) mathematics, for which reason the most talented mathematicians of the ENS who were under 50 began to hold meetings three times a year to shout at each other's ideas. Due to his insistence on going from the general to the specific, it takes him a long time to define the number 1. However, most mathematicians today have read at least some of the work of, for ten points, this name taken as a pseudonym by a group including Jean Dieudonné, J.P. Serre and Andre Weil.

Answer: Nicolas Bourbaki
9.
He failed grade nine three times before dropping out of high school, and once tried to kill himself using Tylenol. Both a former classmate and his mother tried to sue him for libel (*) for his portrayals of them in his rap songs. Despite his very violent description of his wife Kim, he remarried her in January 2006. For ten points, what Oscar-winning rapper, with such hits as “Mockingbird”, is often called Slim Shady?

Answer: Eminem or Marshall Mathers (prompt on "Slim Shady" before it is mentioned)

Legends about him say that a star appeared near Mars at his conception, and that he forged thirteen metal bars and refused to be paid 10 rubles per bar when all ordinary smiths got paid three kopeks. Better confirmed is that he preferred a one-wheeled cart to a coach, and learned the (*) shipbuilding craft in Holland while trying to travel incognito, and caught the urinary infection leading to his death while saving shipwrecked sailors. For ten points, name this giant who was the first Emperor of Russia.

Answer: Peter the Great or Peter I or Pyotr Pervyi or Pyotr Velikii 

11.
Two songs with this title differ in spelling by only one letter. The first is a traditional folk song of Liverpool, and tells the tale of a prostitute who robs a sailor. The second is a more modern-day composition, (*) and is sung from the perspective of a schoolboy who has an affair with a (presumably much older) prostitute. The first appeared on Let it Be, the second on Every Picture Tells a Story. For ten points, name this song, whose two versions have been recorded by The Beatles and Rod Stewart.

Answer: “Maggie Mae” or “Maggie May” 

12.
His horse, blacker than a hole, allegedly testified against him and signed a confession to the witch smeller pursuivant with a bloody hoofprint. He is the Duke of Edinburgh, although in real life there is no such English title in that historical period. (*) In later incarnations, he woos Queen Elizabeth I, is butler to a strangely svelte Prince Regent, and turns from a bumbler to a wisecracker while going lower in rank. For ten points, name this hero of a British comedy series who is portrayed by Rowan Atkinson.

Answer: Edmund Blackadder
13.
Haley Castle, a building housing this post-secondary institution, has appeared in the films X-Men and X-Men 2.  Constructed by James Dunsmuir, (*) the site of this institution once housed a military college.  Now a national historic site, FTP, name this primarily professional and graduate school located near Victoria, British Columbia.

Answer: Royal Roads University (prompt on “Royal Roads”; do not accept “Royal Roads Military College”)

14.
Originally named by Othniel Charles Marsh in 1877, this dinosaur reached up to 12 metres in length and weighed over 5,000 kilograms. The term describing the four long spikes on its tail started as a joke in a Gary Larson cartoon, (*) but “thagomizer” has since been made the official term to identify the part. Related to other armoured dinosaurs, such as the ankylosaurus, for ten points, name this dinosaur whose name translates to “plated lizard”.

Answer: Stegosaurus
15.
It was first hypothesized by astrophysicist Fritz Zwicky in 1933.  He studied the motion of the Coma Cluster of galaxies, and determined that there was an extremely large amount of (*) mass unaccounted for. If it exists, it is estimated to compose about 23 % of the universe. It does not emit or reflect enough electromagnetic radiation to be detected directly, but its presence can be inferred from gravitational effects visible on stars. For ten points, name these hypothetical matter particles.

Answer: dark matter (prompt on “dark energy”)

16.
At baptism, his name was spelled with an “E” and one “M,” though he would later change this.  Spending close to his entire life in Königsberg, (*) his first philosophical publication was Thoughts on the True Estimation of Living Forces published in 1749. He would later become synonymous with transcendental idealism and the categorical imperative. For ten points, name this author of the Critique of Pure Reason. 

Answer: Immanuel Kant
17.
After growing up in Perth, Australia, his youth was characterized by short prison stints and a brief time in the Australian Army.  He met his future bandmates Angus and Malcolm (*) Young while working as a chauffeur in Adelaide.  The lead singer on the albums T.N.T. and Dirty Deeds Done Dirt Cheap, for ten points, name this member of AC/DC whose 1980 cause of death was listed as “acute alcohol poisoning and death by misadventure.”

Answer: Ronald Belford “Bon” Scott
18.
She attended Meadow Crest Preschool and Frasier Street Elementary School.  The youngest daughter of Danny, (*) she was just 4 months old when the ABC sitcom she appeared on began and seven when it ended.  She appears ambidexterous because the two girls who jointly portrayed her write with opposite hands. For ten points, name this fictional character, played by Mary-Kate and Ashley Olsen on Full House.

Answer: Michelle Tanner (prompt on “Tanner”)

19.
He received some military training in France in 1787, yet that nation would later become one of his greatest enemies.  On the Indian subcontinent, he helped defeat Tipu Sultan at (*) Mysore as well as Dhundia Wagh and the Marathras.  As Prime Minister, Catholic emancipation was passed, but he is still probably best remembered for, for ten points, his 1815 defeat of Napoleon at Waterloo.

Answer: 1st Duke of Wellington (also accept Arthur Wellesley)

20.
This athlete was quite injury-ridden; he broke his nose six times over his career, and had over 400 stitches. His family is a hockey powerhouse; his son Dan has played for the Nordiques, the Canadiens, and the Winnipeg Jets, and his grandson Blake is set to play for the University of Wisconsin. (*) His death occurred exactly 10 years after the Forum closed, and exactly 69 years after his father-in-law’s funeral, making March 11, 2006 a particularly painful day for Habs fans. For ten points, name this former right winger whose nickname evokes the sound of a slapshot.

For having a budget of only $6.5 million, this film has a significant number mberof nnt g  of only 6961.  r at the age of 75.  Credited with int
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of major Hollywood actors, including Sandra Bullock, Don Cheadle, (*) Brendan Fraser, and Terrence Howard.  Directed by Canadian Paul Haggis, this movie shares the same name of another Canadian-directed film from 1996.  A scene of particular irony involves the character played by Ludacris explaining his dislike of rap music.  For ten points, name this 2006 Oscar winner for best original screenplay, best sound editing, and best picture.

The opera based on this play premiered in Dresden on December 9, 1905.  The Richard Strauss (*) opera has become part of standard opera repertoire, while the Oscar Wilde play it is taken from was banned in Britain until 1931.  For ten points, name this work in which the title character requests the head of John the Baptist on a silver plate as a reward for dancing the Dance of the Seven Veils.

Answer: Salome
23. Constance Garnett’s translation of this novel was the one that first introduced it to the English-speaking public; however, her title is somewhat inaccurate, as the original Russian title refers to the agents, as opposed to the patients, (*) of possession. It is a combination of two novels that the author was working on: a commentary on an 1869 People’s Vengeance revolutionary group murder, and a religious work featuring an amoral, semi-vampirical protagonist named Stavrogin. Also featuring Verkhovensky, Shatov, and Tikhon, for ten points, name this 1872 Fyodor Dostoevsky work.

Answer: The Devils (also accept Demons or The Possessed, as these are other translations.)

Among the people you may meet are a depressed elf enchanter named Xan, who repeats “Our quest is vain,” a cleric named Branwen who had been turned to stone, (*) Drizzt Do’Urden and Elminster. You start out in the library town of Candlekeep as ward of Gorion, who gets killed when you are both ambushed at the beginning of the game. For ten points, name this role-playing fantasy computer game from Advanced Dungeons and Dragons Forgotten Realms. 

Answer: Baldur’s Gate (do not accept “Baldur’s Gate II” or an answer with any words following “Gate”)
