Here are 40 something tossups and 20 something bonuses that weren’t good enough to go in the other rounds.
1) The enemies in it could be made to not fire if the player destroyed all but the bottom-left two enemies on the first screen and waited approximately 15 minutes. Its innovations included being one of the first games to have a power-up, the double ship, which could be obtained by being beamed up and then destroying the namesake villains. It also was one of the first games with a bonus round, called the Challenging Stage. FTP, name this 1981 coin-op, re-released in the arcades in 2001 with Ms. Pacman, the follow up to Galaxian.
ANSWER: Galaga
2) It was capable of an impressive 40 hours of battery life on 2 AA batteries, and could display up to 20 colors at a time. Its most critically acclaimed exclusive, a card game featuring a battle between the system’s creators and Capcom, will see a sequel on the DS later this year. It was possible to link the system to a Dreamcast for use in games such as Gundam and King of Fighters, and until recently it was the only handheld with a Metal Slug game. FTP, identify this handheld analog to a popular arcade platform, released in North America in 1999 by SNK.
ANSWER: Neo Geo Pocket Color
3) In Liberty’s Crusade it is revealed that he had a psionically gifted daughter who was killed in a Confederate training camp. The N64 mission Resurrection IV reveals that he was still working with Artanis, despite going separate ways with Zeratul in his game’s epilogue. He has the distinction of being the only hero unit available as three different unit types, a Marine, a Battle Cruiser, and a Vulture. FTP, identify this protagonist of the Terran Campaign who let the Zerg overwhelm and infest Kerrigan in Starcraft.
ANSWER: Jim Raynor
4) The plot is an alternate take on historical events, with the Crusades being fought in order to fight off demons. With the advance of modern technology and the decline of the Knights Templar, knowledge of fighting these demons has been lost and it is only in the freemason-built underground of the city that humans are safe. FTP, identify this massively multiplayer RPG and FPS hybrid currently being developed by Bill Roper headed Flagship Studios, the spiritual successor to Diablo that is set in an apocalyptic future version of an English city. 
ANSWER: Hellgate London
5) In 2001 he founded G.A.N.G., the Game Audio Network Guild, which came seven years after he founded his namesake studio. With composer Jack Wall, he created the Video Games Live concert series. He claims that he is only a casual gamer himself, and he has drawn criticism for giving Super Smash Brothers Melee a 2 out of 10. FTP, identify this composer of Advent Rising and Earthworm Jim, and a host of the G4 shows Judgment Day and The Electric Playground.
ANSWER: Tommy Talirico
6) A Japanese only expansion of the game, subtitled Zombie Panic, was released in 2004. The PC port added online play, while the console version added an original mode with powerups and collectable coins based on speed and accuracy. The hilarious cutscenes see the main characters wearing Dreamcasts on their backs that power the weapon they are holding in their hands. FTP, identify this variant of House of the Dead 2 where the players defeat zombies using a namesake method.
ANSWER: The Typing of the Dead
7) He started as an assistant director on the game Penguin Adventure, and would go on to develop other MSX games such as Lost Warld. His idea to get gamers to go outside into the real world led him to create the sunlight dependent game Boktai for the Gameboy Advance. His decision to play a lesser role in the fourth game in his most well known series led to a number death threats. FTP, identify this game designer of a namesake productions studio, most famous establishing the stealth genre with his Metal Gear series.
ANSWER: Hideo Kojima
8) Its readers’ picks for the best videogames of all time saw the top 9 games being RPGs, with Final Fantasy X coming in first place. There are currently five incarnations of it, PS; DS, Cube and Advance; Xbox; Wave DVD which contains a DVD of videogame footage; and the most popular variety, Weekly. Its reviews are notoriously tough, with only six games receiving a perfect 40 score, the most recent of which being Nintendogs and Final Fantasy XII. FTP, identify this most popular Japanese videogame magazine. 
ANSWER: Famitsu (also accept Weekly Famitsu before said)

9) Critics claim that it sets optical drives to PIO mode, which very much slows down CD Burning speeds, and that it leaves a user’s system open to viruses since it allows user processes to operate at the system level. It prevents most CD Drive emulation software from working, and is said to operate by measuring the physical angle of sectors of the game disc. This heavy criticism led Ubisoft to abandon its use in their games earlier this year. FTP, identify this Russian software company notorious for their stringent copy protection programs used in PC games.
ANSWER: Starforce
10) It was developed by The Behemoth, a development company formed by sprite artist Dan Paladin and Newgrounds owner Tom Fulp. The one level prototype would get its start on that site, before being completely recoded into a sixteen stage side-scrolling game similar to Metal Slug. The gender neutral main character must fight enemies such as the FBI, the Soviets, and Area 51 Soldiers, and can vehicles such as his UFO. FTP, identify this independent game brought to the consoles in 2004, starring a namesake yellow bipedal extra terrestrial.
ANSWER: Alien Hominid
21) It changes the timeframe that the story is set in from 200X to 20XX, and also adds an introductory level before the level selection screen. In the New Style mode, the levels are changed to account for the wider viewing area of the game, although it is still possible to play the game with classic levels and music. Regardless of the mode, the graphics have been altered to the chibi, super-deformed style. Players have the ability to go online to download item packs, and to share user created levels in, FTP, this 2006 remake of the original adventures of the Blue Bomber, a game for the PSP.
ANSWER: Mega Man: Powered Up (also accept Rockman Rockman)

12) Blunders they’ve been responsible include the Street Fighter II clone, Fighter’s History, and the Ronnie Reagan saving game, Bad Dudes vs. Dragon Ninja,. They purchased Stern Pinball in 1985, going on to produce licensed tables such as Robocop and Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles before selling the division to Sega amidst financial troubles in the late 1990s. More respectable games include the anti-dinosaur platformer, Joe & Mac, and the fast food simulation, Burger Time. FTP, identify this Japanese developer that folded in 2003, whose name comes from their overseas location.
ANSWER: Data East Corporation (also accept DECO)

13) Upgrades in the categories of straight-line auto, blast-cannon, and spread-fire weapons come every 10,000 points, and are used to destroy enemies such as snakes, purple pinwheels, and blue jacks. The original game, developed by Stephen “Cakey” Cakebread, was included as a minigame in Project Gotham Racing 2, while an expanded version was included in both the sequel and in standalone form. FTP, identify this most downloaded Xbox Live Arcade game, subtitled Retro Evolved.
ANSWER: Geometry Wars Retro Evolved

14) On the USA Network, a clip showing many of these in a boardroom was often used to fill time. An unemployed ice cream man managed to avoid one of these 35 consecutive times in 1984. Peter Tomarken would often read a viewer submitted poem about one of these creatures at the end of the show. The remade version now wears a green mask and a cape, and has a dollar sign on its stomach. FTP, identify this fictional character that steals contestant’s money on Press Your Luck, and is the namesake of the remade version of the show.
ANSWER: Whammy
15) He famously made allegations that The Amazing Race was fixed after season seven winners Uchenna and Joyce were given permission to board a flight, resulting in their victory. His marriage in the Bahamas was documented on a CBS special three years after he appeared on Survivor: Marquesas. Born in Canton, Massachusetts, this is, FTP, what runner up of Survivor All Stars who proposed to million dollar winner Amber Brkich during the live finale.
ANSWER: Boston Rob Mariano (accept either underlined part)

16) Walmart played a prominent role in this series, presumably using its sponsorship to improve the company’s image with younger viewers. Sparks began to fly when a love triangle between Melissa, Max, and Alyssa developed in the fifth episode. The show was filmed at the University of Southern California, and contestants had to perform tasks such as convincing as many people as possible to come to a school volleyball game. FTP, identify this 2005 ABC reality show that sought to find the best student possible to grant full tuition to the university of that student’s choice.
ANSWER: The Scholar
17) He was sued in 2005 by a producer of 8 Simple Rules who alleged that a patient he sent to this man had been injured on a treadmill at one of his training facilities. His methods, which come from personal observation, are considered cruel by many trainers since he advocates pulling subjects off the ground by the leash and places emphasis on establishing dominance. FTP, identify this host of a namesake National Geographic Channel series, most famous for being the only person who could tame Cartman on a recent episode of South Park.
ANSWER: The Dog Whisperer (also accept Cesar Millan)

18) Filmmakers Matt O’Neil and Jon Alpert intentionally took a fly on the wall approach in order to avoid making a political statement about their subject matter. Those filmmakers said that one of the most important things that their subjects told them was to film their faces to make their suffering personal to people back home. The military has gone so far as to put out a warning to those watching the show that it may cause post-traumatic stress disorder symptoms. FTP, identify this HBO documentary that shows the daily life of doctors in a hospital in Iraq.
ANSWER: Baghdad E.R.
19) Controversy surrounded the third season when Eve and Jen were sent home for possessing illegal substances, and that season is the only one not to be re-aired. The title substance doesn’t come from a jar, instead it comes from who you are and is about real kids making friends and having fun. Sexes were segregated into Grove and Hill cabins during the first season, and camp sites have included Waziyatah and Highlander. FTP, name this Disney Channel reality show about the experience of kids at summer camp.
ANSWER: Bug Juice
20) He recounted his experience moving from England to America in the book JUMP IN! (Even If You Don’t Know How to Swim). One of his early projects was Eco-Challenge: The Expedition Race, while upcoming projects include a collaboration with Stephen Spielberg called On the Lot where contestants vie for a development deal at Dreamworks. His less successful shows include The Casino and The Restaurant, but, FTP, this reality TV mastermind found great success with creating The Apprentice and Survivor.
ANSWER: Mark Burnett
21) Ever heard of birth control? Was he a difficult pregnancy? What is adult novelty? This is not Let’s Make A Deal, and I’m not Monty Hall. The Jewish people have a wonderful word… chutzpah. Put a period on it and move on. You are one French Fry short of a Happy Meal. Don’t pee on my leg and tell me it’s raining. Do I have stupid written over my forehead? I’m the boss, applesauce. FTP, these are all quotes of what syndicated TV judge?
ANSWER: Judge Judy (also accept Judith Sheindlin)

22) Yoji is the lead singer of a punk rock band, and started off as an apprentice to the other members of the organization before he started to take paying customers. Chris Nuñez got his start as a graffiti artist, and he sports the names both of his dead parents on his body to show respect. Ami James got a dragon as his first professional tattoo in Israel at 15, and by 20 he started making his own. FTP, these people are all stars of this TLC show that records the day to day business operations of a namesake South Beach tattoo parlor.
ANSWER: Miami Ink
23) The creator came up with the concept after he saw the show on Dutch television and changed the title. Secrets captured by the confessional camera include that the mother’s hair is not really blue. To spice up the ratings, Squiggy from Laverne & Shirley was brought in, equipped with a tazer, and the house was thrown in the river. The son uses a telegraph to send a prank message to a bartender requesting “Haywood Youcuddleme”. FTP, identify this reality television program that the Simpsons sign up for, that takes place six years before McKinley was assassinated.
ANSWER: 1895 Challenge (Note: This allows Homer to still save McKinley, but he’s too late to save Lincoln and too early to save Kennedy. But, as he points out to Barney, it’s not a time machine).

24) It used multiple classical music themes, including Wagner’s Ride of the Valkyries to run over the credits. The show would frequently run themes where its hosts would dress up in various costumes, and it also ran episodes welcoming back memorable losers. The quality of the show was markedly affected by a switch in hosts to South Park writer Nancy Pimental in 2001, prompting the producers to return to the more familiar Sal Iacono, cousin of the original cohost, Jimmy Kimmel. FTP, identify this Comedy Central game show where contestants could win up to $5,000 of the host’s salary.
ANSWER: Win Ben Stein’s Money
25) The series developed from a 2003 episode of “Take This Job” and the first episode, “Meet the Champions”, established key themes like a prison sentence changing the main character’s life. The title character married his wife last May after producing twelve children with his wife Beth who is an ex-convict. Notable captures have included a middle school teacher who claimed he would not hesitate to use his two firearms to defend himself. FTP, identify this A&E program that focuses on the exploits of Duane Chapman, a bounty hunter in Honolulu.
ANSWER: Dog The Bounty Hunter

26) His work at a news station helped him write Satellite Down, while his time as a high school journalism teacher and college literary magazine advisor led to his Rat Saw God. That book lent its title to a second season episode of his current show in which Abel Koontz makes a dying wish to see his daughter. After writing for Space Ghost and Dawson’s Creek, he created the Jeremy Piven show Cupid. FTP, name this creator of Veronica Mars who shares his name with the lead singer of Matchbox 20.
ANSWER: Rob Thomas 

27) Give a clue about the Mile High Club at the end. 8. Emma is in love with First Officer John Bryson. KC slept with Marco’s dad. Both Poppy and Will are in love with Marco, but he is still in love with Janis, the purser who is herself in love with Captain Croker. And that’s all in the first season, before a merger with Goldstar brought in new employees like Captain Dan Peterson, who is having an affair with the married Rachel, a stewardess. FTP, all this sexually-charged action occurs on the flights of Fresh Airlines in what BBC series.
ANSWER: Mile High
28) His original name was Alden Brown, and first appeared in “gay for pay” films as Matt Ramsey, playing both top and bottom roles. His 1994 book, Penetrating Insights, is meant as a guide to meet and date beautiful women. He has directed over 70 films, including his Anal Addicts series. A Canadian porn star mostly known for his facials and ability to produce copious amounts of ejaculate, about 8-10 spurts per climax, identify, FTP, this man whose large member is referred to in the industry as “the North Pole.”
ANSWER: Peter North
29) Created in 1975, its ISSN number is 0279-3733, and it originally only featured softcore photos of models in various states of undress. This changed in the 1990s when other magazines such as Genre, MetroSource and Out started competing with it as lifestyle and political publications. First published in California and now featuring content such as “Cum Lords: Hottest Young Whores from the Sleaziest Parts of the World”, name, FTP, this gay magazine mentioned in Cyndi Lauper’s “She Bop.”
ANSWER: Blueboy
30) Most often heard of as a joke or urban legend, it has recently made its appearance in the porn industry, the first commercial recording of which is most likely in a scene from 2004’s Guttermouths 30 in which Alex Sanders performs it with Gia Paloma. In 2005, JM Productions came out with a movie titled it, featuring the move extensively. The practice of striking one’s partner in the back of the head while performing anal sex, name, FTP, this act which allegedly causes the afflicted to pass out, thus tightening the orifice.
ANSWER: Donkey Punch

31) This work's narrator finds a series of maps that support Wegener's theory of continental drift, and discovers the history of an ancient civilization, which fought a race of cosmic octopi as well as the Mi-Go. That civilization, the Old Ones, were then destroyed by subway-sized creatures called shoggoths, whose presence causes Danforth to insanely shout "Tekeli-li!" at this story's end. It begins by recounting Miskatonic University's expedition to the Antarctic, which results in the discovery of a "Cyclopean city" inside the title landforms, described as being larger than the Himalayas. FTP, identify this seminal short story by H. P. Lovecraft. 
ANSWER: At The Mountains of Madness

32) Originally from Porto Alegre in the state of Rio Grande do Sul, his first nickname was “Gaucho” because of his birthplace. He began his career at Grêmio under famed coach end power Luiz Felipe Scolari, whom he would later play for in the 2002 World Cup. His nightlife activities and holidays set off a conflict with his first European club, Paris Saint-Germain, and he left after the 2003 season, becoming an international superstar with his current club, FC Barcelona. FTP, name this famed Brazilian soccer star, FIFA World Player of the Year in 2004 and 2005.
ANSWER: Ronaldo de Assis Moreira or Ronaldinho
33) Paul Hines in 1878. Hugh Duffy in 1894. Chuck Klein in 1933. Nap Lajoie in 1901. Ty Cobb in 1909. The first player to do it twice was Roger Hornsby in 1922 and 1925. The last person to do it in the National League was Joe Medwick in 1937. The last one to do it in the entire Major League was Mickey Mantle in 1956, being only the fifth to do so. Name this feat achieved by players such as Lou Gehrig, Ted Williams, and Frank Robinson where you lead the league in batting average, home runs, and RBIs, last being achieved by Carl Yastrzemski in 1967 in the American League. 
ANSWER: triple crown (accept home run leader until Roger Hornsby) 

34) Although known as an all-around athlete, he only played one year of high school basketball and was an avid chess player. His 1320 SAT score assisted him in enrolling in the U.S. Naval Academy, where after graduation he was allowed to leave after two years. This allowed to play in the NBA in 1989, two years after being drafted by the San Antonio Spurs. He was a member of three Olympic teams, earning a bronze and two golds, and was named the NBA’s MVP in 1995. Name this players who along with Tim Duncan won two championships with the Spurs until retiring in 2003. 
ANSWER: David Robinson 

35) “"I've said it 10,000 times, the best way for me to improve is to play. All the work in practice and individual workouts can only help me so much." Despite his comment, he was given the nickname “The Human Victory Cigar” after barely playing during his team’s championship run. In 2006, he joined the Serbia and Montenegro national team, which won the FIBA Championship that year. Earlier that February, he was traded to the Orlando Magic, who sent a first round pick and Kelvin Cato to the Detroit Pistons. FTP, name this 2nd overall pick in the 2003 NBA Draft. 
ANSWER: Darko Milicic 

36) He causes a green car to have an accident before awkwardly dancing inside a circle of gyrating women in a commercial for Gebco Insurance. After attending St. Albans in Washington, DC, he became a three-and-a-half-year starter for UCLA, where he finished second in the voting for the Lombardi Award and won the Outland Trophy as a senior. The fourth overall pick in the 1996 NFL draft, he still anchors the offensive line for the team that originally drafted him, and currently plays next to center Mike Flynn and left guard Edwin Mulitalo. FTP, identify this nine time Pro Bowl left tackle of the Baltimore Ravens. 
ANSWER: Jonathan Ogden 

37) Elmer Smith was the first player to do this during the World Series, while in 1970, Dave McNally became the only pitcher to achieve one during a World Series. Paul Konerko is the most recent person to do this in a World Series, while during the 2006 season, Adam Dunn did this to complete a 9-run ninth inning comeback over the Indians. Jim Palmer never allowed one, while players who have done this twice in one game include Jim Gentile, Bill Mueller, and Fernando Tatis, the only player to hit two of them in one inning. Manny Ramirez is the active leader with 20, and needs 3 more to catch the lifetime record, currently held by Lou Gehrig. FTP, name this type of home run which occurs with the bases loaded. 
ANSWER: grand slams 

38) The team was originally known as the Staleys until 1922. One member of this team from 1939 to 1950 was a Jewish star at Columbia whose success in the 1940 championship popularized the T-formation. In 2004, its original starting quarterback passed for 413 yards over 3 inept games, living up to his nickname “Medicine Woman.” More recent quarterbacks of this team include a 2005 fourth-round draft pick from Purdue and Brian Griese, who are both currently backups to a controversial 2003 first-round draft pick from Florida. FTP, quarterbacks Sid Luckman, Jonathan Quinn, Kyle Orton, and Rex Grossman have all played for what NFC Champion set to play the Indianapolis Colts in this year's Super Bowl? 
ANSWER: Chicago Bears (accept either) 

39) Among his pop culture appearances include being in the Adam Sandler film “The Longest Yard” and on the Spike TV show “Pros vs. Joes.” He was the 1985 Cotton Bowl MVP as a member of the Boston College Golden Eagles, and was drafted in the third round by the San Francisco 49ers in 1988. In his 16 years in the NFL, he played for four teams and five Super Bowls. He was one of four Oakland Raiders to test positive for THG Steroids in 2003, and has been linked to the book Game of Shadows. Known for his antics including punching Marcus Williams and breaking his eye socket and hitting Byran Cox in the crotch with a football, name this 4-time Super Bowl winning linebacker. ANSWER: Bill Romanowski 

40) As a player, he graduated as an All-American linebacker from Penn State before winning Super Bowls with each of his four pro teams -- the Raiders, the Redskins and the 49ers. However, his infamy has come not from the hard hits he delivered to other players, but to his own team as end power team president. His draft picks since 2002 have included Shaun Cody, Mike Williams, Ernie Sims, Kevin Jones, Charles Rogers and, perhaps most depressingly, Joey Harrington. FTP, name this president of the Detroit Lions, who received a five year extension after the 2005 season despite his team’s 21-58 record from 2001 to 2005 under his guidance.

41) This franchise made precisely one playoff appearance from 1933 to 1972, a divisional playoff loss in 1947 to the Philadelphia Eagles. Despite such Hall of Fame alumni as Byron White, Johnny “Blood” McNalley, Bobby Layne, and Mike Webster, it was not until Hall of Fame coach end power Chuck Noll took over that the team reached the championship game. The team won four Super Bowls under Noll from 1974 to 1979, led by such Hall-of-Famers as Jack Lambert, Franco Harris and Terry Bradshaw. FTP, name this former woe-be-gone franchise, proud winners of last year’s Super Bowl. 
ANSWER: The Pittsburgh Steelers 

42) The only losing record during his career came with the Tri-Cities Blackhawks in 1949, where his team went 28-29. He drafted the first black player in NBA history, Chuck Cooper, and as a general manager hired the first black coach. He orchestrated some of the most legendary moves in basketball history, including trading Ed Macauley and Cliff Hagan for the draft rights to Bill Russell and drafting Larry Bird a year before he was eligible. FTP, name this former coach and team president of the Boston Celtics, famous for his victory cigar and 16 championship rings as a coach and executive. 
(needs editing) Answer: Arnold Jacob “Red” Auerbach 

43) With its first-ever draft pick in 1993, this franchise selected Paul Kariya, a wing who would lead them to within a game of the Stanley Cup title in 2003. Kariya would team with Steve Rucchin and “The Finnish Flash,” end power Teemu Selanne to make one of the deadliest lines in the NHL in the late 1990s. Broadcom co-founder Henry Samueli bought the team in 2005 for a reported $75 million while pledging to keep the franchise in its current city. FTP, name this franchise formerly owned by The Disney Company, which recently deleted part of their name. 
ANSWER: The Anaheim Ducks (Accept Mighty Ducks prior to “which recently”) 

44) He was drafted fifth overall in the 1990 draft by the Pittsburgh Penguins, a team he helped to Stanley cup titles in 1991 and 1992. He won five consecutive league scoring titles from the 1997-98 season to the 2000-01 season and led the end power Czech Republic to the gold medal in the 1998 Nagano Winter Olympics. In 2005, he became one of only 18 players in history, along with countryman Jiri Slegr, to win an Olympic gold medal, the Stanley cup and the World Hockey Championship. FTP, name this New York Rangers captain, who scored his 600th career NHL goal on November 19. 
(needs editing) Answer: Jaromir Jagr 

1) FTPE, Name these classes from Dungeons & Dragons from description:

[10] Name this comedian and actor who played a Proust scholar in Little Miss Sunshine and weatherman Brick Tamland in Anchorman. 
Answer: Steve Carell 
[10] In 2005, Steve Carell's first starring role was electronics employee Andy Stitzer in this movie, which featured a memorable chest-waxing scene. 
Answer: The 40-Year Old Virgin 
[10] In The 40-Year Old Virgin, Carell's co-workers learn that he is a virgin after Carell compares a woman's breast to this object. 
Answer: a bag of sand
