Round 4 – Oh Captain, My Captain

Packet by Brittany Clark et al.

Theme: All of the answers in this packet will relate to captains, although answers do not necessarily all contain the word “captain”.

TOSSUPS:

1) One of their novelty bonus tracks talks about a man whose "beard is long and red" and "who asks us all the questions", "The Captain", while dead reindeer carcasses are shown in a video for a charity single, "Don't Shoot Me Santa".  The song "It's Only Natural" was originally planned to appear on their album Make You Feel Dirty with "Uncle Johnny Did Cocaine" and other tracks, but that song was reworked to "Bones" and the album to Sam's Town.  One of their most popular songs contains the lyric "they say the Devil's water it aint' so sweet / you don't have to drink right now", while another mentions how "Now I'm falling asleep / and she's calling a cab" and laments "It started out with a kiss".  FTP, identify this band led by Brandon Flowers who created the songs "When You Were Young", "Mr. Brightside" and "Somebody Told Me".
ANSWER: The Killers
 

2) At one point in this film, Joss Ackland's character misrepresents the contents of a letter written by a captain at the center of this film.  That captain's motivation in the novel from which this film derives deals with enacting revenge for the death of his wife, who died at the hands of a drunk doctor later pardoned by the state.  That same captain tells a character sent by Jeffrey Pelt to be careful because "some things in here don't react well to bullets".  Other captains in this film include Sam Neil's character, Vasily Borodin, and Daniel Davis's Charlie Davenport who captains the USS Enterprise.  The title object is powered by a caterpillar drive, and this film also stars James Earl Jones as a CIA Vice-Admiral.  Featuring Sean Connery as Captain Marko Ramius, FTP, identify this film also starring Alec Baldwin as Jack Ryan, whose plot concerns the search for a namesake rogue Russian sub.
ANSWER: The Hunt for Red October
  

3) One man who dies in the employ of this organization was a captain in the Green Berets during Desert Storm, where the death of the rest of his squad would later result in his own death after he declared “I can't let this animal live.”  Another was re-introduced after having found information on Operation Nightfall in Season 1, and is killed by Zhou due to his love for Nadia.  In addition to Eric Balfour's Milo Pressman, other employees of this institution include Carlo Rotta's Morris, who is kidnapped by Fayed, and Louis Lombardi's Edgar Stiles, who dies when nerve gas is released here.  Including such agents as Bill Buchanan, Nina Meyers, Michelle Dessler, and Tony Almeida, its laughable security has been compromised approximately every season by various extremist groups.  FTP, identify this Los Angeles-based institution, most famous for employing free-torturing, terrorist-killing Jack Bauer on 24. 

ANSWER: Counter Terrorist Unit – Los Angeles


4) A handball team of this name won 62 championships under legendary coach Valero Rivera. This club won four league championships in the 1950s led by Hungarian striker Ladislao Kubala, and might have had even greater success had they managed to consummate a deal for Argentinian forward Alfredo di Stefano, who signed with their archrivals instead. Their other club legends include Dutch midfielder Johan Cruyff, who would later manage the team to 11 trophies in the early '90s, local hero Pep Guardiola, who will take over managerial duties from Frank Rijkaard in July 2008, and current star forward Leo Messi, who led them to the 2006 Champions League title. FTP, name this club, whose supporters commonly attribute the loss of Di Stefano to the political machinations of dictator and Real Madrid fan Francisco Franco, based in the capital of Catalunya.
ANSWER: F(utbol) C(lub) Barcelona (or FC Barca)

 

5) If the player presses down on the D-Pad, this character will become invincible, be carried around and his ship will start to set off fireworks.  Among the enemies he encounters are the blob-like Goolix, as well as the Spotty Bulbear in the Distant Spring.  In his Journal, he admits that the UV Lamp he retrieved has little to do with his mission, but is great for tanning.  He names his colorful companions who follow him after a brand of carrots on his home world and in the second game his partner, who loses a shipment of those carrots to an alleged “ravenous space bunny”, is named Louie.  His Final Smash in Brawl is called End of Day. About the size of a quarter and the captain of the S.S. Dolphin, FTP, identify this astronaut, who is the main character of the Pikmin games.
ANSWER: Captain Olimar
6) He names a series of annual awards given in categories like "Worst Betrayal of Global Public Trust", winners who in 2008 included the European Union’s Transcontainer Project.  Actors to play him include Hugh Keays-Byrne in the film Ginger Meggs and Hans Conried in a 1953 adaptation of the story he appears in.  The Shel Silverstein poem about this figure from Where the Sidewalk Ends warns that this character must remember not to scratch his nose and the narrator of that poem most wishes he's not this person.  In the Shrek franchise, this character is voiced by Tom Waits and sings "Little Drop of Poison" in the second film and plays the piano and attempts to capture Shrek and company on Merlin's Island in the third.  Tim Potter plays him in a 2004 movie starring Johnny Depp as his creator, and he is played by Dustin Hoffman in a namesake movie that pits him against a grown up Robin Williams.  FTP, identify this one handed superior to Smee and nemesis to Wendy Darling and Peter Pan.
ANSWER: Captain James Hook

7) Billy Ellworthy joined several members of this band after it split up to form the group Flint, and later incarnations of this band included .38 Special's Max Carl on vocals.  Some of their faces are pasted above the body of Arnold Schwarzenegger on an album containing tracks like "Bad Time", 1974's All the Girls in the World Beware!!!  In one of their most famous songs, they describe how "Four young chaquitas in Omaha / Was waitin' for the band to return from the show" and how they're going to "help you party it down" in your town.  On their 1970 album Closer to Home, this group proclaims "If you return me, to my home port / I will kiss your mother earth", a song titled "I'm Your Captain".  With vocalists Don Brewer and Mark Farner, FTP, identify this group behind a popular cover of "The Loco-Motion" and the original, "We're An American Band".
ANSWER: Grand Funk Railroad (prompt on "The American Band")

 

8) The lead female character in this film was originally planned to cover the premier of Snow White and the Seven Dwarfs, but in the final version of the script The Wizard of Oz is playing as that reporter meets with Trevor Baxter's character Dr. Jennings.  One of the few physical sets in this film was used to shoot a meeting between Editor Morris Paley and one of the film's protagonists, while almost all of the rest of the movie was shot before a blue screen, including an early version shot entirely with stand-ins.  Dr. Totenkopf attempts to end the world to bring in the title age, while Angelina Jolie has a brief role as Franky Cook, who pilots a flying submarine for the Royal Navy.  One of the main characters is a member of the Sky Legion, while another works for the Gotham City Chronicle.  Starring Gwyneth Paltrow as Polly Perkins and Jude Law as Joe Sullivan, FTP, name this Kerry Conran directed 2004 science fiction film.
ANSWER: Sky Captain and the World of Tomorrow

9) One of this show's introductions had the title figure opening a series of small doors within a larger door, while in the 1970s the introduction was animated but repeated the theme of saying "good morning" to the title character, appropriate since later the show would be aired at 7 AM so viewers could "Wake Up" with the title figure.  "Crystal Tipps", "Ludwig" and "Tom Terrific" were cartoons that aired on this show, while another segment, "Picture Pages", later became part of "Pinwheel" and featured Billy Cosby.  Buster ends up destroying his living room on "Arrested Development" when he finds out that this character has died, and sidekicks to the title character included Slim Goodbody, The Banana Man and Mr. Green Jeans.  FTP, identify this classic kid's program starring Bob Keeshan as a character with a marsupial themed name.
ANSWER: Captain Kangaroo

10) In the minors, this player drove in a game winning run in the 21st inning for the San Bernardino Spirit. This season, he landed on the disabled list for the first time in his career in June. After being drafted by the Dodgers as a catcher, a deal for Denny Reyes brought this player to the Reds, although they traded him for Mike Cameron in 1998. The 2004 American League Comeback Player of the Year, he hit a grand slam off Dan Wheeler in Game 2 of the 2005 World Series to boost his team's sweep of the Astros. He has hit thirty home runs for four consecutive seasons, one season shy of the team record set by Frank Thomas. FTP, identify this captain and first baseman of the Chicago White Sox.
ANSWER: Paul Henry Konerko
11) During the production of one of his films, this man was allegedly mistaken for an extra and asked about the promiscuity of local women by Tom Skerrit, who played a ship captain in that film.  Wesley Snipes's legal troubles may derail his upcoming Brooklyn's Finest, while the Javier Bardem project Killing Pablo may ruin his project with Oliver Stone, Escobar.  His breakout project focused on a conscience-ridden assassin and earned this director high praise from Mira Sorvino and Chow Yun Fat.  In addition to The Replacement Killers, he followed up his most famous project with a film that surprised some fans with its all-white cast, King Arthur, and another that shocked audiences with its depiction of African genocide, Tears of the Sun.  Best-known for directing the Oscar-winning role of Alonzo Harris, FTP, identify this African-American director of Training Day. 

ANSWER: Antoine Fuqua 

12) Many of his foes have gained their power from the Nethergods, entities responsible for making Joshua Stragg choose a certain sword.  Slaymaster framed him for several murders, and he suffered a coma after a battle with an enemy using a bird to terrorize the countryside, Lord Hawk.  While on a date with his girlfriend, Valerie Campbell, his parents were killed by an evil computer named Mastermind, a being also responsible for giving power to his enemy, Synne.    He is the brother of Psylocke, and has had frequent run ins with Chief Inspector of Scotland Yard, Dai Thomas.  His powers, which can be broadcast to his suit, draws from the "omniversal energy matrix" that surrounds his namesake country.  Gaining his powers after selecting the Amulet of Right offered to him by Roma and Merlyn, FTP, identify this member of Excalibur and counterpart to Captain America.
ANSWER: Captain Britain (or Britannic; accept Brian Braddock before mentioned)


13) For a brief time this band was known as Dumela, but its lasting name was assigned by an agent booking the band in its early days.  This band mentions how "Cause I am the captain of the ship / Wanting eyes and kissing lips" on a track from the unreleased "Lillywhtie Sessions", a canceled album eventually replaced by a 2001 album containing a retooled version of "#36", which had earlier appeared on their live album, Listener Supported.  Their early releases included Remember Two Things and Recently, while the singer "would dig a hole all the way to China" to end up with his "Dreamgirl" off the 2005 album, Stand Up.  LeRoi Moore plays the saxophone in this band, while Stefan Lessard plays bass.  "Satellite" and "Ants Marching" were two of the more successful tracks from their debut studio album, Under the Table and Dreaming.  FTP, identify this band who have found modern rock success with "Don't Drink the Water" and "Crush", led by a namesake South African.
ANSWER: Dave Matthews Band (prompt on "DMB")

 

14) In this film, two characters are transformed into a bird and a mouse while in the possession of Ditchwater Sal, a character who had a spell placed on her to keep her from seeing an important object.  Several characters are all pursuing the same girl in order to obtain their Heart’s Desire, the right to rule a kingdom and to regain youth in this film.  Changes from the book of the same name include an odd expansion of the role of Captain Shakespeare, played by Robert DeNiro, as well as a climactic battle with the witches; a situation is resolved in the book when Lamia discovers that Yvaine has given her heart to Tristan.  Taking place between Stormhold and the village of Wall, FTP, identify this 2007 film about the search for a fallen star, adapted from a Neil Gaiman novel of the same name starring Claire Danes and Charlie Cox. 

ANSWER: Stardust
15) This player's father was the head coach of the Western Kentucky, whom he served for as an assistant coach and recruiter during the end of his NFL career. His senior year saw him establish a school record in single-season passing yards that would stand until John Navarre's 2002 season, and he guided his team to a second place finish in the polls while earning a third-place finish in the Heisman voting behind Paul Palmer and winner Vinny Testaverde. Nicknamed "Captain Comeback," this quarterback played seven seasons with the Bears, and was traded to the Ravens in 1998 after his team drafted Peyton Manning. FTP, name this former Michigan quarterback who led the Colts to the 1995 AFC Championship Game, the current football coach of the Stanford Cardinal.

ANSWER: Jim Harbaugh (prompt on "Captain Comeback" before stated)

16) This show's current protagonist has appeared in novels like The Crystal Snare and Dark Planet, part of the Decide Your Destiny series.  The protagonist of this show initially refuses to accept his daughter as “nothing more than an echo” because she was created using a Progenation Machine, but that protagonist finally does accept Jenny as his once he hears her two heartbeats.  In the “In the Parting of the Ways” episode of this show, its protagonist receives the first same-sex kiss on the program from Captain Jack Harkness,  and that protagonist's main gadget is mocked when the Master shows off his new laser device and asks "Honestly, who'd have sonic?".  This show's protagonist is now in his tenth regeneration and still piloting the TARDIS.  FTP, identify, show whose current protagonist is played by David Tennant, a long running BBC series starring a Time Lord. 

ANSWER: Doctor Who (prompt on "The Doctor")

17) He provided the voice for King Darius on an episode of "Disney's Hercules", while he also had a cameo in an episode of "Cosby" where Griffin imagines a world where celebrities have the same status as teachers.  He will soon be starring in a namesake "green" program on the Discovery Channel, and one of his shows has recently started appearing on the Fine Living Network.  The first episode of a sitcom this Fall River, Massachusetts native starred on focussed on a weight loss contest proposed by network executive Trish O'Connell, while another episode of that show saw him entertaining Tony Soprano-like crime boss Vic Leopolis.  He provided instructions for "Captain Country" in Food and Wine, although that recipe did not call for any of his signature spice.  He is an advocate of the "New New Orleans" style and is the host of namesake "Live" and "Essence" food programs.  FTP, identify this TV chef, known for "kicking it up a notch" and for saying "Bam!"
ANSWER: Emeril John Lagasse (accept either underlined answer)

 

18) Funny Hub has a game for the 1986 championship of the monkey version of this sport, which is played with the help of a fan and a magnet.  Leslie Nielsen co-stars in a 2002 movie dedicated to this sport, written and directed by Paul Gross, while Ana Acre, an Andorran who used to play this sport, put together a 2006 calendar featuring nude photos from women who play it.  NBC is currently trying to get Bruce Springsteen or Jon Bon Jovi to host a reality show where rock stars partake in this sport for a chance to make it to the Vancouver Olympics.  The Beatles are almost blown up by an explosive piece of equipment given to them when they're playing this sport in the film Help! A song by The Weakerthans includes phrases often heard in this sport such as “right off, no never ever” and “Hurry! Hurry hard!” which are commands given by the captain, called the skip.  FTP, identify this winter sport involving sweeping stones towards the house.
ANSWER: Curling
19) This man helped manage Ivan Koloff to a victory against Bruno Sammartino, while earlier in his career he teamed up with Tony Altimore to form the Sicilians.  His efforts to civilize the Headshrinkers by requiring that the team wear boots resulted in Samu leaving that group, and his own wardrobe usually featured his prominent beard and an unbuttoned Hawaiian shirt.  Along with Roddy Piper he starred in 1987's Body Slam.  He played the singer's stern father in the music video for "Girls Just Want to Have Fun", which led to the "Rock 'n Wrestling" crossover and his eventual loss to his "client", Cyndi Lauper.  In one of his most famous roles, he co-starred with King Harkinian, played by Colin Fox, as well as Danny Wells and John Stocker, the latter of whom played Beezo and Mouser.  FTP, identify this wrestler probably best remembered for playing Mario on the "Super Mario Bros. Super Show".
ANSWER: Captain Lou Albano
20) In a dream which was later shared by his older brother, this man was told "there shall be shown a token" and that "doom is near at hand".  His mother, Finduilas, died when he was only five, while other relationships include a possible son named Elboron and a grandson named Barahir who inherited his title of Prince of Ithilien.  This Lord of Emyn Arnen was struck down while retreating with the Dunedain from Osgiliath by the Black Breath, and as a result was sent to the House of Healing.  Here he met his wife after his father tried to give him a premature pyre.  Given a chance to show his quality in the wilderness when he has captured Sam and Frodo, FTP, identify this Captain of Gondor and younger son of Denethor, husband to Eowyn and brother to Boromir.

ANSWER: Faramir

21) After a sequence in which the protagonists of this film catch a shark on a newly-purchased boat, a subordinate makes the statement “captains outrageous!”  Action sequences in the film include highway-surfing on an overturned wooden table, a battle against an armored felon with a flamethrower, and numerous murders committed by the primary antagonist with a string of beads.  A chase scene following a trip to Uncle Benny’s restaurant prompts the line “you have the right to remain silent – so shut the fuck up!” from Detective Butters, played by Chris Rock, who is revealed to be married to one protagonist’s daughter Trish.  Wah Sing Ku’s efforts to free his brother from a corrupt Chinese general lead to a counterfeiting scheme and lots of healthy violence, despite the repeated assertions from the main characters that “we’re too old for this shit!”  Joe Pesci, Rene Russo, and Jet Li also appear in, FTP, what film focusing on detectives Riggs and Murtaugh, played Mel Gibson and Danny Glover, the last entry in the Lethal Weapon franchise?
ANSWER: Lethal Weapon 4 

22) This character found a deep space probe in the Koprulu Sector which greatly alarmed him after it was discovered to react with a Khaydarin Crystal.  He performed a blasphemous Shadow Walk to the disgust of Aldaris, and helped indirectly destroy Zasz.  Although he was responsible for the eradication of Chau Sara, he refused to eradicate the life on Mar Sara, instead allying with the Sons of Korhal.  Later, he was freed from a stasis cell thanks to the efforts of Fenix, a prison he was in due to his alliance with Zeratul.  His final battle saw him join forces with Raynor's Raiders, a Terran fleet he had earlier saved.  FTP, identify this character who pilots his carrier The Ganthrithor into the Zerg Overmind at the end of the Protoss campaign in Starcraft.
ANSWER: Tassadar
 

BONUSES:
 

1) Identify the following relating to Captain Jack Sparrow, FTPE.
[10] Sparrow captains this ship, which he temporarily lost when his crew mutinied at the behest of his first mate, Barbossa.
ANSWER: Black Pearl (prompt on "HEIC Wicked Wench")
[10] Jack revealed that he had a "history" with this character, whose shack he visits in the second film in order to gather information about the key to the chest containing Davy Jones' heart.  She gives him a jar of dirt to help in his fight against Jones.
ANSWER: Tia Dalma (accept either underlined answer; also accept Calypso)
[10] Calypso is released from her human form in part thanks to the burning of these objects, which included Chevalle's Queen of Spades card and Ragetti's wooden eyeball.
ANSWER: Pieces of Eight
 

2) Their debut album, Captain, contained tracks like "Satan Polaroid", while this Roddy Woomble fronted band has found more success with albums like The Remote Part and the single, "You Held the World in Your Arms".  FTPE:
[10] Name this Scotish rock band.
ANSWER: Idlewild
[10] Sanctuary Records, the Universal subsidiary that Idlewild is signed to, is probably best known for discovering this heavy metal band with singer Bruce Dickinson.  They reached the height of their popularity with The Number of the Beast and songs like "Run to the Hills".
ANSWER: Iron Maiden
[10] Sanctuary Records added several urban acts to their company when they purchased Music World Entertainment, owned by the father of this artist.  As a solo artist, she has released the highly successful album B'Day, which produced hits like "Ring the Alarm" and the Jay Z collaboration, "Deja Vu".
ANSWER: Beyoncé Giselle Knowles (accept either underlined answer)

 

3) Identify the following relating to a controversial coin toss, FTPE.
[10] One of the most famous coin toss screw ups in recent history was when this Steelers player called "tails" but was ruled to have called "heads", resulting in Detroit winning first the overtime possession and the game.
ANSWER: Jerome Abram "The Bus" Bettis
[10] Phil Luckett, the referee who misinterpreted Bettis's call, also ruled that the pass from Frank Wycheck to Kevin Dyson was not an illegal forward pass, thus allowing this famous play to transpire on January 8th, 2000.
ANSWER: Music City Miracle
[10] In this film, Cuba Gooding Jr.'s character Owen Templeton also screws up an overtime coin toss.  As a result, Paul Rodriguez's character abandons him in the middle of the desert because he lost a bet on the game due to the call.
ANSWER: Rat Race
 

4) Identify the following about a singing group who were successful in the 70s and 80s, FTPE.
[10] This singing duo and later couple consisted of the namesake Daryl Dragon and Toni and had hits with "Do That To Me One More Time" and "Love Will Keep Us Together".
ANSWER: Captain and Tennille
[10] Daryl Dragon got his nickname from Mike Love while he was a keyboard player in the 1970s for this group.  In the '60s they released the fairly popular songs “Wouldn’t It Be Nice” and “Good Vibrations”
ANSWER: The Beach Boys
[10] The lyrics of this Captain and Tennille song mention the title animal's jitterbugging and twirling, and "according to Wikipedia" this version included a synthesizer meant to imitate the imagined sounds of the animals courting.
ANSWER: Muskrat Love
 

5) The Revenge, where most of the action in this comic takes place, is captained by Henry Crow.  FTPE:
[10] Identify this comic strip created by Chip Dunham, also starring Seahawk and Nate.
ANSWER: Overboard
[10] This dog of Captain Crow is one of the main characters in Overboard.  When said twice, he shares his name with a 1955 Richard Berry song whose Jamaican themed chorus states "oh, oh, me gotta go".
ANSWER: Louie
[10] This character, the owner of Nate, hasn't been seen in recent years but is potentially the captain of the Green Ship depending on what Overboard continuity you subscribe to.  She and Crow had a relationship while she was trying to infiltrate his ship.
ANSWER: Cecilia
 

6) Identify these things relating to captains in the Star Trek universe, FTPE.
[10] After rescuing cadets, this captain of the Enterprise is confined to a wheelchair and can only communicate by flashing a light once or twice.
ANSWER: Christopher Pike
[10] Although as a lieutenant he served on the Enterprise as a helmsman, this man later got his own command, of the USS Excelsior.
ANSWER: Hikaru Sulu
[10] Although demoted to Commander when Kirk shows up, this man, who later merges with V’ger, served as captain of the Enterprise in Star Trek: The Motion Picture.
ANSWER: Williard Decker
 

7) Named for a one time captain of the Detroit Red Wings, it consists of scoring a point, making an assist and getting involved in a fight all in one game.  FTPE:
[10] Name this hockey feat, whose namesake is also known as "Mr. Hockey".
ANSWER: Gordie Howe Hat Trick (prompt on just "Gordie")
[10] This player probably has the most Gordie Howe Hat Tricks in his career, although this stat is only kept by a handful of teams.  Like Howe, this winger played for the Red Wings, helping them win the 2002 Stanley Cup.  He's now an assistant captain for the Rangers.
ANSWER: Brendan Frederick Shanahan
[10] A recent player to score a Gordie Howe Hat Trick was this Flames player who did so against Phoenix in February.  In the 2001-2002 season, he won the Art Ross and Lester B. Pearson trophies for putting up some 52 goals for his team.
ANSWER: Jarome Arthur-Leigh Adekunle Tig Junior Elvis Iginla
 

8) Identify these people from a certain show with lots of captains, FTPE.
[10] Narrated by Mike Rowe, this documentary-style show follows crab fishing boats in the dangerous Bering Sea.
ANSWER: Deadliest Catch
[10] Fishing both the Opilio and King crab seasons, this captain of Norwegian descent is joined on his ship Northwestern by his brothers Norman and Edgar and his ship is the only one to have appeared in every episode of all four seasons.
ANSWER: Sigurd Lille "Sig" Hansen (accept either underlined part)
[10] The boats and captains on the show all operate out of this harbor, on Amaknak Island, part of Unalaska (OON-alaska).  It's the main port for Bering Sea crab fishing and is the largest fisheries port in the United States.
ANSWER: Dutch Harbor (also accept "Dutch")

 

9) Identify things about a movie based on novels by Patrick O'Brian, FTPE.
[10] In this film showcasing life on a British ship, Russell Crowe plays Jack Aubrey, captain of the HMS Surprise. Much of the film involves the pursuit of the French frigate Acheron.
ANSWER: Master and Commander: The Far Side of the World
[10] Maturin, the doctor of the Surprise whose desire to explore the Galapagos is continually frustrated, is played by this English actor who played Geoffrey Chaucer in A Knight's Tale and also starred in Wimbledon.
ANSWER: Paul Bettany
[10] Paul Bettany and Russel Crowe had previously worked together in A Beautiful Mind where Bettany played this imaginary roommate of John Nash.  Apparently his role in A Knight's Tale was convincing enough to have the character recast as British.
ANSWER: Charles Herman (accept either underlined answer)
 

10) Identify the military rank held by these movie characters, none of whom are actually captains, FTPE: 

[10] Navy NCIS's Jethro Gibbs, before serving as a special investigator.

ANSWER: Sergeant
[10] On The West Wing, Admiral Percy Fitzwallis, played by John Amos, held this more political role, formally defined as the highest-ranking military office in the United States Armed Forces.

ANSWER: Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff or CJCS

11) Identify some of these videogames featured on the "Captain N" show, FTPE.
[10] Captain N is able to escape from zombies thanks to this namesake character throwing items at them and into mailboxes.  In his own game, he had to avoid construction workers and dogs, and rode his bike through a "Training Course" at the end of each level.
ANSWER: Paperboy
[10] This scientist warns Captain N that his evil counterpart, Dr. Wily has stolen the Peace Robot.  Late in his life this pacifist creates the independent minded X.
ANSWER: Dr. Thomas Xavier Light
[10] Another character to appear on "Captain N" was this star of a game where "Konami combines hand to hand combat, driving, shooting and, of course, zapping".  In an advertisement, the title character needs to get out of a swamp before he can join the adventure.
ANSWER: Bayou Billy
 

12) In the early days, he sailed on the Guppy along with the Sea Dog and kids like Carlile, while his white eyebrows are still mysteriously attached to his blue cap.  FTPE:
[10] Identify this mascot of an eponymous breakfast food.
ANSWER: Cap'n Crunch
[10] Cap'n Crunch and even Spiderman did battle with these nefarious bad guys.  In one commercial, a giant robot with Cap'n Crunch cereal on its head is sent into space to stop them from shooting milk at the earth.
ANSWER: The Soggies
[10] In a commercial from the 1970s, the Cap'n and his kids traveled to this man's island where they found that the only thing lacking in his life was a cereal that stayed crunchy even in coconut milk.  Pierce Bronsan played him in a 1997 film and J. M. Coetzee reworked his story in a 1986 work.
ANSWER: Robinson Crusoe
 

13) He successfully captained the Courageous to a victory in the 1977 America's Cup.  FTPE:
[10] Identify this yachtsman whose other hobbies include owning the Atlanta Braves and creating "Captain Planet".
ANSWER: Robert Edward "Ted" Turner, III
[10] The most recent country to capture the America's Cup was this one, who successfully defended the cup against New Zealand thanks largely to the efforts of skipper and tactician Brad Butterworth and his Alinghi team. 
ANSWER: Switzerland
[10] The yacht club in this city hosted the America's Cup races from 1988 through 1995, thanks to the successful defense of the cup by teams like Stars & Stripes.  It's also the home of PETCO Park.
ANSWER: San Diego
 

14) Identify the following types of a certain brand of spirits, FTPE.
[10] Named after a Caribbean privateer, the commercials for this brand of rum usually end with men standing with one knee raised, as if standing on a barrel.
ANSWER: Captain Morgan
[10] Carrying a name that Jimmy Buffett might like, this white rum comes in coconut, mango, pineapple and passion fruit blends.
ANSWER: Parrot Bay
[10] With a permanent-sounding name, this 70 proof extra-dark rum is spiced and comes in a dark bottle.
ANSWER: Tattoo
 

15) Identify the following relating to a certain captain of industry, FTPE.
[10] This patron saint of the tech press is able to somehow convince legions of people that delivering keynotes on Safari's porting to Windows or the introduction of the Mac Mini is akin to raising Lazarus from the dead.
ANSWER: Steve Jobs
[10] Jobs trademark at these keynotes is to perform a sort of encore by leaving the stage and then uttering this three word phrase.  Recently, he unveiled the MacBook Air after uttering it.
ANSWER: "One more thing..."

[10] Jobs co-founded Apple with this other Steve, who apparently spends his days playing Segway Polo and formerly dated Kathy Griffin.  
ANSWER: Stephen Gary "Steve" Wozniak (prompt on "Woz")
 

16) During the 2000 senatorial campaign, Rudy Giuliani tried to paint Hillary Clinton as soft on drugs because this song was played before one of her rallies.  FTPE:
[10] Name this work, about a boy who sits at home and masturbates before meeting his girlfriend in the parking lot and seeking out a man who'll get him high tonight.
ANSWER: Captain Jack
[10] "Captain Jack" appears on this Billy Joel album, whose title track refers to waitresses practicing politics and Davy, who's still in the Navy and probably will be for life.  The title musician is also asked to "sing us a song tonight".
ANSWER: Piano Man
[10] "Captain Jack" is the last song on the album's second side; the last song on the first side is this utterly historically inaccurate song about a six-gun brandishing outlaw, which rips off its instrumental interlude from Aaron Copland.
ANSWER: The Ballad of Billy the Kid
 

17) He shares his name with a villain on Captain Planet.  FTPE:
[10] Identify this cigar smoking hero of a videogame series by 3D Realms whose latest entry, Forever, has been in development for about one billion years.
ANSWER: Duke Nukem
[10] In an add-on for Duke Nukem 3D, "Duke it out in D.C.", this person was abducted by aliens.  He is also pictured on the cover of the unfortunately canceled Socks the Cat Rocks the Hill.
ANSWER: William Jefferson "Bill" Clinton (or William Jefferson Blythe III)
[10] A Duke Nukem mobile game was developed for this now discontinued handheld system, first released by Tapwave in 2003.  Essentially a Palm Pilot designed especially for gaming, it contained an analog joystick and homebrew games like ZHexen and ZDoom.
ANSWER: Tapwave Zodiac (prompt on "Helix" or "Road Dawg")

 

18) Tom Hanks plays Captain John H. Miller in this film, while Matt Damon plays the title character, a soldier MIA after the Normandy Invasion.  FTPE:
[10] Name this 1998 war film directed by Steven Spielberg.
ANSWER: Saving Private Ryan
[10] Another captain in Saving Private Ryan, one Fred Hamill, is played by this actor who hasn't really starred in anything good besides "Curb Your Enthusiasm" since playing Sam Malone on "Cheers".
ANSWER: Edward Bridge "Ted" Danson III
[10] One of the soldiers under John Miller's command in the film was Private Adrian Caparzo, played by this actor who bombed in the improbable role of Jackie DiNorscio in 2006's Find Me Guilty.  He also played Taylor in Knockaround Guys.
ANSWER: Vin Diesel (or Mark Sinclair Vincent)

 

19) Answer the following about baseball captains FTPE.
[10]  This current team captain and catcher for the Boston Red Sox won the 1994 College World Series while at Georgia Tech, and was given the captain’s C after being resigned in 2004.
ANSWER: Jason Andrew Varitek
[10] Varitek became only the third captain in Red Sox history, following Carl Yaztremski and this outfielder, who won the 1978 AL MVP, but can’t seem to get elected to the Hall of Fame.
ANSWER: James Edward "Jim" Rice
[10] In 2006, the Pirates announced that their new mascot, a pirate, would have this name. He's generally less popular than both the Pirate Parrot and the Racing Pierogies.
ANSWER: Captain Jolly Roger


 

20) Although he holds no actual rank, he is the co-captain of his hockey team, through which he regularly gets into brawls with the rival police officers team.  FTPE: 

[10] Name this epically dysfunctional New York City fireman, portrayed memorably by Denis Leary.

ANSWER: Tommy Gavin (accept either underlined name)

[10] Tommy Gavin is the protagonist of this show centered on a New York City firehouse, which airs on FX and also features Daniel Sunjata, Steven Pasquale, and John Scurti.

ANSWER: Rescue Me
[10] The latest addition to the Rescue Me firehouse, stereotypically referred to as “Black Sean”, is played by this actor who broke out with his portrayal of O-Dog in Menace II Society and went on to star in The Postman and Dead Presidents.

ANSWER: Larenz Tate
21) Her first album, The Captain, contained the track "The Hard Way" which was featured in an Ana Lucia flashback on the episode of "Lost" where Michael goes and kills all those tailies.  FTPE:
[10] Name this Australian country singer who has also sung songs like "Not Pretty Enough".
ANSWER: Kasey Chambers
[10] In 2004, Chambers was nominated for an ARIA award for album of the year for her CD, Wayward Angel, but she lost out to this band's album Get Born.  That album spawned the US hits, "Are You Gonna Be My Girl" and "Cold Hard Bitch".
ANSWER: Jet
[10] Chambers' title track for The Captain appeared on a disc with music from this television series.  You may know the series better for its ambiguous "Made In America" ending in a diner which included a tip off from FBI Agent Harris.
ANSWER: The Sopranos
22) Identify these actors who portrayed cinematic pirates, all of whom are way older and deader than Johnny Depp, FTPE:

[10] This man played stereotypical parts as the title role in The Sea Hawk and Captain Blood.  He also played stereotypical gung-ho hero roles in Objective, Burma!, They Died with Their Boots On, and  every other film he ever starred in.

ANSWER: Errol Leslie Thomson Flynn
[10] This man played Captain Red in the 1986 movie Pirates by big rapist Roman Polanski, who stopped caring about the project when Jack Nicholson turned it down.  This guy is better known for starring in lots of stuff with Jack Lemmon, including The Odd Couple.

ANSWER: Walter John Matthau
[10] This Mexican-born actor played angry pirate Wogan in the hilariously bad The Black Swan, but fortunately decided to not suck for films like The Guns of Navarone, La Strada, and the title role in Zorba the Greek.

ANSWER: Anthony Rodolfo Oaxaca Quinn
