Currently, she's playing both a disembodied voice who comments on the exploits of Chuck Bass and Blair Waldorf and an unstable daughter of the head of The Company on Heroes.  For 10 points--name this blonde actress who played Veronica Mars.

John Donne's poem "Song" is used as a curse against this novel's title figure, leading to a mermaid serenade during a battle in Porthaven (*).  Another character poses as Miss Angorian, a Welsh schoolteacher, to lure Mr. Hatter's daughter out to the Wastes.  The title figure is also known as Jenkin or Pendragon and has given his heart to Calcifer, a fire demon, who is voiced by Billy Crystal in the English dub of the Miyazaki movie adaptation.  For 10 points--name this book by Diana Wynne Jones with a titular ambulatory residence.

This current franchise began life in a different location and featured Walt Bellamy and Terry Dischinger, but after two years they moved east.  Other (*) early standouts include Don Ohl and Gus Johnson, while Phil Chenier was their leading player when they moved to their current city.  Both Manute Bol and Gheorge Muresan played for them, but it was Elvin Hayes who led them to their only championship in 1978.  Earl Monroe and Wes Unseld are among the Hall of Famers who have starred -- for 10 points--what NBA team now led by Gilbert Arenas?

Jimmy Page trades his guitar for it in live renditions of "Whole Lotta Love'' (*). Clara Rockmore toured with this instrument, and also developed its "aerial fingering''. To Rockmore's dismay, it often provided the eerie background music for such movies as the 1945 Spellbound. More recently, it produced the vocals in The Ether and Aether Experiment's cover of "Crazy'' by Gnarls Barkley. For 10 points--name this first electronic instrument that can be played without touching.

His number was brought out of retirement for five games in 2005 by the Phoenix Coyotes.  In 1966 he became the first NHL player to score more than 50 goals in a season, (*) winning the second of his back-to-back Hart Trophies in the process.  Five years earlier, in 1961, he helped carry his team to their most recent Stanley Cup championship along with fellow Hall of Famer Stan Mikita.  For 10 points--name this all-time leading scorer for the Chicago Blackhawks, nicknamed "The Golden Jet."

It alternates between three main settings, one of them such an accurate reproduction of a B-52 Stratofortress's cockpit that the director (*) feared the FBI would investigate. The President helps the Russians shoot down American nuclear bombers launched by a madman terrified of fluoridated drinking water, but the Russians irradiate the world with fallout from nukes jacketed in cobalt thorium G. For 10 points--name this Stanley Kubrick Cold War comedy whose titular doctor finds that he can walk.

The album that shares this song's name was co-released with Cellophane Symphony in 1969.  In the Elliott Smith song "Baby Britain", the radio (*) is said to be playing this song, and this song is also quoted in Jimmy Eat World's "A Praise Chorus".  Co-written by drummer Peter Lucia, the vocal track was run through the guitar amp and a tremolo switch to achieve the distorted vocals, which some listeners understood as "Christmas is Over".  For 10 points--name this hit for Tommy James and the Shondells, which was notably covered by Joan Jett and the Blackhearts.

In the last week before the Writers' Strike, there were just two, "Absinthetinence" and "Job Description", in part because of it's creator's Presidential campaign.  For 10 points—name this recurring segment of The Colbert Report, the first of which saw the popularizing of "truthiness".

Kairi turns out to be one of the Princesses of Heart, while Riku aids Maleficent and the Heartless in their attacks on his former friend Sora.
