Appointed to the Senate to replace Edmund Muskie in 1980, his recent activities have included directorship of the Red Sox, leading to accusations of bias in his most recent publication.  For 10 points–name this former senator who was appointed by Bud Selig to root out steroids in Major League Baseball

The Name's the Same. One got his nickname from an outfit worn while he played for the Phoenix Jazzmen, while the other got his nickname from tagging with the Ultimate Warrior.  One has (*) used his "Scorpion Death Lock" to win the NWA and TNA Championships, while the other put differences aside for a successful 2007 reunion tour with Stewart and Andy.  For 10 points -- give the shared nickname of Steve Borden and Gordon Sumner, one an iconic black-and-white painted wrestler and the other the bassist and lead singer of The Police.

He began his current TV role in 2003, revealed as being the possible father of his partner's son Matt, setting the stage for a long run of sexual fiascos.  For 10 points – name this actor, who starred as the villainous Dr. Doom in the Fantastic Four movies and as Christian Troy on Nip/Tuck.

In 2001, he took up butchering for his roll as Bill Cutting during his second film with Martin Scorsese, having previously worked together on The Age of Innocence. Mohns would be replaced as captain by future broadcaster Bill Clement for the 1975-76 campaign and their two longest serving captains are also the team's only retired numbers, Rod Langway and Dale Hunter.  For 10 points—name this NHL franchise that signed likely future captain Alex Ovechkin to a 13-year deal in 2008.

It is used in Da Cau, Vietnam's national game, which is performed by kicking this object back and forth. The traditional format of 100 people survey questions introduced in 1978 was often mixed up with 10 person audience surveys in the Bob Eubanks version.  For 10 points – name this game show where contestants attempted to guess whether the next card was higher or lower.

In early December it was announced that Brandon Sanderson (*) would be taking over his magnum opus.
