1. [DS] The first episode of this character's television show saw him attempt to catch a neematoad and the only movie in which this character appears in sees him discover a monster named Herman Melville. Another episode revolves around this character's unwillingness to get his school photo taken due to his best friend's little brother Dale making fun of his big nose. In the second incarnation of the series in which this character appears we were introduced to his baby sister Cleopatra, and his older sister was an artist and actress. In one episode that sister, Judy, falls in love with this character's nemesis, the green-skinned Roger Klotz.  For ten points name this journal-keeping cartoon character with best friend Skeeter Valentine and dog Pork Chop. 

Answer: Doug Funnie 


2. [DL] A scene in this film involves one woman’s lover hiding under a bed and another in the tub until her husband accidentally explodes champagne under the bedsheets; later, that husband is doomed when he says his wife bought her thousand-dollar fur coats by “saving from the housekeeping money.”  This movie climaxes at Angela Dunning’s costume ball with a giant car crash involving two characters in gorilla costumes.  It spends its early scenes at a ski resort where we meet con man George Lytton and see his father Charles seduce the Lughashi princess Dala in an attempt to acquire the title object, despite the best efforts of a French investigator.  Followed by A Shot in the Dark, name, for 10 points, this 1963 film, featuring a famous Henry Mancini theme, about a thief named The Phantom who frames Jacques Clouseau, played by Peter Sellers, for stealing the title gem. 

ANSWER: The Pink Panther 

3. [DL] In the last room of this game’s second secret level, the player must shoot four lynched, poorly-shaded football players.  It includes levels such as “The Gauntlet,” “The Crusher,” and “The Catacombs,” which are among the eight designed by American McGee.  Its twentieth level, “Gotcha!”, includes two final bosses from another game in a single room, while its final level requires shooting rockets over a pit into the Icon of Sin.  This game introduced as enemies the Revenant, the chaingun-wielding Commando, and the Mancubus, as well as adding a double-barreled shotgun to its predecessor’s arsenal, which included the plasma gun and BFG 9000. For 10 points, name this sequel to an id Software shooter about a marine fighting through Hell.

3. [EN] In an episode of MacGyver, Pete Thornton sets the passcode to the Mink Dragon exhibit to this man's birthday.  This man won four Vardon trophies in the 1960s, while Billy Casper won five during that time.  He was also the last captain to play at a Ryder cup.  Sports Illustrated's 1960 sportsman of the year, this golfer attended Wake Forest.  His seven majors tie him for seventh all-time, and he legendarily won coming from 7 strokes down on the final day of the 1960 US Open. For 10 points, name this rival of Jack Nicklaus, a golfer nicknamed "the King" who also lends his name to a mixture of iced tea and lemonade.
ANSWER: Arnold Palmer

5. [DL] When he first gained fame, this man compared himself to “Britney Spears having a headache,” after which he was often confused with Mr. Lara of Ventura County and two companies in Seattle and Amarillo. That initial encounter saw him describe someone as “tap-dancing” like “Sammy Davis Jr.” when discussing his effort to buy Al Newell’s company. More recently, he has noted that his Christianity will protect him in the Middle East as a correspondent for pajamasmedia.com.  He got that job after being invoked in relation to how his healthcare and taxes might be treated differently from Warren Buffet’s in October 2008, when he was told at a rally that “When we spread the wealth around, it’s good for everybody.”   For 10 points, name this unlicensed professional invoked over twenty times in the last presidential debate. 

ANSWER: Samuel Joseph “Joe the Plumber” Wurzlbacher, III (accept either nickname or last name)

6. [CM] A fictitious “East” version of this country once threatened St. George’s Island on an episode of “Yes, Prime Minister,” while Fry once lamented his coffee being from Sulawesi and not this country on an episode of “Futurama.” Marge Simpson once briefly glanced at a newspaper pullout offering investment opportunities in this country, but this country’s most famous television appearance came when one character boarded Flight 664, costing $2100, to this country after his love interest refused to leave the airport until he took off for this country. A destination of Chandler Bing after a failed ruse to fool Janice, for ten points, name this Middle Eastern country with capital at Sana’a.

ANSWER: Republic of Yemen

7. Walter Cronkite’s daughter, Kathy, appears as a character based off Patty Hearst in this film. The only music in this film is from commercials and show themes. The record for the shortest on-screen performance to win an Oscar is held by Beatrice Straight for her appearance in this film. Robert Duvall’s Frank Hackett falls in love with a younger woman who’s tearing apart everything his job meant to him in Faye Dunaway, while the other male protagonist’s actor was the first to receive a posthumous Oscar for acting. For ten points, name this film, in which Peter Finch’s Howard Beale is mad as hell and he’s not going to take it any more.

ANSWER: Network 

8. [EN] This player's only international hat trick came in October 2005 against San Marino during qualification for the 2006 World Cup, and he originally wanted to play goalkeeper. After transferring two summers ago, his old club signed Diego Forlan to replace him, while the deal where he left sent Luis Garcia the other way.  At this man's current club, he became the first person since Robbie Fowler to score more than 20 goals in a season when he did so last year. Most impressive about his stunning 33 goals in all competitions was that it included no penalties or free kicks. The first seven years of his career were played for his hometown club, Atletico Madrid. He scored the winning goal during the final of Euro 2008, and he's nicknamed "El Niño". For 10 points, name this current Liverpool striker.
ANSWER: Fernando Torres 

9. [CM] This character had a memorable blind date with a character played by Denise Richards, and Thora Birch appeared as a child in the first season of the show which featured this character, having appeared with this show’s lead and Kareem Abdul-Jabbar in the classic “Purple People Eater.” On an episode introducing shamanism to America, it was revealed that this character speaks Hmong. John Goodman’s character on Roseanne once thanked him for a botched breast reduction surgery this character performed during a dream sequence. It was later revealed that this character’s portrayer humped the character of Wanda along with every other piece of ass on the set, save the hot nurse. FTP, name this iconic teenage doctor portrayed by Neil Patrick Harris.

10. [DS] The dog Angelo sometimes helps out a player in this game who is a member of the Forest Owls and that group leads a raid on a train that ends with fighting a zombie doppelganger of the president. The second place that Eden can be acquired is in Ultimecia's Castle, and Eden is the most powerful of the summonable Guardian Forces in this game. For ten points name this Square Enix game featuring characters like Quistis, Seifer, Rinoa and Squall.

11. [DS] A character on this show discovers that his secretary has posed for Suicide Girls and episodes of this series include "Vaginatown" and "The Devil's Threesome." The premiere of the second season saw the protagonst of this show get hit in the balls with a nightstick shortly after receiving a vasectomy. The second season of this show sees the protagonist write a biography of record producer Lew Ashby. protagonist of this show once had sex with, Mia, the daughter of the man who was about to marry his ex-wife. For ten points name this Showtime series about the writer Hank Moody, a writer played by David Duchovny, that shares its mane with a Red Hot Chili Peppers' Song. 

ANSWER: Californication

12. [FM] He was suspended for two games in 2003 for punching Gary Bennett in the face, while Ned Yost was suspended in 2007 for ordering this player to be hit by a pitch. In one quote, Mark McGwire said he believed this player was a reincarnated Babe Ruth. His lowest career finish in the MVP voting is ninth and at age 28 he is already a two-time winner. This player did notably voice his displeasure at finishing second to Ryan Howard in 2006, the same year he guided his team to a World Series championship. For ten points, name this player, the defending NL MVP and the current first baseman for the St. Louis Cardinals.

ANSWER: Albert Pujols

13. (EA) The music video of one song by this band sees them riding Penny Farthings in Tokyo and the singer of that song claims “I got the green light, I got a little fight, I'm gonna turn this thing around.” The single Read My Mind was joined on their album Sam’s Town by a song about a figure who “doesn’t look a lot thing Jesus.”  They sang that jealously turns saints into the sea despite repeating “it was only a kiss” on their 2004 debut album Hot Fuss. The lead single off of their 2008 album asks “are you human or are you dancer.”  For 10 points name this Brandon Flowers fronted Las Vegas band of Human, When You Were Young, Mr. Brightside, and Somebody Told Me.

ANSWER: The Killers

14. [DL] At the film with this name's close, its protagonist reminisces with Eddie Haynes about running the wrong way during a football game before realizing that Eddie’s become a cop.  The song by this name curiously rhymes the word "Texas" with the phrase "What the facts is." The film's protagonist tries to blow into a cello and his poor handwriting causes tellers to be unsure whether he’s holding a “gub” or “gun” during a holdup, sending him to jail for the first time. The song details, "Two young lovers" who "shot a man while robbin' his castle" in "old El Paso."  For 10 points, name this Woody Allen film about Virgil Starkwell, which shares its name with a Steve Miller tune about the bank-robbing Billy Joe and Bobby Sue. 

ANSWER: Take the Money and Run 

15. [DS] Sean Gullette starred in this filmmaker's senior thesis film Supermarket Sweep and Gullette would later star in this man's first feature film. The most recent film directed by this man was based on a screenplay by former The Onion editor Rob Spiegel. Currently this man is working on two projects, The Fighter and a remake of the Robocop films. This man directed the 1998 black and white film about the mathematician Max Cohen's investigation of the titular number in Pi. Hugh Jackman starred in this man's film The Fountain with this man's wife, Rachel Weisz. For ten points name this director of films such as The Wrestler and Requiem for a Dream. 

Answer: Darren Aronofsky 

16. (BR) He worked with the Eddie Miles Band and the Raving Texans early in his career, and performed in a namesake band alongside Colin Hay in 2003 and 2008. This band frequently plays his only two #1 solo US hits, “You're Sixteen” and “Photograph”. The longest solo this musician performed with his most successful band occurs shortly after the singing of “Are you gonna be in my dreams tonight?” in “The End”, and this replacement for Pete Best can also be heard shouting that he has blisters on his fingers at the end of “Helter Skelter”. For 10 points—name this musician born Richard Starkey, the lead vocalist on “Octopus' Garden” and “With A Little Help From My Friends” and the most prolific drummer for The Beatles.

ANSWER: Ringo Starr (prompt on Ringo; accept Richard Starkey before mention)

17. [FM] The double album Here, My Dear nearly led to a lawsuit from his ex-wife Anna Gordy for invasion of privacy due to its frank discussion of their relationship. His first top ten hit was 1963’s “Pride and Joy”. While his work with Mary Wells and, later, Kim Weston was successful, his best known duets came with Tammi Terrell, producing the songs “Ain’t Nothin’ Like the Real Thing” and “Ain’t No Mountain High Enough”. In his last public performance, he sang “The Star-Spangled Banner” at the 1983 NBA All-Star Game. Murdered by his father in 1984 was, for ten points, what soul musician, best known for his classic albums Let’s Get It On and What’s Going On?

ANSWER: Marvin Gaye

18. [FM] He was defeated in the historic 1976 ABA Dunk Contest by Julius Erving. While playing for North Carolina State, he guided them to an undefeated season in a year where they could not play in the NCAA Tournament due to probation and also helped them be the team to end UCLA’s run of nine straight championships. Michael Jordan has stated that this player was inspirational to him while he was growing up. He suffered a career ending knee injury in a New York City night club in his second season as a Seattle Supersonic. He currently has the fourth most points ever scored in a single NBA game, trailing only Kobe Bryant and Wilt Chamberlain, with 73 scored against the Pistons. Nicknamed “Skywalker,” name this professional basketball player, for ten points, a high scoring wingman who played for the primarily Denver Nuggets in the late 70s and early 80s.

ANSWER: David Thompson

19. [FM] This person wrote and produced da Lench Mob's debut album, Guerillas in the Mist. The content of his album Death Certificate, with songs like "Black Korea", resulted in Billboard magazine condemning his work. The line “You let a Jew break up my crew” in “No Vaseline” from the same album also led to accusations of his being an anti-Semite. After splitting with him years earlier, this man did the duet "Natural Born Killaz" with Dr. Dre. For ten points, name this rapper, an original member of N.W.A. who left the group after their second album, Straight Outta Compton, who has become the star of the film Are We There Yet?.

ANSWER: Ice Cube

20. [DL] If you’ve been reading this comic strip recently, you’ll recall one where a man continually drives a car off a cliff while insisting on the need to “stay the course,” and another with a meeting of Bloggers Anonymous.  Infrequent recurring plotlines include the oft-reincarnated soul Homer, the fantastic adventures Ordinary Basil, and the common-sense superhero Obvious Man.  Its most-frequent story line involves the Maine fisherman Captain Eddie, whose stupidity is berated by Flo, the mother of an unemployed talk show host whose daughters often go on adventures with the moose Dave and their pet horse Lucy.  Joe, Kate, and Danae Pyle are at the center of, for 10 points, what strip by Wiley Miller whose plots often, contrary to its name, proceed in a logical manner?

ANSWER: Non Sequitur

21. [DL] This phrase was appropriated for a British celebration at the Royal National Hotel by a group led by Craig Carruthers, and also names an Internet “café” started by Elissa Meyrich, to which Kenley Collins of Project Runway belongs.  That group attempted to copyright this phrase, drawing opposition from an author of book series it titles, one of which is titled “Son of” it and focuses on men’s products; one of which is subtitled “The Happy Hooker”; and another of which gives instructions for making “Pippi Kneestockings” and “Ribbed For Her Pleasure Scarves”; those books are by Debbie Stoller.  For 10 points, name this rhyming phrase that applies to groups to engage in needlework as a social activity.

ANSWER: Stitch ‘n’ Bitch

1. [DS] This series recently saw the Cuban Missile Crisis occur as well as the death of Marilyn Monroe. 

[10] For ten points name this AMC series that focuses on Don Draper and the other employees of Sterling Cooper. 

Answer: Mad Men 

[10] This woman is Don's wife and during season two they had temporarily separated after Don had an affair with Bonnie Barrett, the wife of insult comic Jimmy Barrett. 

Answer: Betty Draper 

[10] Roger Sterling recently left his wife for this former secretary of Don's. She had previously been fired by Joan Holloway and she and Roger are now engaged. 

Answer: Jane Siegel 

2. [EN] He's fucking insane, owns a ton of guns, and had his own brief VH1 show.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this former Amboy Dukes guitarist responsible for hits like “Cat Scratch Fever” and “Stranglehold”.

[10] While Nugent was with the Amboy Dukes, they reached their greatest success with this psychedelic hit inviting listeners to “Come along if you care / Come along if you dare”.
ANSWER: “Journey to the Center of the Mind”

3. [FM] Identify these former Rookie of the Year award winners, for ten points each.

[10] This third baseman helped guide the Tampa Bay Rays to their first winning season, playoff berth and World Series berth, all in the same year.

ANSWER: Evan Longoria

[10] Finishing second to Angel Berroa for the 2003 AL award, this outfielder was signed out of the Japanese Leagues by the New York Yankees.

ANSWER: Hideki Matsui

[10] Another Japanese import, this closer won the 2000 AL Rookie of the Year award, this pitcher left the Seattle Mariners after 2003 to play in Japan for two more years.

[10] Slim Pickens famously rides a missile to certain doom in this black comedy featuring Peter Sellers in several roles.

[10] This 1957 World War I epic takes its title from Thomas Gray's "Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard", and stars Kirk Douglas.
ANSWER: Paths of Glory
[10] Based on a W.M. Thackeray novel, this 1975 period piece was unsuccessful at the box office but is a darling of critics.
ANSWER: Barry Lyndon 

5. [DS] For ten points name these notable television cats for ten points each. 

[10] This talking cat, voiced by Nick Bakay, appeared on Sabrina the Teenage Witch. He was not actually a cat but instead a wizard transformed into a cat. 

Answer: Salem Saberhagen 

[10] This cat wore a purple hat and vest while he led his gang consisting of members such as Benny the Ball. This cat's antagonist was Officer Dibble. 

Answer: Top Cat 

[10] This puppet cat appeared on Mister Roger's Neighborhood. She lives in a tree andgenreally says meow instead of English words. 

Answer: Henrietta Pussycat

[10] This gangster sends bounty hunters after Han Solo and was digitally inserted into the first movie for the re-release in 1997.  Leia strangles him in Return of the Jedi.

[10] At the Battle of Yavin, Luke Skywalker's call sign was this.
ANSWER: Red 5
[10] This other member of Red Squadron at the Battle of Yavin had callsign Red 6 and was killed.  He was appropriately nicknamed "Belly Runner" during life.

ANSWER: Russ Pennell
[10] Arizona is led this year by this pasty-white small forward and 2007 Pac-10 freshman of the year.  He also had his face stepped on by a University of Houston player this year.
ANSWER: Chase Budinger 

13. [EN] Those guys in the 80s had really ridiculous hair.  It's also late and I'm not going to be clever with leadins anymore.  For 10 points each:
[10] Poison's only #1 hit was this ballad where "every cowboy sings the same sad song."

ANSWER: "18 and Life" 
[10] This band had success with songs like "Shelter Me" and "Nobody's Fool", but their best-selling record was "Don't Know What You've Got (Till It's Gone)".
ANSWER: Cinderella 

14. (BR) In the live-action "The Mysterious Ticking Noise", Severus Snape and company sing along to what is ultimately revealed to be a pipe bomb. FTPE:

[10] Cicierega was also responsible for this Flash video released in December 2005 which features "Mr. Rogers in a blood-stained sweater" as victorious over virtually every action star and superhero in history.

[10] On the men's side of things, this Canadian competed with an injured groin and couldn't skate at the medal ceremony, where he took home the silver.
ANSWER: Elvis Stojko


16. [DS] This channel found a great deal of controversy after it had approved the series Hot Ghetto Mess. 

[10] For ten points name this network aimed towards a certain ethnicity that is owned by Bobcats owner Bob Johnson.

[10] This show, whose name indicates the location where it is filmed, was BET's response to TRL. It features viewers requesting songs and a countdown. 

Answer: 106th & Park 

[10] BET airs this Tak Mowry show in syndication. It details the titular character who went from 4th to 10th grade and it also starred Omar Gooding. 

Answer: Smart Guy 

17. [DL] In Penny Arcade, Gabe and Tycho transform into eight-year-olds after taking the controls to play the recently-released ninth in this character’s series.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this creation of Dr. Light who must destroy robots built by Dr. Wily.

ANSWER: Mega Man (accept Rock) 

[10] Accompanied by a whistle upon each entrance, this character, introduced in Mega Man 3, was an earlier version of Mega Man.  He turns out to be a good guy in Mega Man 5 after it turns out that a lookalike designed by Wily had led the new Robot Masters.
